Tokio, April 5—Great property
damage was done and thirty .lives
were lost in a terrific storm which
swept the southern coast of Japan on
Sunday night. Telephone and tele-
graph lines are ‘prostrated through-
out the southern part of the empire.

Tokio is still in darkness

here.

Fertlie soils contain sufficiency of
the three most essential elements for
growing plants, nitrogen, phosphorus
and potash. Should any of these be
lacking, plants cannot grow satisfac-
torily. The two latter elements
are found in the mineral soil parti-
cles and also in the vegetable matter
that is the soil. The former-nitrogen
is found in the vegetable matter only.
Thus it will be seen that a 30il defi-
cient in vegetable matter is lacking
in nitrogen.

Nitrogen we find when buying
commercial fertilizers is that most
expensive plant food element costing

at least 25 cents per pound. If the
fertilizer contains 4 per cent of nit-
rogen the cost for this element in

one ton would be $20.00
The legumes when fully established
have the power to obtain nitrogen
from the air through a soil organism
which forms nodules on the roots of
plants belonging to this order. The
principal leguminous plants are the
common red clover, alsike clover, al-
falfa sweet clover, vetch and peas
and of these the common red clover
is probably of greatest importance.
There are approvimately 70 pounds
of nitrogen in 1% tons of clover hay
and the production of this amount of
|top growth leaves a root system con-
lenst 1200 pounds of veg-
etable matter, furnishing 30
pounds of nitrogen, in the soil. of
his 105 pounds of nitrogen in the
entire plant it has heen estimated
that about 70 pounds from
the air and 36 ponnds from the sail
vrovided that conditions favourable
to the activties of the bacteria exist.

True, some of this
may be lost by careless handling of
the manure from stock, but for the
most part it should ultimately go
back to the soil, if the hay crop is
not sold.

It hdas been found tha‘ the soil or
ganism which furnishes the clover
with nitrogen from the air does not
thrive in an acid soil or on one lack
ing in lime, consequently if we wish
to huild up a =oil through the clover
plant it is necessary, where soil acid-
ity is found., to correct this condition
by an application of lime in some
form.

Ground limestone is the most pop-
ular and effective form of lime. if

applied at the rate of 2 tgRs per acre
when seeding to grain, at which time
the clover is usually sown, best re-
sults will be obtained Subsequent
applications of one ton every three
years usually suffices to maintain
freedom from acidity.

Among the many
at the Experimental Station, Kent-
ville, N. S.. the one carried on in
half acre plots is of particular inter-
est. There was little. apparent diff-
erence in the crop of grain on the
plots and the average of four half
acre plols}hlch were limed when
seeding down at the rate of 2 tons
per acre was 42 bushels and 15 pounds
of oats, and on the two, half acre
plots not limed, 39 bushels and 31
pounds per acre. After the oats were
out there was a noticeable difference
ir the clover growth in favour of the
limed areas and the yield of hay the
following year averaged 4560 pounds
per acre from the four limed plots,
and 2480 pounds per acre from the
two plots not limed. a difference fh
favour of liming amounting to 2080
pounds of clover hay per acre. When
this land was plowed there was a de-
cidedly marked difference in the
amount of root development in favour
of the limed areas thus greatly in-
creased store of vegetable matter
and nitrogen carrying materials,

THE TEN HOUR DAY
The Editor Union Advocate,
Newecastle, N. B.
Dear Sir:—

With reference to the dispute be-
tween the Mill Owners and the Mill
Men regarding the 10 Hour Day I
would refer you to the report of the
Dept. of Labour, Ottawa, on Wages
and Hours of Labour, issued as a
supplement to the Labour Gazette
March 1921. This report shows that
in the Provinces of Quebec, Ontario |
and ‘B. C. in 1920 the hours per week
in Saw Mills were 60, or in other
words a 10 hour day was in effect.
None of the other provinces are re-
ported except N. B. which worked a
54 hour week, or a 9 hour day. How-
ever, the writer understands that in
Nova Scotia some of the mills worked
9 and some 10 hours, but every mill
will return to the 10 hr day this sea-
son.

Now it is a well known fact that
the Lumbermen of this province who
cell lTumber in Ontario and Quebec,
also to the American market, have

five-cent piece composed of pure nic-
kel metal. It s proposed to have

it the same size or very nearly the
same size, as the new Canadian one-
cent piece.

The American five-cent piece, which
is popularly called a “nickle” and is
generally thought to be composed of
the Nickel metal, is in reality only
25 per cent nickel and 75 per cent
base metal.

As all Canadian metal money-pieces
must have the same face the new
piece will bear the familiar features
of majesty and the words “Georgius
V Dei Gra Rex Et Ind. Imp.” There
may be some slight variation in the
under side of the coin.

If legisfation is passed authorizing
the minting of these new coins 7,000,-
000 would have to be run off in the
first year. This is about the average
number of five cent pieces issued
yearly.

During the high price period of
silver it was found that the face val-
ue of the Canadian five and 25 cent
pieces was less than the intrinsic
metal value. Consequently many
coins were taken out of circulation
by people and melted down. Such!
