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The Customs Collector-
ship.

The Canada Gazette of the 17th
inst., just to hand, shows that the
appointment of Walter B. Robert-
son, Esq., of Charlottetown, to the
Collectorship of Customs of this
Province was gazetted on April
1st. The appointment of Mr.
Robertsoa necessitated the super
annuation of his predecessor in
office, James Currie Esq. Now, the
Civil Service Superannuation Act
lays down certain conditions re-
quisite for the riterement of
a civil servant. Section 5 of the
Act says that “ The superannua-
tion of every civil servant ‘shall
be preceded by an inquiry by the
Treasury Board— (a) Whether
the person it is proposed to sup-
erannuate is eligible within the
meaning of this Act; and—(b)
Whether his superannuation will
result; in benefit to the service,
and is therefore in the public in-
terest ; or—(c) whether it has be-
come necessary in consequence of
his mental or physical infirmity.
Sub section 2, of sec. 5 says: “No
eivil servant shall be superannua-
ted unless the Treasury Board
reports that he is eligible within
the meaning of this Act. and that
such superannuation will be in
the public interest.” ‘

That the superannuation of Mr.
Mr. Currie and the appointment
of Mr. Robertson were not in ac-
cordance with the rejuirements
of the Act, just referred to. may
be learued from a perusal of the
House of Commons Debates of
April 16th. On page 3018 of the
Hansard of that date we find the
following :—

Mr. HACKETT.—Was Mr. James
Gurrie, formerly collector of cus-
toms at Charlottetown retired
from the service, and if so, why ?
Were any charges brought against
him ? B !

The MiNisTER oF CusToms.—I
think that he was sup\o(annuated
and a successor appointed.

Mr. KETT.—How old was

The MiNISTER OF CusTOMS.—I
have not the civil service list, but
he must have been between 60
and 70. Perhaps the hon. gentle,
man knows his age.

Mr. Hackerr. —Would the hon.
minister state upon whose recom-
mendation he was retired ?
" The MiNISTER OF Cusroms.—I
did not expect to be asked for the
details and have not got the infor-
mation here, but I will bring it
to the hon. gentleman.

Mr. HackeErr.—I am very
pleased to hear that the minister
will bring the information. I
know Mr. Currie. He is a man of
middle age, in splendid vigor and
quite as competant for the duties
of the office as ever he was.

The MINISTER OF CUSTOMS.—
How old ishe ? :

Mr. HACKETT.—A little over 60,
and but very few years older than
the man who was appointed in his
place.

Mr. BorDEN (Halifax)— The
successor is generally older.

Mr. HACKETT. —ln this case he
is younger but only by very few
years. I have known Mr. Currie
since he has been in the public

I find also that
Mr. William A. Lockhart was ap-
pointed collector of customs at the
port. of St. John, a very impor-
tant port, on the 7th May, 1900,
and that he was born on the 11th
March, 1835, being just the same
age as Mr. Currie when he was
appointed to that position. Mr.
Currie has been superannuated
because of old age and Mr. Lock-
hart who is of the same age was
appointed two years ago as collec-
tor of customs at the port of St.
John. I consider that scarcely
fair. Mr. Currie belonged to that
race of men, who at 60 or 70
years of age, are active and vig-
orous as may be instanced by our
good .friend from Victona, N. S,
(Mr. Ross) who is 80 years of age
and who is active and vigorous
still. I say it is entirely wrong
for this man to be superannuated
at the age of 67 when you ap-
pointed & man two years ago at
the port of St. John of the same
age, and especially when you sup-
erannuated Mr. Currie, not be-
cause of old age, but because you
desired to find a place for an im-
portunate partisan.”

From this it will be seen that
the Government could not have
considered Mr. Currie’s age a suf-
ficient reason for superannuating

KjoGrroy, St. Vincent, May 13.—A
correspondent of the Associated Press has
just returned here from a visit, on horse-
back, to the devasted district of thié is-
land daring which he travelled fifty miles,
and penetrated to within five miles of the
The ash covered area of
St. Vincent exceeds that of Martinigue,
whioh the correspondent has also explor-
ed.

The most conservative estimate of the
death rate here now places the nomber
at 1700. About 1300 bodies have been al-
ready interred. The entire part of the
island is covered with ashes to an average
depth of 18 inches varying ‘from a thin
layer at Kingston to two feet or more at
Georgetown. Thecrops are ruined, noth-
ing green can be seen. The streets of
Kingston are covered with snow drift-like
of ashes, and ashes rest so heavily on the
roofs that in several case they have
capged them tq fall in.

There will soon be 5,000 destitute people
in need of assistance from the governy
ment, which is already doing everything
possible to relieve the suiferers. There
are a hundred injurred people ia the hos-
pital at Gecrgetown. Gangs of men are
searchiog for the dead and rapidly bury-
ing them in trenched,

Thie ir jured persons were horibly burn.
ed by the hot grit which was driven along
with tremendous velocity. Twenty-six
persons who sought refuge in aroom n
feet by twelve feet equare, were all killed.
One person was brained by a huge stoue,
nine miles from the crater.

The hospital here is filled with dying
people. Fifty injured persons are lying
on the floor of the building as there are
no beds for their ngcomoduion‘ thaugl
cols sre being rapidly constructed of
boards. This and similar work has beon
in progress since immediately affer the
disaster.

But two days elapsed before there were
any burials, as the negroes refused to
dig the necessary trenches, although they
were offered three times their usual wages
by the local authorities, The nyrses
employed are ingompetent, but they ave
willing to learn, and are working hard.
