Jessie, 19 years old, has ohe child
three years old,  besides one murder-
ed in March.

% - The bodies of forty babies are
at the morgue today, victime
of the intense heat yesterday
and today. Ten thousand
slept in -the open air on ‘the
beach last night.
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It was hot Monday. In fact it was
adjectively humid,  but though the
plugs were melted from the transpiz-
atory organs it was not beeause the
mercury had poked a hole in the top
of the glass, but more because of the
unusual humidity of the atmosphere.
The highest the thermometer register-
ed was 80 degrees. This is three de-
grees below the maximum tempera-
ture-on July 22 and 29, the two hottest
days this summer.

No heat prostrations were reported
in the city Monday, nor in any part
of the west. In Southern Alberta high
teperatures were recorded, Medicine
Hat 92, Macleod 91, and Lethbridge
89. These wete the highest registered
in the west,

In the big eastern cities the toll of
dedth of the heat wave has been
great. In New York seven deaths re-
sulted, and many others were tempor-
arily overcome. The mortality among
infants in cities has been distressingly
large.

No promise is made of cooler wea-
ther in the eastern centres, but in
Western Canada the forecast is for un-
settled and cool weather, with local
showers. - Heavy rains fell in the Qu’-
Appelle valley "Monday and thece
were light showers in Manftoba and
Alberta.

Estimate Prepared By Department
of Help Required to Harvest
Crops.

From the reports of crop corres-
pondents throughout tne provinece the
department of agriculture estimates
that approximately 1,300 harvest help
-will- probably-be required to care for
the crop during the present season.
A Trepresentative of the department
will be sent to Winnipeg in order to
see that the province secures its fair
quota of help and also to prevent, if
possible, a congestion at any one
point. The deépartment was very sue-
cessful in. doing this last year, and
while congestions occurred at different
points in the provinces of Manitoba
and Saskatchewan no difficulty was
experienced in Alberta,

It was found last year that a very
large number of men were available
from homesteads and a considerable
number also came into the province
irom the mountains, and the C. P. R.
strike doubtless set free a good many
men to work in the harvest fields, so
that the mumber estimated to be re-
quired Jearly in the season, namely,
2,300, was found as harvest approach-
ed to be many more than was requir-
ed. It is considered that 1,300 is a
very conservative estimate for this
season.

Collingwood Schrieber is Satisfied
With G. T. P. Construction—
Going V;Vest From Here.

Eight l)Un(led and eighteen miles
wes#of Winnipeg is ah indication o1
the ‘progress which has been made in
the construction eof the new trans-
€ontinenta]l” line’” The track laying
machine, |/ Saturday evening, was
twenty-three miles west of central
point in Edmonton, heading for the
Pembina River. The.gravel cars had
reached a point within a mile and a
half ofpépe Clover Bar bridge and the
lifting gang, which completes- the
ballasting on the line, was within
eleven miles of the bridge. «

These facts are -attributed to Col-
lingwoed ISchreiber for many years
government inspector of railway con-
struction in the Dominion. Mr, Sch-
reiber arrived at the C.N.R. station
in Edmonton on Saturday evening n
his private car “Ottawa,” having
made -a careful tour of inspection over
the line. He expressed his satisfaz-
tion at the workmanship which: has
been put into the 'G.T.P. declaring
that it would be by far the best line
across the prairies. The work was
advancing quite satisfactorily but it
was evident that the inspector would
be pleased to see more men on the
shifts. He feared that with the ap-
proaching harvest and the good wages
obtainable from the farmers, it would
be difficult to keep the required quota
of men on the grade.

Development is Wonderful.

