LLONDON, To-Day.

Premier Asquith was absent from
the House of Commons on the advice
of his physicians owing to an attack
of laryngitis. Sir Edward Gray as-
sumed the leadership of the Govern-
ment forces. Lord Hugh Cecil start-
ed a repetition of the former uproar,
but the Opposition did not appear to
be anxious to follow his lead. He
moved that the consideration of the
bill be postponed for three months
and said the Prime Minister ought to
be subjected to the criminal law on
a charge of high treason. This re-
mark aroused the noisy protest from
the ministerial benches, but the
Speaker quelled the disorder. The
bill, shorn of the vital amendments
of the House of Lords, but with minor
concessions added, will be.presented
to the House of Lords to-day. So
many peers wish to take part in the
debate that the vote on the bill is not
likely to take place until Thursday:
The insurgent have obtained a
weighty 1‘ecruiT in Lord Roberts,
who has announced his intention to
vote with the followers of l.ord Hals-
bury against the: measure.

The British Navy

READY FOR WAR.

Not since the Emperor of Germany’s
historical cablegram to Paul Kruger,
whilst the Boer war was in progress,
has the friendly relationship between
England and Germany approached the
pcint of breaking point, as during this
last few days, through a speech made
by MNr. Llord George, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, in reference to the
Moroccan complications.

Whether war between the two na-
tions result or not will depend on the
diplomatic handling of the situation,
by the Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs; Sir Edward Grey, and the
British Cabinet, in the first case, and
whether Germany is in a state of pre-
paredness to come to grips with the
unl_\"nation she is in the opinion of
those best able to judge, even likely
to have occasion to go to war with,
in the second case.

The British Navy was made the bat-
tle cry of the Unionist Party in the
election of 1909, and Lord Charles
Jeresford, candidate for Portsmouth,
