The best thing 
of an inexpen­
sive kind is al­
most always bet­
ter than a cheap 
thing of a more 
expensive class.

Things which 
appear exactly 
the same on the 
surface are often 
entirely different 
when you look 
into them more 
closely. For in­

stance. knowing how to spend money 
and knowing how to buy, might appear 
to be the same thing, but they are en­
tirely different. Every woman knows 
how to do the first; one in a hundred, 
the second. And yet, knowing how to 
buy wisely is one of the most import­
ant divisions in woman's great sci­
ence of home-making. I heard an in­
vestigator of financial conditions as­
sert that women spend over three- 
fourths of all the money that is earn­
ed m the middle and lower classes. 
Think how- important it is that they 
should know how to spend it wisely. 
Volumes might certainly be written 
on this subject, but I don't know en­
ough to write them. I just want to 
bring home to vow one principle of 
wise buying with which I have re­
cently been impressed and which I 
have stated above, namely—the best 
tiling of an inexpensive kind is almost 
always better than a cheap thing of a 
more expensive class.

Nine years Ago two young girls who 
were chums were married at about 
the same time. These young couples 
had nearly the sam amount of money 
td spend, and many of their household 
furnishings were similar. But in the

matter of beds they disagreed. One 
girl was determined to have brass 
beds, and since she did not have en­
ough money to buy a first class arti­
cle. bought some attractive but cheap 
brass beds. The other girl said, 
would rather have a thoroughly good 
white bed than a cheap brass one,” and 
fortwith, put about the same sum 
which her friend had invested, into the 
most attractive and well made white 
beds that could be bought. To-day- 
one girl has dainty white beds which 
look as fresh and attractive as when 
she bought them, while the other has 
a pair of tarnished and tawdry brass 
beds which spoil the appearance of 
h*t whole chamber.

It is better to buy good oak than 
cheap mahogany; a first class cotton 
Ire es than a cheap silk one.

Good muslin or scrim curtains are 
infinitely preferable to hangings of 
cheap lace.

First class cretonne is better than 
fourth class tapestry.

It is infinitely more satisfactory to 
pay fifty cents for the best of silk 
lisle stockings than for the cheap 
grade of silk hose.

Good lamb will give you more nu­
triment and satisfaction for your 
money than cheap steak.

■year drew the H. M. S. Hawke into 
collision with her. and thaC the suc­
tion of the Titanic passing the New 
York snapped seven steel hawsers and 
drew the 10,000 ton ship almost into 
collision.

With such terrible forces in play, 
what would happen say to a "growler" 
of 30,000 tons, floating freely and al­
most immersed on a dark night near 
the path of the great leviathan of 
60:006-tons, racing along at 22 knots? 
Does It not appear to follow that this 
tremendous force would drag such a 
growler under the bottom of the lln- 
e, and like an immense plane, driven 
by an almost inconceivably high mo­
mentum over a . gigantic growler, 
her double bottom and her sides 
were torn out of her for a furlong or 
so. This is but a surmise. It is quite 
a possibility in view of what Is. now 
known of the immense force of suction 
generated by the passage of such great 
leviathans at a high speed. If this 
theory holds then a new ocean peril 
has arisen, whose horrors may at any­
time recur to leviathans of such a 
size and speed which cress the ice 
ridden waters of the deep.

"Presse Nou­
velle" quotes the captain of La 
Touraine as saying that he had 
sent a wlrless despatch reporting 
the presence of Icebergs to the 
captain of the Titanic who ac­
knowledged the message with 
thanks."

ABSOLUTE NEGLECT.
Now, in the first instance, the mails 

could easily have been obtained front 
Millertown Junction by dog team. It 
wae often brought from much greater 
distances In this way under the old 
regime. The team which goes to 
Bonne Bay could easily have left Deer 
l.ake and gone to Millertown Junction 
at any time. Instead of being so in­
structed they were allowed to run In 
and out with a practically empty com- 
atik or to remain Idle at Deer .Lake. 
Other relays of teams could have tak­
en the mail from Deer Lake here and 
from hence down the coast, for it is 
quite easy to obtain transportation of 
this kind. Or, if this were not judged 
advisable, why was not the service 
via Port aux Basques commenced as 
soon as the bloc.kade occurred on the 
eastern end of the lihe? Are the 
minds of our postal officials so set in 
one groove that they cannot think out­
side it, or so great that their move­
ments are perforce ponderous and 
tardy? Furthermore, why was not 
the mail «for Bonne Bay and points 
further down the coast run right 
through to Deer Lake when the line 
was open to that place? The snow 
blockade was not the cause, because 
this portipn was clear as early as, 
if not much earlier, than any other. 
Was the Postmaster General ignor­
ant of the whereabouts of this par­
ticular mgil, or somewhat careless 
thereabout in his anxiety to get the 
mails to our more favored eastern 
countrymen over the snow drifts? Or 
perhaps the Reids would not send the 
mail through until they saw fit to do 
so, in which case he would, we pre­
sume, be powerless in the matter and 
the onus rest on the Government.

That is more,than can be said 
of our Newfoundland mail service, at 
least as far as this section is concern­
ed.
