This woman was stich a flagrant 
worshipper of the golden calf that the 
rest of the boarders used to joke 
about the twenty dollar panama and 
the forty-five dollar raincoat, etc. And 
yet. I noticed that, though we were 
somewhat more subtle about it, we 
also were prone to insinuate similar 
references to our possessions into the 
conversation.

A young man from New York mar­
ried a girl whose home was in Ber­
muda, and on all the wedding pres­
ents which were sent there he had to 
pay duty. So every time the subject

Dr. Mosdell’s letter in our Satur­
day’s- issue evidently caused a flutter 
in the Government dove-cote.

Suspicious Death
Police and Doctors Investigating,
Yesterday the dead body of. a child 

was brought to the police station from 
a house where it was found dead wrap­
ped up in a shawl. It was placed in 
the Morgue, where a representative of 
the Evening Telegram saw it this 
morning. There are certain circum­
stances about the affair, which have 
aroused the suspicions of the police, 
but at the present time they are not' 
in a position to know whether the 
supicious would justify the formulation 
of any charge of wrong doing of which 
they could take notice. The dead 
body was taken from the house where 
the child was born on Saturday night. 
The child is illegitimate, and at noon 
to-day the police surgeons, Dr. Mit­
chell and Dr. Macpherson, examined 
the body. At one o’clock they left and 
we understand the dead child is to be 
buried this afternoon. Dr. Mitchell 
declined to give out any Information 
on tile ground that they had not yet 
made their official report, and at 2 
o’clock the Inspector General said the 
authorities had not received the doc­
tors’ reports and they were not in a 
position as yet to decide their course 
of action. The police know where the 
child was born and its mother, but at 
present they are very reserved. No 
arrest has been made. ,

SHOPPING

Horwood
Pulp Mill.

Mr. W. F. Horwood, of the Horwood 
Lumber Co., arrived here from Camp- 
bellton a couple of days ago. The big 
pulp enterprise inaugurated by the 
Company there is now taking shape, 
and the mill, before Mr. Horwood left, 
had been thoroughly finished. It is a 
fine building with concrete basement 
and floors. Some of the machinery for 
the mill is already on the ground and 
orders have been placed for the bal­
ance in the United States and Canada. 
The wharf has also been built; it is 
350 feet long. 28 feet wide and there 
is 29 feçt of water, capable of floating 
the largest ship, with a fine safe har­
bour. The wharf is double tracked 
with a single track running from it to 
the mill and it is a fine substantial 
structure. Ten dwelling'houses, com­
fortable and well built, have bee( 
erected for the officials. Stores ant 
shops have also been erected. The 
concrete dam re-inforced by steel will 
be 1,070 feet long and 850 feet of this 
have been completed and will back up 
water to a depth of 25 feet. A canal 
!)as been dug along side of the hill, 
which is 550 feet in length, for carry­
ing the water to the water wheels. 
The canal is 18 feet wide and 10 deep 
with plenty of watér for machipery. 
The dam will be finished next spring 
when the wheel chambers and other 
work will be finished. The mill will 
employ permanently 60 hands and will 
have a capacity of 10,000 tons of pulp 
per annum. The first pulp will be 
turned out early next summer. Over 
160 men are now at work cutting pulp 
wood in the forest. There was only 
one accident there during the summer 
when a man fell off a scaffold but was 
not seriously hurt.

ANOTHER 
BIG LAND 

SCANDAL.
Dear Mr. Editor:—We have another 

big land scandal in St Mary's Bay. 
About a year ago an undertaking was 
given prominent Tories in Salmonier 
and St. Mary’s, that there , was 
another Branch Railway to be built 
across the neck of land dividing Tre- 
passey from St. Mary's Bay, thence 
over to Hoidyrood (ndw St. Vinrent) 
up the eastern side of St. Mary’s 
Bay, and on to either Whitbournu or 
Brigus Junction. The party heelers 
knew of this new $2,000,000 Branch 
Railway and they applied for all the 
unoccupied land in the Riverhead 
Valley. The people of the Riverhead 
of St. Mary’s held this land in com­
mon, it was their grazing land, they 
always looked upon thifc land ak a 
great asset to their prosperous and 
growing farming settlement. 4 sur­
veyor was brought up from Trepassey 
and the land was surveyed in lots, 
.and we understand has been granted.

Any person acquainted with this 
section will see at a glance that the 
Railway will run right through this 
Valley, and the lands that they have 
applied for, therefore the Government 
will have to pay Thousands of Dollars 
for the right of way for the new Rail­
way, over this land. Some years ago 
in Sir Robert Bond’s time a few Tory 
heelers tried to get this same land, 
but the people protested, and Messrs 
Jackman, Boni a and Sullivan backed 
up their protest and our grazing 
ground was saved for that 
time.

LONDON. Nov. 17.
The Telegraph's Uskub correspond­

ent under Thursday’s date, says: "The 
Crown Prince, who left here yesterday 
to join the Servian Army before Mon- 
astir, arrived at Perlepe this after­
noon. He received an enthusiastic 
welcome from the inhabitants who 
strewed the roads with flowers. While 
the reception was in progress, the 
sound of guns, about 25 miles south 
west, announced that the battle of 
Monastic had begun. All the news, 
thus far received here, is that the 
Servian cavalry division, operating 
between Perlepe and Monastir, came 
in contact with a Turkish column, 
consisting of a regiment Of infantry, 
cavalry and a battery at once attack­
ed the enemy near the village of 
Dobromi. Despite the fire from the 
Turkish guns, the Servians forced 
the column, which formed the advance 
gtiard, to retire, by a successsful 
flank movement, and it fell towards 
Novatzi, away from its main body.

