COMMONS PASS VOTES OF, CREDIT

LONDON, To-day.
The Commons to-night passed new
votes of credit to tha amiount of

carry the war te the end of May,
bringing the total sum appropriated,
\by means of votes of credit since the
outbreak of the war, to £2,082,000,-
000. This sum, according to Premier
Asguith, not only is beyond precedent
but ‘actually beyond the imagination
of any financier of this or any other
country. Parliament was occupied
to-day entirely with financial ques-
tions. Asquith spoke fifty minutes
presenting the Government’s motion
for new war credits.. The Chancellor
of the Exchequer, Reginald McKenna,
followed with a statement regard-
ing American exchange which he de-
clared is now as high as the British
Government wishes it to be. The
point emphasized by the Premier was
not the enormbus totals necessary for
the war but t’e fact that by casual
economy and ‘safeguards the Govern-
ment had succeeded in holding down
‘éxpenditure -well below £5,000,000 a
day, which figure, he thought unlike-
ly to be exceeded at any time. “I feel
the enorgious and overwhelming re-
sponsibility in asking the House for
this gigantic sum,” said the Premier,
and could not do so unless I was sat-
isfied that I had mosf carefully ex-
plored ground so that we are not ask-
ing for a penny more than the ex-
igencies of our cause and the great
historic responsibilities which we
have undertaken te¢ see that the tax
payers money is not being wasted.”
Touching on the loans to England’s
Allies Asquith stated the amount had
now grown to nearly £169,000,000 to
which must be.added the loans to
Allies made by the Bank of England
at the request of the British Govern-
ment. Amount of this latter item was
not made clear by the Premier, but he
declared that the provisions of the
September Budget, allotting £423,
000,000 for loans to Allies would nr)t
be exceeded. Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer, in optimistic statement re-
garding the condition of the British
credit, said: “Critjicism, has been
made that we are not taking proper
steps to maintain our credit, particu-
larly with reference to American -ex-
change. I merely ask the House to
compare our American exchange with
that of the other belligerents; at the
present time the ratio is 4.76 and the
Government does not wish higher than
that, it is still ten cents below nor-
mal but we do not wish it to go either
up to or about normal for the simple
reason we are discouraging imports
by keeping exchange a little below
par, thus checking the export of gold
to America. It is an absollite marvel
that after eighteen months of war ‘we
are still almost the only open gold
country in the world, our paper can be
exchanged for gold at the bank, every
‘sovereign of paper money had gold
back of it, it wpuld never have been
bklieved two years ago that British
credit could stand this extraordinary
test to which it has been subjected,
notwithstanding the gigantic expendi-
tures, we have maintained our credit,
we have greater resources but must
husband them with prudence. I have
not a doubt. but that a yeat hence I
shall be able to show that our credit
is still unimpaired.” Touching on-the
question as to whether after the war
the acceptance and discounting of
German bills would be discouraged in
London, the Chancellor said this sub-
ject must be left for the future, but I
am sure that the commercial interest
of the country will opposé the relin-
quishment of the trade in accepting
and discounting bills drawn abroad
‘Wwhich has made London the admira-
tion and envy of all the world’s great
commercial cities.” During the course
of the evening’s debate Sir Joseph
Walter,  Liberal, criticized the Gov-
ernment for not more carefully in-
specting munitions received from the
States. - “Care should 'be taken that
we 'do not get bad supplies frem the
United States,” he said, “E am in-
formed that out of twenty-eight shells
recently fired by one of our howitzers
‘at the front, only fout burst.”

He added that Hon. J. Harvey's and
Mr. J. S. Munn’s firm and himself, who
had a direct interest in shipping,
should be excused from serving on the
Committee; also intimating that an
opposition member should be appoint-
ed to serve on the Board to guard
against favoritism. Reiterating what
t le had said at the annual meeting of
| the -Board of Trade last month as re-

gards the conduct of business in gen-
eral, he stated that people were no
better off now with the advanced price
of fish than when the price was low
and the price of Hour low accordingly.
In his opinion the Home Government’s
attitude solved the difficulty best, that
is by stopping the importation of ar-
ticles not needéd now and which oe-
cupied space on shipboard that could
bhe used for goods badly needed at
present. He pointed out the absurdity
of suggesting that starvation condi-
tions would exist liere because steam-
ers were constantly coming here with
provision from the supply base.

