gM». A message from Halifax

that Christopher Han- 
^ * neig, of Christiania, who

apparently is financing the Newfound­
land Shipbuilding Company, is now in 
that city. The message makes it ap­
pear that Mr. Hanneig will visit Hr. 
Grace, where the Company ia prepar­
ing to operate. This looks like busi­
ness, and we sincerely hope we see 
bright times ahead for our friends in 
Conception Bay. If the hope is rea­
lized the benefits will extend to the 
whole Island, for the industry of ship­
building, which has strangely fallen 
into decay of late years, is one which 
ought naturally to have a home here 
and has most things in its favour. On 
other seaboards the extraordinary 
times have necessarily elevated it to 
a position of prime importance, and it 
would have been strange if a mari­
time country such as ours had re­
mained long unaffected in the same 
Way. Now that the industry has 
come, we trust it has come to stay 
and to spread. We do not know as 
much as we would wish . about the 
new company, but Mr. Hanneig’s na­
tionality suggests that its ojperations 
may not be confined to the business 
of shipbuilding. Norway and New­
foundland have so many interests, if 
not in common, at least similar, that 
the infusion of a little of the fine 
methods and scientific system of Nor­
wegian business enterprise into our 
own would be all to the good. For 
the present the mere employment of 
much labour and the expenditure of 
large capital is a sufficiently encour­
aging prospect.A Better Outlook.

The tremendous fighting 
of the past two months 
in the West has for a 
time given place to a 

period of comparative calm. As tar 
as movement is concerned it deserves 
the name, but is is far from being 
a period of inactivity as well. Mat­
ters are preparing for what may 
easily prove a decision and this is 
particularly so on the French front 
where it threatens Laon. To-day 
there is just a hint of recrudescence 
of hostilities on the Russian front in 
the place where it would be of most 
moment, near Kovel. It is most wel­
come news. Kerensky, already styled 
the Lloyd George of Russia*(not mere­

More 
than that, it will do more than any­
thing else to recall the Russian army 
to a sense of itsrdal duty. It ia inr- 
possible to exaggerate the effect of a 
large Russian offensive at the pre 
sent Juncture, for the work the other 
Allies baye done , has admirably pre­
pared the ground for it. If it coipd 
be made to materialise, we might 
once more find ourselves reverting to 
speculation upon an end of the war 
this year. ;,

It is also ^ood news to hear that 
Root's party has landed in Russia 
and will soon be in Petrograd. We 
have always been sanguine of the 
good effects of this visit from-the old 
republic to the new, for it is the 
counsel and experience of Just such 
men that Russia stands most in need 
of. Their arrival coincides with the 
taking by America of the greatest 
step she has yet taken in the war. 
Ten million men within her borders 
will to-day register their names, from 
whom an army of half a million will 
spring with , a speed Germany never 
dreamed of. They will be fighting on 
French or Belgian soil while Germany 
is still postponing the date that fk to 
see Britain on her knees, vanquished 
by the submarine. As the credit side 
Of Germany’s great venture has al­
ready failed to reach the expected fig­
ures, so the contra account will swell 
and swell until, to pursue the meta­
phor to the end,- the» books will have 
to be closed. Posterity will mark 
June 5tli, 1917, as one of the blackest 
days In Germany’s history.

The Secretary Of State has wired 
as follows to the Board of ’Trade:— 

"In view of the tonnage situation 
It has been decided that import and 
export prohibition in the United King­
dom should apply to goods brought 
here tor transhipment, and British 
lines have been instructed not to book 
cargo on through bills of lading tor 
transhipment to any port outside the 
Vnited Kingdom. In order to encour­
age peutral steamers to call at the 
United Kingdom, goods brought heye 
for transhipment In such vessels *11) 
not require import license if prohibit­
ed foT import and if prohibited for 
export, special consideration will be 
given to applications for export li­
censes. As regards goods brought In 
British or Allied vessels, applications 
for licenses in respect of such goods 
proceeding to or from British oversea 
or allied countries, will be dealt with 
as favourably as possible If direct 
shipping facilities are available. It is 
desirable that no goods should be de­
spatched for transhipment here ex­
cept In neutral vessels until It has 
been ascertained whether transship­
ment will be allowed. It is hoped 
that " Dominion Governments will not 
grant licenses for shipments involv­
ing transhipment at the United King­
dom, except by prior arrangement 
with the Imperial Government as to 
any proposed transhipment. It is de­
sirable that in addition to other par­
ticulars, the name of the firm to be re. 
sponsible for completing tranship­
ment formalities on arrival of goods 
in the United Kingdom, should be 
stated.”

Michael Maloney, Newfoundland For- throat, but despite the best medical
attendance passed away at the time 
mentioned. The late Reservist Han­
cock was one of the longest service 
men in the Newfoundland Naval Re­
serve, having enlisted on the 19th 
day of December, 1902 and served tor

Your Boys and Girls.
When a child likes or craves sweets 

it is the usual excuse of an indulgent 
parent. Every child likes his own 
way. but that is no reason why he 
Should not -be trained tq obedience and 
self control. A child’s fondness for 
sweets can hardly be considered a 
normal instinct. As a matter of fact, 
supported by every day experience, no 
causes are productive of more disor­
ders of digestion than the fre<?indul- 
gence in desserts and sweets by young 
children.

