On Eastern Front.

The refreshingly prompt rejection
by President Wilson of the Austrian
peace overtures not alone/seals thel
fate but should by its very prompt-
ness and emphati¢ language give the
enemy politicians and peoples some-
thing to think about. The messages
state that Paris was prepared for the
offer, deeming it, ar something like it,
the logical outcome of the severe Ger-
man defeat in the west. We do not
think the reason assigned the whole
cause, though the greater part of it:
the remainder is not hard to find if we
turn our eyes for 3 moment to the
east.

Public opinion in the Allied nations
has had a curious trick of swinging
pendulum-like from one extreme to
the other, from optimism to despond-
ency, from exaggeration of some par-
ticular faetor to disregard of it al-
together. Especially is this true re-
garding Russia. The great steam-
roller was to finish the enemy and the
war in quick time, and when it failed
to do the impossible people forgot that
it had at least saved KEurope and
made possible the Marne. When the
unwieldly empire at last succumbed to
influenees altogether unknown or um-
appreciated in the west it was as-
sumed with absurd facility that, the
reactionary élement being swept com-
pletely away, the great democracy,
strong in its new-found freedom and
unhampered by treachery and  cor-
ruption, would start with a clean
slate and, once again, soon finish the
reckoming. Followed then the object
lessom,- which French history a hun-
dred years back should have made un-
necessary, of the true value of a
“great democracy” like Russia’s in
the hands of an autocracy like Ger-
many’s, and then the pendulum swung
again; Russia might be counted out
for the rest of ‘the war; America had
taken her place, the war must be won
in the west, and so on.

The second nxistake was as great as
the first, and it #s well that it was not
shared by all among the councils of
the Allies. Probably few know by
how narrow a margin and through ex-|
actly what influemces Russia-has been |
preventqd from being tortured and
compelled into active alliance with
Germany, as active, that is, against
her former allies as she has unhappily
beert against herself.

When the time is
ripe, and Russia is again ready, the
Allies will be able to throw off their
apprehensions and despatch all the
forces they can spare to the east,
Prophesy is dangerous, but we may
reasonably expect to see Russia be-
come next year once more, and for
the last tim'h a real theatre of war.
Given such a<condition, Germany and
Austria, caught between the two mill-
stones, would not again have the pow-
er to resist their pressure. It would
be a matter not of months but of
weeks and days when they would be
crushed. None sees this more clearly
than the enemy themselves, and that
is why they are beginning to talk earn-
estly of peace.

PRAISING BRITISH ARMY
ACHIEVEMENT. 4
Declares Enemy’s Effort is Now
Spent and That Dark Days Will
Never Return—British Took 75,000
Prisoners and 750 Guns in Four
Weeks.

London, Sept. 10.—The capture by
the British of 75,000 prisoners and
750 guns in four, weeks is announced
by Field Marshal Sir Douglas Halg
in an Order of the Day.

The text of the Field Marshal's Or-
der of the Day reads:

“One month has now passed since
the British armies, having success-
fully withatood all the attacks of the
enemy, once more took the offensive
in their turn, In that short space of
time, by a series of brilliant and
gkilfully executed actions, we have
repeatedly defeated the same German
armies whose vastly superior num-
bers compelled our retreat last
spring. What has happened: on the
British front has happened also on
the front of our Allies,

“Less than six months after the
launching of the great German of-
fensive, which was to have cut the
Allied front in two, the Allied armies
everywhere to-day are advancing vic-
toriously side by side over the same
battlefield on which, by the courage
and steadfastness of their defence,
they broke the enemy’s assaults.

“Yet more has been done. Already
‘we have pressed beyond our old bat~
tle lines of 1917, and have made a
wide breach in the enemy’s strongest
defences.

“In this glorious accomplishment
all ranks, arms and . services of the
British armies in France have borne
their part in the most worthy and
honorable manner.

“The capture of 75,000 prisoners
and 750 guns in the course of four

* | weeks’ fighting speaks for the mag-

nitude of your efforts and thé mng-
gificence of your achievement.

“My thanks are due to all ranks ot
the fighting forces for their indomi-
table spirit in defence and their bold-
ness in attack, to all commanders and
their staff officers under whose able
direction stich great results have
been attained, and also to all those
whose unsparing labors behind the
actual fighting line have contributed
essentially to the common cause. To
have commanded this splendid army
which, at a time of grave crises, has
80 nobly done its duty, fills me with
pride.

