In the great North
West Reform movement which

was organized some months ago, ).

all classes of people on tha North
West Coast are associated to-
gether for the sole purpose of
insisting upon their inalienable
rights in the matter of public
services and utilities. For years
they have been deprived of an
adequate steam service, and
have borne the many incon-
veniences and losses resulting
from the same patiently, and for
the past four years, cheerfully,
because of war conditions. But
patience has ceased to be a vir-
tue, and threatened with a con-
tinuance of a “hopelessly inade-
quate and utterly intoleratle”
steam boat to serve the many
and varied commercial interests
of this populous portion of New-
foundland, they have uttercd a|
strong protest, a manly protlest
and one which must be accepted
by those in authority. There is
no reason why the request of
the North West Reform Mocve-
ment Committee should not be
granted. It is a perfectly rea-
sonable one and from every view
point the stand which they have
taken is thoroughly defensible
and is not inspired by any desire
other than that of benefit to the
population.  There is no in-
dividual personal gain sought.
The greatest good to the great-
est number is plainly the sole
object and purpose of their de-
mand. They want a suitable
steamer placed on the Humber-
mouth-Battle Harbor route. A
steamer large enough to carry
the freights offering each trip
and to comfortably accommo-
date the numerous passengers
who are constantly going up and
down the coast, not on pleasure
bent, but in the pursuit of their
regular avocations and callings.

Atlantic, on May 19thy when they were
compelled to descend during their at-
tempt to fly from Newfoundland to
Ireland, arrived here early to-day.
Capt. Duhn and his mates told of the
rescue of the aviators. Second mate
Hoey had the watch, with seaman
Schwartz at the helm, when at six
o’clock on the morning of May 19,
they sighted the airplane, which came

{@d»wn into the sea, off the bow of the

ship, Hoey and Schwartz immediate-
ly prepared to launch a boat, and
with first mate Schubert, seamen Fred
Johnson and Christian Larsen, the
ship’s carpenter, they set out for the
airplane. The crew of the Mary had
congiderable difficulty in launching a
boat, and Captain Duhn said he doubt-
ed whether it would have been possi-

ble to do g0 had the airplane appeared i

it did. Hawker
and Grieve were greatly exhausted
after the rescue, the captain said, so
much so, that they declined offered
food in order to obtain needed
strength. Capt. Duhn declared that
the aviators naturally were upset be-
cause the Mary had no wireless, and
they were unable to inform their rela-
tives that they were safe.
said that Hawker also was somewhat
disappointed, because he was unable
to salvage the plane, so that he might
learn definitely the reason why he had
failed. “When I came on the bridge,”
Capt. Duhn said, “the machine had
already alighted on the water. rI.‘he
airmen told us that before coming
down they had dropped rockets, but
we did not see them. The wo_rk of
saving the airmen was pretty difficult,
because it was blowing very hard.
Hawker and Grieve were in water up
to their waists, but their watertight
suits kept them dry.” Asked whether
the crew of the lifeboat was in seri-
ous danger when effecting the rescue,
the captain replied, “1 will not say
serious danger, but as I said it was a
rather difficult task, but they succeed-
ed in reaching the airmen. All the
airmen wanted to do was to sleep.
They told- us that from the very start,
they realized everything was not quite
in order, but that they had comforted
themselves with the hope that, later,
they would get the right efforts from
their motor. The defect, however, be-
came more and more apparent and the
speed of the motor steadily lessened.”

Beginning with
yesterday afternoon, the
in the House of A.ssembly rapidly re-
solved themselves into a general en-
gagement, into which nonorable mem-

bers precipitated themselves without
any regard for the decencies which
are {looked upon as being part and
parcel of Parhamentary procedure.
Yesterday's exhibition wa$ opened by
the Honourable member for Twillin-
gate, during the discussion on a Bill
authorizing a contract for a Telephone
Sérvice, but the real performance was
staged when the Bill to amend the
Statute Law of the Colony went into
Committee. Those who were present
are fully congnizant of the attitude
adopted by the member for Twillin-
gate, which was that of a rampant
Bolshevist, and an idea of his dicta-
torial qualities, had he been the lead-
er of the Government, was gathered
from his blocking tactics as exhibited
yesterday.

