An ingenious time-saver has

Post Office. In a single operation it
seals letters, stimps them, post-
marks them, and counts them. The
envelopes are fed at high speed on
to an endless rubber band which con-
veys them first under a ilittle device
which slightly raises the flap and
moistens the gum, and next to a
roller which fastens the flaps down.

Finally they pass through a tiny
printing press, which stamps ‘“Post-
age Paid” on each and post-marks
it.

The stamping appliance 1is rather
and a cyclometer. It is set by the
Post Office to print any number of
stamps that have been paid for in
advance, as {is frequently done by
commercial houses when posting cir-
culars in large numbers.

Ag each letter is dealt with the
cyclometer ticks up one, and when
the full number is reached the ma-
chine automatically “downs tools.”
It will not work again until a fur-
ther payment is made.
