Mayor of London

LONDON, Nov. 9.—The ancient cere­
monies .attending the induction of 
LofiBbhiâ lew Lord Mayor, including 
a long symbolic procession through 
the streets, which from time immem­
orial has been a feast for the eyes, 
was carried out to-day in wintery 
but bright, sunny weather, and at­
tracted the customary great crowds. 
The new Lord Mayor, Sir William 
Robert Pryke, is 78 years of age, but 
is still so sprightly that he was re­
ferred to by the City Recorder in his 
speech “as like Peter Pan.”

The procession itself was on this 
occasion a sort of miniature Wemb­
ley Exhibition on wheels—a pageant 
of Empire trade.. The feature was 
Australia’s giant plum pudding, guard­
ed by a kangaroo and a nodding cow 
with six white horses driven by Fath­
er Christmas with a bobbed beard.

Banquet at Guild Hall.
The ceremonies culminated with the 

historic Guild Hall banquet, with its 
great baron of beef and turtle soup, 
its city trumpeters to welcome the 
important guests, and other ancient 
rites of London’s city father.

The banquet is a traditional occas­
ion for political oratory, and there 
was a brilliant company of Ministers 
of the Crown and prominent men ip 
all walks of life.

There was a hint of Locarno in an­
other Franco-German gesture, the 
French Ambassador, H. Defleurieu 
making it a point of specially greet-

ing the German Ambassador, Dr. Sta- 
mer, and chatting with him for sev­
eral minutes at the reception pre­
ceding the banquet.

Among the guests were the United 
States, Spanish, Portuguese and Bra­
zilian Ambassadors, Admiral Lord 
Beatty, the Archbishop of Canterbury 
and Dean Inge. In passing the loving 
cup, Mr. Baldwln^ on the one side, 
and Austen Chamberlain on the other, 
drank with Dr. Stamer.

After the royal toasts were hon­
ored, Mr. Chamberlain toasted “The 
Ambassadors and Ministers,’’ express­
ing the belief that peace was better 
off than a year ago, the foreign Sec­
retary devoted himself to the events 
at Locarno. He was convinced that 
what was done there responded to 
the conscious need of the whole 
world and would be ratified by every 
country, for, he added, “no states­
man would dare assume the responsi­
bility before history of dashing frotn 
our lips the cup of hope that Locar­
no has presented, and no nation dare 
face the obloquoy which would follow 
denial to Jhe world in the hour of its 
greatest need of its dearest aqd pro- 
foundest hope." *

Mr. Chamberlain continued :
The Spirit of Locarno,

“But U is not the written treaties 
of Locarno which alone will work the 
changes we desire. It is the spirit of 
Locarno that the world needs and 
must cherish. Mr. Lord Mayor, 
thanks to your hospitality I have 
drunk tonight a loving cup with the 
German Ambassador. Whgt he and I 
have done this evening may our na­
tions do to-morrow.

A nine-storey NuYie»* Home, In con­
nection with the Montreal General 
Hospital will be In course of construc­
tion In a feW days, and will be com­
pleted by next October. The portion 
to be erected will accommodate 210, 
while the whole accommodation plan 
will provide for 460 nurses. Proce­
dure of a part of the plan Is account­
ed for by the financial position of the 
Hospital. The new building to which 
two more storeys will be added later, 
will be situated on the property op­
posite the Montreal General Hospital 
on Dorchester Street.

The ground floor plans provide tor 
reception room, libraries and quar- 
"lers for the superintendent of the 
training department. The next floor 
will have provision for educational 
purposes. The staff nurses will oc­
cupy the next two floors and the re­
maining part of the residence will be 
for training nurses.

An appeal will be made next spring 
to the public for funds to further re­
lieve the acute need for public and 
private hospital accommodation. Hos­
pitals have been taxed to the full dur­
ing the past summer months and the 

'Situation has been ably met, but the 
fact remains that additional beds are 
urgently needed.

Judge Lecrolx Is instituting an In­

Outside influence has been at 
work, and such work Is only ham­
pering and hinderin; the got* which 
the Influences at the command of the 
court would exercise. In too many 
cases, “the dropping the cast" or. "fix­
ing it up privately," has made the 
•youngsters bolder and more deter­
mined to cling to their evil ways.

