NEW NURSES' HOME IN CONNEC.
TION WITH THE MONTREAL
GENERAL HOSPITAL.

“ A nine-storey Nurses’ Home, in con-
nection with the Montreal General
Hospital will be in course of construec-
tion in a few days, and will be com-
pleted by mext October., The portion
to be erected will accommodate 210,
while the whole accommodation plan
will provide for 450 nurses. Proce-
dure of a part of the plan is account-
ed for by the financial position of the
Hospital. The new building to which
two more storeys will -be added later,
will be situated on the property op-
posite the Montreal General Hospital

on Dorchester Street. p

The ground floor plans provide for
reception room, libraries and quar-
'{evs for the superintendent of the
training department. The mext floor
will have provision for educational
purposes. The staff nurses will oc-
cupy the next two flnors and the re-
maining part of the regidence will be
for training nurses.

An appeal will be made next spring
to the public for funds to further re-
lieve the acute need for public and
private hospital accommodation, Hos-
pitals have been taxed to the full dur-
jng the past summer months and the
“gituation has been ably met, but the
fact remains that additional beds are
urgently needed.

College. The lecturer, who was in-
troduced by Lady Horwood, said that
! he had been actuated in‘ his . choice
| of a subject by his love for France,
his admiration for her people, and
his desire to remove whenever pos-
sible some of the misconceptions that
Were too prevalent.

Noted I"renchwomen who had great-
Iy influenced their age were briefly
but vividly portrayed:—St. Joan cf
Are, by her sublime faith in inspiring
her countrymen with an enthusiasm
which swept. before it thre invaders
of their land; Margaret of Navarte,
from her little kingdom encouraging
arts and letters; Mme, de Montpensier
with her grasp of political conditions;
gocial leaders-like Mme. de Rambouil-
ﬁe’t in the seventeenth century, Mile.
de. Lespinasse and Mme. Geoffrin in
the eighteenth, weilding a far-reach-
ing sway; and in the modern world of
scientific reasearch, the discoverer of
radium, Mme. Curie.

Coming down to present day condi-
tions, Dr. Hunter illustrated by inei-
dents which had come under his per-
sonal observatfon the eplendid de-
votion of the French peasant women
during the Great War.' Regardless
of their personal safety they worked
in the fields on the very edge of the
battle zone, iuspired by one thought
—their country’s need. The fineness
of character fesultant from untiring
industry, devotion -to their country
and a deop religious spirit was sym-
pathetically dcscribed.

The business capacity of the French
woman was extolled in the manage-
ment of the small business which is
80 much common in France that in
England or Anerica. .

. Referring to the terriblé loss of life
in the late war, it was pointed out
that France had suffered more than
any of the other combatants, and the
tragedy which confronted her women
was that of a million and a half of
homes broken or made impossible.
In eoncluding, Dr. Hunter gave it as
his conviction that.though France had
many nnemhs, many traducers who
call her effete and looking for her
speédy dissolution, she will remain
great® a leader among nations, be-
cause her women keep unimpaired
faith in God, théir faith in France,
and their faith in the power of their
own good wemanhood,
