After leaving Parry Sound, the mem­
bers ol the Legislature and guests met in 
the cabin of the Chicora and the Speaker 
of the Legislative Assembly being called 
to the chair, Mr. McKellar called atten­
tion to the destitution prevailing in the 
Red River settlement, and submitted the 
tallowing memorial to the Government 
on the subject:

The undersigned members of the Legis 
lative Assembly of Ontario, availing them­
selves of their meeting on board the steam­
er Chicora, beg respectfully to present 
to you,and through you to the Govern­
ment of the Province, that, according to 
reports received from the Red River Set­
tlement, great destitution prevails there 
in consequence of the destruction of the 
crops by locusts and the failure of the buf­
falo hunt.

They therefore recommened strongly 
that the Government shall grant in aid of 
the destitute settlers in that district, the 
sum of Five thousand Dollars on such fur­
ther sum as in its judgement may seem 1 
requisite in the premises.

The memorial was unanimously adopt-1 
ed, and was signed by the members of the 
Legislature on board, for presentation to 
the Government.

Among other resolutions the following 
was also passed : “ That we respectfully 
urge on the Ontario government as one of 
the results of that which we have seen, 
the improvements of the navigation of the 
Kaministiquia River, Thunder Bay ; the 
throwing open of the land on the north 
shore of Lake Superior, and the exercise 
of a liberal and general policy in the min­
eral districts, in which case we look for­
ward with the utmost confidence to the 
rapid settlement and developement of the 
extensive and important region we have 
visited."

Polygamy.—A recent census of the 
Mormon settlement shows that of the 
whole number of children born , the pro­
portion of females to males is as ninteen 
to twenty or nearly an equal number of 
both sexes. This is nature’s protest 
against Brigham Young's doctrine, and it 
is difficult to perceive how he can prevent 
this hard, incontrovertible fact, working 
out the eventual ruin of his system of 
polygamy. Either he must provide for 
an enormous immigration of women that 
must continue indefinitely in an increas­
ing ratio, or he must get rid of a great 
many more than half of the males that 
are bom of Mormon parents : for, as it is 
there are not women enough to give the 
rising generation of young men one wife 
apiece.

(From our own Reporters.) 
Thursday has invariably been noted 

for the numbers it annually brings from 
the rural districts to our Provincial Exhi­
bitions, and this year was certainly no 
exception to the rule. From day-dawn 
crowds of pedestrians were wending their 
way to the Great Western Station here 
in order to obtain the first chance of a 
good seat. Leaving Guelph by the regu­
lar train, connecting at Harrisburg with 
an immense train from the West on the 
main line, we arrived at Hamilton at 10 
a. m., and then commenced a general 
stampede for the grounds. The rush, 
however, was not so great as on Wednes­
day, the number of tickets sold on that 
day being 19,280 while the number yes­
terday was only a little over 12,000, 
which, added to the members’ tickets, 
made an attendance of close upon 28,000. 
The grounds were crowded to excess, 
especially near the lountain which had 
been appointed as the general “ trysting 
place,” In the Palace the jam was great, 
even to suffocation, and none except brave 
men and women ventured in. Such also 
was the case in the Agricultural Hall. 
We noticed many prominent individuals 
on the lively scene, apparently taking a 
deep interest in the exhibition, amongst 
whom were Gov. Howland, Hon. J. 8. 
Macdonald, Hon. George Brown, Hon. D 
McDonald, Hon. Wm. McDougall, and 
many of our M. P’s. and M. P. P’s.

The scene of attraction yesterday ap­
peared to be the show of horses and cattle 
ana around the various rings huge crowds 
were jostling against each other, ap 
parently taking the matter very good 
naturedly.

A new feature was added to the Exhi­
bition on Wednesday, in the shape of a 
collection of vegetables, from the Sault 
St. Marie, brought down by the Ch 'cara 
excursionists. They comprised almost 
every variety, and were quite sufficient to 
remove the impression, that that northern 
district is utterly inhospitable. The corn 
was specially noticeable, as establishing 
the temperate character of the climate, 
and the fact that there the agriculturist 
can pursue his vocation with a fe;r pros­
pect of return.

