Town Council-Specie! Meeting.
A special meeting of the Town Council 

was held on Monday night. Present all 
the members ; the Mayor in the chair.

The Clerk read a communication from 
W. S. G. Knowles, acting attorney for 
the estate of the late Wa. Nicholson, re­
specting a lot which had been returned 
on ithe non-resident roll, the taxes on 
which had been paid by the tenant, and 
two others on which the taxes had been 
paid and not credited. He requested an 
adjustment of the matter, that the estate 
might suffer no loss. Referred to Fi­
nance Committee.

Mr. Sayers presented a bill of $13.75 
from Mr. Thomas Ward for the board 
and lodging of emigrants, which on mo­
tionmade and seconded, was ordered to

Mr. Richard Mitchell read the follow­
ing report of the Road and Bridge Com­
mittee :

Your Committee on Roads and Bridges 
beg to report that they have considered 
the petition of David Allan, Esq., for 
pel mission to make an excavation on 
Market et., in front of his stone quarry, 
and recommend that it be granted on the 
conditions set forth in said petition, t Iz : 
that the petitioner refill the excavation, 
and build a permanent retaining wall 
along the front of said quairy, and pay 
the municipality $10 for stone removed. 
Your Committee have received all neces­
sary information from Mr. Hobson in re­
ference to Moseley's wrought iron bridge, 
and herewith submit the same to the 
Council for their consideration. Your 
committee have obtained what they con­
sider reliable information respecting the 
coat of a stone /bridge, where the Era- 
mosa Bridge now stands, and have reason 
to believe that it would not be less than 
$0,500, which sum does not include rc • 
moval of the old structure, superinten­
dence end probable extras, which would 
make the entire cost about $7,000. In 
accordance with a resolution of Council, 
your committee have obtained from Jos. 
Hobson and T; W. Cooper, plans and 
specifications for bridges near the Wel­
lington Foundry, and beg leave to lay 
the same before the Council.

Mr. Sayers read the report of the Re­
lief Committee, which was as follows :

Your Committee on Relief beg to state 
that they require $200 to be placed to 
their credit, this sum in addition to a 
former grant of $300 on the 1st February 
last. Your committee hope this will 
enable them ta respond to the ordinary 
demands that may be made on the funds 
of the committee during the year.

Mr. McCurry read the following report 
from the Railway committee :

The Railway Committee beg leave to re­
port that in pursuance of the resolution 
passed at the last meeting of this Council 
•dotting the report of the Railway Gommit- 
teemhey met for the purpose of making ar­
rangements for the survey of a route for the 
proposed centralizing ôf Railway Stations, 
and decided that in their judgment a sur­
vey of both ways mentioned in said report 
is advisable, and the said Committee further 
report that they recommend such survey to 
be made by Mr. Hobson, as they know him 
to be practically acquainted with survcvg of 
such a nature. "YourCommitte, cannot, uow- 
eycr, ignore the appointment of a Town En­
gineer by resolution of Council,and in recom­
mending Mr. Ilobson, do so, because they 
feel that the survey required is of an extra­
ordinary nature, and should be made by one 
experienced in surveys of that description, 
and on that ground base the recommendation. 
Your Committee would further state, that 
they called to their last meeting all such of 
the ratepayers as took an interest in Railway 
matters affecting the Town, and while they 
regret that more did not attend, and were 
disappointed at not seeing some whom your

least, would be a more manly way of 
acting.

Moved in amendment by Mr. Robt. 
Mitchell, seconded by Mr. Heffernan, 
That the second clause of the Report be 
amended by substituting, “That the 
survey be made by the Town Engineer.”

Mr. McCurry was prepared to support 
the amendment ; although as chairman 
of the committee he had brought in the 
report recommending Mr. Hobson, he 
not having been a consenting party to 
that recommendation.

Some further irregular discussion en­
sued, in which the opinion was expressed 
that a direct vote should be taken on the 
question of Mr. Cooper’s competence.

The Mayor said such a vote could not 
be taken in committee of the whole, but 
he would like to see anything which Mr. 
Cooper had done well. Look at the 
culvert below the Market House, at the 
culvert down Wyndham-st., which is a 
foot and a half lower than the drain 
into which it runs, and the tank at St. 
George’s Church, and say what he has 
done well. All 'the trouble that the 
Council have now has been in conse­
quence of his inefficiency. Had the 
committee thought he was competent 
they would have gone to him when the 
bridges were carried away, and got an 
estimate of the amount required for re­
pairing the old structures or building 
new ones, but they dared not trust him.

Mr. Buckland said the work of the 
Road and Bridge Committee had been 
done in rather a loose manner last year, 
but if they gave wrong instructions to 
the Engineer it was his duty to have 
corrected them.

Mr. Howard said it was beyond doubt 
that Mr. Cooper was incompetent to per­
form the work required by the town. 
The offers of work tiiade to Mr. Hobson, 
by those well able to judge, in various 
parts of Canada, were so many certificates 
of bis ability, but so far as he had learn­
ed no'such offers had been made Mr. 
Cooper.

