A MAN ATTACKS HIS WIFE WITH AN AXE, AND 

n- THEN CUTS IIIS THROAT.
(From the Hamilton Times.)

Between eleven and twelve o’clock to­
day (Wednesday), one of thoso tragic 
occurrences,the rec tal of which irakestle 
blood run cold,occurred atNo 09 Pearl st, 
west, and were it not for the indomit­
able courage and pi nek of a woman, we 
might have to record not orçly a deter­
mined attempt at suicide, but a murder

At the house indicated there resides 
one Joseph Hills and his wife, who came 
recently from New York State, but sub-, 
sequently resided in London, England. 
Four months past, according to Mrs. H’s. 
story, Hills has been complaining oJL 
stifling sensations in the region of the 
heart, and also frequently made allusion 
to pains in the head, which at times 
rendered him unfit for the society of his 
fellow-men. During thèse spells he be­
came boisterous in the house ; and cn 
more than one occasion, while they resid­
ed in Hornellsville, N. Y., he endeavored 
to do his wife bodily harm, at one time 
having drawn a knife for the purpose of 
stabbing her, but by seme fortuitous cir­
cumstance was prevented. On another 
occasion he attacked her while walking 
over a bridge, and inflicted severe injury, 
and narrowly escaped hurling her into 
the river below.

At a few minutes before noon Hills and 
his wife were in the house together ; she 
took the axe in her hand for the purpose 
of splitting wood prior to kindling a fire, 
when he jumped, out of the back door,
seized tho axe and said : “ You b----- r
yoii, I often said I’d kill, you ; now I’m 
going to do it.” He then took hold of 
her and dragged her into the house, and

We may, however, say 
that we are sorry Mr. Clarke has felt 
himself compelled to take this step 
so soon after his appointment, as in 
our opinion he is well qualified to 
discharge the duties of Rector, and 
is a careful and efficient officer.

hot shoe : but it is to soften a foot that the 
shoe is taken red-hot. A person requires 
the shoe warm at the toe, but not more* 
than half way back—mind, there is a 
difference between warm and red-hot. 
A shoe warm enough to fit will not bum 
the foot, but will mark it.

Horses’ frogs want to be trimmed, not 
cut. Then as to how horses become 
crippled ? Heavy feeding, sometimes no 
exercise, sometimes far too much, also 
the carelessness or laziness or ignorance 
of grooms, or it may be all combined. 
Take a horse to the forge, his feet as hard 
as an anvil ; and the owner would soon 
grumble if lie paid too much for shoeing 
him. But the smith grumbles louder 
when the horse comes with hard feet. 
The fartner says he is asking too much 
work for a shilling. He can’t cheat him 
with the shilling, but the blacksmith 
can cheat the farmer with the work, or 
ho will work according to pay. Then
fioasibly he cuts what should not be cut, 
iccause it cuts easy, "and what should be 

cut is hard, so he leaves that. Thus the 
horse aud its owner both suffer (and you 
cannot blame the smith for not wanting 
t<f do double work, you would not do it 
yourself), one in body and the other in 
pocket j the owner commences with bis 
carelessness and the smith pnts on the 
finishing stroke.

fronted the Fenian scoundrels who 
came over from Buffalo to plunder 
and" kill. We well remember the 
terrible excitement which prevailed 
that day, when suspense and fear for 
the fate of our young soldiers took 
possession of all hearts, and when 
every syllable of news from the scene 
of conflict was eagerly watched for 
by the thousands who crowded about 
the newspaper offices.

J u does* Appointed . —- We learn that 
George W. Burton, Esq., (j. C., and 
W. Preudfoot, Esq., (j.C., both 
of Hamilton, have been » up- 
pointed Supreme Court Judges in 
accordance with the new. arrange 
ment of the Judiciary, Mr. Burton 
becomes Junior Judge in the new 
Court of Appeal, while Mr. Proud- 
foot becomes Vice-Chancellor in the 
place of Mr. Strong, who becomes 
Senior Justice of the Court of Appeal. 
The Hamilton Times sàys that Mr, 
Burton was called to the bar m 1842, 
and Mr. Proudfoot in 1N4V, so that 
they have both had long experience 
in the profession.. They stand high 
in the estimation of the bar of On 
tario, and their elevation to the Bench 
will be satisfactory not only to their 
own immediate friends, but to the 
profession at large.

Dr. Wiggins’ Complaint. '— The 
Brantford Expositor gives us the true 
version of Dr. Wiggins’ treatment by 
the new Principal of the Blind In­
stitution, about which some of the 
Conservative papers hâve been mak 
ing suefi a noise. The Expositor 
says :—“ The fact is that Dr. Wiggins 
with his usual assurance, and without 
any communication with the Princi­
pal, proceeded round the Institution, 
and endeavored to arouse dissension 
among thé pupils, as his custom 
always was. As he says he is going 
to have a similar institution in.Mo.it- 
treal, be tried to obtain the promise 
of some of those here to transfer 
themselves to Montreal. Mix. Hunter 
very quietly told him that if he wished , 
to communicate with the pupils he 
should conform to the rules.and first 
wait on the Principal.

. ity were taking steps to protest 

against the names of several parties who 
were put on the assessment roll, with a 
view of reducing the Reform vote. They 
managed the matter very quietly for a 
time, but their object was seen through 
when'the notice of protest were entered. 
The Reformers, not to be behind hand in" 
this matter, also set to work, and sent 
in a number of protests on the last day 
but one on which such notices could be 
given. The consequence was that there 
was a regular field day at the meeting on 
Monday. No less than 85 names were ob- 
jected, to who were held to bo either not 

' freeholders, leaseholders, or within the 
meaning of the act, legal ratepayers, and 
consequently not legal voters. Mr. Munro 
of Fergus, acted as law agent on behalf 
of the Reformers, and Mr. Vincent of 
the same place, in behalf of the Conser­
vatives.

The Court was engaged the whole day 
in considering these cases, and in the 
early part of it a good deal of wrangling 
took place. Latterly, however, matters 
got on more smoothly, a good few names 
were taken off the roll, a number were 
retained, and several cases were left over 
for further consideration.

The Conservatives thought they would 
steal a march cn the Reformers in this 
matter, but the latter were too wide awake 
for their Tory friends, discovered their 
little game in time, and met them with 
their own weapons. So far the numbers 
taken off the roll are about equal on both 
aides. So far, we believe, the decisions 
of tjhe Court have been on the whole satis­
factory,and we hope they will continue to 
mete out equal justice to beth sides, and 
leave only those names on the roll which 
have a right to be there. The more care 
that is takcqi with the voter’s list,the less 
trouble will there be when an election 
takes place.

Messrs. Cass and Marston, of L’Origi­
nal, ere about entering a criminal action 
against the Ottawa Citizen forpublisning 
gross libels concerning the maple sugar 
manufaetured at that place. Incalculable 
injury has been done to an important 
local indnstny.
