London, July 15.—The remaining mem­
bers of the British Afghan frontier commis­
sion, with their military escort, have sud­
denly struck their tents and are marching 
rapidly toward Herat, The reason for 
their hasty retirement Is unknown, and th# 
news has caused much uneasiness. It is 
thought that the commission most have 

for leaving the cool hills for the 
heated valley.

The Times has received a despatch from 
Jagdorabaten via Meshed, July 11, which 
lays that it is rumored that the Rowans 
have advanced in force to Zulfikar pass, 
and that they are occupying Persian terri­
tory as though it was Russian. The 
despatch also says that the British frontier 
commission is moving nsarer Herat.

Reinforcements are arriving at Askabad. 
The advance of the Russians has made the 
Afghans anxious, bnt they are determined 
resolutely to resist any attempt to seize 
their territory. They are puzzled at these 
warlike preparations of the Russians under 
the cover of pacific assurances.

It is believed that Gen. Allkanhof, the 
commander of the Russian advances, is 
determined to force on war, and that he 
is deceiving the czar in regard to hie real 
intentions.

The pressure of hard times begins to tell labor, 
most emphatically upon the railroad inter­
est of the country. Even the great New 
York Central oould iSkrely squeeze out one- 
half of 1 per cent, at its last dividend. At 
the same time rates on the trunk lines have 
come down to a point at which even the 
bankrupt roads, which are operated so as 
to merely meet their running expense», 
cannot afford to any longer go on. That 
which most troubles the managers of the 
trunk line» at the present time is that^ 
while they are doing a large business, 
as respects quantities carried, they fail 
to n&ke any profit thereon on account of 
tbe extremely low rates. It now, with 
them, has come to the simple question 
“How long can we continue the present 
system without a total suspension of divi­
dends?” One importent fsot oonneoted 
with this threatened suspension of divi­
dends ia that it will make railway securi­
ties, heretofore considered first-class, 
almost altogether unavailable as collateral 
for loans by bankers and trust companies.
This would most unfavorably affect not 
only the money market but the status of 
seme of our strongest moneyed institutions.
