MoNTREAY, June 29.—Many incidents o
the Canadian career of Neil or Cream, the
London poisoner, are coming out. A gentle-;
man in Montreal, a-well-known physician,
romembers Cream perfectly. This doctor
was at the St. Thomas Hospital in London
in the winter of 1877, together with a num-
ber of other Canadian phyﬁc{gu,snd Cream
was studying at the hospitalat the time.

«Cream was always a thorough black-
guard and cad,” remarked  this physician.
“‘His habits and conversation were of the
lowest order. He was a hard, steady
drinker, but ' ‘was ' apparently  cap-
able of holding a great quantity of liguor
for I never saw him intoxicated.

“Cream at one time in London robbed a
walker, of her purse, con-
taining £5, and then boasted of it to his
friends. Cream was never seen in company
with a respectable woman and was always
an exceedingly fast liver.”? The description
given by this physicisn of Cream tallies
exactly with the publishédl description of
Neill, the London poisoner. f .

with tbhe C.P.R. tracks The C.P.R. will
thus have a good entrance to the new mar-
ket, but none to the old, and therefore is
anxious to have the proposed subway can-
structed to coonéct tha two markets, and
offers to give finaneial aid for its construc-
vion. . The comghittee are anxious to keep
the subway out of thequestion, as they are
of the opinion that sHie railways can be com-
pelled to pay a fair share. The G.T.R. bave
the only siding-into the old market and have
laid another siding and built platforms on
ir own property to give them nccess
to the new market. They therefore not only
refuse to help jn the construction of the sab-
way but will oppose it, as it is in the intefests
of the C.P.R. ;
Before the C.P.R. can connect the new sid-
ings with its main tracks it must buy a small
t on the west side:of Strachan-avenue
rom the G.T.R. The Grand Trunk offers to
sell for $1000 on the condition that it be not
required to contribute toward the cost of the

Cream was also something-of, a p\@tictl
joker, Whenthe fire occurred in his room he
dressed a skeleton in a suit of his clothes
and laid it on his bed. The firemen,thinking
it was a dead man,carried the dressed skele-
ton out.

New York, June 29.—Inapecto‘ Freder-
ick Jarvis of the Scotland Yard Secret Ser-
vice has been in New York since Saturday
last.

Dr. Cream’s Chicago Career.

CHicAGo, June 29.—Dr. Cream, alias
Thomas Neill, came to Chicago in 1877
and Hpened an office in West Madison-
stréet. .

In 1880 Cream and a female confederate,
Hattie Mack, were indicted for criminal
practice. The Mack woman confessed,
but Crean got a separate trial and was ac-
guitted.

He was indicted in Nov., 1880, for send-

ing improper postal cards through the mails.
He n:rle bond gn this-charge and jumped
hus bail. ) !
In Feb., 1881, Cream made the acquaint-
ance of Mrs. Stott, the wife of Daniel Stott,
a station agent for the Northwestern Rail-
road at Garden Prairie. Stott was 61 years
old, his wife 33.

Stott died suddenly. An investigation
was held and Dr. Cream and Mrs. Stott
were arrested for murder.

He was convicted and semt to Joliet fon
life.

Mrs. Stott swore that Cream’s scheme was
to have hee give him a power of attorney
and then sue Buck & Rayner for $10,000
for putting up improper medicine.

Mrs. Stott admitted her improper rela-
tions with Cream, but denied complicity in
the poisoning. She was allowed to go free.

In 1891 Gov. Fifer commuted Cream’s
‘wentence to 17 years, which, with good be-
havior in prison, gave him his liberty that
year.

He went to Canada and thence to Eng-
land.

g A Lady Who Knew Him.

A World reporter called upon Miss Porter
‘of 9 Harbord-street, with whom Dr, Cream
boarded during the latter part of his
college course in Montreal. She strenuously
denied the reports as to his having held
parties in his rooms while at her house.
“He did no such thing,” she declared, and
sbe bad known nothing whatever against his
.character. She bad known nothing of his
keeping a span of horses, and was icclined to
peliave he had not done so, as he occasionally
mentioned getting livery rigs. ‘““Whatever
he was he kvew how to conduct himself
when it was necessary to do so,” said she,

Nanaimo from- 1871 to 1874 He became
Provincial Secretary and Minister of Mines
in 1883 and continued in that offico uwutil
1887. He became Premier the following
year. Premier Robson left for London‘a
few years ago in connection with the Crofter
immigration scheme.

, dissolution of Parliagent the _wriu issue
immediately and 1 ly, and the
election officers in boroughs must call for
the formal nomination of condidates after
notless than two nor more than three com-
plete days from the receipt of the writ.

As the writs, except in London and im-
mediate vicinity, are sent by mail, the
dates of receiving the writs will vary, ac-
cording to the distance from the Crown
Office. In the greater parti of England,
Sodthnd and Ireland, however, the writs
are delivered, either on the day of disso-
Jution or the day following, and as
dissolution took place Tuesday the
pominations will be made in .the
boroughs on Friday or Saturday - next.
As three more complete days must elapse
betsveen nomination and the date of election
the polling in the boroughs will begin on
Tuesday or Wednesday, July 5 or 6.

With the county -elections it is different.
The nomination. may be deferred for nihe
days after the recsipt of the writ, and the
election may be deferred until six days after
the nomination, so that county elections
will probably not be completed until about
a week after the borough elections bave
begun. : ‘

The borough elections, however, will no

doubt indicate the general result, and befove |

the close of next week the public will have &
fairly accurate idea of whether Lord Salis-
hury or Mr. Gladstone is to direct the policy
of the British Empire during the term of the
coming Parliament. :

This is the question we have to face. At
present of an establishment of 24.219 men in
tural battalions in 1891, over 15,000 were
pntrained, 8327 received 12 days’ training,
211 received under I2 days’ training; of
city corps, amounting to about 9500 men,
pver 8600 received 12 days’ training, the re-
mainder.did not. It is evident, therefore,
that the rural battalions suffer.

Is our military spirit decaying? We think
pot. Soldiering has always been popular
with Caovadians, and to-day they are as
anxious and willing to serve as ever before
in their history. The troukle 1s that the
most efficient men among the officers get dis-
souraged by the treatment they receive.
Nobody who has not tried it kuows the diffi-
sulty in getting men to tarn out—not be-
sause they do not like it, but because they
feel that they are not getting fair play.
What remedy can be proposed! The first
thing is to educate public opinion to the
. necessity - for looking into this matter ai
snce. 'The proper persons to undertake this
duty are the ofticers and men of the force.
A comution platform should be agreed upon,
and any soldier who has o vote or any iu-
Auence should wake it bis business to hustle
the members for his county in the Dominion
House. 1 would suggest the following points
as those on which militiamen should at - once
as a body agitate:

1. Issue of improved weapons,

2. A sufficient supply ofsgryiceable equip-
ment—valise, haversack, water bottle, ete.

3, A good cloth for uniforms, especially
overconts.

4 An annual drill in camp of at least
80,0000 men of the rural battalions, mak-
