DEATH OF MR. FRANK P.
RESTORICK .

After a few days illness the death
occurred Thursday morning, April
12th, at his home, Main street, Wat-
ford, of Francis Pring Restorick, in
his 88th year. He ‘was a pioneer resi-
dent of this section and one of the
most widely known and highly re-
spected residents of Lambtan county.

Three children survive this
union, Richard of Montreal, John of
Toronto and Mrs. Conn, wife of
Henry Conn, Sarnia, I.P.S. for
West Lambton. His second wife was
Elizabeth Hawn of Warwick and
there are three children by this mar-
riage, George of Washington Terri-
tory; Percy and Walter of Saskat-
chewan. There are fifteen grand-
children. His widow glso survives.
Mr. Restorick was a Conservative
in politice. He lived an active and
vigorous life, but in latter years was
troubled with a slight deafness. His
death will be widely regretted
throughout the distriet.

The funeral was held on Saturday
afternoon and was largely attended
by the farmers of the district. Ser-
vice was held at his late home by
Rev. T. A. Steadman of the Brooke
circuit, and interment made in St.

The public is interested in having
efficient dentists, and for this reason
has allowed 4 corporation which will
find itself in danger of being shorn
of its powers if it exercises them un-
wisely. Advertising is not a crime. If
a dentist wants to let the public
know that he possesses some special
ability, or that he isn’t in with the
rest of the ‘“profesh” in the matter
of prices, he has an absolute right to
resort to advertising; and if the
Royal College of Dental Surgeons of
Ontario knows what is good for it, it
will keep its hands off.—Goderich
Signal.

The early spring,
it is said, was promising enough, but
snow fell in June, and from that till
the next spring the earth was never
quite free from winter conditions.
There were no crops. The people
lived chiefly on meat and fish—ven-
ison and fish one day, fish and beef
the next. There were no vegetables
and but little flour. Some of the set-
tlers are said to have lived on por-
cupines, ground hogs and whatever
other animals they could get. And
apparently the “Summerless Year”
was only one of severel bad seasons.

BOOTS, TEA AND WHISKEY

The 'Orillia Packet notes the dig-
covery of an account for various
provisions purchased in 1867—the
year of confederation. They includ-
ed a pair of boots at 76¢, a pound of
tea at $1.00, and a half-pound of tea
at 45c.

That a pound of tea should cost
more than a pair of boots seems
rather s’crange to us at the present
time, but it is doubtless explained
by the difficulties of transportation
during that period. Boots were a
home product.

More than half a century earlier,
in the Gazette and Oracle of 1779,
advertisements appear which quote
the price of tea in Toronto at 19s
per lb. for Hyson, 14s for Souchong,
and 8s for Bohea. Even if the New
York shilling of sevenpence half-
penny was meant, these prices would
range from $1,20 up to $2.85 per Ib.

But beverages were not all priced
accordingly. Even in the Orillia ac-
count of 1867, there was itemized a
half-gallon of whiskey at 60c. It was
sold as a matter of course along
with “‘ather groceries.” Times have
changed when the price of Whiskey
at a Government Dispensary is today
$4.25 per quart.

In the “good old days” 75c would
buy a pair of boots, three-quarters
of a pound of tea, or five pints of
whiskey. No doubt it lay between the
boots and the whiskey as to which
gave the most “kick” for the money.

TWHERE LITTLE PIGS 60

Too Many Young Pigs Are Eaten
by Their Mothers.

How Bill Smith Overcame the Trou-
ble—Give the Sow a Balanced
Ration—Just Practice Intelligent
Feeding—Rationing the Sow.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
riculture, Toronto.)

Tom was “blue.” Having just
returned from the swine-pen, where
he had gone to inspect a new litter
of pigs, he found that five had die-
appeared. The unnatural mother had
eaten them. “The pig must be a
strange animal,” he reflected. “It
must have been pure ‘cussedness’
that caused her to eat her offspring.
She was well fed, too, on corn and
wheat‘_shortl; hunger could not be
at"the boftom of this infantieldsl
cage.” 2

Tom went about his werk mum-
bling®to himaelf as to what could be
the matter. Nearly fifty little pigs
had been lost by such cannibalism
during the two preceding years.
Find Out the Weak Spot.

