Within a
few feet of the back door the slops and
offal of the house isallowed to fester in
the sun, throwing off deadly vapors,and
they are constantly being inhaled by
members of the family, preducing siek-
ness, disease, and death. The cellars
under our homes are also left year af-
ter year without being cleansed, rotten
vegetable matter is allowed to accumu-
late, decayed flooring is never removed,
and in many instances is top-dressed
avith new, thus forming another source
of contagion,and yet when some fear-
ful malady attacks our loved  ones,
we wonder how the disease has been
brought into our midst. Cleanliness
is next to Godliness,” and a day or two
spent in providing proper. cesspools
“clearing cellars, apd draining stagnant
pools of water would save an expensive
doctor’s hill, and ward off sickness and
disease. But this is not all, fires are
constantly occurring, large portions of
towns and cities are levelled to the
ground, valuable lives are sacrificed,
distress untold is the result, the sav-
ings of a lifetime are swept away in a
day, and yet no adequate means for the
prevention of similar occurrences is pro-
vided, Scarcely a town in the Province,
outside of the capital, has a sufficient
water supply, and, in most instances,
none at all. No organization exists, and
the result is—when a fire does break
out, the inhabitants are powerless to ar-
rest its progress, but have to stand idly
by and witness the destruction of their
property. This state of things should
be remedied at onge, the public health
and safety dewmands it, and we hope
and trust that the present measures
before the house will assume a tangible
shape, and a law he .enacted compell-
ing the various towns throughout the
Province to provide for the prevention
of disease and the spread of confla-
grations.

C. E. Gates proba-
bly received his first lesson in music
from the deceased—but has since stu-
died the subject for years in America
and Europe, and has returned, to the
honor of his Old Leader,to manufacture
and send forth to the world the result
of his researches, thus widening the in-
fluence of music so early received from
this aged admirer of the science.

EUROPE.

Loxoox, Feb, 27, The Standard pub-
lishes another article discussing the pro-
| bable landing places of the British near
ithe Sea of Marmora. The writer thinks
Besika Bay the most probable place. This,
of course is a mere surmise, but the arti-
cle shows a very warlike tone. It says :

¢ The first army corps would probably
proceed to the scat of war without waiting
for the second, which is now strenuously
preparing. It is possible;, of course, that
even now we may not have to go to war.

Russia may pause in time before she pro-
voke it."’

The morning papers repeat yesterday's
announcement of the appointment of Lord
Napier and General Wolesly, now giving
it on authority.

The Post says:— * The brigade of Guards
has been raised to its war strength. There
is great activity in the brigade, which is
completing arrangements necessary for ac-
tive service. All manufacturing centres
report great activity.'’

The Standard’s leading article says that
1 that is really implied by the selection
of Lord Napier of Magdala, as commander-
in-chief, and Sir Garnet Wo]sloy as his
chief of staff, is that the terms of peace if
not modified,cannot be sanctioned by Eng-
land. We have been brought face to face
with war by the arrogant and aggressive
conduct of Russia. -

Thus far 600 sets of field ambulance fit-
tings and 500 tons bayonet steel have been
ordered in Shefficld. The Woolwich autho-
rities purchased 500 miles of telegraph wire
for use, together with torpedoes ,and mate-
rial necessary to construct temporary rails
roads for cenveyance of stores and mount-
ing of heavy guns in siege works. The
War Office has ordered that no soldiers be
transferred to the reserve until further in-
structions.

The Elsebick ordnance works at New-
Castle-on-Tyne were recently ordered to
manufacture one hundred torpeooes for the
Government with all possible speed. The
order is now increased to eight hundred.

Loxoox, Feb. 18.—It is confidently stat-
ed that forty-five thousand troops are
ready to start for Bombay at shortest no-
tice.

An important ministerial statement is
expected to be made in Parliament to-
day.

Lonpox, Feb. 28.—The opposition lead-
ers in Parliament have determined not to
embarrass the government while the pre-
sent critical position lasts. They have
been informed that it is desirable in the in-
terests of peace to avoid ministerial state-
ments.

In the House of Commons to-night Sir
Stafford Northcote, replying to question,
stated that the Government was still unin-
formed of final terms of peace, but if they
injuriously aflected British interests Gov-
ernment would take proper course to vin-
dicate those interests. — This declaration
was greeted with loud cheers.

