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WEDNESD

—Fifty-foar persons were lynched in the
Uaited States last year, sccording to the
official réport, and the record is ce rtainly a
startling one. The law of the land has been
met at defi in each ity where
these outrages have been perpertrated, and
justice has been dispensed by eelf-conatitut-
ed judges and executioners. Pablic opinion
is & recognized force, but if it was the decree
of public opinion.that sanctioned the carnival
of lynching last yéar, then to engross it in
the national statutes would be to bring the
law makers to the level of barbarians in the
eyes of those nations where such dispensa
tion of justice is not tolerated. The fault
must lie with the law, or, rather with the
administration of the law, as it is. The
elective system often throws the enforce-
ment of the law into corrupt hands. At
tempts have been made to prosecute some of
those engaged in these outrages, and in sowe
states the law has been changed to make the
municipality civilly liable for damages to the
heirs of the victims, but no reform hes been
effected. Juries have refused to convict and
the law has failed.. Public opinion cont
the juries, and is apparently in cach
munity the supreme, though unwritten law.
No one can be held responsible for an of-
fence in which practically, the whole com
munity participates. Race hatred and the
recognition of protection due to women is
the cause of thie terrible resort to summary
vengeance, and in its hasty judgment the
mob, last year, execated three persons who
were afterwards shown to be entirely inno-
cent. Fortunately, Iynchings are confined
to two or three states in the west and south,
snd the general national opinion is highly

d tory of the ineffective working of

Letter from the Front,

The following letter is from a son of John
V. B. Foster, of S:. John, late of Hampton:

Briaoxt, Dee. 16th, 1899,
DeAR MoTHER AND FATHER:—

I thought I would .answer your letter
which I got this morning. Was very glad
to hear from home. We arrived in Cape
Town Nov. 13th, camped two days there,
and then went to DeAar; were there four
days, and from there went to Orange River
and from there to Belmont. We have been
here a week and are doing out-post duty,
that is guarding small towns. We sleep in
a trench., Last night there were dead Boers
and horses lying all around. We have not
seen the front yet. There was a big fight at
Modder River yesterday. Ouoe company of
the Black Watch was all broken up and two
companies of Scaforth Highlanders were all
shot. The Boers are surrounded by British
their water supplies are cut off, and they are
getting short of food.

1 wish you could send me a clean bite in
a letter. We get very poor food, but are
contented with it. I had one good square
meal in Cape Town — the best I have bad
since I left home.

I have had four letters since I have been
here. Saw Thomas Danlop in Cape Town.
He was more than sorprised to see me out
here. We had a long talk; he got a paper
from St. John and saw all our names in it.
One of our men died on Monday; his name
was Chappell, and he was from Moncton,
N. B. The boya of the Company put a
headstone at his grave.

There are eight of onr men in jail in Cape
Town for deserting. They got from 14 to
22 months at hard labor,

It is very warm here in the day and very
cold at night.

Cape Town is a very nice city. The
(anadians got a grand reception, the town
went wild over us. They seem to think
more of Canadians than any other regiment.

The dead Boers are lying about the hills
everywhere by the dozens not buried — juat
a few rocks on top of them—and the stench
is terrible in some placee.

Give my love to all of the family and all
inquiring friends.

WEEKLY
THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA

London, Jan. 21.—-The war office shortly
after midnight posted the following d
patch from Gen. Buller, dated Spearman
Camp, Jan. 20, evening :

“Gen. Clery, with a part of General War-
ren’s force, has been in action from 6. a. m.
till 7 p. m. today. By a judicious use of
his srtillery, he has fought his way up, cap-
turing ridge after ridge, for about three
miles.

““The troops are now bivouaking on the
ground he has gained, but the main position
is still in front of them.

The casualties were not heavy. About
100 wounded had been brought in by 6. 30
p. m. The number of killed has not yet
been ascertained.”

