The Dorner Girls.

Down by the Otis Bridge the rents
are 'ow, but everything eise is high,
Potatoes cost more than in Northamp-
ton. Meat is not so dear, but the
creaturc has beern chased over the
Berishire Hills ten years, at least, be-
fore it goes to market, which does not
improve the quality. Garden ege-
vables are high, and clothing, except
blue dridling overalls, is. quite out of
the questiou. 1he butter 1s excellent,
but so id the pricce. Taxes are nineteen
dollars on a thousand.

But rent is low at the Otis Bridge,
and people whose expenses have been
three-quarters rent come in numbers
to live with us, and think they live
cheaply.

1t does make a difference in a man's
feelings and looks to use the three-
fourths income paid for the rent in
New York for necessities at the Bridge.

So the families who come in June
and stay untii the snow flies are very
contented. The father continues bysi-
ness in the city and once every two
or three weeks comes out to the farm
and rests, fills himself with mountain
air and tough beefsteak, and goes
back bappy.

The Dorners came to the Otis Bridge
Lecause Mr. Dornet had made some
bad investments, and his income, lim-
ited at best, was reduced to so low a
figure that be had to curtail expenses.

ile rented a cottage, really an old
house revamped—for fifty dollars a
year, and moved in. Ostensibly this
was for the summer, but it proved, in
reality, to ke for life. He was getting
on i yvears and could not hope to re-
cover his lost fortune.

They had four daughters, the Dor-
, the cldest at marriageable age.
was ¢ source of trouble and an-
y and without end to Mrs. Dor

ner, for. while rents were low, and
mcuntain air and water free, husbands
at the Bridge were quite out of the
question.

Turkish Outrages in Macedonia.

The MacCedonian interior organization
cstimates that 150,000 women, chil-
drex and old men are hiding in the
mountains ard forests of Macedonia.
I'hs Turks are burning the forests in
the disfricts of Leren and Kostur, and
killing fugitives who attempt to es-
of Gopesh, three hours distant from
cape-to<the plaios. The Vlach village
Monastir, has been burned by the
Turks, who are reported to have
thrown several of the inhabitants in-
to the fire. Tho Bashi-Bazouks have
destroyed the village af Stoilova, near
Malkoternova,

Thirteen thousand Turkish
ure nsscubled on the frontier at
lanka, Kratovo and Gotschani,
are plundering the surrounding
lages. .

i"aminc preveils in the district of
Krushevo and the population is going
int> the adjacent districts.

All reports from the district of Mon-
astir agree in describing the situation
as eppalling. ‘Between 30,000 and 50,-
000 Bulgarisn inhabitants are believed
to have been massacred by the Turks
and every Bulgariar village in the vil-
ayot has been destroyed. The refugees
in the mounta'ns are dying of starva-
tion by the thousands. It is impos-
sible to obtain precise figures. The
revolutionary headquarters estimate
that 30.000 Bulgariap men, women and
children bave been killed, while at
least thc same number of refugees are
slowly perishing of hunger. In official
circles these ficures are regarded as an
under cstimate, and officials incline to
the belief that the number of mas-
sacred excieds 50.000. The Turks are
apparently detéermined to exterminate
the entire population of the Vilayet.

In government circles the situation
is viewed with increas’ng alarm. It is
reliably rerorted that the Turkish
forces in Macedonia number 300,000.
It is considered impossible that such a
force has heen assembled merely to
crush the rebellion. It is feared that
the Sultan is meditating an attack on
Bulgaria.

According tc a telegram from Con-
stantinople the Porte has issued an
uneonditional order that all European
correspondents must” leave Macedonia
because they are circulating false
news. The ambassadors have been
notified of thia decision.

Years like the present may
not be years of supcrabounding fat-
ness, but the fertile soil yields richly
of its increase and the agricultural
industry, on which the welfare of the
whol® country rests, has no ground
of complaint.

