GETTING RID 0F

It 1s not safe to put cattle into &
baro that bas hounsed tubercular anl-
mals opless it has been thoroughly
cleaned and disinfected, says Hoard's
Dairyman. If the barp is well lighted
a great many of the tubercular germs
will be destroyed by the direct and
the diruse sunlight, but it is scarcely
possible to copstruct a barn so that
the light strikes all parts. It there-
fore becomes very necessary to thor-
oughly clean apnd disinfect a barn that
bas held tubercular animals before
putting healthy animals into the sta-
ble.

of Kenneth Lea.

The lives of four citizens of Kings
County, in the prime of their young
manhood, will thus have met a sudden
and violent death, and four homes will |
have been made desolate by the demon |
liquor. The murderers had been drink-
ing—this was their only and unavailing
excuse for the despicable deed which
made them ecriminals, murderers of an
inoffensive fellow-man.

Probably, in his sane, sober senses,
not one of the brothers would have been
guilty of the deadly assault that caused
the death of Lea, no matter what de-
gree of ill-feeling existed between the

~ dead gman and the men who accom-
his murder. It was the liquor
t “ stole away their brains.”

Surelyino more effective temperance
sermon could ever be preached than the
bare facts that the detaile of this tragedy
convey, :

—Another distressing fatality is re-
ported this week by which a young lad,
in company with others of his age,
carrying fire-arms, met his death by ac-
dental shooting. There is a craze
among boys just passing out of child-
bhood to become possessors of a gun.
Any boy who handles a gun without
having been taught the danger of it, and
the proper precautions in handling it, is
not enly menucing his own safety but
the lives of all with whom ke comes in
comes in contact. That the destructive
element is fostered in boys by the mili- |
tary spirit, so much in evidence in this |
age, is undeniable. Whether this is a
good or & bad trend in the training of
boys is a question open for discussion.
but one thing is self-evident : unless
boys are to be entirely prohibited in the
use of fire-arms, it is a most desirable
and necessary thing that they should be
taught the danger in handling fire-arms
and the proper means of avoiding catas-
trophes by their use.

CREEPING TREES.

Tropical Growths Which Develop Into
Natural Bridges. :

Very familiar objects in tropical
forests are the remarkable Lianas, or
bush-ropes, so-called because their
stems have developed into natural
ropes or cables. There is a necessity
for this style of growth imposed by
the luxuriant frowth of the tropics. To
every green plant a place in the sun
is a necessity. It must have light and
if it cannot get light it dies. The
continuous and rampant growth - of
tropical forests constaptly tends to
choke and smother the slender Liana
and the enormous length of its creep-
ing tendrils ie but the resuit of its
keen struggle for light_and existence.
Thwarted at one point by the dense
foliage, it seeks the line of least re-
sistance, some times creeping along
within easy distance of the ground,
but ever and always climbing toward
the sun. The consequence is that many
equatorial forests are a tangled net-

Canadians Have [ oubled
Every 256 Years.

Race suicide, soc often pointed to
ias a grave peril for France, is invis-
libly remote in French Canada. The
'{)rovince of Quebeec so abounds in
| large families that it is capable of
| supplying the deficiency of its mother
| country. Indeed, the late distinguish-
{ ed economist, Mr. Leroy Beaulieu, re-
| cently said: “Give us 10,000 French-
| Canadians and we will repeople
{ France.” In 1754 the last census un-
| der French regime showed 55,000
French in Canada. This number has

| doubled every twenty-five years, says’ |

| Eugene Rouillard, so that now they
| aggregate 3,300,000.

A paternal government has not been
slow to reward the effort of its people
| in “multiplying and replenishing” the
| earth, says a recent writer..

In 1890 the Government of the Pro-
| vince of Quebec passed a law grant-
ing & piece of land to every head of a
{ family that could boast of twelve or
. more children. This grant was later
changed to a cash premium. Until
1905 a total of 5,414 families received
{ the premium. Of this number 150
| families had 14 to 18 living children;

in some cases where one Or the other
of the parents was married twice, the
pumber of living children ranged from
18 to 27 children. Since the founda-
tion of Quebec in 1608 there have
bheen entered upon the parish regis-
ters, up to 1883, a total- of 2,900,000
births, or 67.25 per one thousand popu-
lation. French-Canadian families of
eight and ten children are not un-
common. The average size of a family
is five children—an average that will
be maintained, one should think, un-

are a few. On the other hand, they
have no poor. The poor, even in the
great city of Montreal, are not French-

citizens, the writer asked him if there
were a large number of pcor. He an-
SWered that practically there were no
poor. - ‘“We are neither rich nor ppor.
Every one makes a living, and a com-
fortable living. Our farmers are even
prosperous.” The question was asked
if the large families did not have
the tendency to make the people pocr,
and he laughed and said that on the
farms the large families were a dis-
tinet advantage, for, while farmers in
Enzlish-speaking portions of the coun-
try could get no help at all, the

French-Canadians mnever lacked for

Large families do not appear to in-

terfere with educational opportuni-
ties. In the archdiocese of Montreal
there is a Catholic population o 472;-
000. Roughly, we might say that 400,-
000 of these are French-Canadians.
For this population there is one uni-
versity, having a normal school and
faculties of arts, medicine, law, etc.
There are eight classical colleges and
731 Catholic schools. And then we

King George, like the late King Ed-
ward, does everything that lies in his
power to prevent undue trouble or ex-
ense being incurred by those whom
e visits, and everything that savors
of ostentation is most obnoxious to

that a certain amount of formality
should be carefully observed, and all
this runs into money. His Majesty,
for instance, is invariably accompan-
ied by an Equerry, who, by reason of
his position, becomes a member of
the house party, while if the Queen
travels with His Majesty, her Lady-
in-Waiting has likewise to be inelud-
ed among the ‘guests. It is very rare-
that the King is attended by more -
an two body servants; while three
maids, as a rule, suffice for Queen

It is laid down that His Majesty
must upon all oceasions have a suite
of apartments to himself, and it is
desired that these should be as far
removed from the rooms of the other
members of the house party as pos-
sible. A similar suite has to be pro-
vided for Queen Mary when she is
present. - Not many years ago a well-
known ncbleman who was ‘entertain-
ing the present King for the first time
spent over $10,000 in providing a new
suite of rooms for His Majesty’s occu-
pation.

Whenever it is at all possible, the
King also desires that he should be
placed in telegraphic and telephonic
communication with the royal pal-
aces, 8o that he may be within easy
reach of his secretaries and the chief
officials of his household. Most coun-
try seats are, of course, to-day upon
the telephone, but the telegraph is a
very “different matter, and when the
late King Edward was once staying
in the North of England his host spent,
$650 to provide a. special telegraph
wire. His late Majesty, as it happen.
ed, only required to make use of it
upon one occasion, when he wired ex-
actly eight words to Buckingham Pal-
ace—surely” the most expensive tele.
gram that was ever dispatched.

If you were to stretch an
invisible thread north and south
across this space you would find that
in the course of each day no fewer
than 500,000 persons passed and re-
passed, together with 50,000 vehicles.
And the busiest corner of all in this
busy acre is immediatdly outside the
Mansion House, for rather more than
half the traffic crossing our imaginary
boundaries passes that way. The re-
sults of a traflic census taken by the
city police show that on an average
day some 30,000 vehicles pass this par-
ticular corner, while the pedestrian
traffic is well over 250,000, and these
figures are constantly increagng.
