our church. Ngulu was very anxious that this relatives should
hear the good news of the gospel which had been such a blessing]
to himself. He brought several boys and a sister from Bailundy
district, some eight days from here. His sister died last year,
and now this boy. He thought the matter over and decided he
could not keep these children here so far away from thei
parents. So he would take his wife and little one and go witt§f
them to Bailundu. He will settle near the mission station there§
from which church he came with Mr, Currie to form this statio}
some ten years ago. He has done a good work here. We arg
sorry to lose him but we follow him with our prayers that h
m.y be kept by the power of God and be used of the Lord ther
as he was here. His reason for going, was to be near his ow
people and be able to get these young folks to school and yet b
near their parents. B
