Animals
may be kept for domestication if a permit is secured from the
Minster of Agriculture and Immigration for same. Birds killed
during open season may be kept for food for fifteen days only after
close of season,

The eggs of any of the said birds shall not be taken, destroyed, or
had in possession at any time, nor the nests disturbed.

No person either on his own behalf or as agent for others, shall
purchase, barter or trade for any skin or pelt of any fur-bearing
animal above mentioned which has been killed during close season.

The export of the said birds and animals out of the Province is

rohibited—except only by specisl permit two live animals or birds

or purposes of domestication.

A license fee of $50 18 required by all persons not domiciled in
Manitoba to hunt and shoot in the Province, to be had of the Minis-
ter of Agriculture, Winnipeg, good for the year.
