(a) All kinds of deer including cabri and autelope. elk or wapiti,
moose, reindeer or cariboo, or the fawns of such animals. between
the 15th Decem ber and the 15th October next following, and the
animals mentioned are not to be taken, hunted or killed at any time
for sale or barter. Limit, two deer each person any one season.
This does not apply to deer the private property of any person and
are taken or killed by himi or with hisconsent, on his own premises.
(b) Ali varieties of grouse, including prairie chickens,
pheasants and partridges, between l5th Nov'r and 1st day of October
next following, and noue of the birds mnentioned shall be exposed or
offered for sale or sold, and no person shall kill more than 100 ln
one season nor more titan 2 ln one day. (c) Woodcock, plover
(except the upland plover and the golden plover), smpe and Sand.
pipers, between 1et of Jan and tst Aug. (d) Upland plover between

None of the said animals or birds (except the animals in sections
f and g) shall be trapped or taken by means of traps, nets, snares,
gins, baited lines or other similar contrivances, nor shall such be set.

Batteries, swivel guns, sunken punis, ulgit lights, or spring guns,
shall not be used or be ln the possession of any person. at any lime,
to kill or destroy any animal mentloned. Animals may he kept for
domestication but permit 1s required for saute fromi Minister of
Agriculture. Heads of deer, for mîounting or stuffing may be held
ny taxitdermiists If not taken during close season, or if imported
imust be accompanied by a declaration of owner showing that
imported for said purpose and not taken during close season of
place fromn whence imported.

No poison or poisonous substance shall be used or exposed to kili
or take any animal or bird protected by this Act.

No person shall have in his possession any of the said animals or
birds, or parts thereof, no matter where procnred, with the excep-
tlon of the skin of animals that have not been killed during the close
season. during the period in which the same la protected. Animals
may be kept for domestication if a permit la secured from the
Minster of Agriculture and Immigration for saine. Birds killed
during open season may be kept for food for ifteen days only after
close of season.

The eggs of any of the sald birds shall not be taken, destroyed, or
had la possession at any lime, nor the nests disturbed.

No person either on bis own behalf or as agent for others, shall
purchase, barter or trade for any skin or pelt of any fur-bearing
animal above mnentioned which has been killed during close season.

The export of the said birds and animals out of the Province is
prohibited-except only by specisl permit two live animals or birds
for purposes of domestication.

A license fee of $50 Is required by all persons not domlciled ln
Manitoba to hunt and shoot in the Province, to be had of the Minis-
ter of Agriculture, Winnipeg, good for the year. Permission
from owner, agent or occupier of land or of enclosed ground la re-
quired. Trained or sporting doge shall not be allowed to run at large
unaccompauled. Offences against the Act shall be punished by
siummary conviction on information or complaint before a J.P. or
Magistrate.
