H. W. Swewart of St. John and Jobn M, Ford of
Milton, Q Co., were elected to take charge of the
educational fund. Elders Crawford and Wallace
were invited Ln membership in the meeting. They
accepted and helped greatly by their wise counsel,
J. E Edwards, financial manager of 1'ne Curis-
TIAN sent in & model report. Ho had received
8495, expended $403; balance on hand £92. 1t
was decided to divide the profits from this fund
next yesr. Elder Crawford was tendered a hearty
vote of thanks for his invaluablo sorvices as editor
of Tne CHURISTIAN, and the hape expressed that he
might lice long to successfully conduct it. Geo.
F. Barnes of St. John was elected co-editor of

Adjourned to meet again at 2 p. m. Quarterly
meetings weore appointed as follows: December at
Tiverton, March at St. Joho and June at South-
ville.

-during the year. Mrs. Ford, Mrs. Flaglor and

Miss Pagyaon wore appointed to prepare a pre-
gramme for next meoting. Mrs. Ford is a model
president. [t was not decided which country they
would send aid to, bus Japan seomod to be the
favunite, although Chine bad many strong supe
purters. Tho secrotary was ordercd to correspond
with tho Ontatio and United States Foreign Mis-
sionary Socioties, The bye-laws of the Women's
Fureign Missionary Suciety were adopted.

Adjourned to meot at tho next annual,

After this meotiug a gale of wind with heavy
rain came on and provented a great many from at-
tonding the missionary meoting at 8 p. m.

NOTES.

Westport is on Briar Island, opposite Long
Island; has a population of about 800 and showed
a gain during the last ten years; has steam com-
munication with St. John and Yarmouth three
times a week. Fishing is the chief industry, in
which an average business has been doue this year,
Visitors tind as pleasant a people, and more com-
fortable homes than are generally found in fishiog
villages. They trade principally with St. John.

It is the home of E. C, Bowers, M. P. for Dighy
county. It was learned on Saturday that Mr,
Buwors had arrived from Ottawa to attend this
meeting, and all were glad to meot this genial
Christian gentlewan. His beautiful home was
thrown open, everybody was made welcome and en-
joyed hie bounteous hospitality. On Wednesday
the steamer ** Woymonth" failing to arrive, Mr.
Rowers ordered out his schooner ‘¢ Magic” and
invited sll on board for Weymouth, Fifty-six ac.
cepted, and in a few hours were comfortably
housed there. On tho trip Mr. Bowers provided
refreshments for the party and was untiring in his
attontions. When nearing Weymouth, I. Cushing
moved and H. W. Stowart seconded a voto of
thauks to Mr, Bowers.

Rerorr oFr HoME Mission Boarbp.

To the Disciples of Christ in Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick :—

Breruren,—We wore called on to assume the
responsible duties of the Homeo Mission Board for
the past yoar. We entered on the work with
much fear; but finding that we had the help, ad-
vice and sympathty of many of our oldest and best
brethren we swere able to get on with the work
much easier than we expected.

Wo bave tried to rouse the brethren to greator
zeal and to give more liverally to the mission work.
The receipts show that much has beon accomplish-
ed and we hope to see the contributions growing
larger each year.

As advised on all sides we secured an evangelist
from the T 8. You are all familiar with the work
done by him. He labored four months and re-
ported added to the church by baptism, 10 ; from
the Baptists, 5 ; restored, 10 ; by letter, 2—Total,
27. He preached 107 sermons.

After Bro. Applegate’s ongagement ceased, we
correspunded with J. A, L. Romig, of Kansas.
We were about to agree to his offer to come and
evangelize ; when he informed us that he had de-
cided to stay another year in Kansas.

The time of the annual being near we decid-
ed not to get any one from abroad for the present,
but to get our preachers to labor fora month or
moro at pointe of their selection, where they
thought a good work could bo done. Bro. H.
Murray spent a week ut Nauwigewauk, but on an-
count of not beiug able to get a suitable place to
preach in had to give up the meetinz, much to our
regret, as we think there is a good prospect of
organizing a church and building a house of wor-
ship there.

