Capada
papers, of which the editor of the Free: Press, as well as allithe
world,might easily convince themselves, - If-the'Free Press had
confined tself to “saying that the Specfateur Canadien dnd-the
Canadian Spectator were the two papers in Lower Canada,
which had spoken the most frequently, and’ the most, forcibly,
against the union, we should not'have thought ourselves under
the necessity of calling bis remarks in question ; but .when the
editor says that those two papers are the only constitutional and
anti usionist papers in the province, we ought pot:to remain si-
lent ; it is our duty to point out the error, were it only to.pres
vent its traversing the Aflantic, This remark of the:Free
Press might tend to induce the belief that'the advocates for the
union are very numerous, and that thiere are a great number af
Canadians amongst, them, on thie ground -thet it might be con-
cluded from what was said, that ail the papers of. the proviuce,
those two alone excepted, were unionist, and that even there ex-
isted French papers qmt,;vere favourableto the'union ;. whilst,
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o the copirary, it is kaown to all here that the unionists are,
as it were, a mere-handful of men, that there ave not any, o1
scarcely any, Cavadisns amongst them, and that all-the papers
of Lower Caoada that ave pubhshed in the French lapguage,
are, and ought to be, upon pain of having neither subscribers
por readers, opposed to theumon, ‘T'he Canrdicn of Quebec,
avd the Constatutionnel of 'hree Rivers, will be_no less surpri-
sed than we are at this mistake of the free Press, and will e-
qually hasten to expose 1. [Instead of there being only two
coostitutiona) and aoti-uaionist papers w Lower Canada, we
reckon up six, aol even seven, it we roclude the Mercury, which
has always appeared to us to be more opposed to, than 1n fa-
vour of, the unton ¢ thesesix are, the four Freuch papers, the
Speclator, aod the Free Press, the editor of which forzets his
own, which must, however, be also reckoned amongst the oth-
ers.”

which we know is condemned by a great majonty of the Ca-
nad:ans, as a custom aboundiog io folly indecency, and immo-
sulity, it would be as unreasonable theace to form the conclu.
sion that the Gazelle is oot a constitutional and anti uniopist pa-

_ 'per, asit would beto argue that a Spanigh newspape: that mght
fiud fault with the fandango, or with bull-fights, was therefore
veither constitutional nor patriotic.”

I am ready to ackuowledge that my assertion was too sweep-
ing, and that the Gazette Canadienne is entiled to rank e-
mongst these papars whose pohitics lean towards the popular,

.constitutional, and anti-uvionist side, There is, however, in
that paper, éven upon the editor’s own shewing, a Jukewarm-
ness and forbearance, that I can not approve of.  In graud po-
hucal questions, whoever is not decidedly with us, is agaiost us;
avd 1 would recommeund, in future, to that paper, if it be wish-
ed to refain or augment its present hist of subscribers, to be a hit-
tle warmerin the cause. As to the Canadien of Quebec, and the
Constdutionnel of 1 hree Rivers, though both by their tles aud
pubhc report, I have reason to conclude they are of the right
kidney, 1 am potenabled to speak from personal koowledge,
as, although 1 always seud the Free Press in order to exchange
with them, 1 have not for aix months had a Canadien, and never
received 8 single Constrtutionnel,
With respect to the charnivarri; we areat issze both asto the
merits of the custom itself, and as te the hght in which the ma.
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jor.part of the Canadians view it. I believe that but a few of
them will be inclived to mataro that there is cither folly, inde
cency, or immorality in it.

The edutor of the Canadiau ppeciator,has done me the hoa-
our of extractiog fram No. 36, some of my observations on the
subject of the late wterference of the governor-in-chief; in the
interusl mansgement of the Agricuttural Society of Mootrea),
takg the occasion likewise to express his approbation of the
gounduess of the privciples they contan. It 18 always gratify-
iug to have the good opinion of constitutional aud independent
miouds, aud the more so,-in the preseat iostance, as we have dif-
fered, and still differ, on some shades ot the question. X can
not, however; avoid adding that he much mistakes my weaning,
if he thiuks J intended to iusinuate that he had been bisssed, in
retracting what he had previously ssid oa the subject, by, any
intimation from the higher powers. I thought 1 had suffieient-
ly, 1 the asticle alluded, to disclaimed any such infereace; and
1 take this opportuvity of nuequivocally declaring that, convin-
ced 88 all the Canadian people, and their rulers, must be, of
the indepeundeut spirit he possesses, I firmly believe that no per-
sog, * liow bigh soever his station might be,” would venture to
attempt o tamper with, or influesce, his principles, or his judge-
meot. s
The particulars he has given of the several provincial acts
beariog, upon the question, are peculiarly welcome to me, not
having the meaus of conmsuluug the originals; and ensble me to
pursue my observations on the subject and to adhere to the ori-
giwal impression upoo my mied arlsing from the transaction,
pamely that the agprobation or disapprobatin of the governor
hag nothiog to do legally with the puichase of the bull Eclipse,
that consequeatly it was a stretch of his authority beyond its due
Jiouts to terfee in the business, and that the agricultural soci-
ety have been guilty of a dereliction of their public duty ia al-
lowing themselves to be dictated 1o on the occasion.

Tu the first place, although it appears that the late act, graat-
ing £2100, for the encouragement of agriculture, daes not ex-

, pressly direct that the mode in which that sum is expended shalf

be accounted for to the legislature, yet, since it refers to two
former acts as to the dewision and expendilure thereof, and those '
acts both contain clauses that the agricullural societies shall ac-
count to the legislature for the expenditure of the monies grant-
ed them, it follows us a natural coosequence that the present
£2100, mugt be also accounted for to the legislature aloge; for
how could the lezislature ever judge whether their injunctions
asto the mode of expeoding money bad been fulfilled, if the
