CLOSE OF THE SESSION.

The longest session of a Canadian
Parliament was at last brought to a close
on Monday, the 6th inst. It has certainly
been an eventful one. The chief cause
of its length was the d6termined oppo-
sition made to the Government Franchise
Bill, and especially to the provision for
the eniancipation of the Indians in the
older Provinces. It is too soon to expect
a calm examination of the probable effect
of the change, indeed we can hardly ex-
pect such until after the test of practical
experience.

The aid to the Pacific railway was also
resisted.most determinedly by the Oppo.
sition, and all kinds of. misrepresentations



have been brought into their service
There is reason to hope that the bond
wili be placed without difficulty on the
London market on satisfactory terms.

Reciprocity with Newfoundland was a
subject of cnsiderable interest and th
imposition of a duty on fish imported from
that Province led to a great deal of irri
tation and to threats of retaliation. IL
was rather inconsistent foi those who
were complaining of the abrogation of the
treaty in regard ta the fisheries by the
United States to make an important
change in the relations between Canada
and Newfoundland withaut even giving
notice to the latter Colony. It is to be
hoped that the difficulty will be satisfac-
torily settled, although Canadian fisher.
men seem likely ta continue to press
their demand for protection.

THE rEBELLIo!r.

A great deal of time was spent in dis-
cussing the alleged grievances of the
half-breeds in the North-west who madly
rushed into rebellion, and succeeded in
procuring the assistance of two Indian
chiefs who certainly bad no grievances ta
justify their taking up arms. The Oppo-
sition leaders are of opinion that the
claims of the half-breeds were neglected,
but even on that assumption there was
nothing ta justify rebellion. The out-
break led to a most satisfactory manifes-
tation of the ioyalty and efficiency of the
volunteers, wlio were pronpt in placing
their services at the disposal of the
Government. General Middleton was
entrusted with the command of the force
and bas been highly commended for his
imeritorious services. It is only just ta
acknowledge that the Militia department
was most efficient.

The Scott Actwas the cause of an exhi-
bition of a conflict of opinion between
the two Houses of Parliament, but the
result isthat the Act remains without
amendment. We have been c9mpelled
to make a very brief reference ta the
proceedings during the Session. We ought
perhaps to notice that the police force in
the. North-west is ta be increased, and
that additional subsidies were granted to
some of the railway lines. We would
call attention ta the closing speech of
tle GoYernor-General, who has done jus-
tice ta the merits of the volunteers. Our
people .have ta deplore several deatis,
including Col. Williams, M.P., an officer
of great merit.

TRADE DEPRESSION.
It is not surprising that the abnornmally

low prices of commodities, which have
prevailed of late should have led to an

investigati on aof the' caus -which have
hrought'themn about by writera' who are
conversant with the subject. Mr. ]Robert
Giffen, the e minent statistician, h as cou-
trihutoid an interesting paper ta the June
nuniber ai' the Co?î6empoî'cry Rec few,
which bas been criticised by the Landau
.Econo»cisi sud Spectaf or, and by carres-
pondents ai' the former papier. These
criticisms however are mainly confined
ta what MNr. Giffen holds ta be the chie?
cau se ai' the fali in prices, viz., the
i ncreased value ai' gold, the standard by
vchich the prices oi' commodities are

*reguiated. Mr. Giffen's introductory
remnarks, in wvhich he dates the existing

*depression from. about the end ai' 1882
or beginning ai' JS83, are very interesting.
'The former period ai' depression, which
caime ta au end in 1879, had existedl frein
about J 873, at wbich time the value of'
imîports sud experts in the United King-
dam hadl been 682 millions. The value
ln J 879, the lest year ai' depression, was
only 612 millions-a faliing off ai' 70
millions sterling or 350 millions ai' dollars.

In 1880 the value rase te 897 millions,
and in 1883 ta 73,2 millions,'-the foreigu
trade, measured by quantities, having
been the largeat on record. lu 1884
tlîat trade el'al again fa 686 millions, and
an additional fallîng-off ia lu progresa foi'
the current year. Allowing for the fail
ai' prices the reduction in the. actu.ai
business done is nat conusideî'able.' Mr.
Giffen specqifled severai, articles- c on-
.sumption, such as pig iran,. coal, 'raw
catton, wool, as being in a nor'mal candi-

*tion. Ship-building, as is vieil known,
is much depressed, but, lu camparison"
with the aggregate industries ai' the
country, it is nat important. The pre-
ývailing gloomI is ascribed ta the unusual
fl'al o? pri.ces, and reference-is made ta a
table, furnisbied by the writer,.ta the
Statisticel Society in 1879, and which hie
has continued ta 1883 and 1885, s0 thaf
if gives the prices ai' a number of leading
articles during the boom ai' 1873, the
depression o?

