-RIccîuRINoo ta the rumoured consolidation of the chemical
Interest la the U. S. noted la our last issue, It now appears that
this will hardly be eflected at the present time. There is ai-
ready, however, a sot of gentlemen's agreemuent," or frieudly
understanding, which dates back about a year. It seemsa that
some of the compaues are not opposed ta a closer union, but It
i thought that thera will have ta be much discussion before a
consolidation cain be reached, if at all.

-TmE Chicago lloard of Trade Is being urged to take action
for the romioval of the tolls on the Welland canal. At the In-
ternallonal Convention ta sottie the points ln dispute between
.the United States and Canada It is proposed ta have a strong
petition presented to this effect from the Chicago Board of Trade
and ther commercial Intercets, It la urged that the removal of
canal toils will result in greatly increasing the business of the
W'est ta Montreal for export.

--Turl Lake Erie and Detroit railway people are reported to
have purchased the London and Port Stanley railway. The L.
E. & D. railway lias had the road leased for a number of years,
but the directora evidently tbought that It would be better to
purchase It outriglht, as large docks had been built ait Port Stan-
ley recently for the transfer of coal cars froi Ohlo, and should
ainother road secure this branch, It would cut off the Walker
read. E. C. Walker, Dr. Kinj,, W. Woollatt, and Henry Lye,
ofliclals of the road, have gone to Toronto ta close the deal.

-TnHE Victoria B. C. colonist reports the arrcst of one W. A.
Shëppard for carrying on a fake employment bureau there.
A gentlemen of the same patronymic somae few years ago made
a reputaton for himself along the same lines in Montreal. This
particular Sheppard. who has distinguished himself on the coast
may not be the samte Sheppard who fleeced a large flock hore-
abouts. But in any case the colncidence of name with occupa-
tion la worth looking into by the powers that be.

-TE Ilawaiin "' Star " la authority for the statement that
PrIncess Kalulani la bethrothed ta a son of ex-mayor Strong of
New York, a U. S. soldier composing the officlal party who
recently arrived at Honolulu ta formally take over the Island.
It le not every day a princess capitulates after this manner, ta
those who have robbed her of her royal destiny. But such a
consummation wlll go far ta remove la the present instance
ail rancour over the annexation of the land that was ta have
been hers. The "idol of the H awailn people" apparently is not
loathe to obey the injunction "turn ta him the other cheek" ln
mort than one Bose.

KENTUcKY whiskey distillera are attempting ta reach an agree-
ment ta litnit production during the next five years. The plai s
provide for a total output for each year of ail the distilleries of
857, 00 barrels, which at forty-seven gallons ta the barrel will
amount ta 16,789,000 gallons a year. In 1897 the output for the
year was fixed at 100,000 barrels, and this undoubtedly baid a
beneficial effect. That agreement was eatered inta by fully 90
per cent of the distillers in the State. The low limit in 1897 was
decided upon on account of the heavy stocks on haud. At that
time there were nearly 85,000,000 gallons of Kentucky whiskey
lu bond, while now bonded stocks are about 70,000,000 gallons,
The chief trouble ln the Kentucky whiskey trade la over the
stocks of 1892 and 1893 crop whiskey. Thera was an enormous
production lu those years.

-TEc big cotton thread concerna of the States are alleged ta
ba about to form a combination capitallzed at $18,000,000, ta in-
clude practically ail the plants of importance and over four-flifths
of the thread output of America. A decrease l the price of
thread probably will result. The new concern la reported ta be
an Anglo-American affair, with a large part of ils capital held by
the Englilh thread combine or by its representatives. By work-
ing lu harmony with the English interests it would bring practi-
cally ail the catton thread output of both countries under one
contra]. The Willimantic Linen Company, the Warren Thread
Company, the Merrick Thread Company, the Kerr Thread Com-
pany, and King & Co,, are named as the principal concerne
about ta b absorbed by the American Thread Company, as the
new company is called.

er from Australia and Fiji. Twelve thousand tons have already
been ordered by the British Columbia Refinery and 8,000 tons
will follow.

-The feature of the trading In rice in the States seaboard
markets lately has been the demand from shippers for supplies
in bond, for shipment to Cuba, etc. It is flgured that their pur-
chases thus far have reached at least 15,000 bags; consequently,
dealers have only limited supplies to oYer and prices have been
gradually hardening.