“It is wonderful to see fhe ‘rapid
developmert of the country lall along
the line,” said Mr. Schreiber. *“I
could name a half dozen towns that
will surely be places of considerable
size some day in the mnear. future.
Freight sheds are ‘being rushed *o
comple%t):on and elevators are rising
against the sky in a surprising man-
ner. The crops are looking splendid
although I expected to see them a
little farther advanced than they are.
In Ontario a great deal of the grain
is in stook while along. the G.T.P.
it will be two weeks before the -.ar-
vest is under way.’ s

Mr. Schreiber will awail in"Edmon-
ton ‘the arrival of ‘B. B. Kelliher,
chief engineer of the G.T.P., and the
two ,aceompanied. By J. R. TLoftus,
private secretary to Mr. Schreiber,
will set out on horseback for Wolf
Creek and the Macleod River. The
contraet for the section of the line
from Wolf Creek to the Yellowhead
Pass has Tecently been let to Foley,
Wglch ‘and 8tewart and a final sur-
vey of the course will be made ‘before
the grading begins. It is the inten-
tion of the contraters to try to com-
plete this before winter sets'in -0
that they may econtinue heavy rock
work still further west during winter.

Made Trip Before.

Two years ‘ggo Mr. Schreiber made
the trip in the saddle, from Edmon-
ton straight through to the Yellow-
head. Mr. Schreiber is no longer »
voung man but he seems to have m
hesitation about msdking the rather
arduous journey.

Speaking about the progress of thu
work generally, the inspector =said
that one hundred miles of the line
from Prince Rupert east is now being
completed and the contraet will short
ly ‘be let for an additional one hun-
dred and thirty miles. leaving a dis-
tance still remaining to be contracted
for ‘in the mountainous section -f
about four hundrea and fifty miles.
The total distance from Wolf Creek
to Prince Rupert is 886 miles and 1t
is ‘on this stretch that the G.T.P.

Committee of the Board Mget Weekly
and Take up Commercial Questions
Which Are Not Now Fully Dis-
cussed.

There was little business of im-
portance beiore the board of trade at
their regular monthly session yester-
day afternoon.

A
committee was also agreed upon to
wait upon the G. T. P. officials upon
their coming visit to Edmonton to
again urge for traific facilities on the
bridge at Clover Bar. It was also de-
cided to appoint a committee who
would hold weekly sessions and take
up any of the commercial matters that
do not now come up at the regular
meetings or at the meetings oi the
couneil of the board. This act is one
of importance in promoting better
work by the organization.

A. Perry, of Hobbema, on the C. &
E. line, wrote the board, stating that
the trains did not stop at-that point.
He asked that the board endorse an
appeal to the superintendent of the
C. P. R. The appeal was endorsed.

The entertaining of the American
agricultural editors who are expected
here on the 20th, was left with the
reception committee for arrangements.

Radial Railway Discussed.

W. W. Short, solicitor for the Radias
Railway Co., who are asking a fran-
chise from the city, appeared before
the -board with the promoter, R.
Brutinel and asked that endorsation
be given to the granting of the pro-
posed radial franchise. Mr. Short
answered a number of questions of the
members with reference to the agree-
ment,

A resolution was passed to the ei-
fect that the board endorsed the prin-
ciple of connecting Edmonton with
outside points by means of radial rail-
ways and were in favor of the city
entering into any fair agreement with
any approved company.

An East End Ferry or Bridge.

A. C. Fraser spoke with reference
to the action taken by the board some
time ago, asking for an east end ferry.
He inquired if any steps had yet been
taken by the board in approaching®
the government.

The secretary said that the public
works department had been written
with reference to the -matter but no
reply had yet been received. Recently
the board’s energies had been engaged
in pressing for the east end bridge.

Mr. Fraser said he had been inform-
ed on good authority that a grant had
bgen promised by the local govern-
ment, fowards a high level bridge east
of Strathcona ‘if the request for such
assistance were deferred until next
year.

Mr. Short urged that another eifort
be made to secure traffic facilities on
the G. T. P. Clover Bar bridge. He
suggested that a strong delegation
wait, upon the G. T. P. officials on
their’ arrival in the city shortly.

It wés agreéd that both those ques-
tions be taken up by a committee ap-
pointed by the president.

H. A. Maskie,of the firm of Cormack
& Mackie, was elected as a member
of the ‘board.

A New ldea for Meetings.

The president before the close of
the meeting spoke on the mneed of
making the board’s work of greater
benefit to the general membership. At
the present time many important mat-
ters were not thoroughly discussed
either at the regular meetings or at
the meetings of the council. He sug-
gested that a committee be appointed
whose duty would be to meet weekly
and discuss all matters that would
arise from time to time.