A Great Battle 
Being Waged

Special to Evening Telegram.
CONSTANTINOPLE, To-day.

A great battle between the Bul­
garians and turks is on along the 
line of the Tchatalja fortifications. 
Nazin Pasha, the Turkish command- 
cr-iu-chief sends tho following dis­
patch: “The battle which com­
menced on Sunday morning with an 
attack by the Bulgarian infantry 
lasted until an hour after sunset. 
The enemy who advanced chiefly fac­
ing our right wing and our center 
were repulsed by our infantry and 
artillery fire. Three Bulgarian bat­
teries were destroyed.” All through 
the day the sound of heavy guns 
booming distantly was heard at 
Constantinople. It ceased only with 
darkness. The firing along the en­
tire line was evidently preparatory 
to an infantry attack. Mazim 
Pasha's headquarters are near Had- 
emkeni railway station. According 
to the latest reports, the battle 
ceased with night-fall. The resump­
tion of hostilities is not regarded as 
indicating- the collapse of peace ne­
gotiations but rather as a means of 
hastening Turkey's acceptance of the 
a!lies's terms by proving her com­
plete helplessness or as one cor­
respondent phrased it: “To establish 
an accomplished fact before making 
further communications." The Bul­
garian Government organ, Mir, re­
verts to the subject of peace and 
plainly intimates that the allies are 
prepared to consider the question of 
an alliance with Tun rev, provided the 
latter promptly accepts the terms, 
which would give Turkey an oppor­
tunity of welding the territories into 
a modern state and making friends 
with conquerous. The Balkan States 
clearly have in mind the formation 
of such an alliance as would be able 
to defy European interference in the 
disposition of the spoils of war.

Cholera Raging.
Death Kate fifty per cent Army Re- 

fugees.
Special to Evening Telegram.

CONSTANTINOPLE. To-day.
There are now over a thousand 

cases Cholera daily in and in front of 
Constantinople. The death rate has 
reached fifty per cent army refugees. 
The authories are unable to cope 
with the situation. On Thursday last 
3000 Cholera patients arrived by train 
at San Stephano. They would have 
have been brought here, but for the 
protests of railway companies and the 
Austrian Amhas^idor.

Armstice Off
Special Evening Telegram.

LONDON. To-day.
Negotiations for an armistic have 

failed and the Bulgarians yesterday 
opened the alack against the Turks 
all along the line. A heavy artillery 
duel continued throughout the day. 
The Bulgarians made preparation 
for an infantry attack. The Turkish 
fleet participated vigorously in the 
defense at the Marmaro end of the 
lines and presumably the Turkish 
warships assisted at the Black Sea 
end also.

INOFFENSIVE MAN ASSAVLTED.- 
Yesterday afternoon as a Chinaman 
was passing a number of young men 
who usually stand on New Gower Sl­
at the foot of Bartee’s Hill, one of 
the crowd assaulted and beat the man. 
A lady who witnessed the act took the 
Chinaman to her home, and the other 
was hurried away by friends. These 
Chinamen are an Inoffensive lot and 
should not be thus maltreated. The 
aggressor of this one will be summon­
ed.

Naval and Military Increases.

Special to Evening Telegram.
BERLIN. To-day.

Some leading items of the Budget 
of the German Empire for the com­
ing year are given in the Boer Courire. 
the leading financial daily. The total 
income are balanced at approximate­
ly $762,000,000 each showing an in­
crease of about $74,000,000 over that 
of last year. The Estimate for Navy 
is given at $119,250.000. an increase 
of $1,500,000- Ordinary Naval ex­
penditure increases four millipn, 
non recurring expenditure^by $5,250.- 
000. but extraordinary expenditure 
of Navy is reduced by $7,750,000, ow- 
ing to approaching completion cf; 
Naval construction program. Naval 
estimates include the appropriation 
of five million for submarines. The 
army estimates increase is $14,250,000 
which includes increases of forces 
provided for in new military bill, one 
of which is the organization of ninety 
three machine gun companies.

SOFIA, Nov. 17.
The subject of peace negotiations 

is absorbing the entire attention of the 
Bulgarian Government. The Cabinet 
lost no time In communication the 
contents of the Grand Vizier's letter 
with reference to the armistice, to 
its allies, and interchange of views 
between the Balkan Governments is 
in active progress. It is stated that 
peace conditions will be formulated 
with the least possible delay and pre­
sented to Turkey for acceptance or 
rejection. Unless they are accepted 
within twenty-four hours after pre­
sentation. hostilities will be continu­
ed. as it is not intended by the Bul­
garian government to premit Turkey 
to gain valuable/time by wrangling 
over conditions. Prompt . acceptance 
will possibly avert an entry by Bul­
garian troops into Constantinople and 
the Dardanelles.

Special Evening Telegram.
SOFIA. Nov 17.

Regarding the military situation on 
the Tchatalja lines, so far as is of­
ficially known, no serious engage­
ment. has yet occurred. There has 
been a few encounters between out­
posts, whilst the Bulgarians have 
occupied three villages. King Fer­
dinand is now at Kirik KillisSeh. but 
is reported to be preparing to start 
to Tchatalja. The journey can he 
made along the railroad from Kirk 
Killisseh, which is now in full op­
eration as far as Tcherkesskevi, the 
second station from Tchatalja.

Monastir anc 
Janina: (31 payment of a war in 
demnity; (4) surrender of conquered 
territory; (5) opening of the Dar­
danelles; (6) Saloniki a free port 
Since Bulgaria has expressed willing­
ness to leave the status of Constan­
tinople and the Dardanelles to the 
Powers, some of the demands appear 
improbable.