The Chairman then informed. Mr.
Fearn that the Premier was present
not as a representative of the Gov-
ernment but as a member of the
Board of Trade. -

Fearn’s resolution and it was carried. |

Hon. J. Anderson asked if an at-
tempt had been made by anyone to
get tonnage as needed and failed.. The
Chairman replied that efforts were
made for the obtaining of coal. flour,
salt and codfish carriers and that the¢
results were already known. He point-
ed out that the principal question to
deal with now was the engaging of
tonnage from Montreal, though the
salt question was the most serious, as
it had to do with our staple industry—
the codfishery. In March and May.
1915, 6,000 tons of coal were received
through the local steamers; in June

20,500 tons. These ships have since
gone from Newfoundland and are not
being replaced. The natural conse-
quence is that we will be that big
amount of coal short at the end of this
year. Regardimg flour importations
from Montreal, there is a shortage of
120,000 barrels owing to no steamer
running on the St. Lawrence route.
The Red Cross and Furness ships can
bring big freights from Halifax, but
no more than they brought last year,
80 that the situation looks as’if it can-
not be relieved without a boat run-
ning in the St. Lawrence.

The surplus of 384

over the limit required
Ly the Act to bring Prohibition in
force next January has been reduced
10 374. The reductions were made as
follows: St. John’s East 13, St. John’s
West 4, Bay de Verde 3, Carbonear 2,
Harbor Grace 4, Trinity 2. Gross
loss 28. The gains were as follows®
Placentia 2, Fortune Bay 4, St.
George’s 3, St. Barbe’s 1, Burin 1,
Twillingate 4, Port de Grave 3. Gross
gain 18. This gives a Net adverse
change of 10 votes. When we consid-
er that over 30,000 ballot papers were
examined the changes on the Recount
are negligible guantities in regard to
the general decision of the electorate.
In five districts the recount of Mr.
Justice Johnson and the - original
counts of the Returning Officers of the
several districts agreed exactly. In
other words, there are no changes in
the counts of Burgeo, Harbour Main,
Bonavista, Ferryland and Fogo. All
this is striking testimony of the gen-
eral accuracy in counting ballots, ac-
cording to law by the Eighteen Re-
turning Officers appointed by the
Government.

FINANCING THE WAR.

LONDON, Feb. 21.

Munitions for the Army and Navy
from April 1st last to Feb. 19th, cost
£834,800,000, the Premier stated. He
said that loans to the Allies of Britain
and the Dominions showed a_sub-
stantial increase since November, and
that the growth in the rate of ex-
penditures was entirely due te loans
to the Allies from the vote of credit.
These by no means represented the
total advances to the Allies. They
simply represented advances from the
vote of credit. In addition to those
advances there wcre advances made
by the Bank of England at the re-
quest of the Government. ' Expendi-
ture under this head, he said, would
probably reach £423,000,000. The
vote of credit for the remainder of the
financial year allowed an ample mar-
gin for contingencies, such as the pur-
chase of American securities, he ad-
ded. The vote of credit of £300,000,-
000 raised the total votes of credit for
~the. war to £2,022,000,000. The Pre-
mier emphasized the steps ~ taken to
secure economy. in expenditure. The
financial committec of the Cabinet
had appointed a special committee of
business men to bring about economy
and efficiency. He did not think this
system could be improved on. The
war, said the Premier, is being con-
ducted under . rigorous ' conditions,
which prevented any money voted by
Parliament from being devoted to any
other purpose than the vigorou$ pros-
ecution of the war. The Government
is still confident of the justice of the
cause, and that the just cause would
prevail. Asquith said he was uncer-
tain what sums must be spent before

, the end of the financial year in pur-

In the United States time is very
valuable, because we have only had
135 years of it, while Eurcpean na-
using up
more than 1,000 years apiece without
getting anywhere in particular. In
our }35 years, we have had to eradi-
cate Indians, buffaloes and rattle-
snakes from 3,000,000 square miles of
territory; build houses equipped with
steam heat and pianos f&r upwards
of 100,000,000 people; construct: 200,-
000 churches and 10,000 libraries;
turm 50,000 square miles of forset into
cornfields and potato patches and
bring 10,000 baseball teams to their
present state of perfection. Because
he has been busy at all these tasks,
the American citizen has not had
much time to waste on lunch. This
accounts for the quick lunch counter,
an invention by which a man is able to
engnlf four varities of food and a
toothpick in less time than it takes
to flag 'a waiter in a European res-
taurant.

The quick lunch counter is as big a
time-saver as the telephone, the auto-
mobile, the packing house and the
lynching bee. With its aid, a man
can-lower enough food into his diges-
tive in two minutes to keep it busy un-
til evening and perhaps all night. It
has come into & panting and breath-
less nation as a lohg sought-for boon
and. only the loiterer and the dilet-
tante now sit down in a chair and put
napkins on their vests before eating
two-in-the-water-easy on a raft, with
a raw one, and a stack of wheats on
the side.