The Case Against 
Dr. Tail Dismissed.

Judgment of F. J. Mroris, K.O., J.P.

In the Magistrate’s Court.
(Before F. J. Morris, K.C., J.P.) 

Sergeant Noseworthy vs. Dr. James S.
Tait.

This is a proceeding against the 
Defendant, a Medical Practitioner, 
who is charged with a violation of 
Sec.' 31 of the Act. Geo: V., Cap. IX. 
(Prohibition' Plebiscite Act, 1915), fdr 
giving a prescription to one John 
Griffiths for Intoxcating Liquor, not 
being for bona fide medical treatment. 
The Defendant pleaded “Not Guilty.”

The main facts brought out by the 
prosecution were: About the 2nd of 
February last, Griffiths called on Dr. 
Tait at Jiis surgery. He went to him 
because he was not feeling well. He 
saw the doctor and was speaking to 
him for about ten minutes. He told 
him he was short-breathed, and was 
not able to walk against a hill, and 
suffered from weak spells. He was 
not feeling well for at least two or 
three years, when he had pleura- 
pneumonia. Dr. Tait gave Griffiths a 
prescription for a bottle of rum.

The Defendant’s evidence in effect 
was: Griffiths came to him at his 
surgery, told him he was feeling sick 
and troubled with weak spells. He 
said he had never been well since ho 
had pleura-pneumonia when he came 
to him about three years ago for 
treatment. Defendant asked him 
questions, generally about his health 
and examined his heart and pulse. 
The Defendant prescribed for him 
some spirits and told him how to use 
it. He prescribed for him what he 
thought he needed, and cautioned him 
about going up a hill, and told him 
not to hurry. He also told him to 
take the spirits home and take some 
before going to bed, so as to ward off 
any weakness that might come on 
during the night. Defendant pre­
scribed the spirits because he thought 
it the best effective stimulant we pos­
sess when properly used. It has more 
sustaining powers than other drugs. 
There are lots of other drugs which 
are useful, but alcohol is more stimu­
lating and easily taken. He pledged 
his oath that he treated Griffiths as 
an ordinary patient. He gave him 
the prescription for alcohol because 
he thought it, as a Medical Practi­
tioner, the best under the circum­
stances.

Thte prosecution submitted no evi­
dence of a mis-use by Griffiths of the 
spirits prescribed by Dr. Tait.

Griffiths was found by the Police 
under the influence of liquor, but it 
was not attempted to be shown, that 
his condition arose from the effects 
of the spirits prescribed by the De­
fendant.

Section 29 of the Act under consid­
eration gives the right to Medical 
Practitioners to prescribe or dispense 
liquor for medicinal purposes. I am 
called upon in this case to decide the 
question: ' Did 'the Defendant pre­
scribe this liquor for bona fide medi­
cinal atreatment? Whilst being a judge 
pf the facts, 1 " am not called upon, 
neither b£ve tfthe right, to go be-

CONDITIONS IN RUSSIA.

LONDON. To-Day.
A correspondent of tlic Times who 

lias been some weeks in Russia study­
ing the situation, telegraphs an esti­
mate of the conditions, which, how­
ever, he says he gives with great re­
serve. Some of his statements fol­
low: “I have an impression that all 
the revolutionary forces are somehow 
languishing; even the extremist fol­
lowers of Lenine show little energy. 
This perhaps may be explained by 
the absolute decadence of Czarism, 
which was so rotten that it simply 
fell by itself without the possibility 
ot resistance. It is remarkable how 
order lias been preserved in Petrp- 
grad, although the police have been 
removed and replaced by the militia. 
In some cases expropriation occur­
red, but there were no strong anar­
chistic movements, as there were af­
ter the revolution in 1905. This is 
partly because Czarism is not there 
to foster anarchy as a means of pro­
vocation, and partly because the war 
is operating as a strong check on the 
mind of the people. Since Czarism 
neither taught nor encouraged the 
people to work, the administration 
and organization of the new Govern­
ment cannot be very efficient. The 
coalition is not any organization of 
strong political individuals but rath­
er the organization of parties. There 
is a noticeable lack of unity. One 
Minister speaks against other Minis­
ters, and in various departments, 
even military departments, new men 
who are thorough pacifists are ap­
pointed. I have been from the first 
convinced that the strategical situ­
ation of the Allies demands the 
strengthening of France. If Joffre 
and Retain have asked for American 
soldiers they have rightly gauged the 
real situation. An American army in 
France is necessary for an energetic 
prosecution of the war on the West­
ern, Italian and Saloniki fronts: and 
a firm determination not to accept 
a premature peace will influence the 
Russian army and people and induce 
them to follow.”

The batter shows his nerve when 
he stands up at the plate and out­
generals the pitcher.

SELLING THE KAISER’S STUD.