To«day the Telegram has great
pleasure in making a suggestion, ons
which we conjecture will meet with
the instant approval of every cab and
truckman,in this city, None would at-
tempt to deny that the cabmen and the
truckmen have heen neglected as r-
gards having proper stands and shel-
tered places wherin they may Wait he-
tween “jobs,” Their lot in the sum-
mer is not so bad, but in the apring,
winter and fall nobody would envy
them their places, In celd and atormy
weather, in rain, snow and slush they
arc always on duty, and it can safely
be said that there is no class of men
in this city that suffers more hard-
ship than those men. After returning
ta the stand after a drive they have
to stand sround eon the- sidewalks
where in the cold they often contract
heavy colds, and afterwards more dis-
eases,
The truckman after toiling at a jobh
returns to his stand perspiring and
heated; and he mow has to stand
around and cool off in the freezing
weather (i.e., in winter). The ear
stands are all situated in the covas,
and in the winter the wind that blaws
up from the harbour is cold enough
to freeze their blood,” These things
are well known. The remedy seems to
be to have regular enclosed stands. At
present there are three c¢ah stands,
one at the Post Offic, one opposite this
office and ene at the Court House.
Why not have enclosed shelters where
firese can be kept and where a phone
in each ean be installed? In one cass,
at least, such a place, already on the
stand could be rented. On both the
ethers they could ba erected at little
cast. The car stands, all but the one
at the King’s Beach, are near the cab
stands, and those men could also stay
in the same shelters. We have ne
doubt but- that the Municipal Counail,
if appreached, would grant conees-
gions, and that they would in all ways
help them. The best course would
seem to be for the cab and carmen
to organize themselves into an as-
sqciation, as in New York and ethor
large cities, and to do this thing
themselves. We understand that there
are over 80 cabmen in the city, and
there certainly must be nearly thal
nymber of carmen. Books and sames
could alse be kept in the shelters. Now
that the fall is coming something
ghould be done to help, if possible,
these long-neglected men.

FROM THE SECRETARY OF STATE
FOR THE COLONIES.

To Governor, St. John's:

London, Sept. 14.—Considerable
misapprehension exists with regard

to the nature of the arrangement re-
cently concluded whereby the Primé
Ministers of the Dominions have beési
given the right of direct communica-
tion with the Primé Minister of thé
Unted Kingdom on ceéftain mattefs,
and it therefore seems desirable to

“They Wi or Dié Who Weéar the Rose
of Lancaster.”

The folléWing péém, writtén by the
late Liéut. Leonard Cofmef Wall, son
ot Mr. Charles Wall, “Hill Top,” West
Kirby, a Wwell-khown Liverpool mer-
chant, who was killed in action in
June of last yéaf, wag ptiblished in the
“Daily Post” sixteen months age.

Britain’s Four
Y ears of War
Effort.

THE MANNING OF THE WAR
MACHINE.

(By Harold Beghle in the London
Chronicle.)

Great Britain had to contribute, and
has contributed, to the world’s strug-’
gle with Central .Europe a force of
nearly 10,000,000 men, between 18
and 43. This is to say that we have
made a contribution to the service of
the Alliance, in men alone, which re-
presents nearly a quarter of our total
population.

This figure, of which the nation
has reason to be proud, represents
pur entire capital in man power. It
means that we have given all we had
to give. It stands as a record of a
free nation’s complete and exhaustive
sacrifice in a struggle not of its seek-
ing and for the attainment of ends
in which it has not one single selfish
intergst. But even this proud figure
does»not by any means represent the
entiré. effort of Great Britain. 1t
does mot include the vast battalions
>f women in trades and occupations
absolutely essential to its success
who 'are serving the common cause,
or the considerable body of old and
unfit men who, in divers ways, dre

maintaining the reputation of this"

country as a land of.unpaid 7olun-
tary service; or the men, women and
rhildren engaged in numerous trades
and occupations: which, if not actually
sssential to victory, nevertheless con-
tribute to the welfare not only of our
pwn military forces but also of the

military forces of our many Allies. !

This proud figure of nearly ten mil-
lions stands solely for the masculine
war legions of England, Scotland and ;
Wales. It is the male force which
British democracy has mobilized for
the manning of its War Machine on
its civil and military sides.

The War Wastage.

From all causes, both. civil and
military, and from first to last, we
have suffered a wastage in this total
:apital of man power which stands
it over gwo millions. This does not
mean that our enemies have inflicted
upon us two millions of casualties.
it.means that from all causes what-
tcover — death, accident, sickness,
stc.—we have lost out of our avail-
able ten millions of men during the
four years of the struggle a total of
sver two millions. Of the remainder,
the Ministry of National Service can
give a precise account, with the ex-
seption of one per cent., this one per
{ent. represents drafts at sea, men
shanging over, and men for the mo-
ment lost sight of; it ‘does not mean
that one per cent. of our man power
is standing idle.