An attempt to outrage and degrade
the dignity of Parliament was made |
by packing the galleries, after le\a.
with a strong body of Coaker sym- |

athizers, who were invited to be '
present for no other purpose but that
of applauding the Worthy President,
ohstructing the proceedings, and inter-
rupting the speakers on’the Govern-
The Honourable member
was not in

ment side.
for Twillingate,
attendance preferring to remain away,
and the Opposition was represented
only by Messrs. Halfyard and Grimes.
Considerable uproar was made Dy
their sympathisers in the galleries,
but it eventually “petered out,” and
the remainder of the session was
quiet.

Such scenes as have been enacted
in the House during the present week

however,

have been repudiated and condemned !

by all right thinking people. The de-
bates of the celebrated “Lime Kiln
Club” were not in the same class at
all, and short of doing each other
bodily violence, honorable members
blackguarded and abused each other
to their hearts’ content, but to the
utter disgust and contempt of the re-
spectable auditors. 1t is to be hoped
that there will not be any recurrence
of such disgraceful and ungentleman-
ly exhibitions, all of which may be
charged to the member for Twillingate.

PROCEEDINGS.
The House resumed its sitting at
the usual hour.

The Minister of Justice introduced
a hill having relation to Industrial
and Provident Societies, similar to the
Act in force in England, which en-
ables Companies, storeg, etc., to re-
gistrar under this new provision after
the manner of other companies under
the Companies’ Act. The bill was
read a first time, and will be explain-
ed fully at its second reading to-day.

The Hon. Colonial Secretary intro-
duced a bill to amend the War Pen-
sions Act, 1917. This bill increases
the pensions paid soldiers and brings
them up to the level of the Canadians.

The Hon. Minister of Justice mov-
ed the House into Committee of the
Wholé to consider certain resolutions
authorizing the Government to enter
into a contract for a new telephone
service. The Government is asking
powers similar to those asked for
with respect to the Coastal Contract,
whereby they can enter into a con-
tract with the Avalon Telephone Com-
pany or some other ' company, after
farther enquiry out of session. The
resolutions limit the conditions under
v:hich the contract is to be made.

Mr, Coaker registered his protest
against the Government being grant-
ed such powers. The House would
meet again next January, and that
was ample time to pass the contract.

He said
he bartered away the rights of the
people when the corrupt bargain was
made, and when they got in they used
the War Measures Act in the hardest
possible way, even going to the ex-
tent of trying to throttle the press.
They used the autocratic powers con-
ferred on them by the War Measures|
Act in a most brutal manner—and the |
man guilty of that should not be the
one to talk as he did.

Mr. Grimes then took occasion to
defend his joining the National Gov-
ernment. He asked if the Municipal
Council had been consulted in the
matter of the new Telephone Service.

Hon. Colonial Secretary replied that
the Council had given its entire ap-
proval to the Government negotiating
the contract. He warmly defended
the measure and stated that it was a
movement to take the city out of an
intolerable position, as it was now
trving to do business with a worn-
out system. There was no danger,
and there should be no objection to
giving the Government power to ne-
gotiate the contract.

The Prime Minister stated that the
matter had come before the late Gov-
ernment, was considered by them, and
the present legislation was only what
they would have introduced had they
remained in power. The Solicitor was
instructed to prepare the bill by the
late Government, and Mr. Halfyard
was then Colonial Secretary. The
people of St. John's were hungry for
telephones.

The first section provides that
a person taking the position of Chief
Clerk of the Supreme Court must be
a barrister of ten years’ standing, or
a King’s Counsel.