Adults contributing to the delin­
quency of juveniles are being sought 
as the real xutiprjts. Twice during 
the week Judge Lacroix handed out 
fines of $25 and $50 to parents who 
had contributed to the delinquency 
c$ their children. Two men were giv­
en a long terpiip jail fpr having been 
instrumental in making youngsters 
break the law. Two other men were 
fined $300 and $500 for contributing 
to the immortality of young girl». In 
one day the Juvenile Court had to 
handle forty-two oases. The adult 
*ho had a gang of fifteen working tor 
him and profiting by their spoils Was 
apprehended and remanded for trial.

Farmers’ of Canada
Rich Harvest

OTTAWA, Nov. 17.—Canada's wealth 
this year will show a remarkable In­
crease as a result ot expanded produc­
tion on the farm. A tremendous Jump 
in grain, principally the wheat yield, 
the potato, and turnip harvest, and a 
potable growth In the dairy Industry 
all contribute a highly satisfactory 
position for primary producers. It 
was estimated to-day by Dairy Com­
missioner J. A. Ruddock, that the 
dairy production for this year would 
be approximately $800,000,000, and the 
exports would amount to about $55.- 
000,000. This represents an increase . 
ot $50,000,000 in the total value of 
production.

A preliminary estimate, issued to­
day, of the yield and value of the po­
tato root and fodder crop shows po- 1 
tatoes at 44,497,000 cwt., from 845,891 
acres, as compared with 66,648,000 
cwt. from 661,652 in 1924, but th' 
value of this year’s crop Is estimated 
at $64,486,000 as compared with $47,- 
966,000 last year. The value of the 
crop in New Brunswick, a large po­
tato producer is valued this year at 
47,626,000 as compared with $8,636,000 
last year.

Thev value ot the combined yield of 
other roots, such as turnips aril man­
golds for Canada is estimated tor this 
year at $27.960.000 as compared with 
$17,884,000 last year. The value ot 
hay and ctovjer shows a drop of about 
$6,000,000.

Add to this farm wealth is that pro­
duced by this year’s record-breaking 
yield of grain. Wheat this year tor the 
whole Dominion is estimated at 422,- 
317,000 bushels, as compared with 
406,976,000 bushels; and barley 113,- 
118,000 bushels as compared with 88,- 
807,000 bushels. There Is reason to 
hope, too, that with lighter yields In 
other big grain producing countries 
the prices for Canada will be high In 
proportion to the yield.

Anyone who cares to make a 
trip along the waterfront of the 
harbour must be struck with 
the shabby appearance which it 
presents, and if he has any 
knowledge of construction work, 
he finds in certain premises suf­
ficient evidence of jerrybuilding, 
and in others of such neglect as 
would indicate an early collapse.

Our attention has been called 
in particular to cases of the lat­
ter condition, and the particulars 
furnished would appear to make 
an early investigation necessary 
if a catastrophe is to be averted. 
These wharves, overwhichheavy 
loads are carried, are at times oc­
cupied by large numbers of long­
shoremen, truckmen, and others, 
but whose business it is to in­
spect these structures in order 
to make certain that they are 
safe we are unable to say. Pos­
sibly the duty comes under the 
authority of the Public Works 
Department, possibly under that 
of the Marine and Fisheries, as 
the latter is responsible for the 
t arbor, but in any case, where 
the lives of citizens may be en­
dangered: the responsibility cer­
tain’;- reste with the police au­
thorities. and we would suggest 
that they give the matter their 
attention.

One of the city regulations re­
cuire? that buildings erected in 
the area of which Water Street 
is a section shall be constructed 
of stone, brick, concrete or other 
equally substantial and non- 
combustible material and the 
roof of iron, slate or other non­
combustible material. The sec­
tion also stipulates that sheds for 
the storage of merchandise 
erected on the wharves (which 
would indicate that the Council 
exercises certain control over 
this property) may be erected of 
metal frame construction pro­
vided that the external walls, 
roofs,-and doors shall be wholly 
of metal or other uninflammable" 
material.