In addition to the vegetables, there is a 
fair sample of Hops from Fort William, 
the blossoms being fully equal to any­
thing we have seen in this st • ion of the 
country. These hops are a irst year’s 

sec-1 from plants of the wild hop,
"1 taken from the woods last spring, and set 

in front of Mr. McIntyre’s home at the 
fort­

in the afternoon the sky began to 
darken and by 4 o’clock a brisk shower 
set in, bringing the pleasures of the show 
to an end. Every avenue leading to the 
station was covered with living beingj 
eager to obtain a shelter from the watery 
elements on board the cars, and ia a short 
space every seat in all the cars open as 
well as covered were taken up. The 
judges had finished their labours and 
thousands were anxious to reach their 
homes. Many amusing sights—sights 
such as can only be seen at a Provincial 
show, and upon such a day—were ob­
servable yesterday. Every resource of 
the Great Western was drawn upon to con­
vey passengers hither and thither, and 
we believe every is one perfectly satisfied 
with the manner in which they en­
deavoured to meet the requirements of 
the occasion.

At three o’clock in the afternoon the 

retiring president, Thomas Stock, Esq., 
of East Flam boro, delivered the annual 
address, from the grand stand in the cen­
tre of the base wing. Around the stand 
there were a large number of people as­
sembled ; though, had it been generally 
known that such proceedings were going 
on, the audience would have been ten 
times as great. The City Band of Ham­
ilton was present, and played a few selec­
tions, in excellent style, previous to the 
speaking.

Mr. Stock, having been introduced by 
the Hon. Asa Burnham, came forward, 
and was warmly received. He said that

He 
was simply a farmer, and intended only 
making a few remarks respecting what 
he had seen, and suggest such ideas as 
had occurred to him while making ob­
servations around the Fair. He hoped 
that he might be able to suggest im­
provements that would be of benefit to 
all, and trusted that his remarks would 
be received as simply the ideas of a far 
mer of long experience. He referred to 
the difficulty attending the first Exhibi­
tion twenty-two years ago, to the extra­
ordinary progress which the country had 
made in agriculture during the period.
In these twenty-two years the stock of 
the country bad doubled in improvement 
to say nothing of the increase in the 
number of animals. As a farmer, he 
would say to the farmers, “ persevere | 
and improve.” It would not do to stop ! 
now because so much had been done, but 
greater perfection must be sought after. 
He was happy to say that the present ex­
hibition was a great success, perhaps as 
great as any of the preceding ones. To 
show how the fairs had progressed he 
need only say that at the first the prizes 
offered amounted to about $400, while 
this year, he believed, the prize list foot­
ed up about $13,000. In the agricultural 
department they never had a better fair. 
And of manufactures the same might be 
said. He had during the fair met with 
many gentlemen from the United States 
and also from England and Scotland, 
and they were surprised at the fine dis­
play of agricultural implements and other 
manufactures, made. Within the past 
24 years the farmers had advanced from 
the old "Ancaster plough,” which he and 
many others present had used in those 
days, to the beautiful iron ploughs now 
to be seen on the grounds. All must ac­
knowledge that our manufacturers have 
done well, and they were in every way I 
deserving of the gratitude of the farmers |

ANNUAL MEETING OF THE ASSOCIATION 
—NEXT EXHIBITION TO BE HELD 

AT LONDON.
The annual meeting of the Provincial 

Agricultural Association was held in the 
Cohn House on Thureday evening—the 
President, Mr. J. Stock, in the chair.
The President explained that under the 
new law the Society could do no more 
than appoint auditors and choose the 
next place of meeting. Col. Johnston, 
London, and T. D. Harris, Toronto, were 
appointed Auditors. On motion of Mr. 
Ashford, seconded by Hon. Mr. Skead, it 
was resolved that the next Exhibition be 
held at London. The Mayor of London 
and Aid. Partridge and Durand offered 
the usual guarantees of accommodation 
for the exhibition. Hon. Mr. Skead noti­
fied the delegates that the City of Otta­
wa would move to have the Exhibition 
held there tha year after next. The old 
by-laws were re-enacted and a committee 
appointed to revise them. Thanks were 
passed to the City of Hamilton for its ac­
commodation for exhibition purposes. It 
was resolved that the Board of AgricuL 
ture be requested to appoint Delegates to 
attend the Convention to be held in the 
States respecting the cattle disease and 
its remedy. Thanks were also passed to 
the judges, railways and steamboats.