Mr. Goldie thought that on account of 
the curves that there must necessarily be 
in the road, ns well as other difficulties 
connected with the survey a first-class 
man should b3 employed.

The amendment was. put and c-.rried, 
8 voting for it and 7 for the motion. The 
committte rose and the Council resumed, 
the Mayor in the chair.

Mr. McCurry moved, seconded by Mr. 
Heffernan, that the report as amended 
be adopted. Carried by the same vote.

Moved by Mr. Howard, seconded by 
Mr. Goldie that Mr. Cooper not having 
the confidence of this Council be dis­
missed,and that Mr. Hobson be appoint­
ed Town Surveyor and Engineer in his 
stead. Lost on the following division. 
Yeas : The Mayor, Messrs. Goldie, Bruce, 
Howard, Buckland, Chadwick, Day, and 
Allan—8. Nays : Messrs. Holliday, Mc­
Curry, Heffernan, Sayers, Rich. Mitchell, 
Robert Mitchell, Wood and Robertson— 
8. In the “yeas" the Mayor’s vote did 
not count as there was no “tie” of the 
votoe of the councillors ; hut Hia Wor­
ship said that ho exercised, for the first 
time since he occupied the chair, that 
right which enables him to vote on all 
questions, in order that his conviction, 
that Mr. Cooper should be dismissed 
might be placed on record.

Moved by. Mr. Itichd. Mitchell, second­
ed by Mr. Holliday that Messrs. Kauff­
man & Cooper’s plan for a bridge near 
the Wellington Foundry be accepted, 
and that the Road and Bridge Committee 
be instructed to advertise for tenders to 
be laid before the Council at its next re- 
gular meeting.

The Council went into Comtfiittee of 
the whole on the resolution ; Mr. Day in 
the chair.

Mr. Chadwick said the bridge could 
not be built for the money mentioned in 
the specifications.

The width of carriage way 
is sixteen feet, and of sidewalk four feet.
Mr. Hobson believed the bridge would 
give satisfaction. It was not an experi­
ment, as it was extensively used m the 
States, and its price m comparison with 
other iron bridges was very low.

The report was adopted, the committee 
rose, and the Council resumed ; the May­
or in the chair.

Mr. Sayers moved the adoption of the 
Relief report. The Mayor said there 
would be some trouble about the matter, 
ns the committee had formerly asked for 
$300, and by a mistake of the late Clerk, 
they bad got only $100.

When the water works 
cheme was being considered on a former 
occasion Mr. Hobson had been brought 
from Berlin, and not a word said about 
it. Mr. Heflbrnan wae then in the Coun 
cil and made no objections. This work 
was also out of the ordinary line. There 
is an estimate required of the cost of the 
right of way, and unfortunately the rate 
payers would not have sufficient confi­
dence in a calculation which Mr. Cooper 
would make, nor would many of the 
members of the Council. As far as his 
own (the Mayor’s) friendly feelings were 
concerned he would support Mr. Cooper 
sooner than Mr. Hobson if he had only 
equal abilities ; bul these nor hie practi 
cal experience are not such as to warrant 
his being appointed to the work.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Liverpool, May 31.—Early this mor­
ning Mr. Motley, the American Minister, 
received addresses of welcome presented 
by the Liverpool and American Cham­
bers of Commerce,and soon after departed, 
tor London.

Liverpool, May 31—Mr. Motley, the 
new minister otthe United States, recei­
ved the addresses of the Chamber of 
Commerce at his hotel this morning. In 
reply to that of the American Chamber 
of Commerce, he returned thanks for the 
welcome he received ae the representa­
tive of the United States. He said it 
was the earnest hope and chief wish of 
President Grant’s administration, and of 
the people of America, to cultivate faith­
ful, friendly and equitable relations 
with the Government and people of 
Great Britain. The happiness of the 
world, the advancement of civilization, 
and the best hope# of humanity depend­
ed on the concord of all branches of thè 
human family, more especially on that 
of two leading nations, both connected 
by public and personal interests, allied 
by blood, addicted to commerce, and the 
cultivation of the arts of peace. Mr. Motley 
concluded by saying : My most strenu­
ous efforts shall be devoted to further 
good understanding on the basis of endu­
ring friendship and kindly relatione in 
accordance with the great principles of 
justice and honor, which are the only im­
mutable and only safe unerring guides 
in the conduct of nations. In answer to 
the address of the Liverpool Chamber of . 
Commerce, Mr. Motley expressed hie 
high appreciation of their friendly senti­
ments towards America, and assured 
them that during the period of his office 
he should endeavor to promote good un­
derstanding between the two nations of 
the same race, bound by a unity of in­
terest hitherto unequalled. The best 
and highest purposes of both were fur­
thered by faithful friendship. The Ame­
rican people and the American Govern­
ment desired agreeable relations with 
Great Britain, on the basis of justice and 
dispassionate regard for the rights and 
duties of both. It was the earnest wish 
ot America to extend commerce, but the 
question of free trade was beyond the 
limits of his functions, its settlement be­
ing vested by the people ., n Congress.