“Where is the weak spot in wmy
system of feeding swine, anyway,”
he questioned himself. “I will go
over and see Bill Smith, the most
successful pig man in the district,
and see i{f he can clear up this pig-
eating business that is causing me so
much loes.”

“Good morning, Tom. What
makes your face look so long and
your nose 80 blue this morning,”
quoth Smith, as he looked at his
visitor’s glum countenance.

“I have had  another experience
with a pig-eating sow,” said Tom.
“Five more pigs gone this morning,
and I can’t make it out. The sow
was liberally fed on ecorn and
shorts. I want to get at the bottom
of this trouble, 80 T have come over
to ask you your experience, as I sup-
Pose you have had losses the same
as I have.”

How Smith Overcame the Trouble.

“Well, Tom, I would be glad to
give you my experience in this some
tough luck. I used to lose a lot of
pigs in this same way up to about two
years ago, when I suddenly tumbled
to what the cause of it all was, and
applied a remedy that has proven a
Buccess In stopping the sows eating
their young pigs.”

Tom brightened up and became
very much interested. ‘“What’s’ the
secret?”’ he asked.

“Well, you see, it’s like this: Pigs
in the wild state or running in the
woods usually get what their sys-
tems demand, in the variety of food
supplied by the great range of living
things on which the pigs feed natur-
ally. Pigs penned up have to take
what we give them, and if we neglect
to supply a sufficient variety of food
containing all the essentials neces-
esary to satisfy the demands of the
pig, trouble will follow. And that
trouble is usually manifested in the
eating of the young plgs to satisfy
the craving for meat or protein
food.”

“That all seems reasonable
enough,” said Tom. “But tell me,
bow do you satisfy the pig’s demand
for meat or protein foods?”

Give the Sow a Balanced Feed.

“Simply this. Balance up the sow’s
feed from the start, using alfalfa
hay, meat meal or digester tankage
as the source of protein and phos-
pPhates, Feed alfalfa hay whatever
the pigs will take. Feed tankage or
meat meal, using one pound to each
ten pounds of grain feed, either mix-
ed with the grain or fed ad lib. from
a gelf-feedar. . If the sow eats her
babies, Tom, it’s your fault. Do as
I have told you. Supply the demands
of her body in the food you give her,
and then she will be normal and the
pigs safe.”

Just Practice Intellisent Feeding.

“Thousands of young pigs are lost

;. every spring through the neglect to

feed intelligently. Nobody ever saw
8 slaughter-house fed sow destroy
her young. Meat or protein in some
form must be fed to mother pigs or
there will be trouble.”

“I see it, Bill, and I'll do it, too,
from now on, and save the young-
sters for bacon,” said the new thor-
oughly enlightened and delighted
Tom.—L. Stevenson, Secy Ontario
Department of Agriculture,

Rationing the Sow.

Rationing the sow is the surest
way to forestall trouble. Overfeeding
at farrowing time makes her feverigh
and nervous; more likely to trample
her offspring and less able, often, to
secrete milk pr

Don’t feed the sow at all during
the twenty-four hours before farrew-
ing, and during the week prior to
that keep corn out of the ration.
Corn is an especially heating feed.
Instead, fecd ground oats, barley or
bran, any one or two of these, or all
three if you like.

And don’t feed the sow at all for
from twelve to eighteen hours after
farrowing. After that, even, go slow,
taking from a week to ten days to
get the animal back on full feed.

Scours in young pigs is one of

the trouble 12 conditions which
arise from faulty feeding of the mo-
ther. Next in importance te rationing
comes condition of the pen. Clean,

dry 5 do much to prevent diges-
tive d ders and wheumatlwm in
both the sow and the pigy.