Loxpox, March, 2.—General McDougall
will, in May, take command of all the
forces in Canada. It is understood that,in
the event of war, General McDougall will
have authority to raise 10,000 Canadians
for service in Europe

Vice-Admiral Inglohefd will, in May a8~
sume command of the fleet on’ the North
American and West Tndia stations.

It is stated that secret orders have been
issued relative to English military move-
ments, but their purport is unknown.

The reported order to the governor of the
Dardanelles to resist the entrance of any
more foreign vessels, was the cause of
much feeling in London in Anti-Russian
quarters, as it is believed it was issued at
the instance of Russia.

Advices from Australia, received by the
newspaper Australasian, of this city, state
that owing to drought the wool crop is 75,
000 bales short of last clip.

CoxsTANTINOPLE, Feb. 27.—Great mis-
trust and uneasiness are felt respecting
Russian designs on the Bosphorus. They
can occupy the Chanak Forts at. a mo-
ment's notice. Movements, the object of
which are not apparent, are still progress-
ing.

The position of the British ships at Tnz-
la is regarded as critical owing to the
short run for torpedo boats from Tchek-
medge or S8an Stefano. Tt is strongly sus-
pected that Thorneyeroft torpedo boats and
Whitehead torpedoes are being despatched
to the sea of Marmora in sections.

The Russians occupy Charkoi, Rodoste,
Eregli Silivri and Techekmedji, all of which
are admlrab!y suited as basis for torpedo
operations should it be decided to menace
the fleet. Precautions are taken nightly
to guard the vessels against such a ruse.

Bererapg, March, 5.—There was an ex-
traordinary Cabinet Council to-day.
Prince Milan presided. All the mili-
tary authorities were present. It is said it
was resolved not to resign the territory
which Servia had conquered in New Bul-
garia. The Servian army will, for the pre-
sent, remain on a full war footing. The
artillery reserves are being organized.
Prince Milan will return to headquarters at
Nisch. It is hoped, however, that Russia
will yield to Bervia's wishes.

Loxpox, March 3.—A special despatch
to the Standard, from Vienna, asserts that
two divisions of Austrians will enter Bos-
nia in about ten days.

The London ¢ Standard” -publishes
the following interesting letter,written
by an officer on board one of the iron-
clads, describing the-mapocuvres of the
fleet when ordered to make the passage
of the Dardanelles :—* The morning of
the 24th was calm and sunshine as the
fleet lay quietly at apchor in Vouyrlan
Bay, expecting the arrival of the mail
and news from Europe, of which there
was a most considerable dearth. To-
ward noon the wind began to rise to a

stiff breeze, and while lunch was on ajjheart long after the remembrance of it

a telegram arrived, the upshot of which
was that the signal went up to pre-
pare instantly for sea. Before five o’-
clock the fleet consisting of the Salamis,
the yacht of the Commander-in-Chief';
the Agncoyrt, the flag-ship of Sir J. C.
Commervell ; the Swiftsure, Temeraire,
Sultan, Rupert, Ruby and Research were
under weigh and proceeded to the
north, past the Island of Lesbos. The
orders were to pass -through the Dar-
danelles, peacefully if possible, but to
resist any attempt at obstruction.  The
fleet received orders to prepare for
action without any outward demonstra-
tion, 80 that though the upper yards
were sent down the topgallant masts
were left standing.. The Salamis then
steamed ahead to Chanak,to give warn.
ing of the approach of the fleet. Early
in the afternoon the entrance was
reached ; the fleet halted for a short
time at the Rubicon and then, in good
order, column of divisions line ahead,
steamed quickly into the Dardanelles.
No attack was expected from the forts
Seddul Bahr, or Castle of Europe, and
Kum Kalebh, the Castle of Asia, at the
entrance, as in any case the. fight for
the passage must have really taken
place at Chanak, the narrowest part of
the strait, the entrance being over two
miles wide. The guns were now load-
ed and run not quite out, but only le-
vel with the ship’s side and with the
tompions in them. Those ships pos-

2ssing Gatling guns hoisted them into
the tops so as to bring them to bear on
the embpasurss of the forts. The men
were cheerful and steady, though at
the moment every man believed that
fighting must ensue with the terrible
forts at Chanak ; and yet none knew
whom they. werg going to fight,whether
Turks or Russians, nor why they were
going to fight them, for in the fleet
there was no naws of what was goingon
in the world ashore.