Loudon, Jan. 21.—A third supglement
list of the British casualties in the attack on
Ladysmith on Jan. 6, was published by the
war cffice today. It shows 23 non-commis
sioned officers and men killed and five dan-
gerously wounded. This brings the total
of casualties in that engagement to 488.

London, Jan. 22, 4. a. m.—The despatches
of the correspondents with Gen. Buller's
headquarters practically covers all of the
Natal movement that is allowed to be pub-
lished, while Gen. Buller provides what
comment thetarefully curtailed despatches
admit. €There is some doubt as to the exact
distribution of the British forces, but Gen.
Clery is probably in the centre, Gen Lyttle-
ton on the right centre, Gen. Warren on the
left centre, snd Gen. Dundonald on the left.

_Thus Potgieter's Drift is the fighting right

base and Acton Homes the left. Iu is for
this reason that Gen. Warren acquired two
flanking kopjea that are fairly behind and te
the east of the Boer’s position at Spion Kop,
but as Gen. Buller says the fighting is still
up hill, it is clear that Gen. Warren has not
yet reached the summit of the Ladysmith
road, which falle for four miles to (Zlyden-
dale after five miles up hill from Venter's
Spruit. 1f the troops on his right success-
fully advance, and the right is pushed to the
summit, the Boers will really be turned and
forced towards Ladysmith, when General
White, commanding the troops there, will
possibly be able to co-operate, turning them
northward, where they will have the rail-
way and a series of fine positions.

London, Monday, Jan. 21.—Up to three
o'closk this moraing no tidiogs had arrived
in London of the result of the battle, which
according to every indication, raged all day
yesterday on Buller’s left flank, where Gen.
Warren, in the morning had resumed his at-
tempt to turn the Boers right wing.

Oa Saturday the whole British force were
engaged in a fierce conflict with the Boers
all day, which resulted in thrusting back the
Boers from ridge after ridge.

The fight was resumed yesterday and at
half-past nine o'clock Gen. Warren had
forced the Boers from three positions.

The Lancashire and Irish brigades were
then advancing. That is as far as the des-
patches go.

The main engagement of Saturday took
place in the west of Spion Kop, and resulted
in the British securing a rough tableland,
which is said to constitute the key to the
Boer position.

The Boer's right was pushed back upon
central hill, Spion Kop.

The British assault was delivered against
a ridge of hills six miles long.

The British forces were marshalled in
three brigades, under,Generals Woodgate,
Hart and Hilyard, Gen. Clery directing the
operations. :

The British moved forward, and gained
position after position until the Boer's right
guve way.

The flanking movement was evidently en-
tirely successful. This collapse of the Boer's
right would enable the British commander
to swing round, and drive them into an ever
narrowing circle.

Meanwhile the Boers were kept busy on
their left facing Potgieter’s drift.

A continuous artillery fire was poured into
them from Warts kop and Mount Alice.

Lyttleton’s bridge made a reconnoissance
in force which rendered it impossible for the
Boers there to ride off to the assistance of
their hard pressed right.

The Pritish howitzers and naval guns and
field artillery raked the trenches, keeping the
Boers in them throughcut the entire day.
The British commander and his lieutenants
have evidently profitted by their lessons in
war. There have been no desperate rushes
over open ground, swept by the five from
Boer marksmen. There has been no march-
ing in close formation within range of the
Boer volleys. From Ladysmith comes
word that the Boers have placed in position
some new guns and that the bombardment
has been vigorously conducted during the
last few days.

This apparently indicates that the Boers
do not consider their proepects in Natal to
be hopeless.

Gen. Warren seems to have established
himself at Acton Homes as an advance point
and, being fairly bebhind the Boer position
and ooly twenty miles from Ladysmith,
ought to be in a good position to push the
Boers back upon the besieged city, where
General White ought to have, in spite of the
raveges of disease, nine thousand men
ready, at the bayonets point to turn the foe
off to the north.

This is one of the incidental disadvantages
of Gen. Buller’s movement by the west.
That bit throws the Boers back on the rail-
way line of communication to the Transvaal.
This line is studded with fine positions, that
can be turned only from the east. It may
be part of the role assigned to Gen. White’s
force to prevent such a movement in the
direction of Help Mahaar and Dundee.