New Ycrk, Sept. 2.—The August just
passed was the coldest August ever
known in New York, according to the
records of the weather bureau, which
go back to 157). In that time no
moan temperature for August regis-
tered so low: as 69, which s placed to
last month’s credit. Out of the thir-
ty-oue days, on only seven did the
sun give sny certain evidence of its
existenes. Twenty-four were cloudy
zud on seventeen rain fell. The high-
st temperature was 88, the lowest 57.
The provailing direction of the wind
was northeast. The total rainfall was
5,94 inches. The average for August
for 33 vears in 4.52, which shows an’
exce:s of 1.41 irches for August, 1903.

The Company prefers to deal
directly with the individuals who have
“Jost, wherehy they, in cases where a
birthright can be bought ior 6c. or 7e.
rebate, obtlain a promise of uncondi-
tional paironage during the time the
C. P. K. boats run in opposition.
£uch a guarantee, of course, would be
beyond the realni of the committee,
even if it weic to the advantage of
their pockets to make it. Those who
have not already sent to the under-
signed for their account sales are here-
by advised to doso, mailing a seli-
addressed envelope having a 2 cent
stamp. 1 any claimants fail to ef-
fect a satisfyctory settlement just no-
tify the writer who will immediately
inform the department of trade and
commerce. This phase of the question
is of vital importance to the Furness
line in order to enable them fo collect
withheld suksidies. This part of it
will be reslized by every -claimant
when he is required to sign a certain
paper addressed to Sir Richard Ark-
wright suving that the losses of the
season 1901 and 1902 have been settled
for.

“Oug ounce of oil of pennyroyal ad-
ded to“one pint of olive and rape oil,
well shaken, and applied lightly, will
orotlect any avimal from flies for a
whole day. 1 have used this success-
fully in the Canadian bush, where
musquitoes and similar pests, unless
prevented, attack so persistently that
work is almest impossible.

*“0il ot pennyroyal, although quite
harniless 1o enimals, is so fatal to in-
sect life that if a bottle containing it
is held under a enat or fly the insect
will drop irte it.

“When applying the mixture to the
face of an animal care should be tak-
en net to let it run into the eyes.”'—
Arthur Newtoi, Manchester.

Mrs. Leighton adds:—“I had the
mixtare made up at a chemist’s, and
tried it cn my horses with perfect
success. My man dips a sponge into
the mixture end passes it Mghtly all
over tha horses and no flies came near
them.”

When to Water the Horses.

There are, seemingly, hardly two
men that agrec cxactiy on the amount
of water that should be given to a
horse and when it should be given.

The leading veterinarians assert that
a horse should be watered just pre-
vicusly to fceding. For the reason
ibat the water does not remain in the
stomach, but passes through, going
diréctly to the large intestine.

For instance, if a horse is fed grain
and thea watered, the probabilities are
that the water will wash a large part
of the vndigested food out of the
stomach before digestion has com-
menced. is, if followed to excess, is
productive of indigestion. 5

Whea a herse is warm, watering
does no harm if only a small quantity
is given, bui it is not advisable to
allow = horse to have its fill when
very warni.

Good avthoritiex assert that there is
Jess danger in giving water when a
horse comes in in a heated condition
than if allowed to stand and partly
cool off hefcre crinking.

This ig explaived from the fact that
cold waterentering the system, absorbs
some heat, and the heated animal is
better able to stand the loss than an
hour later when the body temperature
is much less. :

But cven here one important thing
must ke borne in mind, and this is a
rapid lowering of the temperature of
the heated enimal is not advisable,
and even dangerous. i

One other precaution is to avoid
giving all the water it can hold just
previous to a bard drive. A little
will do the animal good, but too much
will be aa infury.

A horse will do just as well if* water-
ed throe times a day, unless at excep-
tionally herd work. Opinions differ as
to whether water should be kent con-
stant’y before a horse or not. In lead-
ing stables we do not believe it is
custemary.

Experience with Tread Power.