Bro, Ford spent a week at River John and bap-
tized one. J¥e then visited Bro. Fullerton at
Pictou for a week. He has done much good at
these points, and given us valuable information as
to their needs, Many places have asked for aid
and for an evangelist. We know with a good
preacher in the field & grand work can be done.

Wo correspunded with R, Moffatt, Secrotary of
the General Mission Board of the United States,
and are lead to think that if thi? meeting would
take some action to place our needs, and show the
importance of our field to the missionary meeting
of the United Statesin October next, that they
would send one of their evangelists here, or would
aid us to support one,

Wo are deeply indebted to those who have so
kindly given us advice and information, and also
to those who have collected from the churches, To
them is due the credit of the receipts being so
much more this year than last. We hope and pray
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thoy will not relax their efforts in the mission
work, 1 ut will work on knowing that * The Great
Misstonary ” will give them a glorious reward.

‘The secretary has received about 200 letters and
cards and has written about 225,

Four months and three weoks ovangelizing has
been done.  Thore has been added to the churches,
by baptism, 11; from tho Baptists, 5; restured,
10 ; by letter, 2,—total, 28.

Our time of holding office has expired and all are

free to chovse whom they will to serve them for
next year,

ANNUAL MEETING NOTES,

This was a very encouraging feature of the meeting.
In this particular is seen the growth and increased
interest of our unnual meotings from yeat to year.
We have known persons who would go to the an-
nuul for the sake of tho visit. But we are coming
to sev that these meotings are not the place for
visitors but for workers. ‘e go because we have
an interest in the wouk, and we wan: to loarn how
to be more successful in the church, and lond our
influonce to the better way of promoting every
goud word and work.

We found the idea of having the meoting pro-
grammed was a good one and worked admirably.
The workers know what they have to do and whom
they have to hear. Those who preach come pre-
pared, and are not surprised when called upon or
dissppointed when neglected, This will account
for the good feeling and excolleut spirit manifestod
throughout the meeting,.

OQur Friday evening meeting was led by Bro,
Cooke, who gave us a hearty welcome on behalf of
the church to their homes. Bro, Cuoke had his
part of the work well conducted through all the
meetings. The deep intercst seen and felt in this
our first meeting inspired us with hope and con-
fidence in the success of our annual guthering,

The subject for Saturday morning was, *‘ The
Prayer Meceting.” Bro. Williain Murray led
the confercnee with appropriate remarks upon
the subject. He emphasized the importance of
prayer snd the prayer meating, and made plain the
fact that a dull prayer meetityg means a dull and
lifeless church; that no prayer meeting means no
church worthy the name of church. He who will
not meot with Christ in the prayer mesting has
not much of a chance of meeting Him in heaver.
The remarks of others that followed were very in-
teresting, and brought out the necessity of the
¢ prayer meeting,” its nature and relation to our
other work. One speaker thought there might be
guod resalt from a dull prayer meeting. Another
speaker thought a dull meeting was worse than no
meeting. One brother remarked that we ‘- enjoy
a good meeting aud endure a poor one.” Another
brother thought that * there should be 2 change in
the order in order to prevout it from becoming
formal.” Another ono said ** it was soul we needed
and not machinery; that unless there could be a
deep degree of spirituality tho meeting would be
profitiess.” Another thought the better tho ma.
chine the more effectuel wonld be the work.”
Another thought the great need *‘was a good
leader that would strike the right key in the begin-
ning of the meeting.” 1t was made evident that
thore is a great neca that more interest should be
given to our prayer meetings; that they are below
the mark where any great degree of success can
accrue from them.