C credit. By the customary oscillations
" the shrewder business people are

enabled ta make large profits. But
during the last few years the shrewder,
as well as the less shrewd, have been

when prices were falling to the. cus-,
tomary low level have failed'disastrousl

"because of a further fail which is alto-
"gether without precedent."

Having established his facts, Mr. Giffen
proceeds to consider whether the de-
pression " may not be largely due ta
"some personal cause which bas lately
" begun ta operate." He states ti'p
çauses as the only ones that have been
suggested : I lst, a great multiplication
"i o commodities and diminution of the
"cost of production, due to the progress
'of invention, improved facilities of ceo
"munication, lover freights, international

telegraphy, and the like circumstances.
"The other is that the precious metal

used for standard rnoney, viz., gold,
"has become relatively scarcer thanit
" was, its production being diminished on
"the one hand, and the demand for it.on
" the other hand increased." Mr. Giffen
is disposed ta give the greater weight to
the latter cause, but he does not con-
sider that the two causes are in conflict,
as the question is the relation of money
ta commodities, and he argues that
whether it is that commodities multiply
or that gold diàiinishes or doesnot mul-
tiply in proportion, the relation between
gold and the' nss of, commodities is
equally changed. Mr. Giffen then
describes the diminution inithe annual
production of gold since 1860, and the
increased demand in recent years, owing
to the adoption by Germany andItaly of
the single gold standard and the resump-
tion of specie payments in gold standard
by the 1,Tited Stats.

On this 'head, the Actuary
remarks :-" The large non.participating
business of the Guardian, amounting
te 36! pur cent of the total sums assured,
bas been te a great extent attracted
by the exceptional security offered by
the paid-up capital of $5,000,000; and
the $200,000 ichi the proprietors take
as their share of the surplus, and which
is the sole benefit that they receive from
the life business in return for the guar-
antee afforded by the unusually large
paid-up capital of the oompany. The
system of division among the policy-
holders is based on an analysis of the
source wience the profits are derived,
and it gives an equitable share to éach
policy-holder in proportion to his contri-
bution to the surplus. Under this
system the sum of $876,140 divisible in.
cash among policy-iolders, yields new
reversionary additions to the sums
assured of $1,392,9361." The business of

1d could only say tlat the position
of affairs at present was certainly more seriOis,
the crisis was more acute, and the necessity for
a remedy w'as pressing.

Mr. A. G. McBeanl thonglit ithat recent action
would have the effect of prejudicing the peo-
ploe of Ontario against tlie reimoval of the tolls.
Wlile the vessels whicli brouglht grain from,
say, Port Arthur thirougli and unîîloaled et
Montreal were only c'.larged two cents per ton,
if thoy were unloaded lt Kingstoi, 3lorrisbirg,
Cornwail or other intermiediate points they
were calirged hie old rates, and lie had fouînd
that among many of the people of Ontario the
feeling was very strong on the subject. He
tholuglit the only way te selve flic difficulty
was to equally remove ail the tolls.

Mr. M. H. Gault, M.P., said lie hald written
to the Miinister Of Iînland Revenue in regard to
this matter, and hald received a letter from
the commissioner, Mr. Miall,whieh corroborated
the statement of Mr. McBean.

Mr. Hlugh fLeinan said it was assumed
tlat wlhen the Goverinment took up the ques-
tien f fthe grain industry by way of the St.
Lawrence route, and of' the export of grain
frem the West across the Atlantic, they would
deal with it in an intelligent manner, and that
Ontario would have an opportunity te represent
any disadvanitages wlic mliciglt exist withl re-
ference to any parliculer line of trale. They
as a league, did nlot propose to legislate on
this question, or to dispose of it, but they
would submit te flic Gov'ernieit tue difficul-
tics under which tlc St. Lawrence route
labored, and asI it te deal with the question.
They looced to the men of Ontario te look after
their own interests.

Mceicn should have stated that a great many
people of Ontario were opposed to thle redue-
tien of the canal tolls, as he laid met many
from that Province who were heartily in sym-
pathy v'ithl the moveient.

Mr. McBean said lie lied.jidged froi wlat
liad appiieared im flic pibliejoiirnals of Ontario,
which showed that the feeling against the re-
moval of the tolls was a very strong one.

Mr. Joln Magor-But it is open to fhe people
of Ontario te join us im this moveinent.

Mr. MocBeani- tIhink flic Governiiieiit should
have removed the tolls ail along the line.

Mayor Beaugrand thought fliat the city
shotild takce hold of the harbor question and
deal liberally with it, and set an example for
others te follow.

Mr. McLennan thoughit it was lie duty of
the Government te assume the Lalce St. Peter
debt. At no other point within British posses-
siens was there a tex imposed for suci a
chanunel as that betweenu Montreal and Quebec,
and the action of the Government should not
be dependent upon any action which the city
miglht take. That question should not enter
into the considration of tic league. W'at
tihey wcere dealiig wcith definitely was the duty
of uthe Government with regard to the St.
Lawrence route.