UEDEI the name of "Sugarine," a uew substance lias been in-
troduced as a sweetening agent, said to be 500 times as sweet as
sugar. It is methyl benzyl-sulpilmide. It is prepared by heat-
ing tolyl-ryansnlphamide with potash solution, After the solu.
tion is cooled, sulphurlc acid is added, and the resulting precipi-
ate is re-crystallized from dimethyl-benzene. - Chemiker

-TimE total investneut in electrical appliances throughout the
U.S. tan years ago was not much In excess of $1,000,009. To-day
the capitalization on electrical appliances le fully $1,900,000,000;
in 1884 a 510 kilowatt dynam) was considered a large. mnhine,
and the price of dynamos was about 20 cents per watt of output;
at the present time the largest size generator. built of nearly
5,000 watt capacity, and dynamos in comparatively small sizes,
without switchboards, now cost about 2 cents par watt.

-"TE evidence of the rat having played an Important part
in the propagation of the plague in India Is gradually accumula-
ting" says the Lancet, As nearly every house la an Itdian town
in honeycombed by rat runs, and as the disecase is very virulent
in this species of animais, it Is reasonable to assume that the
disease Isextensively If not chiefly spread. It is very certain
contagion from the sick to the Iealthy only accouints for a smail
proportion of cases.

-Cuw'a circular for 20th inst. says : In all mny business ex-
perience in Wall Street, whiclh covers a perlod of forty years, I
have never seen a brighter outlook for ail business interests in
this country than the situation now presents. It la not surpris.
Ing that the Stock market for the past week should have been

under a movement that approaches almost a booming character,
for the reason that the week was meniorable for the best of
news ail round-in connection with the crops, in connection with
the foreign relations of our Government, In connection with the
money situation and the prospect of bringing gold this way from
Europe this winter in large amounts for the patyment of our pro-

A word of warning however comes fron Virginia. Says the
"Americau Manufacturer," "Smokeless coal, which experts de-
clare to be of a quality not inferlor to that of South Wales, la-
found in enormous quantities In Virginia, as also in other parts
of America, and arrangements are now being made to ship this&
coal from Norfolk, Va., for consumption In British steamers.
Several large shipments have indeed already been made to the
Cape. Shipments of this coal by steamer are now afloat to the.
River Plate, the Cape Verde Islands, and other markets hitherto,
supplied exclusively with Welsh coal; but what la more startling-
a steamer cargo of Pocalhontas coal from Norfolk will be arriving
within the next few days in London. Inquiries are also In pro-
gress for briaging large quantities to Sonthampton for one of the
well-known steamship companies. Pocahontas coal bas for
many years been exclusively used on all the cruisers built for th 2
American government by the Cramp Shipbuilding and Engineer-
ing Company of Philadelphia. The White Star, Cunard, and
ether linos bave long employed Pocabontas coal on their east-
bound passages, and this very coal was burned by the " Cam-
pania" and "Lucania" on the fastest journeys which have ever
yet been made by vessels crossing the Atlantic. Careful analysie
shows that the coal coming from the mines of West Virginia
contains 80.51 per cent of carbon; and that it ia in calorific power
equal to the tinest Welsh stoam coal.

The present -Rio coffee crop is estimated at from 3,000,000 to

3,500,000 bags, and the Santos crop at from 4,500,000 to 5,000,000
bags. Values on spots have declined l. at Se. to 10c, for ios,

Fron Jan. lst to Aug. 17th last, U. S. tea examiners rejected
26,5.07 pkgs tea as coming below the standard of their respective
d kinde. During saine tine 2,507,000 pkgs or 20,939,547 lbs were
admitted.

Thre newcrop of Pingsuey teas,which according to all reports,
was this year much superior to last, is apparently destined to be
a plausible exaggeration. The " N. Y. Journal of Commerce "
says. "A. developmrent that attracted considerable attention local-
ly has been the rejection by tie Government inspectors ni a few
lines of new crop Pingsueys, whiclh was quite a surprise to the
trade."

Cocoanuts are arriving in large quantities ait Anerican ports,
Sonewhat in advance of tite time when they were expected-on
one day last week upwards of a million nuts wvore landed with
the result that thie market was seriously depressed. Sa far this
year receipts. of cocoanuts of ail descriptions have been far in
excess of those for the corresponding period in 1897. The re-
ceipts of cocoanuts at Ne.w York fromn January 1 ta date have
been about 10,000,000 of all descriptions. The total arrivais in
1897 from January 1 to December 31 roeached 12,800,000, but the
bulk of this came in after the boginnlng of Septemaber, the re.
ceipts to tliat date aggregating a little more than 5,000,000 nuts.

Kobe advices of July 27th regarding Japan rice state. The
crop prospects till to.day are favorable, but that wili not signify
very muci. as until November, thre time whc t le crop is to be
gathered, a great many things nay happen. qT-1 export of rice
vill not be easy in the beginning. Our Jap fri'ds point ont

that early shipiment, November-December, will be to ail appear.
ances only affOcted at extreme prices owing to the fact that tie
stocks of the old crop are entirely exhausted. The country it-
self ie looking forward with eagerness to tie new crop and all
the early arrivais will most likely be bought for home consump-
tion at high figures, and will therefore, not be available for ex.
port uinless extreme prices are offered.