The suggestion was endorsed by-a
number of members and a motion was
passed that a committee to hold these
weekly meetings as outlined be named
by. the president.

A. E. Jackson again brought up a
matter jpreviously before the board.
It was that the railways to which gov-
ernment assistance was being granted
should be asked to erect traffic sec-
tions in connection with the bridges
now being built.

A motion along the lines indicated
was passed by the board and a com-
mittee composed of Messrs. Short, K.

AMERICA LESS AMERICAN

Industrialism is. Destroying Old-time
America of Franklin and Wash
ington.

Paris, Aug. 11—Concluding a series
of impressions of America which he
gained during a recent visit to that
country ‘Gugleimo Ferrero, the Italian
historian,’ finds that the anti-pluto-
cratic movement is essentially a strug.
gle between the old traditions of the
Puritan democracy and civilization,
gold, luxury and pleasure, a repeti-
tion under-modern and more compli-
cated forms, of the struggle which
rént Rome for three centuries.

The rapidity of development, light-
ning changes in customs and the cre-
ation of a multiplicity of new needs,
he says; eat. up the large earnings of
the peo;ﬁe who, though they are living
better than the Europeans, unfortu-
nately, havé not'aequired the habit
of saving.

Signor Ferrero believes that the an-
ti-plutoerat movement is a triamph
in some directions but it is destined
to- fall in others, because Americans
forget in their superb optimism and
enthusiasm t.at the mordlity of the
modern civilization is imperiect.

“Industrialism,” says Signor Fer-
rero, in*concluding, ‘““seeme to be de-
stroying a part of the old time Am-
erica of Franklin and Washington and
creating an America less American
than that of. the past. When and
where this destruction will cease no
one can say.”’

A brisk north wind and the
Iry-as-tinder construction of the sur-
rounding buildings caused the - con-
flagration. The water supply was

poor and no pressure was avail
ible for the firemen who went over to
fight the fire.

Among the buildings burned are the

Engineer Crean Publishes Booklet
Dealing With Resources of Norti-
ern Saskatchewan From Prince
Albert to Churchill River—Much
Agricultural Land. g

After exploring 22,000,000 acres -i
country in northern. Saskatchewaa,
north and west of Prince Albert, as
far as Churchill river, it has been
found that there are 3,000,000 acres
of water, 5,000,000 of land suitable for
settlement and 12,000,000 of wet land
The latter can all be drained and
made good for settlement. This i3
the result of the explorations of
Frank J. P."Crean, C.E., of the rail-
way lafds department, Ottawa. The
story and result of his trip througn
the north in an attractive booklet en-
titled, “Northland Exploration,’
which has just been issued by the de-
partment.

Mr. (Mean and an assistant speat
six months in the country - studying
& 1 conditions relative to agricultur:,
and have ascertained that there is «
east amount of splendid land for mix-
ed farming that needs only railwav
facilities to bring it within reach ¢t
se'flers. Many spleandid gardens wer2

.oche, which is nearly 200 miles
n~th of Prince Albert.

1.4. There are good cance routes intd
tne coumry  but summer travel by
land is difficult on account of rivers
and lakes. There is an abundanca
of water, wver the whole distri¢t and
setilers ‘will be assured of plenty of
vood and good hay land in almost
any vicinity they locate.

Character of Soil.

In the southeasterly portion of the
district the soil is a light loam with
a blue clay sub-soil; towards the west
the soil is light loam with sandy clay
sub-goil. = There is an abundance «*
good hay land along the Sandy river.
There is fertile land along the Buffa-
lo lake and at La Loche lake the soil
is very rich, being a heavy loam from
18 inches to greater depths. West ol
the height of land at Portage La
Locheé there is good soil and a'larga
territory of good country.

The elimate over the whole distrizt
is most favorable, the winters being
no more severe than in the settled
portions of Saskatchewan. The “rost
which damaged the grain in Saskatch-
ewan in 1908 did not affect the grain
and garden stuff in the north country
at all. At Portage La Loche, the
most northerly point reached by Mr.
Crean, ‘he saw potatoes on September
17 that had not been touched by the
frost. He was struck by the variety
of garden stuff that was grown ‘u
great profusion and with great suc
cess at all of the mission stations
and the Hudson’s Bay posts. The
lakes began to freeze over on Oct 2,
but this was followed by a warm spal

and they were navigable | for two
weeks longer.
A Fine Ranching Country.