The lunch counter is manned by a
crew of deft jugglers who can' deal
sandwiches right and left handed and
cut a plate of pork and beans from un-
der the deck without spilling so much
as a bean. Judiciously concealed by
a partition, a sad-eyed cook prepares
five orders at once on a gasoline stove.
In a gold plated restaurant, a chef
will take half an hour to\prepare an
order, and then get half of it wrong,
but no one makes mistakes in a light-
Tning lunchery. Time is money at
nocn, if not at night, and the cook who
murdered 1% minutes of $10 an hour
time wouldn’t last long enough in a
fast foodery to walk out by himself.

The lunch counter man makes his
patron sit on -high stools, so.  they
will go away quicker and give some
one else a chance. -He cap prepare a
full ‘meal in two minutes and three
minutes later, another man will be or-.
dering’ from the same stool, while' the
waiter is hurling the ironstone dighes
used in the last meal at the washer
twenty feet away.

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“(Cold Sunday.”

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—On this date twelve years
ago (Feb. 21st, 1904) was experienced
the hardest snap of frost and cold for
forty years, and perhaps for a much
longer period. It is known in his-
tory as “Cold Sunday,” and in view of
the temperatures last week, a sum-
mary of the registers may be of in-
terest just now

The cold wave struck the city at
midnight on the Saturday preceding,
and at noon on Sunday the storm was
at its worst. It was accompanied by
a gale of Nfid. N. W. wind that pierced |
the most comfortable clothing, and
made it impossible for anyone to.re-
main on the streets for any length of |
time. The police doing might duty
had a hard time, and said it was more
than human flesh could stand. They
could not leave their faces exposed

long as they,would be badly frost bit- |

ten. The wind blew with great force
and when daylight dawned a regular |
blizzard was raging, making it im-
possibe to see for any great distance |

through the whirling drifts. The mer- ;

cuiry 'ran very low in the thermome-
ters exposed at different places, and
people who were compelled to be
about early, suffered more from the
intense cold than they had ever pre-
viously. felt. The records of self-
registering thermometers during the
night were as follows:

Mt. St. Frances (Chnstian Bros.)

23 below.

Monkstown Road (Mr. W. Harris)
18 below.

Mrs. Higgins, Prescott Street, 19
below.

Mount Cashel Orphange, 18 below.

Mr. Harris who had been keeping
constant records for half a century,
said this was the coldest day in forty
years. The records of ordinary ther-
mometers made after daybreak, when
the blizzard was raging furiously,
were as follows:

Signal Hill, 7.30 a.m., 19 below zero.

Cape Spear, 8 a.m., 19 below zero.

Cape St. Frances, 8 a.m., no glass,
coldest for -years.

Mount Cashel 8 a.m., 12 below zero.

Dry Dock, 8 a.m., 15 below szero.

Rae Island (now Bowrmg Park), 19
below zero.

Mrs. Higgins, 8 a.m., 16 below zero.

Rennie’s Mill Road, 9 a.m., 18 below
2ero.

Portugal Cove Road, 9 am., 17 be-
low zero.

St. Bon’s College, 8 a.m., 20 below
2810,

The keepers at Signal Hill and
Cape Spear believe it must have been
at least 25 below at these points dur-
ing the night, as no such severity of
frost had ever been felt in their re-
collection.

Milkmen coming citywards received
the full benefit of the blizzard, and
many were nipped with the frost;
Some being more or less bitten about
the face, hands or ears. In some in-
Slances the milk became solidly fro-
en in the cans, and had to be thawed
Out in the houses of customers. Two
Mount Cashel boys, who were out
With milk, being found ‘by Constable

Symonds in a bad plight. The officer
took the lads to the station, where
they received a good heat and, after
partaking of some hot tea, felt quite
restordd.

Altogether the police officers had
an anxious time of it, helping citizens
whom they observed. to be bitten by
the frost. One officer on Duckworth
Street, after 2 p.m. accosted no less
than 20 young men and one woman,
all of whom were suffering from the
intense cold, and had to receive a good
rubbing with snow. So bad was it
that the police had to be relieved
yevery half hour to go to the station
1and get warmed up to fit them to do
¥ | duty again.

At 11 a.m. as the worshippers were
proceeding to the various churches
! the blizzard remewed its force. On all
sides could be seen people rubbing
with snow the ears and faces of
those noticed to be suffering from
{ frost bite to restore the suspended

gations in the churches were the

allaf on record, as indeed, it may
Ibe sajd to have been a test of their
faith that they were out at all.
About noon a most extraordinary
'meteorological condition prevailed,
when a dense rain of frost rime, or
frozen particles of watery matter, was
experienced. This whirled about in
'the form of gusts of fine powdered
i drift, penetrating everywhere and
stinging exposed flesh ' as if struck
with whip lashes—church goers were
glad to hurry home to escape this and
the bitter frost as it meant danger to
health to be long abroad.