The present strength of our fight-

ing forces is well over four million
men, and these forces are not merely
being maintained, they are constantly
being increased. In the last six
months many hundreds of thousands
of fit men, mostly of Grade 1, have
been 2alled to the Colors. Not only
have we expanded our Navy and cre-
ated a great Air Force, but the Army
we have raised and reinforced by this
sacrifice is- of a Continental size, and
we have now to keep it at that mark
by annual reinforcements of - young
men. Outside this immense Army,
which is fighting seven campaigns,
all the rest of our capital in men is
engaged -in essential war work; and
almost the whole of this body, some-
thing like four million men, are eith-
er of a low physical grade or too old
for the fighting forces.

We have. a million men building
and repairing ships, with an addi-
tional host .of men making the tools
necessary for this work. We have a
million men making munitions of war
for ourselves and our Allies. We have
more than a million men mining coal
for ourselves and our Allies. We
have nearly half a million men in the
Royal Navy, guarding the ocean for
ourselves and our - Allies. And we
have over 120,000  men at sea in the
mercantile marine, serving the com-
mon cause of ourselves and our Al-
lies.

Here, then, with over four million
men in the fighting forces, we get a
total atrength of eight million men.
| And if we were to make enquiries in
those trades which are randering
great service to our Allies, as well as
to ourselves, such as timbering and
boot-making, we should find many
thousands of men who figure among
i the two million civilian and military
casualties which the Ministry of Na-
tional Service describes as wadstage
' from our original force of ten million
' men.

A single figure gives a useful ex-
jample of the extreme thoroughness
with which the nation has mobilized
its man-power. A force equivalent to
nearly six divisions in the field has
been taken from the Civil Service
alone.

A Great Achievement.

So perfect and ingenious is the or-
ganization -of the Ministry of Nation-
al Service, which was reconstructed
only a year ago, that it is now pos-
sible for the Government to put its
hand at a moment’s notice on the
medical history of every man in ‘the
country who is or may be made
available for military. service.  This
achievement is something much more
than a feather in'the cap of the Min-
ister; it is a feather in the cap of the
whole nation. For it means that a
people long free, and by. nature as
well as tradition stubbornly . inde-
pendent, has submittdd of its own
will to the uttermost violence of State
control. Not only does the  State

vitally unl constantly interfere . be-
tween employer and workman; and
not only have ninety trade unions ac-
cepted with the finest patriotism an
overriding authority, which must
continually set at nought their hard-
won privileges, but the individual
Briton has submitted hig personal, his
most intimate, liberty to the control
of the State, and counts himself a
soldier 'in the common army of the
Alliance.

Zhls submission of the British peo-
plé to a paramount control by the
State represents one-of their greatest
victories — the victory gover them-
selves. It should hearten our Allies,
who have made enormous sacrifices
in this long ‘and bitter contest with
the Powers of Darkness, to know that
the nation which has preserved for
them the freedom of the seas, has
also made, not a partial or a half-
hearted sacrifice of its man power,
but a sacrifice which is unequivocal
and “absolute.

Nothing could better illustrate the
power of public sentiment when it
closely approaches unanimity than did
the almost complete absence on Sun-
day of automobiles from all the city
streets and country roads !n this
vicinity.

An Intimate |
Alliance.

Between Great Britain and the United
States of America.

(By Charles W. Eliot, President Em-
eritus of Harvard University.)

The United States has entéred into
no alliafice with any other power, and
is fighting against Germany in pearty
co-operation with the Entente Allies,
snd has ever present intention of per-
sisting in that course; but under no
formal obligation to dofso. The Unit-
éd States is also co-operating effect-
ively with Great Britain in respect to
supplies of money or credit, foods, raw
materials, and shipping; but solely
for the prosecution of the War, no
agrecment having been reach21 with

operation when peace comes. Again,
the soldiers and sailors of the United
States are enlisted only for the War,
and the country is not committed in
any way to the maintenance of a
great navy after the declaration of
peace.

The position of the United States in
respect to its relations to Great Bri-
tain is a deplorably feeble one, 23-
pecially because it has little effect on
the German mind. To stop the War
within any reasonable time Germany
must be convinced, first, that the
United States is at war with Germany
in complete harmony with the Entente
Allies as-regards the objects of the
War, and quite as resolutely as they;
and secondly, that the United States
and Great Britain, with the other mari-
time powers now at war with Ger-
riany, propose henceforth to hold the
scas and oceans frce for all in times
of peace but for the exclusive benefit
of the democracies in time of war, and
to continue their present co-opertimn
in respect to money or credit, foods,
raw materials, and shipping, so long
as the security of the democracies
reeds to be assured to convince G:r-
muany on these two points.

The only way to show the German
rulers what the nature of the bed is,
which they have made for Germany
during the last four years is to form
a firm and lasting alliance, offensive
and defensive, military, naval, finan-
cial, and commercial among the great
pocwers now resisting German auto-
cracy and militarism, and to make
known the terms of this alliance to all
the world.—The Chronicle.