Section 2 reads as follows:

“2.—Section forty-nine of the Elac-
ticn Act, 1913, is hereby amended hy
striking out therefrom the words “an;i
ithe length of the period of residence
within the Colony shall be a period
of two years next preceding such elec-
tion,” and substituting therefor the
words “and residence within the Col-
ony for two years or more at some
one consecutive period, and an.actual
domicile therein at the time of nom-
{ ination.”

Section 5 allows the Newfoundland
Products Corporation an extension of
time in which to start operations on
the West Coast, under their contract
of 1915.

This statement was so amusing
that it brought down the House.

Mr. Morine began his reply by ridi-
culing Mr. Coaker’s threats: it was
the old game again. A leopard could
not change its spots. He then explain-
el to the House the present law de-
barring a person from being a candi-
date who had not resided in New-
foundland for a period of two years
immediately preceding the election,
and stated that it was an old and ab-
surd law enacted in 1872, and it was
about time it were changed. If, said,
Mr. Morine, Sir Edgar Bowring came
back here to-morrow, or Lord Morris,
they would not be eligible to seek
election on account of this absurd
law. The British House of Commons
{and the Canadian House of Com-
lmons had no such, provision.
could reside in any part of the British
Empire and be elected to either of
these bodies.

Mr. Morine
resented this, and looking across the
floor he said: ‘“Ask you, you con-
temnptible coward. Ask you, you auto-
crat, you dictator. It would have
been all right if I had asked you.
Well, I am going to Bonavista Bay
without asking you, and the people
there will know all about W. F. Coak-
er when I am through with you.”

Mr. Morine stopped here, as the
House was rising for recess, and Mr.
Coaker took occasion to say that when
he was agreeable for Mr. Morine to
go to Bonavista a few weeks ago he
did not know of this qualification. Mr.
Morine told him it was nothing to his
credit to say so.

Continuing after tea, Mr. Morine re-
capitulated some of his arguments,
particularly those having reference to
the change in the Election Law. Ie
pointed out that even the soldiers
who had gone abroad to fight for their
country would have been debarred
from becoming members of the House
if they so desired, if the House had
not made special provision for them
a few weeks ago. Mr. Coaker claimed
that when he arranged some weeks
ago for Mr. Morine to go to Bonavis-
ta as an independent candidate he
didn’t know of the law, but that was
untrue, because he was reminded of it
at a party meeting when the question
of amending the Eelection Act was up
for discussion. But wny did he object
to the clause now? Because he (Mr.
Morine) had become Minister of Jus-
tice and could look after the welfare
of his constituents? It was because
>f his fear of his presence in the dis-
trict against him, and coward that he
was he wanted to keep him out. Mr.
Morine pointed out the anomaly of the
law in relation to his own case, by
showing that while he could come
back to the country and take his place
in the House and become Minister of
Justice, he was not allowed to go back
for re-election in November next. He
referred to the absence of Messrs.
Winsor and Abbott, and suggested they
had remained away rather than par-
ticipate in such a silly debate. He
deprecated the cowardly and con-
temptibie attack on Sir William Lloyd,
a gentleman who if he was thought
able enough to be made Prime Minis-
ter and Minister of Justice, was sure-
lv good enough to be made Registrar
of the Supreme Court. No one with
any sense of honor would be guilty of
such a despicable attack. Only a day
or two ago the same gentleman was
declaring Sir Wm. Lloyd to be the
soul of honor, and the one man the
people wanted. It was a dirty party
that fouled its own leader. But such
changes were characteristic of the
leader of the Opposition. He was
ready to praise or blame in the same
breath—it all depended whether his
interests were being served or mnot.
For years he had carried on a cam-
paign of calumny and abuse of the
Prime Minister, Sir Michael Cashin,
Mr. Crosbie and others; but when
through a despicable bargain he was
able to get into the so-called National
Government there were none so good
as they, and he had such great faith
in them that he went away to Cata~-
lina and left the Government of the
Colony in their hands. He was only
a foul-mouthed defamer, as variable
as the winds. He told us this after-
noon, said Mr. Morine, that he was
ready to send for Sir Robert Bond.
But only a few months ago he was de-
faming that gentleman as a traitor to
the Union . Why, Sir Robert Bond
wouldn’t touch him or his party with
a forty-foot pole. Everybody knew
this, and Sir Robert Bond would read
of the suggestion with astonishment.
Mr. Morine here repeated the story of
the offer of the permanency to Sir
William Lloyd, which had only been
offered him after he had intimated his
intention of retiring from public life,
and which had been ‘accepted in a
manly way in the House.