The regulations are admirable, 
but the actual conditions exist­
ing tend to nullify to a great ex­
tent their effectiveness. The 
wharves are of wood, the stair­
ways leading to the buildings 
are of wood in many cases, 
wooden flakes cover considerable 
space, and on several of the 
wharves are watchmen's houses 
and other sheds built entirely of 
wood. Further, it is not unusual 
to find immense piles of lumber 
stored in the open on the water­
front. St. John’s, according to 
the regulations in the charter, 
is in every respect a model city. 
Unfortunately, the most con­
spicuous feature in connection 
with the regulations is their 
non observance

The authority of the Muni­
cipal Council," it has been said, 
ends at tidal water, but it must i 
come within the responsibility 
of that body to see to it that the 
city is not endangered J>y any­
thing in the nature of a menace 
which is permitted to remain 
immediately outside the city 
limits. If it is the duty of the 
Government to make regulations 
covering such property, then the 
Council should have sufficient 
influence to insist that those 
regulations conform to the re­
quirements of the city and that 
they are enforced.

PRETEXT
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Dedication of
Window at the Kirk

Before the ringing ot the Church 
J, had ceased a well «led Church 
letiv awaited In anticipation of the 
Lice which was to be marked by 
the unveiling and dedicating of a 
window erected by the congregation 

memory of the Rev. Andrew Rob­
son D.D., and the children of The 
children's Hour. The occasion brought 
L* to many thoughts of previous 
cervices during which their souls had 
been touched by the preaching ot him. 
the memory of whom they thus sought 

perpetuate. There was an air of 
unusual solemnity, which deepened 
, the service progressed. The beau­

tiful interior adorned with flowers 
and enriched by the numerous win­
dows of richly stained glass; the or­
gan pealing forth its solemn notes, 
and the words and appearance of the 
ministers all did their part to make 
the quiet simple service one that will 
be remembered by those who were 
present. The window, which is situat­
ed in the Southwest corner of the 
Church, was unveiled and dedicated 
by Rev. Robert Johnston, M.A., Mod­
erator of the Maritime Synod of the 
Presbyterian Church, an intimate 
friend of Dr. Robertson'», and the 
present Minister of new St. Andrew’s, 
New Glasgow. The subject of the win­
dow is "And the streets of the city 
shall be full of boys and girls playing 
in the streets thereof. Zech. 8, 5.” It'is 
represented by groups of children, 
singing, dancing and playing on muai- 
cal instruments, with a group gath­
ered around the knees of an elderly 
teacher. It was selected as being par­
ticularly appropriate to commemorate 
the life and work of Dr. Robertson 
which was so bound up in his work 
among the children. Before, the un­
veiling a telegram was read from the 
family of the late Dr. Robertson, ex­
pressing their regret at being unable 
to accept the invitation to be present 
and sending their fondest memories. 
The hymns that were sung were ail 
old favourites of Dr. Robertson and 
the large congregation joined heartily 
In the singing. The sermon was 
preached by Rev. Mr. Johnston, who 
took as his text:—

Hebrews XI, 4,—“He being dead yet 
speaketh.”

This chapter "is like a roll call of 
the great Christian heroes of long 
ago. They are remembered not be­
cause of their flocks or their heads, 
but because they saw God and follow­
ed in the righteous'psth which His 
light revealed to them. And in their 
quest for the unseen things they suf­
fered and gave of their blood for what 
they believed was the truth. So long 
as this world shall last there will be 
men and women who will be found 
to follow God’s gleam on the hills 
away on to the city that hath founda­
tions. and likewise there will be those 
who will be satisfied with the mud 
heaps and the material things at 
their feet.

As we read history and view the 
world with our two eyes we discover 
that selfishness and self-seeking are 
buried in a very deep grave. Whereas 
the God fashioned and righteous soul 
is held in everlasting remembrance. 
You can’t put a good man beneath 
the sod and keep him there. He lives 
and walks and talks in our midst. 
Though dead he yet speaketh. We 
have an example ot this in the pro­
ceedings of this Church to-day. Jf 
Andrew Robertson had not done some­
thing worth while in the community, 
in this city and in this congregation 
you would never have thought of 
erecting this Memorial in his honour. 
It is no doubt a credit to you that you 
have not forgotten him or his work. 
Nevertheless there is evidence that in 
your hearts his influence still lives 
•nd this has awakened in your minds 
a desire for some outward recogni­
tion. The voice so eloquent still 
•Peaks, and the life so radiant still 
represents for you the qualities of 
God.