The tottering ttaonc of the last of 

he reigning Bourbons seems about to 
receive another and yet ruder shook.
Queen Isabella, who has been seek 
ing the good offices of Napoleon, is 

jauddenly recalled to her disloyal Cap­
tai by a dissolution of her Cabinet' 
fresh menace frpm her irrepressible 
enemy, Gen. Prim, and the sign of a 
general rising against her hated rule.
The recent exiled Generals—among 
whom was one of the royal family it­
self — seem to be cooperating with 
Prim. The revolution is daily spread 
ing, several provinces having already 
pronounced in favour of it. Gen.
Prim, who is at the head of the whole 
movement, is marching upon Madrid, 
and, according to one account, the 
capital itself has risen against the 
Government. If successful theinsur 
gents will appeal, to the nation and 
call a Constitutional Assembly. Al­
ready a Provisional Government has 
been established in Seville. Cadiz 
has been occupied by the insurgents, 
and the important provinces of Gal- 
licia, Andalusia,and the country from 
Malaga to Carthagena, are complete­
ly under their control. Altogether the 
news is very unfavourable to the 
Queen, and indicate a speedy triumph 
of the revolution.

The reign of Isabella II. is among 
the most unfortunate which Spain has 
witnessed. She is the oldest daught­
er of the late King of Ferdinand VII. 
and could ascend the throne only be­
cause her father had changed the anci­
ent law ot succession prevailing in 
Spain, and according to which the 
brother of Ferdinand, Don Carlos, 
should have succeeded- Don Carlos 
naturally raised the standard of re­
volt, and for five years (1834-1839) 
valiantly but unsuccessfully, fought 
for his rights. The disturbance caus­
ed by this war had hardly ended when 
Espartero, the Regent and the Queen 
Dowager Christina began'the contest 
for the supreme power during minor 
ity of the Queen. Espartero was 
successful from 1840 to 1843, but was 
compelled to flee before O’Donnell 
and Narvaez, and was not restored 
until 1847. Frequent changes of the 
Ministry, occassional revolts, and the 
banishment of Queen Christ ina, were 
merked events in the history of the 
following years. A number of politi­
cal parties were disputing among each 
other the ascendency. The Carlists, 
even after the end of the war remain­
ed a numerous party, especially in the 
Basque Provinces, and had the sym­
pathy of a large portion of the clergy.
The Modcrados or Conservative party 
were for a strong royal power and but 
few rights of the Cortes, The Liber­
al Union advocated a more liberal jaw 
of suffrage. The Progresistas favor 
cd the introduction ofradical reforms.
The Democrats openly professed re­
publican ideas. The New-Catholic 
School counselled a complete sub 
mission to the Church. Hardly a 
year had passed in which one or the 

• other had caused some disturban ce 
In 1854 the Progresists had a majority 
in the Legislative Chamber, and in­
troduced a number ofsalutary reforms: 
but their power was soon broken, ana 
the chief contest has since been be- 
iweenlMarshal Narvaez as leader of the 
Moderados, and Marshall O’Donnell 
as the leader of the Liberal Union- 
_Tlie leaders of both these great part­
ies are now dead. Since 1866 the 
Moderados have been in power at first 
under Marshal Narvaez, and after his 
death (1868) under Gonzalez Bravo- 
The administration of the Moderados 
has been noted for despotism and vio­
lence. They have repeatedly changed 
the constitution itself. TnfrsDemu- 
orat and Progresistashave,therefore,for 
several years, taken no part inithi 
elections. They have several times 
tried to conquer their rights by a 
revolution, generally under the lead­
ership of Gen Prim- Thus far the 
Government had succeeded in sup­
pressing everv one of these movements 
before it had time to spread, but the 
present one seems to have a prospect 
of success. In such a case.Gen. Prim 
would naturally become the head ot 
a new Cabinet, and the next move 
will be an appeal to the nation, and 
the convocation of a Constitutional 
Assembly.

The London Daily Neves expresses the 
opinion that there will be a fall ôf wheat 
In England, of from 4s. to 6s. per quarter, 
before the end of September. If the fall 
should be 5s., it would leave more than I 
$4,000,000 to be paid out for other arti­
cles of use by the inhabitants of Great 
JBiitaiu, in the course of the ensuing year.1 Guelph, 26th Sept.