London, May 31. — It the House of 
Commons tonight Mr. Gladstone moved 
the third reading of the bill for the dis­
establishment of the Irish Church.
A large number of petitions ' against the 
passing of the Bill was then presented, 
after which Mr. James Mader Holt, mem­
ber for north-east Lancashire made, and 
Lord Elcho. member flbr Haddington­
shire, seconded a motiefo that thetpll be 
rejected.

A Voice from British Colum­
bia .—There is a significant communi, 
cation in the Victoria British Colum­
bian of April 30th. The writer pres­
ses upon the people of that colony the 
necessity of annexation to the States- 
With a depicted treasury, revenue 
falling off, and the colony suffering 
from a depression beyond all precedent, 
what other prospect, he asks, have the 
people of getting out of their difficul­
ties. The writer in conclusion says : 
—“ Were the inhabitants of British 
Columbia a thriving community, the 
question of annexation would not be 
popular ; for the people are loyal and 
patriotic. The force of circumstances 
alone compels them to advocate a 
change of nationality. The restric­
tive duties of the United States, 
amounting to prohibition, shut us out 
from the American market, and the 
policy of commerce, whether intended 
or not, of our neighbors, would appear 
to have a tendency to draw matters 
to one common focus. I am a loyal 
Briton, and would prefer living under 
the institutions of my own country, 
were it practicable. But I, like the 
rest of the world, of which we are each 
an atom, would prefer the flag and in­
stitutions of the United States with 
prosperity, to remaining as we are, 
with no prospect of succeeding as a 
British colony. It has been tried un­
der different forme}, and phases for 
twenty years, and proves a failure.”

VINDIC ATION !
To the Editorof.*h^uelph Mercury.

Sir—Wp See from an article headed with tlleir 
motto tfW “ Truth does not prevail” In your is­
sue of Friday that our opponents now think they 
have found a veritable mare’s nest. By mistaking 
tha meaning of the word nominal they think we 
admit that Mr Wood was a real partner at the time 
of the Exhibition, and then they accuse ns of un­
truthfulness when we call him Our workman. Mr. 
Wood, as the agreement shews, got no profits on 
certain parts of the business ; as for instance the 
salé "of pianos, aud was never consulted in any 
transaction of buying or selling. He received 
merely a percentage on certain parts of the work 
to counterbalance a reduction in wages ot 8S per 
week, which certainly did not make him a part­
ner. The prize instruments cost him nothing,and 
he cannot therefore claim a share of the prizes to 
the exclusion of two real partners who owned 
about four-lifths of the articles exhibited.

They take m ■ not i-c of the most important parts 
of our last article, but show a declaration, signed 
by some workmen, two of whom, T. Pearson aud 
M. Snowden, Were never even inside the factory 
up to last December, proving that Mr. Wood was 
a partner in September proceeding. Said declar­
ation is ingeniously worded, being intended to 
convey the idea that Mr. Wood had authority 
over them all, while only pno (W. Snowden) 
could conscientiously say so, and Mr. Wood’s au- 
tlioriti over him was self-assumed, at least so far 
as xve were concerned. Nearly if not all the 
un n have heard us say that Mr Wood had no right 
to interfere with them ; and we can find numbers 
of people who have heard some of the men say 
(Mr. John Rudd in particular) that Mr. 
Wood had nothing to do with them. We 
presume the assessor's proof is also convincing 
We admit, what we presume is all they mean to 
prove, that Mr Wood had sole charge of the tun­
ing, wnich was done solely hy himself. These 
saqie employees attribute the success of the late 
firm mainly to Mr Wood’s ability and Mr. Mc­
Leod’s business tact. They.and the public well 
know that it was the work of R. Beilin particular 
to keep the account", carry on tho corresponden­
ce and effect sales at a distance, and establish 
agencies. We suppose we can give Mr. McLeod 
credit for transacting business over and above 
what we have mentioned. He may have some un­
developed business faculty, which the men have 
observed, but which has always been invisible to

We will sas in reference to our challenge, that 
we have one witness who says he holds no en­
mity to Mr. McLeod, and can testify on oath that 
he heard both Mr. McLeod and ourselves say at 
last Exhibition that we would never again exhibit 
Mr. Mood’s work. We have also other disinter­
ested evidence to the effect that one of his pre­
sent employees said he heard Mr. McLeod use thé 
same words. One of ourselves-can-testify that 
Mr. McLeod admitted in presence of Mr. Jackson 
that he had said lie might take Mr. Wood’s tun-, 
iug, but not his actions, to an Exhibition. We 
have ali o one witness, who does net wish to tes  ̂« 
1 ify, but could if called on, take oath that Mr Me 
Lend used the same words hesrd by our first wit­
ness. We hold out the challenge lor three days ; 
and if they wish it can be decided at once. All 
evidence taken will be on oath, and left to the 4 i 
cision of arbitrators, Let them choose one aiiu

e will choose another, ami these two a third.
Of course we accept their challenge on the 

.qualify of instruments, but prefer to have it de­
cided by the judges at the Provincial Exhibition, 
especially as the time is not far distant, and no 
personal feelings can be brought to bear on 
the decision. The public will then be better satis­