Atlength the terrible Chanak was
approached ; and then at the last mo-
ment was seen a signal hoisted from
the Salamis which told that the passage
would not be disputed. The Sultan
then saluted the Turkish flag and pro-
ceeded with the Salamis, yet, to the
general disappointment, the remainder
of the fleet was ordered to return to
the nearest anchorage, Besika Bay.
During the journey the larger iron-clads
had all of them their steam anchors
ready, so that they might be anchored
bow and stern off the forts, to assault
them if required. 1t is interesting as
well gs important, to know as the fleet
passed between the Castles of Europe
and Asja the guard turned out and pre-
sentéd arms to the ships. There was a
strong feeling in the fleet at the time
of the advance that the passage of the
Dardanelles could have been forced
had it been required. But at Chanak
there are two low forts,stated to mount
40-ton Krupp guns, and there is an up-
per fort, witha plunging fire, so that it
would have taken some time todestroy
them. ¢

A PREVALENT VICE,

ercised more freely than in a country
village. In cities, profame swearing is
not common in the streets. The indi-
vidaal in such communities acquires a
respect for the right of his neighbors,
and among nultitudes he has to be
cautious in regard to the prejudices of
all. .

Two men
cannot meet in the street without add-
ing to eachother’s health choice speci-
mens of profanity. Plenty of decent
people paggi;;:_g by must feel shocked,
but they are powerless to express their
indignation, for profanity has got to
be a country habit. This vice of indis-
criminate swearing, setting asidg its in-
decency, tends to corrupt the use of
language and destroy its capabilities
for expressing any strong emotion. A
pad habit, neighbor; master 1t ere
you become its slave.

his keen scent, soon detects its where-
abouts, and, making a spring, comes
down heavily with all its weight on the
pool of the iglov, erushes it in, and im-
mediately seizes the youngseal with its
paw. Here, it might be supposed, the
hungry bear at once devours its paey ;
but no, it is far too weary to do; it
knows full well that where a baby is,
there must of necessity be a mother,
and that she will be in seach of her
darling; therefore the bear scrapes
away the snow from the seal hole, and,
bolding the young seal by the flippers,
allows it to flounder about, and when
the mother approaches the bear slyly
draws the young seal toward it until
the old one is within reach, when he
seizes her with the other paw, and thus
captures both. DBruin’s method of
capturing a seal in the water is as fol-
lows :—le sinks his body beneath the
surface of the water, leaving only the
head above, which resembles a piece of
ice ; and when the seal raises its head
above the surface, Bruin quietly sink.
and swimming under the seal, seizes it.
Thus the poor, stupid seal becomes a
victim to misguided contidence.

A TARANTULA’S HOME.

One of the most singular curiosities
in nature that has ever been cothe un-
der our observation is the nest of the
tarantula, a species ot spider whose bite
is supposed to result fatally. It is con-
structed of clay and small stones,and is
about four inches long and two inches
wid. A hole three-quarters of an inch
in diameter passes through it length-
wise, one end of which is closed by a
trap door, bevelled on the sides and
top, and fitting so perfectly that when
closed scarcely asign of the opening is
visible. The door is rounding at the
top, perfectly straight on the bottom,
and works ona hinge constructed on
the same principle as the joints on
which a door hangs. The nest is lined
with asoft gossamer substance, and is
as round as if bored with an auger. It
is said that the tarantula, when attack-
ed, crawls into the nest, and closing the
trap door, secures it by inserting one
of its legs through a staple discernable
to the naked eye.— Galena, Ill.. Ga-
zelle.

INSTINCT OF BIRDS.

Notwithstanding many opinions to
to the contrary, it seems certain that
birds often die a- natural death. One
reason why their bodies are so rarely
found is, that on the approach of death
their instinet prompts them to creep
away in some hole or undersome cover
where they would be least liable to fall
a pray to their natural enemies. 1t is
doubtful if any of the game birds, like
the pigeon or grouse, ever die of old
age, or the semi-game birds, like the
bobolink or “century-living’” crow;
but in what other form can death over-
take the humming-bird, or even the
swiftand barn swallow ?  Such are true
birds of the air; they may be occasion-
ally lost at sea during their migration,
but, so far as I know,they are not prey -
ed upon by any other species.