Durban, Natal Jan. 22—The statement
comes from an exeellent source Pietermarits-
burg that Lord Dundonald has entered Lady-
smith with 1,600 cavalry.

This is not confirmed from any other
quarter, but it is known that Lord Dandon-
ald’s flying column has been acting well to
the left of the line of advance.

London, Jan. 20.—Every hour that Gen-
eral Buller delays his combined attack
makes his position stronger. The traneports
continue to arrive at Durban and fresh
troops are being sent up the line to reinforce
those already there. It appears that Gen
eral Buller's troops north of the Tugela num-
ber at least 22,000 and possibly 25,000, with
fifty guns. His total forcee, forming a great
outcurve south and west of Ladysmith, pro-
bably number 40,000.

While General Buller’s forward operations,
which began on Jan. 10, develop rather
leisurely, the Bocrs appear to be fully aware
that they must wmect a strenuous assault.
Ralloon observers have roughly estimated
that 10,000 Boers are using spade and pick
in sirengthening their positions, which
nature has rendered easy of defence.

Toronto, Jan. 20.—A letter received by
the Y. M. C. A. provincial secretary here
from Dr. Barrie, the society’s representative
at the front, atates that Col. Otter is in com-
mand of three thousand men. ‘fhe British
War Office, in giving permission for the Y.
M. C. A. man to go to the front, stipulated
that his work should be conficed to the men
immediately under commamd of Col. Otter,
and Dr. Barrie now writes for increased
equipment, stating that be isin a position to
reach all of these three thousand men under
the Canadian commander.

Despatches from Capetown, Thursday,
Tan, ]8, say that a number of (‘anadians, in-
cluding tw? experienced scouts, have arriv
ed here, and have vi=red their services for
scouting purposes. They bave paid their
own expenses, and say that there are hun
dreds of others anxious to follow them.

Dairyiog Dots,

It should be the aim of the dairymsn to
keep, as far as possible, the ripening of his:
cream under control, and to underatand that'
a slight change from the normal means a
loss both in quantity and quality of his bat-
ter ; and also to appreciate the'fact that care-
lessness is alwaye expensive in the dairy. In
cases where the butter comes fairly well but
will Dot separate from the buttermilk in good
shape, the process of separation can be
hastened by the addition of a gallon of water
(at the churning temperature, or lower if the
butter is liable to be soft,) together with a
handful of ealt for a small churning, and more
in proportion to the quantity of cream
churned. This will usually cause a good
separation of the butter granules.

Not in years has the butter market shown
a position of strength equal to the present,
and prices reaching twenty seven cents to
slightly above at New York and twenty-five
to twenty-six cents at Chicago, are the high-
est inseveral years. The entire summer and *
autumn has been one of exceptional firmness
with immediate conditions apparently favor-
able to continued stability in the prices.
The rise in price has been gradusl and steady,
with every advance apparently fully justi-
fied. The high prices noted in late years
have for the most part been more or less
spasmodic, caused by temporary influences
on the market.

It is especially the case during the winter
months, that the dairyman does not apprec-
iate how little ripening takes place in his
cream vat or how easy it is to have part of
the cream under and part over ripened, &
condition which sccounts for many caees of
poor churning, Sweet, thin cream cannot be
churned at common temperatures—in fact,
cannot be churoed thoroughly at any tem-
perature, and only the process of ripening,
with the formation of lactic acid, will re-
duce the viscosity of the liquid sufficiently
to allow separation os the butter granules by
the churn. Foaming cream is the result of
ntlcmpling to churn a thin, sweet cream at
churning temperature