To the cditor “Farmer’s Advocate:”

Sir,—I have bcen a subscriber and
reader of the “Advocate’” for nine or
ten years, and believe it to be the
best farmers’ puper in Canada. 1 have
maver writien anything for the ‘‘Ad-
vocate,”” so I thought I would write a
little ebout my experience with a tread
power, which might be of interest to
some of my brother farmers.

Three years ago last September 1
purchased & three-horse tread power,
and can truly say it was the hest in-
vestment I ever made in farm machin-
ert. I use it almost every day in the
year, end have it placed in a build-
. ing cutside, at the end of my horse

- stable, with a door through the wall,
and run a belt from tread power to
pulley on line shaft, which runs cross-
wise of stables, through feed room,
with -~ pulleys attached opposite ~the
machine 1 wish to run. I use it for
grinding grain, cutting feed, pulping,
pumping water, running cream sepa-

tator fanning mill and wood saw. 1
use from onc to three horses, accord
ing to the work being done; somic-
times running two and three machines
at once; so you see 1 get some good
out of my horses in winter, otherwice
1 wouald have but little for them 1o
do. In summer, when the horses are
working L put oun & Jersey bull to ran
pump and separator, and it is just the
place 1o exercise him and keep him
quict. When you want to use the
power, you have no horses to harness
and hitch. 1 just take halters oil
their heads and let them rum into
iread power loose. As soon as the
animals siep into it you are ready for
business; jusi take off the brake and
away it goes, without any driver, and
it gives a uniform speed. I have it so
arranged that 1 can stop the horses
from any machine I am using by the
use of a rope running through small
pulleys 1o hrake on tread power. Some
ﬁeoplo think a tread power is hard on
orses. My experience is that you can
mak: it so if vou wish, but it is not
necessary te do so; it all depends n
the elevation and speed at which you
run it. The way I run mine is not
harder ou borses than plowing, and
often much easier It is not necessary
to work them very long at a fime, for
yvou can do & little every day, if you
wigh, and hardly give them the neces-
sary cxercise they require; it also
helps to keep them muscled up for
their spring work. One great advan-
tage is that it car be operated in the
barn or shelter, so that rain, cold or
snowy weather will not prevent the
[srmer from using his machinery.—N.
Stouter.

The Horse for the Farmer.

In -discussing the respective merits
of light and beavy horses for the gen-
eral use of the farmer the American
Culuivator says:— :

Percheron or Clydesdale horses serve
excellently well ir the heavy trucking
of the city. Herc is where dead weight
or main strergth and awkwardness
will “count. What would a pair of
these 1,800 to 2,206 pound horses do
on a plow or harrow in the spring
when their feet sink in the mud almost
as deep as the plow? They might not
fvel the weight of the plow, but they
would fecl their own  weight before
night. With a pair of the little Ver
mont Mcrgans, the two of them not
as heavy as cne of those big fellows,
we could draw a heavier load through
a miry pléce or a snowdrift than we
ever .saw u pair of those big ones
draw in a bad place. ¢

And when on the voad they could
trot eight or ten miles an hour or
walk four of five miles on a dirt road
not for one hour cnuly, but for five or
six hours in a day, for as many days
as there are in the week, and that not
in a rubler tired sulky, but a good
honestly made farm wagon with from
two to four persons in it.

That is the kind of horses that used
to be ined in Vermont, and some of
them not quite as compactly built in
Maine, and scme of them a little
coarser built came here from Can-
ada, with legs about as large and
hairy as the Clvdes. None of them
ever get spavins or crooked knees or
tender feet, if they had decent usage,
for they did nct go down the street
as if they had taken a contract to

| pound down the paving stone.

The: breed of these horses cannot be
entirely e¢xhausted There must be
some farmers who have good brood
mares left yei, and there may be a
few stallions that have the Morgan
biood in them. If such can be bred,
we venture a prediction that in  five
years they will be in demand, and in
ten  years mwore popular on our Now
England farms and hilly roads thea
the heaviest Western bred horse that
may be oficred at the sale stables in
the ¢ity. Do not make the mistake of
t'ying to put too much weight into
them by Urying to breed from the
Leavy stallions, nor too long legs on
them in the hope to get the two-min-
ut> horse, but try to get a good, hon-
est, well built horse of 1,000 to 1,100
pounds, with the disposition of a
lamb, the willingness of the ox, and
tha endurance of the mule.