Tho afternoon mesting was on the subject of
‘tchurch work.” Thero was quite a wnion of
sentiment in regard to our present need in the

work of building up the cause of Christ. Tho
need of the present age is not to prove the Bible
is trus, nor to produce a uew Bible or 2 new gospel.
The first century gospel is the gospel needed in the
nineteenth century, It was, and is, and always
will be God's power to save. To change this and
produce another gospel is to come under the curse
of high heaven. But tho great work before us is
in 3o teaching and applying this gospel that nine-.

teeuth contury ninds may receive it. Our failures
havo been, not in receiving the truth, but in hid-
ing it in the bushels of our own idiogyncrasies; in
not being as ** wige as serpents and as harmless as
duves,” and 1n not becomiog a:l things to all men,
that wo might win some to Chriet. Tu suppose we
can be successful in the firat century applications
to the nineteenth century minds is bad sense and
worse roligion, ~ud is a long wav from becoming
“all things to all men." Hore is seon the
farlure of the ¢ Dunkarda' and the ¢ River sido
brethren,” thoy hide whut truth they have undet
the early forms and plans of the first conturies.
When wo take into consideration the fearful lack
of wisdom in the spplication of the truth we are
not surprized that the church has not been more
successfnl, but rathor surprised that under such
conditions it has done 8» much, The remarks that
were offored at this meeting on this subjectshowed
that our great need in church wark was, as already
remarked, in the shining of the light so that others
might bo blessed, There is no doubt that we are
firat in the reatoring of primitive Christianity, but
thore are grave donbts as to being first iu the ap-
propriation and application of it. Tho sentiment
and voico of our interesting meoting seem to be-
that it was neccasary to adapt ourselves and ac-
commodate ourselves to the contingencies of life;
that if we fail in this, our work wiil be a succes-
siou of prolitless strugyles against the storm of’
life.

Our Saturday evening meeting was just fine.
The house full to a suar; the singing 1uspiring;
the text a tonic; the talk as clear and invigorating
as the mountain air, kindling our hearts with:
vuthusinsm, and causing them to burn within us;
the preacher, Hiram Wallace; closing hymn:

**Thou woulds't bo saved
Why not to-nightt*

The 7 o'clock Sunday morning meeting was a
‘‘gweet hour of prayer.” We folt like the three
disciples on the mount: *Lord it is good for us to
be hore.”! Ono of the hymns we sang.voicod the
sentiment of every heart:

“Thou Savilour dear,
It is not night when Thou art near,”

Bro. Crawford delivered the Annual Meeting
Sermon ot 10.30. We were all benefited by this
sermon, aud girded with renowed streugth. May
his life be lengthened many yoars, aud its snuset
a goldou one, a fit prolude to the ¢ New day.”

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EDITORIAL.

Tae DIsCIPLES oF CHIST.

After the effurts of threo quarters of a century to
make known to all men the labors und aims of the
poople known as ** Lusciples of Christ” or ** Chris
tians,” tho question: What is their peculiar faith
and practice scems as new to-day as in the past.

That the guestion ia still now is rather a caunso of
gratitude than regrot, becauso thero is now a greater
desire to prove all things than in the past, and so
& better «pportunity to hold fast that which is
good. To all candid readers who desire to under-
atand this pooplo the following is submitted with
meekness and fear.

What the Disciples preach and tcach:

1st. They preach Christ; aud 2nd, Christ cruci-
fied. The first the truth of the puspel, tho second
the fucts uf the gospel. T'ruth is something spuken,
Fact is something doye.

The tiuth of the gospel was not first spoken by
an inspired man or by an augel, but by God Him-
sulf, who declared at the Jordan of Jesus: ¢ Thou
art 1y belured Sun”, elc , ete. They declare this a3
the great foundation truth, the rock truth on which
Jesus builds His Church, the bolief of which saves
men who when they intelligently and afivetionatoly
receive it receive the recurd which Gud gave of
Hs S, and set to their seal that Gud is true.
They alzo dec'are to sinners that Christ died for
our sins accerding to the seriptures, that he was
buried, aud that He rose again tho third day ac-
cording to the scriptures. They tell the people
that this gospel was sent to every creature, to all
the world, and they affectionatoly urge sinners to
telieve in Jesus as the Sen of the living Gud with
ali their heart, and repent of all their sins und turn
to the Lord, who is waiting to pardon them by
virtue of His own death on the cross for them.