Mr. Watt said the constitution of the league
was quife vide enouhig te take in Mr. Melleau's
sucggestion. The ob*ect for which they were
workiig was that tue watercways of Canada
slhoîuld be fre for Canadians.

Mr. James Lord was glad that tuhe movement
was to be a geuneral one. Our wateriways
should b untrammelled. Ie thouighit tice
league should aise taLke up tlc question of lice
exorbitant rates of towrage that were charged
on sailing vessels coming to Montreal. At the
recent iterview which they bad iad in Ottawa
wih Sir John Macdonald, the Premier hald
said it appeared te hm that wien the Governî-
ment look off the taxes some one else put them
on. That, et ancy rate, appueared te he what
ind been done, se ftr as sailing vessels were
concerned. As an instance of ibis he would
mention lie case of a vessel wbich had been.
consigned te his firm for about eiglht years.

Last year this vessel was charged $75 on one
trip and $80 on another. trip, but the same
vessel lied te pay 8125 this year. This vesseli
traded ln thie St. Lawrence, and developed the
resources of tic country, bringing plaster and
coalto this port, and if such exorbitant charges
were allowed to remain it would certainly hurt
that industry. It appeared to him that somte ar-
rangement ought to be made by which vessels
trading and developing;the trade of the country
should not be charged pilotage. He knew very
well that the pilots ivere a very large and old
corporation, and that.their rigits were not te h
ignored, but soe other way should be arranged
by w'hich they would be compenosated. He
hoped the league would takce up this question.

The statement )vas then unanimously
adopted.

GUARDIAN ASSURANCE COMPANY.

The anual general meeting of the Guardian
Fhre & Life Assurance Company was beld at
the lcad offices, 11 Lombard street, London,
E.C., on Wednesday, 3rd June, 1885.

The Directors submitted the following report
on the business of the company for the year
ending 31st December, 1884, together with the
annual accouts in the statutory form, and
also the actuary's report to them on lithe quin-
quennial valuation of the life business.

In the Life Department, the results of the
year 1884 showed that the number of proposals
received and disposed cf during the year was
606 for £496, 654. The following, statement

The deati cf the year numbered 145,
acd gavse risc te suaimes înder 192 pclicies
ccsturnig, wilh bontises, $1,290,95 pronc hies
amoiunt, the sui of $30 267, re-assured with
other offices, lias to be deduucted, leaving $,-
260,698 as the net amount of the claimes for theé
year. The number of deats lias been belowv
theexpectation, but the amouint of the claims
has exceeded it.-

The total number of policies in force on 31st

December last "as 7,186, assuring, with bon uses,
$36,687,100. Of this sum $4,143,787 was re-
assured with other olfices, huis reduîcing the
ultimate liability of the company to $32,543,-
313. The amouint of tue life f'nd at the same
date w'as $11,088,807.

The quinquenini valuation of th liabilities
under the compilianiy's life policies lias been
made as et 31st December lest, and the results,
together with full details of the business, arc
contained in the Actuai'y's Report presenited.
Of flic total profits of the life department for
lice fiveyears amounîîtingto $1,175,562, inclusive
of the bailance brougit forward fron the
previous quinqienniiiii, il is proposecd te divide
$1,091,830, and Of this sun, te lcpolicy holders
fake $891,830, and the proprietors $200,000, as
explaiied in detail in the actucary's report.

lii flic Fire Department lice premiuis, aller
deductceg rc-insurances, amounted te $2,117,-
191, being ai lecrease of $233,025 over lest
year, and the lasses te $1,376,080, being 65 per
cent Of the premîiums. lhile there have been
no individual losses of unusuial amîouint the
dirnetors regret that this ratio of loss exlîibits
an unsatisfaetory resuit. After adding $105,000 to the premiuîms reserve fund as the proper
imc'rease due for unexpired policies, the fire
acccount shows a profit, ar'ising from interest, of
$73,398, The Directors have deemied it expe.
dient, iaving regard te the increase of the
busess,. to add $à0,000 to the fire general
reserve fond out Of this sun, and reconimend
that the balance of $23,398 be transferred to
the proprietors accouint.

Tic preminim reserve fuînd te cover unexoired
polcies wili ihien stand at $952,500 and the tire
general reserve fund et $1,450,000. There wilil
be thiefere an aggregate fund (spart fron the
proprietors' capital) of $1,402,500 to mcet tire
Claims.

In the Annuity and Endowmient Department,
the surplus shown on the quinquennial vai-
ation of ,the liabilities amounts to $23,894.
The valuiation bas been nade of the immediate
annuities by Finlaison's Government table
(1860), and of the survivorship annuities and
endowments by the Carlisle table, the rate of
interest assumed bemg 3 per cent.