San Francisco advices state buyers are now offering 3Kc f.o.b.
for the four sizes of prunes outside of Santa Clara valley but that
holders.vant 3½c f.o.b.

The pack of salmon ou the Frazer River to the 18th inst., was
only 150,000 cases. The pack on tie Frazer last year was 833,-
000 cases. 'The season closed yesterday, hence the total pack cean-
not yet be estimated. But il is presumed that on account of the
higi price of raw ish, canners output will fail short if anything
of 200,000 cases. Last advices give the total pack of salmon
around 400,000 cases.

Colombo tea advices to hand says: "The market has maintained
afirm tone during tie monti. Broken Pekoes have been in
strong demand at higier rates. Of otlier grades the least
sougit after have been Pekoes, but even this grade bas been
firm. Quality is distinctly good for the season of the year."t

It ls suggested thaI tie late weakness li the European beet
market was the result of pressure to seil on tie part of France,
due ta coming change ln the French export bounty.

The crop of Java coffee is this year very nearly a failure, says
the "Grocery World" and the chances are that the market will
advance several cents per pound within tie uoxt fewv weeks.
The Java crop is so very short that the United States is doing
whal la alimost an unprecodented thing-exporting Java aofiee
froin New York ta Holand. As is known, H olland sontrols lite
islands which produce Java cofoo. For tiree years thore bas
been a small crop of Java coiee.

There is a downward tendency to the (American) sardine
marlietl, the result of the failure of the Sardine Trust to materia-
lize, owing to its inability to float lite stock of the company. The
principal trouble lias been with the iidividual packers, owners
of plants who wanted more than they were appraised at by the
syndicalte. It le doubtful if lite trust will be able to got to work
this season, although if successful it, would tend to stiffen price,
up te last Saturday the pack was estimatei at100,000 cases short
of same date last year.
i. The new crop of figs le certainly a short one; the total Output
le variously cstimated at ail tie way fron 20,000 to 50,000 camuel
loafds, comparing with 70,000 loads harvested -iii 1807, Smnyrna
exportera look for a result somnewicre between 20,000 and 35,000
loads, say half a crop; the first new fruit should arrive in Snyrna
early next week. Prices will not be fixed until the goods are
actually in the market, but will probably be high, and business-
no doubt, will be much restricted this year. Quality promises to
be sound and good, but the fruit will be small on account of ex-
cessive heat during July."

Tie market for currants in Greece holds steady and strong;
grovers are not free sellers at ruling prices. Thre last two crops
were sold at good figures netting large proflts to the Groeks, and
consequently they arn now strong .iinanciailly and able to hold
their goods if so disposed; how long the presert firumtness will
iast it le impossible to say; the arop le now mstly gathered and
le very large, estimatei at about 105,000 tons, against 135,000 tons
in 1897. Samaples of new fruit received in New York this weelk
show exceptionally fine quality.

Ail accounts now say that the crop ai Bahia coffee is very
snall. Possibly the low prices make planters keep it back some-
what, but tlie'outurn will lardly reach 200,000 baga, against
308,000 baga actual sipments last year. Bids being cabled are
½c too low to do business.

It isenow reportedl that the direct steamer for New York with
new crop Persian dates will be tie Afghanistan, which l a larger
and faster vessel than the I Laristan," whih was spoken of as
likely to be the ship selected.

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TI-H BANK STATiEMENTS FOR JULY.
The statistics of the foreigni trade of the country for

1807-98 issued in advance of the annual Report of the
Trade and Navigation Department which ve publish
in this issue with comparisons with some preVious years
may be read as a supplemîent to the bank returns.
The griat expansion of ii ports and exports in the past
year is reflected iii these stateiments.

The circulation, as usual, renained in July as it stood
at ti end'o.June, but as comîpared with the sane
month in 1897 there was an increase fron $32,700,475
to $36,553,546, au advance in the year of $3,844,071,.
and of $63,32301 since July 1888. The steadiness
with whicl the circulation lias iaintained the great
advance made last year Las been out of the usual
course for soie years, which affords evidence of tlat
advance having arisen from a general improvenent of
trade. The reduction of the anount due by the banks
to the Dominion Government by 2½ý millions is attribu-
table to periodie obligations having to be met each
July, amd the increased aiout due by the banks to
tie Provincial goverîîînents shows wliere some of the
Dominion Goverinient's funds went. The more active
deniand for inonîey for business purposes is shown in
the lowering in July of the credit balances classed as
deposits ou demîand, while the amplitude of
these deposits is evidenced by their now stand-
ing at over nino millions in excess of the figure
a yir ago. Under suchi conditions there is

T,
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little prospect of any such active denand for
money as would affect rates, the probabilities pointing
rather ta their decrease bian otherwise. Deposits
payable after notice conthiue to pile up, the change in
July being from $144,729,413 to $147,109,605, an in-
crease of $2,490,192. These funds now stand 15 mil-
lions higher than a year ago, and 83 millions, in ex.
cess-of their amount in July 1888. Bankers may well
look upon such a swelling tide of deposits with sone
discomfort, and with a dàsposition to put a check upon
their increase.