Along the Big river in the southg®n
portion of the tract is a fine ranching
country, where plenty of hay, water
‘and good shelter abounds.. The coun-
try is principally open, dotted with
bluffs of poplar, and there is ‘hay
everywhere. The grass cures well on
the stock and the rolling hills blow
clear of snow, making them as good
for cattle as the Porcupine hills of
Southern Alberta. There is even bet-
ter cattle range in the valley of the
Pembina river to the southwest of
Portage La Loche. Hay was stackel
oll over the country close to the trails

Game is Abundant.

There is an abundance of all kinds
of game throughout the country; ‘o
cluding moose, eariboo, deer, black
and cinnamon bears, lynx, timber
woli, fox, wolverine, otter, beaver,
mink, marten, muskrat, rabbit and
squirrel. There are also large num-
bers of various wild fowl and part-
ridges. Moose and cariboo are beiny
killed by the natives in large num
bers and deer are being almost ex-
terminated by wolves

One of the great assests of the coun
try is the supply. of exeellent white
fish that are to be found in all the
lakes and rivers. The pike or jack
fish is equally plentiful, but is not so
valuable for food. There is small
timber scattéred all'over the tract ex-
plored, but not sufficiently large nor
abundant to be valuable commercial
ly. There is ample timber for settler s
use, but not enough for a lumber in-
dustry. There were at one time largz
areas of merchantable timber in the
country, but they have been destrov-
ed by numerous fires that have raged
through it. There are a great manv
prospectors who have been up througn
the north and have located in differ-
ent places, and, though Mr. Crean
had no doubt of there being valuable
mineral supplies, he had no direat
evidence to that effect.

What appealed to the explorer was
the convenience and abundance of
sites for small water power plants.
They were located that for grist and
lumbeér mills and’ lighting and pump-
ing plants they could be used with
great economy. On the La Portage
river, the Roman Catholic mission,
there is a saw mill operated by water
power. It is also used for a pump-
ing plant and an electric light plant
is being installed for the use of the
mission. >

At the north of Green lake fthere i-
quite a settlement of half-bredds, and
the Hudson’s Bay company and Re-
villon Bros. have posts, as well as a
big mission. The priest in charge ci
the mission, Father Teston, has a
fine growth of garden stuff. He in-
formed Mr. Crean that he had grown
oats and barley for fifteen years suc-
cessively and- had not had a single
failure. A native, named Morin, said
that he had raised oats, potatoes and
barley for 356 years in that place anil
did not. remember having had one
failure.

WESTERN GRAIN CROP
197,646,000 BUSHELS

Statistics Bureau Preésents’ This Esti.
mate at the “nd of July—Wheat
Crop of West Placed at 160,000,000
Bushels—Alberta Makés Splendid
Showing.

Ottawa, August 10.—The census amd
statistics office gave out today its re
port for the end of July.  Field Ccrops
and live stock, it says, are not uni-
formly good, but they denote, on the
Wwhole, very satisfactory - conditions
for all parts of the Dominion. Time-
ly rains at the end of June and fre-
quent showers throughout July prov
ed to be very helpful, and there are
only a‘few localities where the crops
are under the average. Fall wheat
has done well in parts of Ontario.
Where it is chiefly grown, it was_cut
carly and gathered in fine condifion.
Reports of threshing already made
show the average for the province to
be 234 bushels for an area of 551,000
acres in crop.

Fall, Wheat in The West.

Alberta is the only other province
growing a considérable guantity of
tall wheat, and there is fully one-third
of the area sown killed by hard win-
ter wheat. The 81,000 acres harvest-
ed has an estimated yield of 23.00
bushels per acre. It was too early
at the end of July to get estimates
of spring grains for the maritime
provinces but for Quebec, Manitoba,
Saskatchewan andi7Alberta, with an
area of 7,022,200 acxes in spring wheat,
the estimated yield is 22.07 bushels
per acre, which nfikes an aggregate
of $159,662,000 bushels. = Spring and
fall wheat in the five provinces show
a total of 75,223,000 bushels, grown on
7,684,300 acres and the estimated yield
in wheat in th¢ same provinces was
6,610,300 acres and the estimated yield
at the same date 130,263,000 busheis.