Up the country, viz., at Whitbourne,
the glass registered 22 below; Claren-

s ville, 12 below; Bishop’s Falls, 24 be- |

low; Quarry, 25 below; Conn River,
26; Cape Spear reported it 10 below
with a howling storm of wind and
snow. Up to this date (1904) the
memorable night of the burning of
the Wool Factory was considered the
record breaker. The date was Satur-
day, Feb. 10, 1883.

At 5 o’clock in the afternoon of that
day, thermometers placed outside the
doors in sheltered positions on Water
Street showed that the mercury had
sunk to 8 deg. below zero. As the
night ' advanced the temperature be-
came lower still, and thermometers in
different places registered from 13 to
15 deg. below zero. At Delaney’s Ob-
servatory, head of Garrison Hill, it in-
diéated 20 below; the situation there
being peculiarly exposed, and the wind
blowing keenly. Up to that time there
seems to be no record for the pre-
vious thirty or forty years of such a
low temperature.

One of the coldest winters in our
history is said to have been the win-
ter of ‘“Fhe Three Suns.” They ap-
peared about Feb. 26th, 1840, and the
mercury was 23 degrees below zero.
It is probable that a few of our old-
est inhabitants may remember the
day; but twelve years ago those who
did remember it, said they never ex-
perienced such intense cold up to that
period.

Ayr, Scotland. The diseipline and
health of the meéen in ‘transport’ were
excellent.

I proceeded to London, reported at
the Pay and Record Office, and saw
Sir Edgar Bowring there. With Lady
Morris, Sir Edgar and Major Shea, I
visited the 3rd Londory General Hos-

about 100 men. "Sir Edgar took with
him cigarettes and chocolates, which
he preseénted to all the men, of our
Regiment whom he saw. We went
through all the wards and succeeded
in seeing most of the men. They were
all naturally delighted to see us, and
to hear the last wofd from home.

Next day Sir Edgar. put a car at
the disposal of the men at Addington
Park (Convalescent Home) and went
there and. saw the men.: All speak
very. highly of the treatment they re-
ceive at these Hospitals. -1 ¢annot im-
agine how they could do otherwise.
They are all happy and anxious to be
at the ‘enemy again. The Officers in
charge of the Hospitals give them an
excellent character for behaviour, etc.

I made inquiries from C.Q.M.S. Oke
and C.Q.M.S. Kerslake and other Ser-
geants and Privates in .the Hospitals
re the accusations about clothing, com-
forts, etc., at the Dardanelles. All
deny that they were neglected in any
way; in fact they said 'they were bet-
ter off than most other regiments.
They secured their long cuffs and
mufflers on the 6th November. They
had their crdinary Xkhaki uniforms
with them. They said that if anyone
complained about lack of clothing,
etc., it was his own fault, and he
should have inquired from the proper
officer for the things he wanted. There
are certain grumblers in the Regi-
ment whose opinions should be heav-
ily discounted.

1 visited Wandsworth--again to-day
with Capt. Walter Rendell. . We saw
all the men, among them being Pri
vate Martin, who was operated upon
for appendicitis and abscéss. He is
progressing favourably; in fact all the
men are on the mend, and as far as 1
could judge there is no necessity for
anyone to worry about those at
Wandsworth; they are getting the
very best of attention.

Saw Mr. Batterbee, and through
him Mr. Steel-Maitland, who gave me
every facility to visit the various hos-
pitals, eté. Mr. Butler was also very
kind, and offered to do anything pos-
sible that I might want.

Captain Rendell reports himself for
duty on the 26th, if passed by medlcal
board. Lieut. Ross had a nasty wound
just below the dhoulder; the surgeons
are very hopeful about his total re-
covery, however, and he will have full
use of his arm, no nerves being af-
fected. He was at the Record Office
yesterday, his first day out.

Private Merchant had the bullet ex-
tracted from his chest yesterday. He
is also on the mend. A number of
other men with frozen feet and trench

France. His 1st Lieutenancy was con-
firmed at the front, and he seems to
be doing. well.

The Pay and Record Office appears
to the rendezvous of all Newfound-
landers in London, military and other-
wise. There are now over 250 men
back in this country. from the front,
most of whom are in-and around the
metropolis. These men apply at the
office either personally or in writing,
for the balance of their pay, procure
railway warrants, etc., when proceed-
ing on sick furlough, preparatory to
joining’the Depot. They are also given
invaluable assistance by the War Con-
tingent Association, who help them to
procure comfortable places whereat to
spend their furlough, and render many
other services. It is very patent that
the offices are in the tight place.