Turning to the clause relating to
the Products’ Corporation, Mr. Morine
pointed out that Mr. Coaker was ab-
solutely ignorant of what he was talk-
ing about. Two years, not five, were
allowed for that concern to begin its
survey, and the time expired in April
j last. If the corporatlon which had

supreme ' been interfered with in its operations

by the war, is to be allowed to go on
with its work, the renewing clause
must be passed. The attack had been
made on this section of the bill, how-
ever, for the sole purpose of trying to
connect the Reids in some way with

the Government. This was part of
Coaker’'s. campaign—it would be Reid,
Reid, all the time now. But how that
gentleman had changed. When he
ertered public life there were <iwo
things he said he wouldn’t do, go to
any functions at Government House or
accept passes from Reids. He has
broken both, aml in the latter case,
not only accepted passes from the
Reid Co., but travelled in Reids’ pri-
vate car with Reids’ cook to cook his
meals for him.

Mr. Grimes: He paid for it.

Mr. Morine: Then if he did, it was
either out of the money of the share-
holders of the Trading Company, or
the 'fees of the Union. This was the
man who wanted to be no better than
the fishermen,—this man who travel-
led in state in a private car while the
“under-dogs” were packed like cattle
in a second-class car.

A voice from the gallery:- We're
going to give him an aeroplane.

Mr. Morine: He'll need an aero-
plane to fly away before I'm done with
him. Like Hawker and Grieve, he’ll
be glad to drop in the Atlantic. Con~
tinuing, Mr. Morine said that this
sporting of Mr. Coaker’s was paid for
out of the fishermen’s money. It may
be out of profits made by the Trading
Co., profits which were made out of
seventy-five per cent. of the fishermen
to pay the twenty-five per cent. who
were shareholders. These profits could
only be made by selling goods high
and fish low as last year, when some
of the fishermen were paid two dol-
lars less for their fish by Coaker than
was paid here in St. John's.

Mr. Grimes rose to a point of order,
claiming that this was revealing pri-
vate affairs of a private concern, and
had nothing to do with the question
before the chair.

Mr. Morine retorted that they had
been dragged in through Mr. Coaker'’s
attack, and beside every license was
given during debate in Committee.

The Chairman dld not uphold Mr.
Grimes’s contention, and he appeal-
ed, whereupon the decision of the
Chair was sustained. Some little dis-
turbance occurred in the gallery at
this point, and the Speaker took the
Chair and pointed out that while the
House would be glad to accord every
opportunity to the public to listen to
the debates, order had to be main-
tained.

Mr. Morine again resumed and em-
phasized what he had previously said,
that instead of being an institution to
keep up the price of fish, Coaker
Company was a great factor in keep-
ing it down. It had to make profits
for its shareholders, profits, he reit-
erated, which were wrung from the
fishermen; and to do so, it had to buy
in the lowest possible market and sell
in the highest. He pointed out that
he had always been a friend of the
fishermen, that he had done more for
the sealers than any one else, that he
had fought for the people of Bona-
vista Bay when they had no friends,
and they had appreciated it by always
returning him as their trusted mem-
ber. He had been a strong support-
er and friend of the Union, and was.a
friend of the Union to-day. As an
institution it was all right, it was
only its leaders that were wrong.