He was horn In the city - of Edin­
burgh. famous throughout Scotland 
and the world for its culture and 
learning. A receptive and responsive 
mind and heart could not grow up In 
such surroundings without acquiring 
some of the fragrance shed around. 
Dr. Robertson exemplified that to a 
T«ry wide extent and carried Into his 
Preaching the marks of his early en­
vironment. Canada became the scene 
« his first adventure In the Christian 
Ministry. He was ordained In new 6t. 

udrew’s Church, New Glasgow, in 
the year 1888—37 years ago. As I hap­
pen to labour there at the present time 
1 know something of the clrcum-

hearts and crowned hint king 
every occasion. An evidence ot their 
deep seated loyalty to him was shewn 
by the fact that when their Church 
became vacant after hie successor had 
left they wanted to call him back.

I have heard many stories ot his 
early ministry in New OHasgoev—about 
his preaching—his gifts as a Bible 
Class teacher, his interest in the young 
people and the loveable qualities of 
his personality in the social life of the 
community. One day I ashed an old 
time member of his Church in New 
Glasgow what were the particular, fea­
tures ot his character that appealed eo 
much to his people. His answer was 
that Andrew Robertson was just the 
type of man that a parish minister 
ought to be. There is more in this esti­
mate than what is seen on the sur­
face, for a real parish minister must 
be preacher, shepherd and comrade 
all combined in one—a Minister and 
a man in the same personality.

Dr. Robertson was called to this 
Church In the year 1896 at a time 
when he was in the full vigour of his 
powers both mental and .physical. It 
is idle for me to speak of bis work 
amongst yon. You looked at him ev­
ery week, you listened to him and you 
loved ÿim.

In the Near 1809 he left you to go 
to Toronto to St James’ Square 
Church. No doubt the call to a great 
centre of population and Influence ap­
pealed to him. While for a time I have 
reason to believe he was happy there, 
yet at the close of his ministry in 
Toronto, when hie views on ChurCh 
affairs were not in harmony with those 
of some of the leading members of 
his Church, one can think of his heart 
often wandering back to this congré­
gation, the home of his deepest af­
fections and to a people Who under­
stood him and who had ever girt him 
about with a remarkable loyalty. He 
could have played for safety In Tbrtid- 
to. He could have held hie Church and 
swallowed his convictions. Such was 
not the character of the man and on 
this the day when honour 4s being paid 
to his memory and a fresh wreath of: -thé Tight conception about death and

3. His Interest In the young. Some 
felk grew old before their time but 
others are etui young at sixty or sev­
enty. Age rail# at youth so very fre­
quently and youth belittles age so 
often that It Is refreshing when we 
see grey hairs make merry with child­
ren and children happy in the com­
pany of their elders. One of the weak­
nesses in the Gbepel Ministry is that 
we grew beyond the mind and temper­
ament and tastes of those who are 
the Juniors in 'our congregations. But 
he who decuples our thoughts to-day 
remembered that his Christ and his 
Lord took children in His arms and 
so in the spirit-of his Saviour he, too, 

Cultivated the arms that could em- 
;e the lamb* Of hia flOck. There- 
i, to me It seems most fitting that 

ie window that has Just boon unveil­
ed to his memory represents Ms love 
of children and will speak to new 
generations of St. Andrew’s people of 
the Speelal work that one of their 
Ministers carried on* so successfully 
In the shaping and formation of the 
young life of the congregation. It 
take* many.minds and many men to 
make a world and It takes many type* 
of Ministers to stand for the thing* 
ot Jesus Christ. Even in one single 
Church one Minister will be remem­
bered as a Preacher, another a* a 
good shepherd, another as a man's 
man. Bui I am oonident ot this that 
one who passes down In the history 
of a Church as the friend and guide 
of children must occupy a unique 
place. Because It shows that in him 
must hate been the qualities that ap­
peal to Children—those qualities of 
which the Master spoke in such glow­
ing words. "Ot such is the Kingdom 
Of Heaven.1