Sir John Young.
It turns out that our newly appoint­

ed Governor General is a Liberal and 
not a Conservative as first stated. He 
occupied the office of Chief Secretary 
for Ireland in a liberal administra­
tion—and is himself a liberal in poli­
ties. The Ottawa Times (Conserva­
tives) put him down as a Liberal as 
will be seen by the following extract 
fromjjits columns:

“ His selection bv the present im­
perial Ministry may oe regarded rath­
er as a tribute to his high personal 
merits, than as a mere party appoint­
ment, and should the the fortunes of 
the impending political contest in 
England be adverse to the Conaerva- 
tiues, notwithstanding the brilliant 
leadership of Mr. D’Israeli, the only 
party that can come into power is that 
led by Mr. Gladstone, with whom, 
from old personal and political asso­
ciations, it is reasonable to expect 
that Sir John Young’s influence would 
be very great. Our newly selected 
Governor-General is, therefore, one 
whose personal merits have given him 
claims superior to considerations of 
party politics ; and no matter which 
of the great parties now struggling 
for power may obtain the mastery at 
the polls in November next, Sir John 
Young’s influence is likely to be 
equally powerful at the Colonial of­
fice.”^

The Railway Commissioner 
for Quebec.—Speaking of the ap­
pointment of Mr. Brydges as the In­
tercolonial Railway Commissioner tor 
Quebec, the Toronto Telegraph says.: 
These is no doubt, we believe, j^hat 
Mr- Brydges has been named as the 
Railway Commissioner for Quebec. 
Will Mr. Brydges continue in his po­
sition of Managing Director of the 
Grand Trunk at the same time that, 
he accepts this Commissionership ?. 
The question is one of practical inter­
est. The Grand Trunk will have 
control of the Western connections of 
the Intercolonial. Unless the Gov­
ernment bargain beforehand for the 
terms of oafriage for passengers, 
freight, and mails west of Riviere du 
Loup, will they be able to make fair 
terms after the Road is completed, 
with » Grand Trunk Manager acting 
as the controlling spirit of the Com 
mission ? Will there not be a new 
set of Grand Trunk claims sprung 
upon us—with costly arbitration and 
all that? Let us have light. Mr. 
Brydges is an able and a good man ; 
but he cannot serve two Masters.

Mechanics’ Institute Association.
The Mechanics’ Institute Association of 

Ontario held its first annual meeting in 
the Board Room of the Hamilton Me­
chanics’ Institute on Wednesday even­
ing. The chair was taken by tne Pre 
sident, Dr. Beatty, of Cobourg, and W. 
Edwards, Esq., of Toronto, acted as Se$ 
retary.

A Strange History.—A certain house­
breaker was condemned in the latter 
part of the last century in France, and 
under peculiar circumstances, to a hund­
red years in the galleys, and, strange to 
relate, <nis man recently made his ap­
pearance in his own province at the 
advanced age of one hundred and twenty 
years, he being about twenty years of age 
when the sentence which condemned him 
to such a dreadful punishment was pass­
ed. It is difficult to conceive what the 
feeling must have been with which he 
returned, as soon as emancipated from, 
the shackles which had enthralled him 
for a century, to breathe once more the 
cherished air of the scenes of his infancy. 
Bourg, in the department of Ain, was his 
native home,but time had so much chang­
ed the aspect ot the whole place that he 
recognized it only by the church of Brou, 
which was the only thing which had 
undergone no alteration. He had tri­
umphed over laws, bondage, man, time, 
everything. Not a relation had he left, 
not a single being could he hail as an 
acquaintance, yet he was not experienc­
ing the homage ani the respect the 
French paid old age. For himself he 
had forgotten everything connected with 
his early youth ; even all recollection of 
the crime for which he had suffered was 
lost, or, if at all remembered, it was a 
dreary vision confounded with a thou­
sand other dreary visions of days long 
gone by. His family and connections 
for several generations all dead, himself 
a living proof of the clemency of heaven 
and the severity of man, regretting, per­
haps, the very irons which had been fam­
iliar to him, and halt wish himself again 
among the wretched and suffering beings 
with whom his fate had been so long as­
sociated-well might he he called the 
patriarch of burglars.

Robbery at Glencoe.—On Tuesday ; 
night a daring robbery was perpetrated i 
in the neighbourhood of Glencoe, by three 
armed men. who drove to the house of 
Duncan Michel, when two ot them 
knocked in the door. After getting in 
one of them fired off a revolver, at the 
same time crying out, “ your money or 
your lives.” The flash from the shot re­
vealed to them an open door, where they 
saw two men in the act of getting up ; 
the second shot was then fired at the two 
men, which fortunately missed them, and 
doing no more harm than tearing up a 
little of the floor by the ball from the 
pistol. The robbers succeeded in curry­
ing off a trunk containing one hundred 
dollars in gold some distance from the 
house, where they broke it open and took 
off the contents. They have not been 
heard of since.