Much suffering, upochlly smong those
who dwell in farm houses, is caused in the
manper indicated by an exchange, and the
simple remedy is almost always at hand for
most people, if not all. By prolonged chil-
ling, or prolonged heating and sudden chil-
ling, many of our colds and most of our
rheumatiem arise. The skin function is
paralyzed. How? The article referred to
states : For a time the poisons that should
be leaving stay and cause suffering. We
don’t know why the kidney, or something
else, will not take up the work stopped in
the skin, on a sudden call. A child was
once covered with gold leaf, to figure in &
certain Catholic ceremonial, and died of ar-
rested function, . e., of the retained poison.
We most of us risk really serious amounts of
this poison, from time to time. In farm-
houses where the kitchens are full warm and
the bedrooms dead cold, the mother and
housekeeper is often a victim to winter
rheumatism in her shoulders and arms. The
change from the heat over the stove, wash-
tub, ironing-board, to a cotton night-gown
and cold sheets and * comforters,” is the
sufficient cause—especially when in the
night the cold increases, and there is some
exposure of ‘the shoulders in turning over.
A hearth fire is always desirable in a winter
bedroom, and adds both comfort and ventil-
ation. Bat all sufferers from winter rheu-
matism should secure comfort at nmight,
irrespective of precedents. Blankets in place
of sheets, a heavy shawl about the shoulders,
flannel underwear in place of cotton night-
dresses, a woollen jersey— whatever is at
hand that secures full warmth, is imperative-
ly needed, and proper.

—-That is a wise mother who has evolved
what she calls “an emergency catechism,”
in which she drills her children so that they
may know what to do in case of accident or
danger.

Every year hundreds of children are ser
iously injured, the results remaining with
them all their lives, who might have been
spared much suffering had they, or those
near them, known what to do the moment of
the accident.

Presence of mind ie a quality that should
be strongly impressed upon children. It is
no wonder that they become helpless and
terrified in the face of danger, when those
who are older and wiser * lose their heads”
so frequently. If those lose self-control,
what can be expected of the little ones, with
their highly sensitive organizations, and
their ignorance of degrees of danger ?

There is no denying the fact that presence
of mind is instinctive, and that some persons
possess it to a greater degree than others,
Still, it may be cultivated, like any other
quality, and, from its deep importance to the
welfare of the individuaal, it should be one of
the first qualities to be inculcated and en
couraged.

And there is no better way of doing this
than the method which has been adopted by
this mother. There is not a day that she
does not ask them some question to see that
they remember the answer, and she has no
set time for the examination, that they may
bave time to think about it and be ready,
but she comes out with her query suddenly
and unexpectedly, just as the accident would
come, 8o making them quick to think and
swift to respond to the thought.

She has them thoroughly drilled, and she
has thought of every possible contingency,
and as far as possible provided for it. If the
children ever forget their instructions in an
emergency, it certainly will not be that
mother’s fault.

The same mother has also been guite in-
sistent that young women who were to tal o
positions as nursery maids should receive in-
structions from her *‘ emergency catechism,”
or one similar in kind, and it is largely
through her influence and activity that in
one of the large cities has been establiched a
training school for nursery maids.

—It is a marvel that so many children
grow up with a particle of sense, considering
the way in which they are brought up. On
the street car the other day one mother was
heard to complain to another: ‘‘Ob, dear,
1 can’s control my child at all.. He pays no
attention to me. I leave that part of his
training to his father.” There sat the little
tyrant with an expression of utmost self-
satisfaction and triumiph, and heard what
his mother said. No wonder he would not
obey her. What is she to expect ten years
from now, if this tiny four-year-old would
not submit to her now?

Patience and gentleness are certainly
necessary in the training of a child, but just
as important is firmness. If he is told to do
a thing it is not right to waver and show by
your manner that he can do as he pleases
if be will. Too many parents threaten pun-
ishment and then forget all about it. At
laat such threats have no effect. To tell a
disobedient child to ** wait till your father
comes home,” is no way of getting him to do
as heis told. The child who pouts and kicks
in anger when called on to do something has
bad a very weak trainer. The little one who
is allowed to be impudent to his parents or
grown people is to be blamed for his lack of
knowledge of what is right or wrong.