Then a man canget a horse that he
can use from twenty-four to thirty-
fire vears, and the longer he keeps
him tke Letter he will like him. We
bought one of that sort in 1864 said
to ke nine vears old, kept. kim three
vears, and ther sold him to a man
who kept him and drove him.almost
daily for more than twenty-five years.

Canadian Shorthorn Cows Wanted for
St. Louis.

Mr. H. H,“inds, Stanton, Michi
gan, who is selccting the Shorthorns
tor the dairy cow demonstration. at
the St. Louis Exposition, is desirous
of getting in communication with
the owners of best dairy Shorthorn
cows iu Canada, and for that purpose
has written Mr. F. W. Hodson, * Live
Stock (‘ommissioner, Ottawa, for in-
formation regarding the best method
of achivving bis object. He writes
“I am exceedingly anxious to locate
some of the best specimens of dual
purpose shorthorn cows in existence
fcr the purpose of securing them to
enter in the dairy demonstration to
be held at the St. Louis World’s Fair
of next vear. 1 am aware that our
Canadian friends have many specimens
of this type of Shorthorns and am
hoping and cxpecting to receive some
valuable assistance from our friends
a ross the horder. At the Columbian
Werld’s Fair of 1892 we had some very
fine cows from Canada that were se-
lected by a committec of your Short-
horn Rreeders’ Association and were
brovght cut under the auspices of the
Canadiun government. I am opening
corraspondence with many of your
breeders and desire your very able co-
operation and assistance in seeuring a
few cows. for this demonstration from
the Dominion. 1 ‘think the committes
of the Canadian Shorthorn Herd
Book Association is already moving
in this maiter. Of course, should we
secure some cows from Cansada, and 1
think no dovbt we will, the record of
their performance would go into the
aggregate of the very creditable show-
ing that the Dominion will undoubt-
~dly make ir the live stock exhibition
at St. Lonis next year.”

Broaders whn have eows of the sort
described by Mr Hinds, and are will-
ing to allow their animals to go to
St. Louis, should at once open cor-
respenderce  with that gentleman at
the address given above.

HOW 70 AVOID COLDS,

Habitual colds ‘are due to an ill-
kept skm on the outside, and dyspep-
tic muccus memhrancs on the inside,
the result of indigestion ot constipa-
tion, coupled with carelessness.

Cold water, propet food, and com-
mon sense arc the foundations upon
which a ccld cure must rest. A cold
sponge Lath, one to three minutes
| long, with s brisk, dry rub immediate-
ly before and after, is excellent—usual-
ly all that is necessary to keep the
cutaneous circulation alive and the
skin reaclive to sudden changes of
temperature.,

For those unaccustomed to cold wa-
ter, tolerance can be gained in three
weeks’ time by the use of water at
any comfortable temperature, making
it one degree colder each day, until it
can be employed without dread as cold
as it will run. Salt may be added to
the water for its stimulating effect, or
alcohol; witch hazel is afso useful.

Cold water intelligently used does
not steal vitality, it fosters it. - It
stimulates the nerves that control the
expansion and contraction -of the blood
vessels and regulates the cutancous
circulation. The dry Tub is a fair
substitute for those who cannot take
the cold sponge,

Hot water may be employed onece
or twice a week when a full -bath is
taken. This bath should end with a
cold’ sponge.

For cold feet, wading ankle deep in
cold water in the bath tub for one or
iwo minutes kefore retiring will be
found efiective. TIf reaction does not
sct in aler the brisk rubbing, wrap
the fect in flannel; they will soon
thaw out. Do not use hot water bot-
tles or other debilitating forms of
heat. Cold hands may be treated on
the same principle, but they have &
be kept in cold water usually a muc®
longer time