When men believe the gospel of Christ and want
to know how they can be saved, they are pointed
to the last commission of Jesus in which He pro-
wised to save, and there they can read the
Saviour’s words: ‘* Ho that believeth and is bap-
tized shall besaved.”” When they are fully satisfied
with this promise of the Son of the living God
they cowe out and with their mouth confess ““the
great truth,” aud on that confession they are bap-
tized into the name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Spirit.  The divinity of Jesus the
Christ they make prominent wn everything. The
Father sunvunced 1t, the Son laid down His life
confessing it, and tho Holy Spirit confirmed it in
the 1esurtection of Christ,  Thig is the truth that
saves the tinner and holds up the entite Churchk
of Ged

The Disciples have beon and are severely cen-
sured for not telling siuners that they must be
saved beforo they are baptized. But as salvation
is all from first 1o last in the hands of Christ, and
He has said in His last commission, ** He that be.
heveth and is baptized shall be saved,” they canuot
reverse it and teach that ** he that believeth shall
be saved and then be baptized.” They seo the
apostles with the Holy Spirit sent down from
heaven working under that commission, and in
cvery case adhering to its arraugements, and feel
that they must abide by them at any cost. For so
doing they are accused of placing salvation in
water, which they most positively deny, and de-
clare that ealvation is in Christ alone, who hae un
absolute right to ofter it to men on His own terms.
This He does for all time in the commission (Mark
xvi:16).

While others hold that their preachers aro am-
bassudors ot Christ, the Disciples teach that only

the twelve apostles of Christ are his ambassadors
for the following reasons: He in person sent them
wut in His vame. ‘This ia not true of othors,
He sont them out with a now message, which
is only true ‘of them, Mo promised to bind
and loose in hoaven what they would bind
and Joose on earth. This was not true of
others. Ho gave them miraculons powers as
their credentials, but did not give thom to others
Faithful preachers now have no rew message, but
deolare the apostles’ messago to the people which God
has alieady proved true by them who have heard
che Lord Jesus, ‘‘ bearing them witness both with
signs and wonders and with divers miracles and
gifts of the Haly Ghest according to His own will,”
(Heb, i:4) The Disciples point all men to Ghrist
for instruction, and to those men whom He
miraculously qualified to guide them after Ilo wont
to heaven.

They teach that Peter was a leader among the
apnstl 8. Not that he had any authority over the
rest, for he had not, aud they vever did anything
in the name of Peter. But that Jesus mnade him a
leader, gave to him and 0 no one else the keys of
the Kingdom of Heaven, so that he might tell both
Jows and Gentiles to enter tho Kingdom, which
he did to the Jows on the day of Pentecnst and to
the Gentiles at the House of Curnelius (Acts ii:10
chap)  They thus regard Petor as the model
preacher under Christ, and his sermon on the day
of Pentecost the model sermon furall coming time.
They preach the same Jesus whom he preached.
When men believe with the heart, as they did,
and ask, What shall we do? they give them the
sume direction which he did, and make the sameo
promise to the obedient which he did to the obedi-
ent, because Peter said: The promise is unto you
aud to your children and to all that are afar off, even
to as many as the Lord our God shall call (Acts
ii:39)

When sinners hear the gospel and are convinced
cf their sins, so th:t they love the Saviour, and
with all their heart ask, What shall we do? the
Disciples do not tell theso enquirers to scek the
prayers of the church nor offer their service to
pray for them, because Jesus did not tell his apos-
tles to do so, and the apostles did not offer to pray
for such. They believe that Joesus loves sinners
more than any Christian can, and is anxiously
waiting tv save every sinner who will submit to
His plain terms, and they daie not make deeper
the false impression on the sinner’s mind that
Jesus is keeping back from him his salvation, and
that He will only be prevailed upon to give it at
the earnest pleadings of the sinner and of those
who are in sympathy with him., XNo, they want
the sinner to understand that Christ is not keeping
back his salvation, that He is willing and ready
that the change will not be ir. Christ but in him,
and that he must submit to Christ and not Christ
to him; and so they declare Christ's own message
to enquirers.