There was a small decrease in current loans and dis-
counts, as is not unusual in July. The decrease in this
month last year was $3,947,000 as compared with
$2,220,900 last month. During the year these loans
went up fromu $204,580,000 to $220,193,000 wbiclh is a
moderate amount compared with the great increase of
business shown in the return of the year's export and
import business. The harvesting operations now in
full swing indicate a large crop, which though not
likely to realize as much as that of last season, will ex-
ceed the average, and ensure returns that will main-
tain business up to be standard it has attained. The
Bank of Ottawa bas announced its intention to estab-
lislied a branch in this city at an early date, which will
malce the third new bank opened here this year. Tihe
Molsons Bank will pay a dividend of 4 per cent, and a
bonus of 1 per cent on lst October next.

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THE CON VElHiENCE AND TIMBElt DUTIES.
'Te Queb e Conference is expected to take up the

vexed questions relating to the inport duties inposed
by the SitAes On oui lumber, and the. restrictions
placed by tHe On)îtario governiment on the exportation
of saw logs. A conittional diliculty will at once
be presenîl'ed wlei Liese questions are introduîced. It
is truc tlhese questions are "mnatters ii dispute between
Canala aîul te St Les," therefore are witlhiin the scope
of the Conference, but it is equally so that in respect
to one question the dispute is solely between Hie Pro-
vintce of' On tario and t1he States.

J idging fron tLe toie of the Ot Lario press' wibu
supports the preseunt Provincial governiment, the flag
of provincial rigits will not be lowered a aliir's breadth
in deferenlce te the Quebe Conference. Mr. Laurier
and his colleagues lave been told by ite organl of the

Ontario Administration in very frank and plain ternis
tiat, "The Quebec Conference has absolutely n1o power
to deal. with the mnatter, and any discussion of it there
would be futile. All negotiations regarding the terms
of sale of Proviacial timber must be carried on with
the owner. The province iay be influenced by Aneri-
cait legislation, but that is purely its own affair."

OUl T'RADE WITII CUBA AND PORTO

Thie trade hitherto donc by Canîadla vith Cuba and
Porto R ico bas not been extensive. 'Tie ollicial re-
turns do not distinguisi between those islainds, the
Spanisi possession in the West Indies being put in
one group.

Tliese niake $1,411,084 out of a total of $1,453,308, the
balance of $42,284 being made up of a variety of
articles of which manufactures of metals amrîounted to
$8,736, butter, cheese, bacon, hans and other foods
$5,470, coal $17,832. Iu 1893 the trade of the United
States with Cuba and Porto Rico amounted to 109 mil-
lions, wlich in 1897 shrank to 31 millions. Now the
war is over and the United States power is suprene in
the once Spanislh West tndies, there will be a revival of
trade witl those islands, and there is every probability
that the trade hitherto done with Spain will be trans-
ferred to the United States. Whetier Canada will
benefit to any extent by Cuba and Porto Rico beconi-
ing Ainerican colonies is very doubtful. For the
present the tarilis of those islanda are to remain as be-
fore the war. When Congress comes to deal with the
future of those islands tieir tariffs will be a highly im-
portant question. The probability is that every
possible effort will be made to scoop the whole of the
foreign trade of Cuba and Porto Rico into the Ameri-
can net. We can hardly complain of this as it will
be natural for the States to seek compensation for the
enormous expenses of the war. The idea of an " open
door" policy, for which England contends in the East,
will find no favour in Congress. Probabilities
point to a tariff being fixed for its new posses-
sions on the lines of the domnestie one, the prin-
ciple eibodied being the extreine style of pro-
tection exhibited in the McKinley-Dingley tarif.
Thougli, as we have said, this will be quite a natural
policy we doubt its proving to be a wise one. It is one
thing for a nation to protect its native industriesin the
hone market, but quite a different one to place restrie-
tions upon the general trade of a colonial possession in
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order to secure the whole, or as nuch as possible of its
foreign trade as a inonopoly of the governing countiy.
The acquisition by the States of territbries which for
centuries have been owned by an European power is
not agreeable to the chief nations of Europe, though
Great Britain prefers theni to be ruled by the United
States rather than Spain. Should tariffs be adopted for
Cuba, Porto Rico, and the Philippines whicl Germany
and France find embarrassing to their trade therewith
there will probably be such an amounit of irritation
caused as nay lead to trouble with those powers. The
temiper of the Ainerican people at present is running
very high. Their elation over the very easy vanquisl-
ment of Spain is developing a pride of pover which is
not favourable to a due consideration being given to
international amenities, or even to business considera-
tions marked by prescience. If the States display this
temper by an over grasping trade policy, by elforts to
monopolise trade with its new colonies, retaliation will
follow, and the States will ind it very unconmfortable
to have the ill-will of the nations hvlo feel aggrieved.
Every country that has ewned colonies lias made this
mistalke. Great Britain has just as seriously erred in
this respect as any others. As the work of developing
the resources of Cuba, Porto Rico, and the Philippines
progresses there will inevitably be developed a desire
for self governient, and especially for the riglt to
trade as local interests dictate. When, in this respect,
the United States bridle is felt to beheld with too tight
a hand the colonists will Iick, and the maintainance by
the States of its trading monopoly will engender dis-
affection that nay bring about a "Boston tea lerty,"
at Hlavana and Manilla.