Big Increase Over Last Year.

For Man‘toba, Baskatchewan and
Alberta the estimated yield this year
is 197,646,000 bushels and last year
at the same date # was 110,524,000

shels. The estimated yield of hay
and clover is 8,984,000 tons, which is
an average of 123 tons pe racre. The
condition of fall wheat when reaped
was 76.53; for spring wheat at second
of July 84.17, and of barley " 83.84.
Other field crops at the end of July
shoy conditions of 87.78 for oats, 81.84
for rye 87.07, for peas 86.15, for buck
wheat 87.23, for mixed grains B84.43,
for beans 82.86, for corn. 92.03, f{for
potatoes 84.22, for turnips 81.57, for
an average of 123 tons per acre. The
and for sugar beets 81.82. The pas-
ture condition of live stock at the
end of July was 94.46 for horses, 93.36
for mileh cows, 94.39 for other horn-
ed cattle, 83.34 for sheep and 92.39
for swine. The June averages of
live stock have been very closely
maintained throughout July.

T0 PAY OFF MORTGAGE

New Clues in Connection With the
C.P.R. Train Hold-up at Ash-
‘croft, B.C.—Lived on Farm at
Florence, Near Los Angeles, Cali-
fornia. .

In the valise of the dead man, in
which dynamite and provisions were
found, was a clothes brush on which
was a trade mark of the Long Beach
Merchandise Co., of Long |Beach,
California.

Sergeant Phillips, on looking at
the picture of .the girl, believed that
there was someéthing familiar about
it. After a long hunt amongst his
papers; he finally found a duplicate
of the photograph, given him two
years ago to aid in the location of a
runaway girl. He had, after a short
search, found the girl in Los Angeles,
and the child told the -officer where
she had been taken by the woman
to have her photographed.

This woman was traced up by aid
of the- recollection of the photo-
grapher. She readily told Sergeant
Phillips that she had given the
photo to a man named Haney, -who
lived at Florence.

DEATH FROM UNKNOWN CAUSE.

That Mah Ling, the Chinaman
whose remains were found a week
ago on the farm of Wm. Horricks,
8ix miles north of Edmonton, came
to his death by an unknown, cause
was the verdict of the coroner’s jury
at the ingquest held yesterday after
noon. The jury, from the -evidence
of the -witnesses, were convinced
that the remains were those of Mah
Ling, who /eit the laundry of Jan
Lee, on, Kinistino avenue, on the
evening .of July 16th last.

He is said to have left shortly
after eight on that night and about
nine. o’clock a Chinaman, who ap
peared® to be insane, was seen runn
ing, hat i® bhend, along Sutherland
street towards Namayo, on which he
turned north. It is thought that
this man was Mah Ling, who was
never seen afterwards.

It is probable that the insane
Chinaman ran. until exhausted and
then laid down in the field of Mr.
Horricks, where. he -expired. The
most remarkable thing in connection-
with the case is that, though the body
could have lain in the field only
about three weeks, when found there
wag little left but the bones. “R
seemed to have melted away like
grass,” asaid Coroner Braithwaite,
when telling the jury, yesterday
afternoon of the condition in which
he found the body.

Corporal Davies, of the RN.W.M.-
P., assisted by Mah AR, one of the
best educated of the Edmonton ina
men, has tbeen working on thé case
for the past week and their identifica-
tion of the Celestial was the result.

They expect to be
absent about two months and if they
wccomplish the feat of scaling Mount
Robson 13,700 feet above the sea level,
they will thave aftained what man has
never before done.

The party have just returned from
Lake O’Hara in the Rockies where the
annual meeting of the Alpine club was
held.  During their meetings there Mr.
Amery gave interesting experiences of
climbing in South Africa Mr. Hastings
told of a climb on Nanga Parbat in the
Himalayas ,famous in Alpine history,
and Mr. Munn gave numerous accounts
of man-eating game ‘along the Uganda
railway and told of his firt climb on Ru
wenzori range.