Mr. Grimes replied briefly, pointing
out what the F. P. U. had done for the
fishermen. He also referred back to
the Reid deal, Mr. Morine’s dismissal
by Sir Herbert Murray, to the Modus
Vivendi, the break with Sir James
Winter, and other matters, in an at-
tempt to blacken Mr. Morine. He
also attacked Sir William Lloyd.

To all of his assertions Mr. Morine
replied, proving that “this little gad-
fly,” as he termed him, was densely
ignorant of what he had been talk-
ing. Mr. Morine rehearsed his con-
nection with the Reid deal and his
dismissal by Sir Herbert Murray. This
was always thrown up against him
by his defamers, he said, but they nev-
er had the manliness to-add that he
was subsequently reinstated by the
Governor who was sent out to re-
place Sir Herbert Murray. His con-
nection with the Modus Vivendi was
also referred to, and he showed that
the member for Port de Grave was
badly mixed in his knowledge of these
happenings. He answered all the
charges against him by pointing out
that he had been the accepted friend
and counsellor of Coaker and the
member for Port de Grave. Leaning
over the table, Mr. Morine pertinent-
ly asked Mr. Grimes if he would have
consulted, him were he a scoundrel?

The Bill then passed the Commit-
tee without division and was read a
third time.

The House then went into Commit-
tee on resolutions relating to the St.
George’s Coal Fields, which provided
that protection beé granted either by
the imposition of a dellar a ton or by
bounty. Mr. Morine, who said the bill
was one of the leavings of the late
Government, said he did not favor the
former. ;

Mr. Bennett said he had not heard
of the measure before, and while he
believed every encouragement el;ould
be given to the Company, he was not
agreeable to anything that would in-
crease the cost of coal to the consum-
er. The resolutions were held over
for further discussion this. afternoon.

The House then adjourned.

Yank Sailor Writes.

Mr. J. R. Smallwood, of the Tele-
gram reportorial staff, has receiveé
the following letter from Mr. Balcon
S. Bond, the Chief Radiograph Offi-
cer of the U. S. S. Prairie, which, it
will be remembered, was stationed at
Trepassey Harbor during the time the
American Navy’s Transatlantic flight
was being made ready. Mr. Bond,
altkough a young man, is one of the
most expert wireless operators in the
Navy, and has a staff of other experts
under him. The letter, in part, reads:

“Your papers {(the Evening Tele-
gram) were received with great de-
lighg, and ] must express my own,
and also the staffs’ appreciation of
their contents. The Telegram is as
good as any paper in’the little old city
of New York.

Nine-tenths of the Prairie’s crew
were sorry to leave Frepassey, for the
people there had given us some good
times. Fishermen would take us in
parties from our ship and show us
around the distriet. In faet, } cannot
begin to tell you of some of the good
times we had in dear old Trepassey
and I am sure that the village will
never be forgotten. Many homes
gave us suppers for the small amount
of fifty cents, and it was some sup-
per. About four good fresh eggs, a
large piece of ham, as many cups of
coffee or tea as you could drink, and
good old home-made bread and but-
ter. If you were to call for a sup-
per like that in New York, I am sure
it would cost you two and a half dol-
lars easily.

When the Prairie was passing out
of Trepassey many people were seen
on the beach, waving, and many fish-
ermen (Mr. Bond writes it “fishmen”)
blew three fog horn blasts. In re-
turn the Prairie gave three long blows
of her whistle. Upon approaching
the end of the harbor (the reach, or
entrance is meant here) the light
house gave three whistles, which were
also returned by us.

I sure wish we were coming to St.
John's, but our hopes are gone, as we
are now enroute for Newport, R. I.
Wishing you and your paper all the
success possible, I am your sailor
friend.”