Once more then we stand at the 
grave of Andrew Robertson and drop 
a fresh tear to show the appreciation 
of our hearts. And yet, why should 
we weep for Our departed. -If we have

flowers ie being laid on his grave, and 
we are taking stock of his life let us 
bring prominently to the forefront 
the fact that the tittle Minister re­
fused to sell his soul for a salary or 
to bury hie manhood tor a place or a 
Toronto pulpit. Just In this connec­
tion let me say that ware Andrew Rob­
ertson alive to-day nothing would 
have pleased him more than the action 
taken by this congregation t^ remain 
Presbyterian. For some Short time, 
perhaps about a year and a halt after 
he resigned his Church In Toronto, he 
was the energetic Secretary of the 
Presbyterian Church Association, an 
organisation formed by those who 
were determined to maintain the 
Church of the Blue Banner through­
out Canada and the adjoining British 
possessions . But when In 1917 a 
truce was formed 'whereby negotia­
tions for Union wtire stayed till two 
years after the war the Presbyterian 
Church Association became quiescent 
and Dr. Robertson's services were no 
longer required. It was then that the 
labour of his hands was transferred to 
the Presbyterian Church South In the 
United States. In Nashville, Tennes­
see, he spent the last years of his 
ministry and died there on the third 
of July, 1920. Thus- was kjjg, earthly 
course run. From old Scgfland to 
New Scotland, from- HrfcjWMgow to 
Newfoundland_from Newfoundland to 
Toronto, and then on to the sumy 
South. It was not a lq.ng.mints try as 
ministries go—only thlrtyftwo brief 
years—but it was long and Ia|en with 
treasures to many souls as igenaured 
by the influence which he exerted. 
We can leave him sleeping With the 
thought that he sleeps well on * re­
cord of work well done, and in a life 
that marched breast forward and nev­
er turned its hack to the foe. He 
sleeps fqr from the land of the purple 
heather and hills where' the peewit 
calls, but in his grave i* the true 
spirit of the Scottish race and the 
land whose genius was and still Is 
to bring forth men of the bold heroic 
breed.

Let us notice some few things that 
stand out prominently In the life and 
ministry of our friend:—

1. His rich manhood and bis genius 
for friendship. His was no colourless 
life but blood red with the stream of 
manhood in his views. With this he 
•could command and respect and gen­
erate a friendship based on no pass­
ing feeling but rooted deep tn the 
consciousness of something strong and 
steady and enduring. 
xt. Hie literary gifts. He knew our 

classic English literature—yet knew 
it Well and his intimate knowledge of 
the beet in our tongue created a style 
in his speech that wae very attractive. 
There is a book the title of which ie 
“Roses, how to grow them and how to 
show them.” ft is one thing to grew 
a rose, It to quite another thing to 
shew ft. Dr. Rnbrteon know the Gos­
pel but hie was the art to show It to 
his hearers.

road between Jerusalem and Jericho. 
The unsuspecting traveller on the 
lonely ten miles is suddenly set upon 
and robbed of all by brigands from 
the hills. The road ot Ilf* Is like the 
robber’s road, for so many'travel In 
the sunshine of prosperity, suddenly 
death, sorrow and poverty takes loved 
ones and blights many hope*. As the 
benighted, wounded pilgrim ties half 
dead representatives of different 
classes passed by, looked on, prompt­
ed by curiosity, but not humanity, and 
so Is the tragedy in daily life. How 
many of us engaged in religious du­
ties are eo concerned in in many mat­
ters that we are -liable to forget 
things and become so absorbed that 
we neglect tq remember our duty :o 
our neighbour and ehoW some inter­
est in their spiritual welfare.

Noted Frenchwomen who had great­
ly Influenced their age were briefly 
but vividly portrayed:—St. Joan cf 
Arc, by her sublime faith in Inspiring 
her countrymen with an enthusiasm 
which swept before it the invaders 
of their land; Margaret of Navartc, 
from her little kingdom encouraging 
arts and letters; Mme. de Montpensler 
with her grasp of political conditions ; 
.social leaders dike Mme. de Rambouil­
let In the seventeenth century, Mile, 
de Lesplnasse and Mme. Geoffrin In 
the eighteenth, weilding a far-reach- 
ittg sway; and in the modern world of 
scientific reasearch, the discoverer of 
radium, Mme. Curie.