Paris, 24th.—The Moniteur announces 
officially that the Government concession 
lately granted in favor of Erlanger and 
Reuter on the Franco-American Tele­
graph Company, authorizing them to lay 
a submarine telegraph cable between 
France and America under certain re- 
oerved conditions has become definitive 
and complete, capital to the amount of 
27,500,000 francs, the main condition, 
having been subscribed for the undertak­
ing.

Nashville, 24th.—The constant rains 
are seriously damaging the cotton crop of 
middle Tennessee ana the prospect now 
is that a third lees will be produced than 
was expected the first of the month.

New York, 85th.—The Steemer Biber 
nia from Europe has arrived.

The Tribune's Atlanta, Ga., special 
says an official investigation of the Cam­
illa massacre shows that It was even 
more bloody and atrocious than at first 
reported. Captain Pierce and Mr. Mur­
phy saved their lives by making Masonic 
signals.

Gen. Prim marching on the Capital 
with 20,000 men.

Defection of War Ships !
PER ATLANTIC CABLE.

London, Sept 28, (evening)—Despatches 
received here this evening state that the in­
surgents have issued a proclamation which 
says that when they are victorious, their fu­
ture course relative to the government of the 
couhtry will be decided ny universal suf­
frage. The insurgents are reported to have 
attacked Madrid, which is defended by bar­
ricades, but no particulars have been receiv-

The city of Saragossa is actively preparing 
defences against an anticipated attack by 
the rebels.

Dublin, Sept. 28—The Aldermen and Coun­
cillors of this city have passed a resolution 
setting forth that as all danger from the Fe­
nian movement has passed away, the time 
has now come for the release of imprisoned 
Fenians.

Paris, Sept. 24—The French government 
will immediately strengthen its posts on the 
Spanish frontier.

The Pais says that the Spanish army is 
loyal, and that the insurrection is confined 
to the province of Andalusia and a few sea-

The following is tbe latest news which 
has been received from Spain : The Govern­
ment at Madrid has declared all Spain in a 
state of siege. Gen. Is ’nder who was sent 
out with a detachment of Royal troops 
against the Province of Santander has joined 
the insurgents. A desperate skirmish took 
place in Santander between the opposing 
parties, in which several persons were-in- 
jiired The reports that Gen. Prim is march­
ing directly on Madrid are reiterated. He is 
accompanied by Gen. Sorano, the Duke De 
La Torre, and it is estimated that the force 
under his command now number 20,000 
strong. The Duke De La Torre is said to be 
acting as provisional president and civil head 
of the revolution. He has refused offer# v. 
compromise made by Gen. Concha from Ma­
drid. Tae Spanish ships of war in the port , 
of San Sebastian have declared against the 1 
Queen and joined the rebel fleet. The revo­
lutionary leaders have issued a decree de­
claring than any officer who orders an attack 
on the people or patriot soldiers shall be ad­
judged a traitor to his country.

Paris, Sept. 28, (evening)—The report 
that the Queen of Spain had crossed the fron­
tier into France, was premature. She still 
remains at Pan Sebastian, but it is rumored 
that she will soon leave for Bon, in the de­
partment of the Lower Pyrennes.

Official despatches from Madrid make the 
following statements : The insurrection has 
been suppressed in the city of Granada. A 
battle was fought which lasted two hours and 
resulted in the defeat of the rebels. The 
disloyal movement is confined to the Pro­
vince of Santander and the cities of Malaga 
and Seville.

Letters from Cadiz say the citizens there 
have taken no part in tbe rebellion, and busi­
ness has not been interrupted.

The Brand of Cain,—A remarkable 
fact is reported from Seyvia. The father 
of the four men named Iladovanovitch, 
who were eliot for complicity in the as­
sassination of Prince Michael, was ejected 
every commune of Servi», and ultimately 
found his way into Hungary. There he 
was refused the privilege of residence by 
no fewer than twenty-six Hungarian 
towns ; he was driven from one place to 
another, and on several occasions could 
not procure bread even by-payment. The 
unhappy man has asked the Servian Gov­
ernment for a passport to Roumania.