Agnin, the Disciples observe a clear distinction
botween a change of leart and tho assurance
of pardon, which two are often confounded, snd
leads to confusion. Becauso they declare that Jesus
has vot promised in the commission that the sinner
will be saved or pardoned uutil ho believes and is
baptized, and that Peter did not, premise his hearers
the ¢ift of the Foly Spirit uuntil they reponted and
were baptized in tho name of Jesus, the Disciples
aro charged with teaching that therc is no chungs
of heart until the sinner is baptiz:d. Now, a
change of heart is one thing and the assurauce of
of pardon is another, When Potor’s henrers heurd
of their crimies and of Jesus’ love they had a
change of heart. They were pricked in their heart
with deepest anguish when they asked, What shall
we do? but they had no assurance of pardon, but
they wero told to repent and be baptized, ete., ote.
Their heart was changed beforo they asked what

to do. But they had the gift of the Holy Spirit
after they repented and were baptized and not
bofore, The Spirit of God bore witness with their
spirit that they were children of God, filling them
with joy and peace. Su the Disciples toach that men’s
hoarts must be so changed by the Spirit of God as
to love Jeaus an dhate their sins bofore they are
fit to bo baptized, but that the assurance of pardon
and tho gift of the Holy Spirit ave promised to the
obedient, There must be a death to sin before
there is a burial and resurrection with Christ in

baptism.

DEATH,

Of all the conquerors the world has ever known
— and it has known many — death is the groateat,
the most powerful, and is the most dreaded by
mankind. It has been said that death conquers
all; and it sometimes seems a3 if there were no
way of conquering this ‘ king of terrors" aund
terror of kings. DBut has not death been con-
quered? Yes. Christ conquered deatl and brought
hfe and immortality to light,

There are two kinds of death, physical and
spiritual.  The physical death destroys our frail
budies and separates the soul from them. This
physical death we must «ll pass through: for Panl
n his letter to the Hebrews says: * It is apponted
unto men once to d1o.” Tho spurtual death sepa-
rates and drives away the soul from God after the
physical death has separated that soul from the
budy. This death, then, need no one die. I,
unhke the other, can be escaped; and as the cause
of spiritual death is sin, to escape it is to repent of
our sins and turn to Christ and live, for he is just
and fatbful to forgive and cleanse from all un-,
rigzhteousness.

Death is somethiny that is dreaded by mankind,
True, there have been smne who longed for it to
relieve them of their sufferings, but when wo aro
in the midst of health and pleasure wo shudder
at the thought of having to die. And why do we
Jear death? Is it vot when we koow that if we
were to die we would not be accepted ? Our dread
of death is in proportion to the preparation wa
make for it in this life. For wo read in Psalms:
* The dead praise not the Lord, neither any that
go down into silence,” Also in Gelatians: ¢‘ Be
not deceived; God is not mcked: for whatscover
a man soweth that shall he also reap. For he that
soweth to his flesh shall of the fl:sh reap corrup-
tion; but ho that soweth te the spisit shall of the
spirit reap life everlasting.”

Again, why should we fear death7 For what
would have been the vulue of our lifo here had it not
beeu for the death of our Saviour?  And wo read in
Romans that, ** we are reconciled to Gud by the
death of His Sou.” ‘¢ Thus, through death we are
brought into life; for Christ tasted death for erery
wan.” In view of death the Christian has great
responsibility. Bo has his own salvation to work
out, In John we read that; ** if a man keep my
sayings he shall never see death ¥ His next dnty
is to his fellow maun. This is a sacred ducy., For
we read: ‘‘He that eaveth a soul from death
covereth a multitude of sing.” And are wo as
Christians doing this? Are we 1 sing our inflnence
(and we all have an influcnce for goud or evil) to
savo those out of Christ who have no hope of life
hereafter? This is tho Christian’a work, Tt is
ono in which the true Christian delights, for tho
roligion of Jesus Christ is not for one but for all.
For Christ said: * Come unto me all yo that are
weary and heavy laden, and I will give you rest.”
Let us then work while it is day, for the night
cometh when no man can work,
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The true Obriatian has nothing to fear in death.
“ For when this corruptible shall have put on in-
<corruption, and this wortal shall have put on im-
mortality thon shall be brought te pass the saying
that is written: Death ‘s awallowed up in vie-
tory. O death whore is thy sting, oh grave whore
is thy victory ! Tho sting of death is sin, and the
strongth of sin is the Jaw. But thanks be to God
which giveth us the victory threugh our Lotd
Jesus Ohrist,