BRITISH SIIPS UNDER A FOREIGN FLAG.

The Plinsoll load line regulation enforced by Great
Britain on all vessels of British register is having an
effect which sone who opposed that measure predicted.
It will be renembered that when the late Mr. Samuel
Plimsoll, then meimber for Derby, was endeavouring to

pass an Act through the louse of Commons for the
purpose of having the load line of ships lowered in
order to ensure greater safety lie met with strong op:.
p)osition from soeivessel owners. Itis oi record that lis
ultiiate success was largely owing to an impassioned
appeal lie made to the louse on the grounds of human-
ity, as so many sailors were drowned every year owing
to vessels being over laden. Since the Plimnsoll Act
vas passed there has been going on a steady transfer of
British ships to a foreiga register for the purpoe of
escaping the load line regulation, which is regarded as
too restrictive. Hence we find many vessels are now
flying the Norwegian and Swedish flags which to ail in-
tents and purposes are British ships, havinîg British
owners, trading between British ports, and manned by
Eritish seanien. An instance of this is the "Prince'
line vessels built at St. Martin's New Brunswick foi
British owners, whicl are now flying a foreign flag.

Statisties recently published sliow thiat N orwegian
vessels have a mucli higher casualty record than those
of Great Britain and'Gerinanîy.

According to statistics published by the Norsk
Veritos, the additions to thie Norwegiaa nerchant navy
last year amounted to 153 vessels neasuring 102,32i
register tons net and 137,152 ton gross; on the othei

hand, the vessels removed froi the register were 269,
neasuring 131,890 register tons net and1142,369 tons
gross,so that on the wliole there was a reduction ainounut-
ng to 116 vessels and 19,565 tons net and 5,217 ton gross.

ite reinoval froin the register was alnost wholly
owing to their disappearance, not froin transfer to the
register of anothier country. low far such casualties
have arisen from the load. line of the wrecked, or sunken
vessels, being too high, causiig tieim to be overladen,
is a matter for conjecture, but it is highly probable
such was the case. It is iîost unlikely that the trouble
arose from defective seamanship, as, even if the vessels
were really Norwegian, the seaimen of Norway are the
equals of any in the world. While the wvar with Spain
was going on the cruisers of the United States seized
several vessels flying the Spanish Ilag which were
found to be really British slips which had adopted that
course to avoid the regulations of the Plinsoil Act.
This zourse is cliiefly adopted for reasons of econoemy,
and for the purposes of coipetition in freiglit rates
whiclh bas become unduly severe, especially between
steamers and sailing vessels. It is however suspected
that sonie vessels have changed their register with the
intent to secure the lower load line, which many re-
gard as dangerous, because of their being desirable
objects for sale to uiderwriters. Mr. Plinisoll made
very strong statenients on this bead, backed up
by seamen's narratives and by statistics, showing how
the lives of crews were sacrificed under such conditions,
with inhuuman recklessness. An erroneous impression
has been caused by tiese circunistances, as many have
attributed thue increase to the marine of Norway,
France, and othier nations as a sign of their making in-
roads into the shippitng interests of Great Britain.
Such increases however have been caused by a certain
class of British vessels changing their register to es-
cape wliat their owners regard as an objectionable load
line, a load line fixed by Great Britain to ensure the
safety of Crews, of ships and cargo.

DEFECT IN CRIMINAL LAW
ADMINISTRATION.