For some distance from Lac La
Loche he followed the height of land.
Mr. Cowpar has béen up in.the Lac
La Biche district for nearly a year.

Freres, Ltd.

ARRANGING FOR HARVESTERS.
The Department of Agriculture is en-
deayoring to secure a share of the
harvest help coming to the West this
‘season. Arrangements have been
made with the railway authorities to
ticket a sufficient number of harvest
hands to Alberta puints to ensure a
safe harvesting of the crop. The De-
partment will, if necessary, send a re-
presentative to Winnipeg in order to
see that the Province pets its fair
qugta of men and to prevent as far as
possible a larger number going to any
one point than is necessary to.gneet
the demand. As these men will be
only ticketed to the station, farmers
requiring . help should leave their
name and location: with ‘their nearest
railway agent or arrange with friends
in- town to secure..and send out to
them the help they need.

“That, taking into consideration
the unsatisfactory state of the\ present
market square,. with regard' to the
very muddy state of the tying-up
places, the secretary write the city
authorities asking that the new hay
market place be paved. with wood or
other suitable pavement.”

CHIEF LANCEY RETURNS.

Chief of Police .Lancey returned
Monday from Niagara Falls
where he has been attending the con-
vention of Chief €onstables of Cana-
da, which was in session there dur-
ing the 28th and 29th of July. Just
as he was about to return west he re-
ceived word that his father in Mon-
treal had taken a second stroke -1
paralysis.

“The principal question that came

in jury courts to discredit the poli:e
by references to the so-called sweat-
bo ‘and third-degree methods, your
committee have been unable to dis-
cover any jurisdiction for such refer-
ences, inasmuch- as no case is to be
found in which a rosponsible police
officer has been found guilty of im-
‘proper conduct in Tespect of prison-
eérs’ confessions; resolved, that this
“Association protest against such need-
less attack on fhe integrity of iue
‘police. and ‘appeal to the Judiciary,
the Bar and the Press of Canada to
unite in discouraging a ptactice so
‘unfair to the police, and one which i:
calenlated to destroy. confidence in
them.” *

FIRE ON ST. ALBERT TRAIL.

At about four o’clock on Saturday
afternoon fire demolished the resi-
dence and furniture belonging to
Arthur H. Coles in the Sherbrooke
addition, on the St. Albert trail. At
the time it occurred Mrs. Coles and
child were in the ‘city. Mr. Coles
was out mowing hay about one mile
away, having taken his boy with
him. How the fire started is un-
known, as the fire in the stove was
out an hour before Mrs. Coles left
her home. The total loss is estimat-
ed at $1,000, on which there is mo
insurance. Mr. Coles and. his wife
came from England several years ago
and were building up a home in Ed-
monton. The fire has destroyed
practically everything they thad ac
quired. The first intimation Mr.
Coles had of the fire was when he
returned with a load of hay and saw
only the smouldering ruins of his
dwelling place.

FURS BRING GOOD PRICES.

The fur buyers who have been con-
gregating in the city gathered in the
McDougal block on Saturday afternon
and submitted tenders for: the furs
borught down from the north by Colin
Fraser and Ben Huresell.

Colin Fraser’s catch was divided into
two lots. Iot No. 1 consisted of 9,130
rat skins which was knocked down to
the Northwest Hide Fur Co., at $3,150.-
25. Other bids were McDougal ‘& Secord
$3,000, F. W. Mopnjo, $2,761.85; Revillon
Bros., $3,053.40 and Jos. Ullman & Co.,
$2,915. Lot o. 2 conmsisting of 52 red
foxes, 26 cross foxes, 102 otter, 171 mink,
194 martin, 20 wolves, 18 wolverines, 37
weasels, 30 bear and 35 skunk were se-
cured by ‘Jos. Ullman & Co., of Minne-
apelis, at $4,959. The next highest bid
was $4,775.90, made by the Northwest
Hide and Fur Co. McDougall & Se-
cord’s bid was $4,774.