In this task
we cannot do without the co-operation
of our former adversaries. We can-
not accomplish the work without the
technical and financial participation
of the victorious peoples, and you
cannot execute it without wus. It
would be the worst method to go on
and have the work done by German
prisoners of war. Certainly this
work is cheap, but it would cost the
world dear, il hatred and despair
should seize the German people when
they consider that their brothers and
sons and fathrs, who are prisoners,
are kept prisoners beyond the prelim-
inary peace in the former penal work.
Our experts of both sides will have to
examine how the German people may
come up to tkeir financial obligations
to make resitution without succumb-
inrg under the heavy burden. A crash
would bereave those who have a right
to restitution of the advantages to
which they have a claim and would
draw after it an irretrievable disorder
of the whole European economical
system. The vanquishers, as well as
the vanquished people, must guard
against this menacing danger with
its incalculable consegquences. There
is only one means of banishing it—
unlimited confession of the economi-
cal and social solidarity of all peo-
ples in a free and rising League of
Nations.—News of the World.

Not so Black as Painted.

The Microbe is Useful Sometimes.

Bacteria or germs are really plants.

Derived from the Greek word mean-
ing a little rod, the name “bacteria” is
given to a group of living things
which constitute the lowest type of
animal life.

Bacteria are divdied into various
groups according to their shapes.
Some are minute balls and are called
cocci.
cocci to measure an inch, and 300,-
000,000,000,000 would only weight an
ounce!

Rod-shaped bacteria are called ba-
cilli; 50,000 of these placed side by
side would measure but an inch. A
third group consists of curved or
spiral rods, and its members are call-
ed spirilla.

The Rabbit Outclassed.

There is also a group of animals of
excessively simple structure to which
the name protozoa is applied. The
protozoa and the bacteria are group-
ed together under the general term
microbes. -

Most bacteria reproduce by simply
splitting in two parts, and a bacteri-
um reaches a fully grown state,
whepn it is ready to divide again, in
about half an hour!

It can easily be calculated that if a
division occurs once in an hour, from
a single individual, several millions
would be produced . in twenty-four
hours.

| The Crown of Smyrna.

“Be. thou faithful unto 'death; and I
will .give thee:a crown of life.””  The
world has read those words in the
Greek original or in innumerable
translations for almost twe thousand
years, but except in a limited, per-
haps in a local way it has never un-
derstood the marvelous imagery with
which the HEastern writer impressed
his meaning upon his audience. The
author of the letters to the Seven
Churches was writing his letters in
the days when the cities in which
these churches were placed palpitated
with the full tide of life, and writing
to Smyrna he seized upon the* great
natural characteristic of the city to
impress his meaning upon his read-
ers.

As the sailor approached the an-
cient city from the sea, he saw the
white houses clambering up the great
hill in the background, and as they
neared the summit becoming fewer
and fewer amidst the gardens and the
.cypress groves until the famous
crown was bound, in a circlet of walls
and battlements, round the brow of
the hill. Every trader who came in-
to Smyrna, in the little coasting ves-
sels or the greater galleys, every
merchant who rode into it with the
caravans through the pass which en-
tered the valley where the great Ana-
tolian trade route finally reached the
sea, knew the crown of Smyrna, and
carried the story of its glories over
the seas with him or back along the
Hermus ‘Valley into the hinterland.
[Centuries before the writer on Pat-

mos had used his famous metaphor,
Apollonius of Tyana, renowned
among the mystics of Asia, had bid-
~den the people of Smyrna “to wear
la crown of men rather than a crown
of porticoes, and pictures, and gold
beyond the standard of mankind.”
Only an occasional scholar heeds the
words of - Apollonius to-day. But
every man coming up the gulf to-day,
| and seeing for the first time Mount
| Pagos, crowned with its ruined cas-
tlc and clustering houses, recalls the
words of the writer of Revelation,
and is carried back in memory
through the story of the great Greek
city which was founded as a Hellen-
ic colony a thousand years before
the Christian era.