Coming down to present day condi­
tions, Dr. Hunter illustrated by inci­
dents Which had come under his per­
sonal observation the Splendid de­
votion of the French pqpsant women 
during the Great War. Regardless 
of their personal, safety they worked 
in the fields^ on the very edge of the 
battle- tone, inspired by one thought 
—their country’s need. The fineness 
of character resultant from untiring 
industry, devotion to their country 
and a deep religious spirit was sym­
pathetically described.

The business capacity of the French 
women was extolled in the manage­
ment of the small business which is 
so much common in France that in 
England or America. V 

Referring to the terrible loss of life 
In the late war, It was pointed out 

/that France had suffered more than 
any of the other combatants, and the 
tragedy which confronted her woàen 
was that of a million and a half of 
homes broken or made impossible. 
In concluding, Dr. Hunter gave it as 
Ms conviction that-though France had 
canny enemigs. many traducers who 
call her effete and looking for her 
speedy dissolution, she will remain 
great# a leader among nations, be­
cause her women keep unimpaired 
faith in God, their faith in France, 
and their faith in the power of their j 
ovjn good Wqmanhood.

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Another- Mussolini is seen by* per 
tain elements in Persia in the as 
Sumption of the Shah’s throne by 
Reza Khan Pahievi, Premier 
former Minister of 'War, __ a^e 
.National Assembly had adoptei 
resolution deposing the youthful Shah j 
and the Kajar dynasty by a vote of j 
go to 6. Thus a private soldier in a J 
- Cossack regiment garrisoned in 
Persia becomes a dictator of an em­
pire which for centuries has been 
one of the most exclusive monarchies 
on earth. Little sympathy for the 
Shah, however, is to be found in 
American newspapers. In fact, "the 
Shah himself is to blame for the pre­
sent situation,” declares the New 
York Evening World. “Two years 
ago he left Persia to regale himself 
with the delights of Paris. There 
he has given himself over to wine, 
women and song, spending lavishly of 
the money that has been wrung from 
the Persian people. His deposition 
came in direct response to public 
opinion, and out of it may come a 
better and more popular government.” 
"Nowhere in America will there be 
much sympathy for Shah Ahmed Mir- 
7.a, who has been playing ducks and 
drakes with his big income in Euro­
pean gambling places.” agrees the 
Brooklyn .Eagle. The youthful ruler's 
losses, according to the New York 
Herald Tribune, have been estimated 
at $3,000,000. His parties on his 
private yacht have cost him another 
million, it is said. Under the new 
regime, he Is to receive a pension— 
and his jewels, valued at $400:000,000, 
we -are told. #

What of his successor? What of 
this “iron-willed’’ soldier who has 
ousted the "King of Kings." as Mus­
tafa Kemal Pasha deposed the Otto­
man Sultan and Caliph? According to 
the Providence Journal:

“Before the World War Persia had 
come under the joint control of Great 
Britain and Russia, but the* latter’s 
hold slipt because of its own up­
heaval. Reza Khan saw his oppor­
tunity. His rise to power was rapid, 
and fot years he has been the Musso­
lini of Persia.",.

During the last six years, says a 
ttspatch from Persia’s capital to the 
Chicago Tribune, "International in­
trigue, with oil as the compelling 
motive, has added to political unrest 
in Persia. Bolshevik and British in­
fluences have sought constantly to 
gain a predominant position." "Per­
sia has great potential" wealth, but 
needs money for its development,." 
points out the Washington Star. “It 
needs railroads and improved agri­
cultural methods." In a New York 
Herald Tribune artichi by Emil Leng- 
yel we are told tKaü—

“In contemporary Persia, covering 
more than 600,000 miles, there are at 
the most only about 100 miles of 
railway tracks. Thirteen years ago 
there was in the country only a single 
automobile.

"Reza Khan Pahievi, who now is 
the virtual dictator of the land of 
the Shahs, is of a very humble origin, 
both as regards his ancestry and 
education. His father was a farmer, 
which means that Reza Khan could 
not obtain in his childhood that ele­
mentary education which is com­
prised in the three Rs. He has been 
virtual dictator since February, 1921. 
Like Mussolini, Reza Khan has re­
tained the Parliament in Order that 
it may approve his will, according 
to the formalities of a constitutional 
regime.