In Deut, we road of God spuaking to the children
of Israel in theso words: ¢“Sco [ have set beforo
thee this day, life and good, death and evil; and I
call heaven and oirth to record against you that I
sot before you life and decth, blessing and cursing :
Therefore choose LIFE, that both thun and thy sced
may live.” Before each of us is placed the decirion
betweou life and deuth. Thisis the most solemn, the
most important decisivn of our life; for on it de
pends our future happiness, and perhups the hap-
piness of others, for owr lives ivfluence others.
Which will you choose to-uight. This life is the
time to propare for the wext — the presount only is
ours; the past cannnt b recalled; and we have no
promiso of the future; for *‘ we know not what a
day vay bring forth.” We have the same oppor-
tunity for life as we have for death Aud why not
choose life and live. God is ever willing to receive
any and all who will come to Him. Thon let us
not concern ourselves about this earthly death, but
rather to shun that second death which ia ‘¢ ever-
lasting destruction from ti:e presenco of the Lord
and the plory of His power;"” for we know that
physical death only leads Christ's followers to the
beautiful home he has prepared for them, and of
which it is 8aid of those that dwell there: ¢ Thoy
shall hunger no more, neither thirst any muro,
neither shall the sun light on them nor any heat,
for the Lamb which is in the midst of the throne
shall feed them, aud shall load them unto living
fountains of waters, and God shall wipe nway all

tears from their eycs.

“H. M ON ORGANIZALION.

———

Ia the Ssptember numer of TuE Curistiax H.
M. tells his readers that ** we are profoundly satis-
fied with God’s plan and the scriptural plan of
organization,” and that it is a mistake ** that the
gocieties or the associations of the church are sepa-
rate and apart from the church,” He adds that
theso societies ** are not organizations outside and
separate from the church organized,” and in
another place refers to **Eph. iv:16 and 1. Cor. 12
chap.” as giving his view of ‘¢ such orpanization as
wa find in apostolic days.”

It is singular that a respected and experienced
tescher of the faith, who allows the Bible to be its
own interpreter, chould take Paul's description of
spiritual or wiraculous gifts and the place they
occupied in the ancient church and apply it to the
election of officers and the division uf Jabor ir
modern ¢ Sunday-schoola ” or * missionary soci-
eties.” Tho apostle had nothing of the sort in
view, and ‘¢ organization” in the sense in which
our brother uses the word was a thing unknown in
the primitive churches.  Our frionds who wish to
introduce or commend so many of our nineteenth
century ‘*improvements” in order to ** keep up
with the times and the needs of the age,” should
remomber that wo have nothing to do with the
apparent results of scriptural labor, but to leave
these with God while we commit oucselves entirely
to apostolic precedents in evangelizing, and avoid
all ““ plana” for which there is no ** Thus saith the
Lord.”

Nor is there avy forcs in what Bro. H. M. says
about the inconsistency of those who oppose the Y.
P. 8. C. E. yet favor Sunday-achools. Is it lugic
to assert that because A, B and O violate their own
principles that, thereforo, the contrary principles

of D, & and F aro the true ones{ Yet, on this
our brother's argument is mainly based. It is a
groundless assumption to say that such organiza-
tivns arv in the chuich, or part of the church, or
simply the church organized  just because their
moembera are also church membess. If all the
members of an Odd-fellows® Lodge were Christians,
would that be proof that tho loduo was a part of
the churoh or ** church organized” for benevolent
purpuses] Any society, no matter by what name
it is called, that has officors and rules, terms of
membershipand methods of uperation different from
those found in the New Testament is a distinct
thing from tho church itself, and, thovefore, unac-
ceptable to those who look to the Bible alous as
their rule of faith and practice.