The trial of the alleged perpetrators of the burglary
ah Napanee lias ended in their coummittment to the
Assizes in November next. Ih seeis strange for so
important a case to bave been heard at great lencgt, in
full detail, only to ascertain if tliere was suflicient evi-
dence to justify the prisoners being tried by the jury.
That should have been left for a Grand Jury to decide.
The lieariing of such a case by a private magistrate was
whiolly u nfecessary, unless it was to be left for himn to
pass judgment upon. The publication verbatini of
the entire body of evidence which is relied upon by the
prosectitin to secure the conviction of the prisoners, is
calculated toprejudice both then and the case for the
Crowi. The main body of the testiiony is a narra-
tive of a number of events alleged to have .occurred
over a year ago. In November next, when the case is
reheard, not a single incident will be testified to, which

i occurred less tlan seven months prior to the evidence
relating to it being given, but the main body of the

testimony will be about matters dating a year and a
half ago. We doubt much the power of any ordinary
man's memory to recall specifically and with acccracy
what was said to himu, or whiat lie said, or did on a

r nuiber of days .between one and two years ago. If
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the prisoner Pare repeats his elaborate confession in
November in strict hariony with what he said recently
at Napanee ià will be a marvellous feat of memory.
Such an agreement vill add to the general reliabiliby
of his evidence. If however in November his details
and dates differ fron those given by bin in August,
his testinony vill be thereby discredited. The inter-
ests of justice and the interests of defendants equally
demand thlat the evidence tendered at a trial should
not call for a severe strain on the ienory of witnesses.
It is a familiar sigh t in courts of justice to sece the testi-
mony of a witness relating to times, and places, and
words alleged to have been used, utterly discredited by
his incapacity to remember other incidents equally
well which occurred about the saine date, or mach
nearer the time his being placed under examination.

So important a case as the Napanee banir robbery
ought to have been given over for prompt trial by a
Judge and Jury. It is liighly probable that every
person liable to serve on the jury in November will
have read the evidence in detail, as given before the
Magistrate, and will have discussed it with bis neigh-
bours and fornned an opinion as to the guilt or inno-
cency of the accused. Such pre-judgments are
inevitable under the systei of public investigations or
trials before a magistrate. When a Grand Jury is
asked to decide if a prisoner shall bc put on trial the
evidence is submintted to them in private, not even an
ollicer of the Court or Counsel, being allowed to be
present. This is doue in order to avoid the chance of
the Grand Jury being affected by any outside influence.
But, at a magisterial hearing for the very sane object,
that is, to discover if there is evidence to justify a for-
mual public trial, the whole proceedings are open to the
public, and by the press reports are fully made known
to the world. The result cannot fait to be prejudical
to the accused, or to the prosecution, by creating
public opinion for or against the defendants. The
power to try cases of felony ought to be confined to
the Police Magistrates of large cities whîo have had a
legal training, and to Superior Court Judges. It is
mnost objectionable for a country magistrate to lie en-
trusted with sucli a grave responsibility, and when a
private magistrate is ot required to decide a case, it is
not desirable lie shiould hear it in open Court.

AlMY DISCIPLINE.
Aierican papiers bave teened recently with state-

ments illustrating the lacc of discipline prevail:ing in
the armny Of' the United Stites. We quoted several of
these, which proved low iiischievous iL is for oflicers
to be appoinited solely for political reasons, in order to
give a neded warning against sucb a course being
pursued in Canada. The warning was tinely as an On-
tario regimnent vats injured not long ago by disaffection
over a political pro motion. We could fill this paper with
even worse cases thai those quoted, such as,one regiment
being missing at the point to whiclh it had been ordered
as tie men hiad gone off on a private non-nmilitary ex-
pedition of their own. It is not denied tiat one regi-
ment openly revolted, and the Colonel excused limiuself
by declaring, that lie could not afford to exercise dis-
cipline as the nien under himii were his constituents
whIose votes vould go against himi if lie did his duty!
Col. Roosevelt vas severely snubbed by Secretary
Alger for writing a letter to the Departient sneering

at bis conrades in armis as no good, and for saying, that
it would be necessary to ssnd linaen on a certain ser-
vice if success was desired. Mr. Alger said, that such
language would demoralize the aruy, as it was a sean-
dalous breach of discipline and propriety. Y