That was Zolian Smyrna, but
Alolian Smyrna was seized almost im-
mediately by the Ionian Greeks, only
to become the battlefield in turn of a
struggle with the Lydian Empire,

to the Seven Churches sent his letter,
the city which Apollanius declared

the city the splendor of whose build-
ings was described by Alius Aris-
tides, the city of the Golden Street
which, circling the hill, connected the
Temple of Zeus, on the west, with
that of Cybele, on the east. Here the
primitive church established the see-
ond of the churches of Asia to which
the letters in Revelation were writ-
ten, and here after almost three
thousand years the blue and white
stripes of the flag of Greece have
been hoisted as the mandatory of the
League of Natioms, as the Aolian
Greeks, ten centuries before the Chris-
tion era, probably.raised their stan-
dard after the manner of the owl of
Athens or bull of Beeotia.

When the writer on Patmos wrote
his letter, Smyrna, of course, had

had stretched out its mighty arm and
established a conventus there. Still,
in spite of the materiality of the
Jews and the speculativeness of the
Greeks, of whom Paul was one day
to write, “For the Jews require a
sign, and the Greeks seek after wis-

dom,” the church prospered. It

"might be poor in the things of this

world, but it was rich in spirituality.
As a result the heavy hand of the per-
secuting Ceesar struck at it, with the
result that, in the year 155, its fa-
mous bishop, Polycarp, was martyred.
Gradually, however, as the grasp of
Rome relaxed, the fortunes of Smyrna
faded. The Eastern emperors in Con-
stantinople were unable to extend to
it the protection of the old Ceesars in
Rome. Turkish raiders and Turkish
soldiers began to descend upon it for
plunder, so that when the Knights
Hospitalers seized it, in the Four-
teenth Century, it was already falling
into ruin. What was left of it was
wiped out as completely by the Mon-
gol tide of conquest as the earlier
city had been blotted out by the
Lydians. When the soldiers of Ti-
mur had stormed the citadel, the
massacre was so complete that for a
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ceased to be a Hellenic colony. Rome |

second time Smyrna had ceased to ex-
ist.

Timur came and Timur went, and
when he went the Greeks came back
into the ruins ®¥o re-establish their
city with that wonderful persistence
which has marked their history in the
Levant. Gradually under the Turkish
caliphs the city regained something
of its former prosperity. The Turks
themselves never made their home in
it, so that it is known to them to this
,day as “giaour Ismir.” Little by lit-
' tle, however, it became a great port
with a great trade in spite of all the
neglect which the politicians of
Stamboul could show it, and all the
persecution  which the religious
sheiks could bestow upon it. At the
outbreak of the war the Sanjak of
Smyrna posséssed some 753,000 in-
habitants, of whom 449,000 were
Greeks and 219,000 Ottomans. But
Greece had never ceased to claim her
ancient colony, and one of her most
| insistent demands at the Peace Coun-
cil was the restoration to her of the
Smyrna, Sanjak. This demand has
now been granted by the Peace Coun-
cil. An allied fleet lies anchored in
the gulf within sight of the broken
crown of Smyrna which still circles
the head of Pagos, whilst a Greek ar-
my of occupation has landed in the
{ town to preserve order in the prov-
,ince which, after all the centuries, is
to be again administered by Greece.

Ocean is Literally
Teeming With Food.

What We Know About Denizens of
the Deep Said to be Startingly Lim-
ited.

Washington, D.C., May 25. — Now
that the seas are open to the pursuits
of peace, and the world is sorely in
need of food, many problems of oeean
geography are likely to be solved in
the course of the quest for deep-sea
rations.

“The ocean literally teems with
food,” says a bulletin issued by the
National Geographical Society. “The
man who declared that humanity is
a race of herring catchers might have
over-stated the case, but that thée sea
abounds in food fiishes and fishes fit
for food is well known. As soon as
we begin to study the subject of ocean
fisheries, however, we come up short
against the fact that what we really
know about the inhabitants of the
sea is startingly limited.

Whale are Lure for Herring.