"It is rather difficult to compare 
Reza Khan with any of the dictators 
who have made themselves the rulers 
of several European countries. Both 
Lenin and Mussolini had sworn al­
legiance to causes which have served 
as the cloaks of their- assumption of 
power. Reza Khan professes no ad­
herence either to the tenets of inter­
nationalism or to those of national­
ism. Although there is some super­
ficial resemblance between him and 
Spain’s dictator, Primo de Rivera, 
their aspirations, ad indicated in 

■^heir utterances, are far from having 
the same objective. Reza Khan is 
fighting^for the unification of his 
country, because^ the expansive pow- j 
or of his ruling ambition demands 
the widening of his field of action.

“Reza Khan has an army sùïltrae- 
Persia' 6as not had for a long time.
It consists of 40,000 soldiers who, 
although they are not models of mili­
tary efficiency, are a great deal 
ahead of the military formations of 
the past. Reza pays them regularly, 
feeds and clothes them, thereby as­
suring for himself their loyalty and 
fitness for military action. His per­
sonal courage, which is extraordin­
ary, has helped him in retaining his 
hold over the- troops.

"The inhabitants of the country 
have attributed the . greatest import­
ance to Reza Khan’s army. They 
have not seemed to be swart that the 
international situation,has beef great­
ly favoring the dictator’s scheme of 
unification and of centralized sov­
ereignty. Soviet Russia had re­
nounced her claims to Persian con­
cessions and privileges. Britain, too, 
the cause of perennial jealousy hav­
ing been thus "eliminated, felt no in­
ducement to continue a policy of in­
fringement upon Persia’s sovereignty. 
The United States, too, had declared 
its insistence upon the policy of the 
o^en - door, which was an additional 
seasoiL for the course which. England

Plans of French 
Expedition to North Pole

PLAN TO USE AUTO SLEDGES.

TARIS, Nov. 17—The expedition to 
the North Pole planned by the French 
Navy Department for next spring, with 
a subsequent flight from the Pole to 
New York will depend heavily for Its 
success upon the amphibious auto­
sledges which are the recent invention 
of Otto Sverdrup, former Captain of 
the Polar ship Frara. They are said 
to be capable of carrying six tons at

speed over the ice of about 16 miles 
an hour, but their mechanical cou- 
structlon is being kept secret.

Flight to New Tbrk.
They are expected to carry two 

hydro-airplanes, sixteen men and the 
necessary supplies and scientific ap­
paratus from King’s Bay, Spitsber­
gen, to the North Pole, where the ex­
pedition will spilt, six men undertak­
ing the New York flight, and the rest 
exploring the Polar regions with the 
auto-sledges.

Naval Commander Scales, chief of 
the expedition; Lieutenant Darois, 
wireless expert; Lieutenant De Bayser 
meteorologist, another pilot and two 
mechanicians to be chosen later, will 
undertake the flight, hoping to make 
Point Barrow, Alaska In ten hours, j

Gasoline supplies have already been 
purchased to care for the journey from 
Point Barrow southward. Thèse will 
be stored, at Nome and sent to Point 
Barrow around the first of July, when 
the planes are expected to arrive.

The aviators hope to reach New 
York in ten hops, proceeding by way 
of the MacKenzie River, Winnipeg 
and Chicago. The schedule calls for 
arriving in New York about August 
1st.

Majors Arnold and Hunsley of the 
United States Army Air Service, it 
is said, will co-operate with the 
French fliers.

The seaplanes and auto-sledges will 
be equipped with wireless, and the 
Soviet authorities have promised to 
broacast weather information for the 
benefit of the expedition from its sta­
tion in Northern Russia. _ !

The section of the expedition re­
maining with the auto-sledges after 
the flight to New York has begun, 
will be under the command of Captain 
Sverdrup. These men will stay as long 
as possible in the Polar region for 
scientific exploration of the unknown 
areas between the Pole and Point 
Barrow'.

It is estimated the expedition will 
cost 3,000,000 paper francs (about 
$120,000).