Some of our brethren, we fear, are like the
Ephesiavs of vld-—forgetting their firet love and
beginning to sip little by little of Babylonish wine,
As a consequence there is no longer that unity and
fratornal feeling which characterized Disciples of
our Lord years ago. And wheu once we set out
to adopt the custums of sectdom, where is the
stopping place, or who is qualified to say, Thus far
wo may go and no farther? We know nothing
of the divine Will save as we read it in the one
Bouk, When we follow this we are sure we are
right; when we add to it our own wisdom, how
can we trust that Christ will acknowledge us in the
end? But Bro. H. M., in his zsal for modern or-
ganizativn, virtually condemus the whole primitive
church. He says, speaking of a church that had
discuntinued its Sunday-school: ** Here is the in-
evitable result of the upposition to societies, It is
not only anti-scriptural, but anti-salvation to the
cause of Christ.” Then the apratles themselves
weore anti-scriptural aud anti-salvation, for the
churches which thoy organized had no G. C. M.
$.%, § M. S.'s, C. W. B. M.%, Y. P. 8. C. E%,
nor Sunday-schools in auy of their bounds! To
such absurditiea do men come when they set their
own wisdum above the word of the living God.

WHEN HAS A PERSON ETERNAL LIFE?

Jesus answers, “ Ho that believeth on the Son
hath eternal life ; and he that belisveth not the Son
shall not see life ; but the wrath of God abideth
on him.” John iit. 36.

Now cortain schools of theology have taught —
taking this answer as authority,— that eternal life
is a gift of God immediately bestowed upon the
person believing prior to any act uf obedience.
Lot us see if we can find out the meaning of the term
or torms here used by the Saviour and translated
‘* believeth not” then we shall know what the
Saviour meant when using  beliereth ™ as the con-
dition of eternal life,

The word employed by the Saviour and translat-
ed ** believeth not ™ occurs some sixteen or Seventeen

times in the New ‘Testament. Tho word is Apeitheo,

but in King James’ translation is not auniformly
translated, a fact which will be apparent as we pro-
coed. In the following places the word (orsome
form of it) used by the Saviour in John iii. 36, can
be fouud and the italicized words are the various
translations of this word.

(1). He that *¢ belicveth not ™ the Sun shall not see
life. John iii. 36.

(2). Bat the ** unseLIEVING " Jowsstirred up the
Gentiles. Act xiv. 2.

(3). But the Jews which ** BELIEVED NOT.” Acts
xvii. b.

(4). When Dires were hardoned and ¢ BKLIEVED
Nor.” Acts xix, 9.

(5). Do Nor oBey the truth. Rom. ii. 8.

(6.) All day lung I have stretched forth my hands
unto & * PI1OBEDIENT.” Rom, x. 21

In the foregoing wo notice that Apeitheo is trans-
lated ton times by ‘¢ belicveth not — not believed —
or unbeliever ” —— the remaining siz by ¢* obeys not ?
or ‘‘disobedient.” ln examining the wmarginal
readings we find that four out of tho ten read
% 0BEYS NOT" or ditobedient — lvaving but six out
of tho sixteen favoring the translation by any
form of the verb believe.

The American Bible Union follows closely the
common Eoglish version — with the exception of
Acts xvii. 5 — believeth not is omitted and Rom, xi.
30~31 is disobeyed and verse 42 has disobedience.

The Living Oracles — a traunslation of tho New
Testament from the original Greck — by Doctors
G. Campbell, James Macknight and Philip Dodd-
ridge — and revised by A. Campbell — gives some
form of the word believe with the nepative n the
five following passages — Acts xiv, 2, xvii, §, xix.
9, Heb. iii. 18, x1. 31. In ten others is found
vt disobedience® or obeys not — and in John i, 36 it
reads He who rejucts the Son shall not see life.

The ¢ rovised version ”’ gives WITHOUT EXCEPTION
somoe form of the word ** pisoBey.” So that John
jii. 36 reads : Ho that believeth on the Son hath
oternal life, but he that obeyeth not the Son shall
not seo lifo — but the wrath of Gud abideth on
him, According to the evidenca befure us and
much more at our command, we are justified in
saying that a man receives elernallife when he
oBEYS the Son and not before  And to this agreeth
the words of the inspired writer, ‘‘ And beingz mada
perfect He (the Saviour) became the author of
eternal salvation (or oternal hife) unto all them that
oboy him. Heb. v, 9 T. H. C.