Our able contemporary the Springfled Republican .:

has fallen foul of this journal for quoting these Amcri-
can statements. Instead of exposing their inaccuracy
it abused ns, then went off at a tangent into a disquisi-
tion upon a variety of irrelevant topics in which it
showed conisiderable skill in tie art of self.contradic-
tion. It first denied there being a lack of discipline as
alleged, then it apologised for it as the troops in which
it was manifested were not "regulars." It ridiculed
the idea of military discipline being valuable or neces-
sary, yet demanded, that the American army should be
judged by the high standard of its regalars who are
disciplined, and not by the lower one of the volunteers
who are lacking in this respect. But, if discipline is of
no use, as our contemporary implies, why should there
be any "regulars," and how can they exhibit the high
standard alleged unless they have been raised to such
eminence by discipline? Our contempory pours sarcas-
tic ridicule over the idea of military discipline being
needed for the army of a "democracy." He is quite
eloquent in describing how there is no need of strict
subordination in the United States army' as each
American soldier is capable of acting on the initiative
without orders, or against them if le so decides. The z
theory that the glory of a democracy is, that its soldiers
are incapable of being placed under discipline is too
absurd for comment. In affirming such a theory our
contemnporary contradicts bis other assertion, that the
disciplined "regulars" are the flower of the American
army. We are amazed at the Springfield paper writ-
iig as though the United States forces were the first
troops organized by a "denocracy." A ny school boy,
who is tolerably educated, knows the names of the
soldier heroes of ancient democracies. Were not the
men who gave Spain such a. thrashing in the Nether-
lands nearly three centuries ago the soldiers of a deno-.
cracy? Was not Cronwell's the arny of a denocracy?
Were not the French revolationary troops which
fouglt so bravely near a century ago the army of a de-
mocracy? The instincts and root principles of. demo-
eracy have ever been the inspiration of the mother
country of the States, and Englaud's nilitary record is
a story of'unparalleled triunipls extending over many
centuries.

IL is an old time reproach of democracies that they
are Loo fond of military glory. To represent the
American army as being the first of a democracy and
therefore not bound to respect the military traditions,
or the experiences of other nations which are not
demooracies is to ignore history. To imply, as our
conteniporary does, that the army of a democracy may
safely sec discipline at defiance is to outrage common
sense. Some fifty years ago a mob of undisciplined
wonen in Vienia unhorsed a troop of cavalry more
effectually than was probably ever donc by disciplined
antagonists. If our contemporary's theory is sound
this incident proves, that a rabble is more thian a
match for disciplined troops. We once saw a lancer in
England ride right through a riotons mob of hundreds
of burly but undisciplined men, which was a splendid
exhibition of the strength given by the habit of im-
plicit obedience. We present both these for our con-
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temporary's study. No one with even an elementary
knowledge of history, or military affairs, will endorse
his theory that the soldiers of a deiocracy do not need
to observe such strict discipline as experience teaches
to be necessary for the unification, and-the strengtlh,
and the economy, and the full fighting power and the
inspiration of an. arny. The braver the'soldier the
nidre he requires and needs discipline as a restraint
upon reckless iipetuosity which is liable to be exceed-
ingly dangerous to his comrades.

The struggle for the trade between the States and the old

The advantage is very
clearly on the side of the States whieh bas nearly succeeded
in crowding out British iron and steel goods.

The two colunus are like te two well buckets, one ascend-
ing as the other descends. The American imports of iron
and steel in 1898 were $58,650,786 less than in 1880, and the
exports were $55,651,003 more, The bulk of the U. S. in-
ports of iron and steel being from Great Britain, and the
exports thorefrom being ta markets previously supplied by
Great Britain, it is manifest how enormously the trade of
the old country bas been eut into by the United States hav-
ing developed its iron and steel industries. Compared with.
the total American consuniption of these metals the impor-
tations from Great Britain, are very small. There seems
however to have been an improved demand for British
steel and iron in the first half of this year. The im-
ports of pig iron were' more than double those in first
balf of ' 1897, with an increase of 25 p1er cent in
bar, angel, and bolt iron. But the total of sheet articles
only anounted to 12,913 tons which would net be felt in
the total consumption. H1w small these imports were for
the United States may be.judged by the imports of pig iron
into Canada in 1897 being 26,604 tons. It is hardly likely
the tin plates of Staffordshire, and Wales wilil b excluded
froin America, as was hoped somae few years ago, but there is

every likelihood of the British trade- boing disturbed for
sane years by the determination .to keep the U. S. market
for the American tin plate produet.

Relative to the rapid f alling away of Welsh tin plate trade
with the U. S., figures are now before us showing the inrease

The increase in output during July, 1898, bas been accom-
panied by lower prices ; but se far as we can observe there
bas, as yet, been no marked increase in stocks, and apparently
all the output bas beou sold.

The importation of 494 tons of black plate for tinning last
half year looks as though the Aierican rolling mills were
deficient in some respect iii their make of these " black
plates, " the quality of which we suspect is not up to the
British standard.