“Many fishermen of the North Sea
believe that whale bring the herring
in toward shallow water—a conclu-
sion they reached from the observa-
tion that schools of herring are .fre-
quently found" in the vicinity of
spouting whales. In 1906 there was
a failure of the herring fisheries, and
the fishermen blamed the situation on
the Norwegian whaling vessels oper-
ating in that region.

“Likewise, it is still a moot ques-
tion whether or not modern fishing
methods tend 4o deplete "the supply
and whether artificial propagation of
sea fishes is a sufficient counter
measure. A few years ago a British
commission measured the intensity
of fishing operations in the North Sea.

“Trailing bottles were set adrift,
and it was found that more than half
of them were recaptured. In certain
localities they were captured at a rate
that indicated 90 per cent retaken
each season.

“Marked fish yielded largely similar
results and the conclusion was that
a foodfish of adult size had at least
three to one odds against its getting
through the year uncaught.

How Ocean Fish Multiply.

“And yet there is so little race sul-
cide in the ocean that even such in-
tensive fishing probably has no effect
upon the avaflable adult supply. For
instance, the female turbot ‘lays 8,-
500,000 eggs a year, and the cod has
4,500,000- to her credit. The female
flounder lays 1,400,000, the sole 570,-
000 the haddock 450,000, and the
plalce 300,000. Tke poor herring must
be content with a meager 31,000.

“Much remains to be learned about
the migration habits of the world’s
food fishes. The problem of life in
the ocean is one full of interest and
pregnant with valuable lessons for
mankind. Even at the botton of the
deepest trench in the abyssmal region
of the sea’s botton, where no ray of
the sun ever penetrated, where Sty- |
gian night is perpetual, where freez-
ing temperatures never, cease and

Tge Third Act.

The first act in the great drama of
Peace was the draft Constitution of
the League of Nations; the second
comprised the settlement of terms to
be imposed on Germany; the third
opened with the summoning of the
German delegates to Versailles—to as-
sent or to take the. caonsequences of
refusal. The hours are tense. Pre-
sident Ebert, Herr Scheidemaynn and
Count Brockdorf Rantzau have de-
clared that a dictated peace will be a
peace of violence, and that Germany
will risk all rather than be a party to
any such humiliation. She abates -her
pretensiens when she understands
that the Allies mean business. She
proposed to send representatives ‘to
Versailles to receive the Treaty, and
take it to Weimar for consideration.
The Allies’ answer was instant and
unmistakable: she must send men
with plenary powers. Her acquies-
cence was equally prompt. Wisely,
ro doubt, the actual terms decided
upon by the Pgace Conference were
kept secret till they could be com-
municated to the German delegates.
The necessity was made clear by Mr.
Lloyd George in his great speech—
great, notwithstanding certain things
which perhaps were better left un-
said, however keenly felt. The Press,
of course, objected to secrecy. It
wanted to know. Valuable “copy”
was being withheld. Rumour has
sought to supply the deficiency. True
to its ancient role, it has ‘“stuffed the
ears of nien with false report.”

So far as they have been outlined
by intelligent anticipation, the terms
are severe but just. They include
payments in reparation amounting to
£11,000,000,000; the surrender of the
Saar coal fields to France for a long
enough period to enable her to get
ber own coal fields going again, and
compensate her for the damage done
to them; the occupation of the left
bank of the Rhine, the destruction of
the Rhine fortifications, and the lim-
itation of the German army and navy
to numbers which will suffice for de-
fence. Will Germany  sign? The
question is the almost daily heading
in papers of all shades of opinion—
those which think that the utmost
pfennig should be exacted, as well as
| those which would almost be satisfied
if Germany were let off with a cau-
tiop, on undertaking to become a
loyal and peaceful member of the
League of Nations. “I would sooner
have a good Peace than a good
Press,” said Mr. Lloyd George. Good
‘Peace or bad Peace the Counci of