THE PARABLE OF THE TALENTS.

This parable is probably one of the most familiar
to the diligent Bible student. The preacher use
it often as a favorite theme. Its fuluess is sur-
passed ouly by its simplicity. To sinner and saint
alike its adaptability is incomparable. He who
would find its treasures must search eagerly; for,
like many other passages of seripture, this ** growa
the more by reaping.” Let us study it a short
time, in an introductory way, for at best all that
can be said is moerely a door of extrance, a prelude,
a begiuning.

The man travelling into a far country is the
Master; His rveturn will be after His meditorial
reign shall end, the servants are the Disciples.
To the servants were ontrusted tslents to be in-
creased by profitable use, and each was to be *‘re-
warded according to his work,” The numbers five,
two, one have uo special significance; any uther
numbers might just ag well be used, We aro well
acquainted with the talemis of the parable, but
what bhearing has the parable, and especially the
talent on the Disgiples of to-day? We often hear
it said that a brother has a talent for speaking,
anothoer for praying, etc., and that these talents are
to bo inproved; the talents, in most cases, ure

wade to refer to natural ability.
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Now, whilo it is truo that the word talent, by
the accommodation of specch, has come tv mean
8 special gift in some particuiar lino, yot the iuter-
protation of the parable as briefly given above,
which is the cominonly recerved rendering of it,
while truo in part, obscures or omits entirely the
real application of it to those who have lived sinco
the Saviour's timo; fur it is possible that a man
may improve his talents or natural abilities to the
ntmost without doing good to any, theroby occu-
pywg the double pusition of the five and vne talent
man  The omissic.. of the distinction as laid down
in the text deprives the parablo of its true mean-
ing. Now, lot e say, that the {alents ure not our
abilities; for in the text talenls, not abilities were
given. He gave to every man according to his several
ability, ure the words ueed, The number of talents
given depended ou tho extent of the ability of each.
The man with the most received five talonts and
the others wero eutrusted commensurato with their
ability.  Every ono in the kingdom has abilitiee,
and those who havo not aro not fit subjects of it.
All have talents just as certainly as they have
ahilities. Lot no ono say they have no talent, and
are, therefore, ns dead branches on a living tree.
Abilities come by nature, talents by graco, When
the Master calla us intv His servico the poorest as
woll as well as the richest in natural attainments
can find *‘ talent” all along their respective lines.
Bear in mind, however, that the talent and ability
are no way synonymous, the former is something
capable of improvement; the latter being the
power of improving the talent. Thia distinction
must be constantly kept boture us, or we will con-
found things that ditfer, and thereby be con-
fused.

Whatever may bs the real signification of the
talent, and it may be many things, yet to my mind
talents are our opportunities for doing good. Cer-
tainly these are always in proportion to our abili-
ties. By improving them as they come to us by
the moments or tho hours we have great reward.
These are nur Master's treasures, and so they appear
for the first time rugged, crude, naked, they may
not carry with them any value, but when we im-
prove them, transform them by the power of a
sinsle act, they may have the wourth of shining
glistering, gold. It is by a0 doing that we lay up
treasures in heaven. Opportunities and abilities
are the Christian’s stock in tradé, and as we use
one upon the others to-day we gain promise for the
morrow, To the man with the most tulents, and the
man with the least the *“ woll done” will be said.
They both did their best, and that is all the Master
expecta. Wo never do our best, however, until
we do our all. The nan worth one talent might
have had said to him well done, his talent was in
proportion to his ability, but he digged in the
earth and hid his Lord’s money, ¢ Thou wicked
and slothful servant,” fell upon his ears ringing
with doom, Alas! tvo many in the church t>-day
are hiding their talents, allowing their opportu-
hities; as golden as tho hours, to go unheeded, aud
to be lost forever, We can no more call them back
than we can call a sou! from the other world. How
great are our responsibilities! ‘¢ Why stand ye
here all the day idle?”