TRADE WISDOM IN RHYME.
The power of verse. ta present matters with expressive

clearness and force is well known. An excellent and bigbly
amusing illustration of this is given in a recent number of
The Hai-dware Trade Journal by a number of humorous
verses entitled; " There Germany scores." An imaginary
narrator tells of an islet in the Pacific, ruled by a King and
Queen, which was visited by an English " bagana" named
McGee of whom it is said

He showed his wares;-cheap cotton " wipes,"

That so cutting a sarcasmi on English methods as compared
witli Gerianiîa should be publislhed in an Englislh trade paper
shows how very freely the habits and custons of the "Proud
Briton" are erit.icised in old country journals.

-ONE million acres of winter wheat will likely bo sown in
Ontario within the niext three weeks.

received consenting signatures representing 1,100,000 spindles.
With the adhesion of another 400,000 spindles the proposed cur-
tailment for four weeks will b adopted. The product affected
in such case would be sane 150,000 pieces per week, or the
elimination fron normal supply of about 600,000 pieces for the
four weeks.

The foregoing give a total of 950,000 spindles running on goods of
print cloth yarn production in regulars and various odd goods,
or just about one-third of the entire spindleage of Fall River and
rather mare than one-third of the print cloth mills spindles.
The normal weekly production of print cloths at Fll River is
230,000 places of all kinds. Sa that should all the mills naned
join a there will be a curtailnent at sone time or other equiva-
lent ta in round numbers about 100,000 pieces per week.

A world's convention of window dressera le being held in
Chicago, at which representatives are present from all parts of
the world. Mr. 11. Hollingsworth, of Bryson, Graham & Co.,
Ottawa is sald ta he the only Canadian in attendance.

The strong position of the market for raw silk le not altogether
pleaaing ta silk goods manufacturers abroad and at home, ex-
perience having shown them the difllculty of realizing an ade-
quate advance in the price of goods, and on the eve of thie new
spring season they have doubts as ta whether buyers will show
due appreciation of the situation.

Belfast reports state prices keep wretchedly low lu most cases,
and any change in linen values will undoubtedly e for the bat-
ter. A fairly.respectable turnover is being kept up in coarse
numubers of tows et recent igares, but otherwise the demand is
slack enouglh.

The Milan raw silk market has advanced 1 ta Ir francs
within a fortnight. For saine time European buyers have been
buying steadily but quietly, and Amnerican demand having the
other day set in openly, the Itallans et once asked firmer prices.

At the recent meeting of the Hudson Bay Co., Lord Strath-
cona and Mount Royal says that the usual periodical decling In
many classes of fur-bearing animals-which appeared ta occur
in cycles-was now going-on, and they could, therefore, hardly
expect that the collection for this year and for next year would
be up ta the average.

The progress being made in connection with spring hosiery
and underwear business must be regarded as encouraging.
There are some who complain that buyers are not giving their
goods much recognition, but lu recognized leading makes the
orders taken up to date are regarded as excellent and promising
exceedingly well for the outcome of the new season.

Mlanchester advices state as ta the cloth market :-Sales
not nearly equalling the output. Opinions as ta prices show an
unusual difference, Some say that yarns are scarcely lower,
values being supported by the annual holiday reduction in the
output, which le estimated ta be 12,000,000 pounds in weight
while others report business following closely the break in cot-
ton. Meanwhile there certainly is no pressure on the stocks.

Reports coming froi Chemnitz would seen ta indicate that at
present Chemnitz hosiery manufacturera have no cause ta com-
plain of the dullness. As ta prevailing styles herringbone soles
will be one of the leading articles for the coming season. Maeo
foot hase will also be called for a good deal. In fiucies an
almost endless variety of styles is shown. Plaids are only l light
demand, but the vertical embroidered stripes are still used for
making the woven patterns more effective. Ombres and Roman
stripes will also sall well, as will printed and embroidered goods.
Lace hosiery, too promises ta play a prominent part in ne.t
season's business. For men's wear ierringbone soles will be in
good demand, and lines of these goods at all pomilar prices cati
he found in the market. li fancy half-hose the more modest
styles will be preferred. The contrary l true of ladies' gonds,
in which loud patters find ready sale.

The favorable outlook for velvets continues, says a velvet im-
porter, and it is believed that the activity in this line will b
even more marked as the season advances. The millinery trade
of Europe has declared itself entirely in favor of velvets, and will
use large quantities, and with regard ta these goods as dress
trimmings, the outlook le much more favorable. Fancy velvets
are more freely sought than for a number of years back.
-Advices from Lyons would seem ta show little change in the
demand for silks from that ruling for several weeks past
Figured pongees figure more proninently in the demand, and
stocks ofthese have been reduced ta limited -proportions. Small
brocaded figures are coming more ta the front, and small broche
flowers in two and three colored effects are accorded more at-
tention. A botter demand is experienced for plain cotton filled
fabrics, principally satins, of which considerable quantities have
been taken lu colored grades, with preference given to the lowr
priced qualities.
