Dr. Trasxus Carter, late professor of Ger-
man in Yale College, in his inaugural address as
President of Williams at the last commencement,
vleaded earnestly for the study of the Hcbrew
theocracy in the college course.  The great reason
for the study of Greek and Latin, he thought, was
that through it the student gains possession of the
great ideas which shaped the civilization of the
Greeks and of the Romans.  As the moral ideas of
the Hebrews are worth more to the world than the
constructive ideas of the Greeks and Romans, so,
e argued, are they more worthy of study in our
colleges.

BisHor GRrery, in his recent convention address
said :— *Reaching Rolling rorL by way of Vicks-
burg, I remained three da)s in sight of the ap-
pomted place of uorshxp, but, on account of a con-
tinuous rain and an mconccuab]e depth of mud,
neither preacher nor people were able to reach it.”

Such 2 man will think a great deal about the First
‘T'able of Ciop's Law—his duty to his Gon ; and he
will alse surcly bear in mind the equally important
Second Table, his duty to his neighbor, He will know
that, unless he Joves his brother, bis love of Gop
mnust he a sham.  And he will bless Gob that e
has set up His Church and kingdom upon carth,
into which He has (of His frce grace,) called o/
the brotherhood of man, that all may be bound to
cach other, and to Gous, in the holy and everlasting
bonds of fellowship, and unity, and love. If men
wauld think more of this, if they were less selfish,
and targer hearted, and more loving and  brotherly
in their religion, there would be fewer schisms and
divisions in our midst,  What a wanderful verse is
that we read, of that zealous Apostle of the Church,
8. Paul, which shows us how /Zeloved and longed for
the conversion of his “brethren and  companions.”
“1 conld wish myself acenrsed,”” he says, “separated
from Christ, for my brethren, my kinsmen aceurding
10 the flesh.” In a sudden owtburst of intense
affection, he would even almost sacrifice his very
hopes cternad,if only he could thus achievethe conver-
sion of his brother Jews, and forward the evangeli-
zation of the world at large.  Z%at surely rebukes
the modern notion of religion, as a mere individual
matter between a sinner and his Gon'! Zhaf surely
substitutes the Churcl idea of a catholic or univer-
sa} brotherhood in Christ, with the grand, Gaodlike
oliject of bringing fo Christ a// people and all
nations of the Earth !

‘Then, shall we not take snch words as these of
David’s, and make them really ours? - Shall we not
pray, not merely read as a (,'hllr(:h. form hi:s Psalms,
—pruy from our hearts, not say with our ips alone,
but from our inmost hearts pray Gon-—*@ be fuzor-
able and gracious wnto Zion; build Zhou the walls
of ferusilem P

The Psalmist wrote indeed of ancient Zion, the
material temple and the actual ity of the Jews;
but can 7w, can any of #s,—who have received the
Giospel of Christ Jesus,—study the prophets and
repeit the Psalms, and yeu fail to pereeive that we
are reading of something greater far and infinitely
more giorions than the mere historic places of which
they tell us in such enthusiastic terms?  Yes,
greater fur; for they tell us of a spiritual Zion, a
“Church of the Living Gop, the pillar and ground
of His truth” in this world, into open communion
and visible fellowship with which a// who will receive
the truth are called. Yes, infinttely more glorious too;
for the inspired words flow on into the further and
never-ending future, and find their fullest and com-
plete fulfilment in the mightier membership and the
goadlier fellowship of the Jdearenly Zion,"—of
Jerusalem which s above, and of the “temple”
which “is the Lord Gon Almighty and the Lamb.”

Do you suppose you are
sct here, simply to work out your own souls’ salva-
ton? It were a selfish and unworthy error. Tt
were the most wnevangelical mistake that ever mis-
represented truth or misled  seckers for it; that
would make religion a mere isolated idea, in every
individual heart; o matter onfy for cach man's per-
sonal consideration.  No, you are set here, each one
ol you, qoithin the Church, one soldierin the mighty
army of the Saviour, whose hattle is to win thervorld
Jer God.  Sins run together, merge into each other,
and become a mighty aggregate of evil.  “T'o resist
evily in collective form, collective strength of Holi-
ness must be arrayed.  Each soldier doing his duty,
in the ranks, bhelps in 2 mighty work, and wins a
great reward.  ¥Yhat would each man achieve, fight-
ing in his own way, and fighting only for himself ?
What worthy soldier fights mcrely for indrvidual
glory, ar gersonal teward?  Zhese shall be his in-
decd, ifhe Ar worthy, and they are promised him.
But the grand objects of his warfare are,—24e welfare
of his country and the glory of his king.  Therefore,
our Lord calied His Gospel, “‘the Gospel of the
Ringdom.”  ZZcrefore, He sent out His Apostles
to preach the things “comcerning the kingdom of
God.

If men would study the Gospels as it is writien,
there would be less selfishness, less frequent self-
reference in their religion,  “Like a mighty army,”
they would know “the Church of Gop™; and they
would learn that just as individual bravery makes a
whale army glorious, and its country great, so indi-
vidual holiness shall sanctify and glorify the Church,
which is the army of the Lord, sotkat “His way (of
holiness) must become known upon carth, His sav-
ing health grtony all nations” When Nelson's
famous signal, flying from every ship, called on each
individual “man to do JZis duty,” it stirred to ficry
zeal that entire fleet, as though it were one soul.

‘The Dritish Fleet fought, as a unit, fixed by the
one idea of “Duty.”  And that is the true Church
idea. ‘The Cress, the signal of a8 Captain,—
signed on each one of us—has called #s, “every
man" of us, lity and clergy too, o do our duty.
And we have owned the pledge, and taken up the
Cross.  And not only singly are we to bear our
arms, but shoulder to shoulder, as an army should.,
One coward soldier shall disgrace a troop. One
skutking sneak, a whole ship’s company. One
recreant Christian shall degrade a Church,  The
eye cannot say to the hand, T have no need of thee,
and whether one member suffer, *  * or he
honoured, a// other members suffer or rejoice as
well. Sueh isthe Christianity of which the Gospel
tells us.  Read, mark, lcarn, and risc to the respon-
sibilitics to which the Gospel calls you.  You are
indecd “members in particufar,” but, as swurely as
there is dife in you, “ye ure the Body of Christ.”

Well, brethren, Goun prosper and preserve the
Body !  Gup build the walls of our Jerusalem !
Men make a terrible Babel of it, when ey try to
build themin their oicon arions ways.  That's the
one truth [ want you all tosce.  “Pray for the
peace of “Jerusalem,”— bevanse Christ said, “leace
i leave with you, My peace I give unto you.” Wish
her prosperity, and work for her prosperity, “for
Jewr bretiren and companions’ sakes”'  And for
Joeur aon sakes,—asa matter of personal piety,—

Many of us, sensible of the great spiritual benefits
which we received from his ministrations here dur-
ing the mission, greatly desired to listen ence more
to his earnest teachings, and upon our application
he kindly consented to remain till after Sunday, to
address us in the Lord’s house, and our souls were
stirred and refreshed by his warm and loving ap-
peals in the cause of our Saviour Christ. On Fn-
day he took for his text the 6 verse of the grst
Psalm, insisting on the necessity of Christian sinceri-

MaiTLAND.—The Lord Bishep visited this Parish
on Sunday, the 24th ult,, for the purpose of Conse-
crating the new Church at Nine Mile River, and
the Burial-ground at Maitland.  He also kindiy con-
sented to hold a special Confirmation for those
who had recently Lieen anxious to recvive that holy
rite.  The Consecration Service was appointed 10
take place at 10 a. m., but it was found necessiry to
defer it until 10.30, in order that extza seats might
be provided to accommodate the great number of
people who were unable to procure sittings in the
regular seats. By some process or other, a Church
calculated to scat something over 200, received
within its walls about 400 worshippers. About 50
who could not get nearer than the outside door of the
porch,found a resting place in the old Churchhard by,
whilst several groups, found at the open ventilators
a place where they might get 2 glimpse of the inter-
1or of the Church, and catch a sentence or two of
the Bishop’s Address. At 10.30, the Consecration
Service began with the reading of the petition at
the porch door, after which, the Wardens, Rector.
and Bishop, the Rector carrying the Pastoral Staff,
proceeded up the aisle, and into the chancel, the
choir chanting the 24th Psalm. After an interest-
ing, instructive, soul-stirfing Address from his Lord-
ship, in which he highly commended the congrega-
tion for the great care they had shown for the house
of their Gob, and congratulated them upon the
completion of so well proportioned and handsome
a Church, the result of their untiring zeal, the
usual prayers followed, and the Church was Sorm-
ally made over to Gob by the reading and sign-
ingof the Deed of Consecration. Next in order came
Matins, and then the Rite of “Laying On of Hands"
was administered to 23 - persons. Taking into ac-
count the fact that in the latter part of October last
the Bishop Confirmed 34 in the Parish, the present
number was unusually large for the country, making
in all 57 Confirmed in less than a year. The Holy
Communion was then celebrated, and it was truly
delightful to see the numbers from all parts of the
Pansh who came to strengthen and refresh their
souls in the most blessed sacrament. A goodly
proportion of the newly Confirmed came for the
first time, and with the Bishop and Rector, no less
than eighty communicated. The Consecration of
the Burial-ground at Maitland took place at 4.30 p.
m. Quite a large congregation assembled to wit-
nese and take part in this most imteresting service.

™
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The Bishop's Address at the Service was particu
larly beautiful, and it is difRcult for one to imagine
how any who witnessed the Service and listened
attentively to his Lordship's words, can ever again
enter those gates without having some thoughts
taken possession of them suggested by what they
heard. At 7.30, Evensong was held in Trinity
Church, when the Bishop preached one of his pow-
erful and argumentative sermons to an appreciative
congregation.
Harwax—S¢. Aark’ s—This Church, which only
afew months ago, was raised to the dignity of a
Yarish Church, has lately undergone a regular
transformation. A new poich in strict keeping
with the rest of the building, and bearing a double
lancet window, has been erected at the north-end of
the sacred editice. This arrangement is not only
in itself a wonderful improvement to the Church
and a convenience, but also gives additional seat-
ing capacity, which was greatly needed. The old
porch an the side has been turned into a vestry,
while on the other hand, the old vestry is now used
as an organ chamber, an arch having been con-
structed in the wall of the chancel for the reception
of the instrument.  The chancel itself is greatly
improved by the introduction of good substantial
choir stalls, lectern, and praver desk, correctly ar-
ranged ; 2 handsome octagon pulpit of ash, with
open Gothic-arches of the decorated period, has
been placed in the nave.  'This work of art, the
“gift of two individuals, is generally admired, and is
considered by some 10 be the prettiest pulpit in the
cty. It was designed by Mr. Crocker, of the
Ciurch Guardian oflce, and executed at the work-
shop of Mr. Foster, Allen street, on whom it re-
flects great credit. ‘The young ladies of the con-
gregation are now collecting money to purchase a
new earpet for the chancel and sanctuary ; and
when this is done, the internal arrangements of St.
Mark's wilt Le complete and most satisfactory, We
are glad to observe that the foundations of the
Church, piers, walls, ete,, have been thoroughly re-
paired, and the ventilation attended 1o, "The old
iron Dell which has done duty tor many years in
dismal tones, has been replaced by a new betl of
three hundred pounds weight, from the establish-
ment of Macdonald & Co., Lockman street.  The
clear sweet tones rang out {from  the turret for the
first time last Sunday—a pleasant surprise to many.
It 15 1o be hoped that subscriptions will flow in to-
wards defraying the cost of the new bell, as such a
decided improvement must commend itself to all
who live at the’north-end of the city. Itisa plea-
sure to state, that through the liberality of friends,
und the proceeds of a strawberry fegtival so wil-
lingly and energetically undertaken by the ladies of
the parish, the greater part of the necussary money
towards wiping uoff the debt has been maised, and we
hope the difierence will scon be fortheoming.

And our lives would be all sunshine
In the sweetness of our Lord.— Faber,
A FEW WORDS TO SUNDAY SCHQOL
TEACHERS.

No. II

In the last number the motive for undertaking
the duties of Sunday School Teacher occupied our
attention, and the two golden precepts—regularity
and punctuality. Another important point is the
teaching itself,-as regards manzser and maticr.

The work must be done in a spirit of love, for love
alone can’ give -patiznce—that ‘great’ quality in a
teacher. In school we meet with a variety of char-
acters: some children are: naturally sharp, - others
dull; some fier§, others sulien ; some open, -others
reserved ; some timid and deceitful, others brave
and true, Each'will requite a “differént - mode . of

treatment. - We must try to draw éut the good

dispositions.. To do, this, we must gain their confi-
denge. We must éver watch our own tempers, for
an impatient word or act destroys confidence.

"and-
help them to overcome what is bad. in their ‘several”
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Patience produces trust. Yot us, if we have to car-
rect the children, do it with pentleness, remember-
ing that each is an immortal soul, and is being train-
ed for eternity.

In our teaching we should be Jefnife. Chitdren
cannat grasp what is colourless and abstract.  Tell
them of a Personal Creator, of a Personal Redeem-
er, of a Personal Sanctifier, and they will understand
you. Lead them step by step to the knowledge
and Jove of the Saviour, and 1o those means by
which, in his Church, He applies to them the Mer-
its of His Passion. Teach them to hate all sin,
and 1o love virtue,

For such teaching, there must be due preparation.
We should try to master our appointed subject, else
an artiess question {rem some chitd may baffie us.
Pray before you begin to teach,

Besides teaching in school, there are duties in
church. Inculcate rererence. We mast show that
we ourselves feel the sacredness and awe of that
Presence into which we are brought. Reverence
in postures, responses, &c., will lead the children
to feel the reality of the worship.  Again, another
point of great moment is, that of the Sunday School
Teacherbe a regular Communicant, or about to be-
come one.  The spiritual cannot grow or be sus-
tained without spiritual food.  And if we would lead
our scholars to become regular worshippers at the
Altar, we must be examples to them in this respect.
We would remember their names spiritually before
Gon.  The habit, too, of Intercessory prayer, will
produce sympathy and sir.cerity in intercourse with
them.

Letus pass to a few duties out of school. A
visit to the homes of the children is never thrown
away.  We thus may learn something of their home-
life, and evinee to their parents our desire not in-
deed to do their duty for them, but to help them in
doing it.

A difficulty which almost all teachers experience
is—how are we to retain the clder scholars, more
especially the boys?  These latter, as they grow
up, ship away from us. The formation of Guilds
seems 1o be one of the best ways for holding them
fast. The elder scholars will pass from the Sunday
Scheol to the Boys' or  Girls’ Guild, and thus be
looked after ar the age when care is most needed,
A short simple rule of life will aid them ; and stated
times for meeting will be arranged for instruction,
mutual sympathy, and enjoyment. Further, we
should throw oursclves, as much as possible, into
their amusements and recreations.  1f unable to
join in the game—cricket, football, swing, &c.—
let us, by our occasional presence, show that we
are interested in their  pleasures and cnjoyments.
By sympathy with what is in itself innocent, we may
keep the young from manifold temptatiens.

Lastly, let me urge the importance of perserer-
ance.  We may expect from our own experience,
that our scholars will be hiable to falls, and some-
times they will greatly disappoint us.  We must
not, however, relax our efforts, o give way to des-
pais ; but the weaker they are, and the worse they
are, the more we must strive to strengthen
and raise them. *‘Cast thy bread upon the waters.
and thou shalt find it after many days,” will be ver-
ified in the case of many a Sunday Schoel lesson.
{tmay be, that the results of our labour will not he
known till teacher and taught confront one another
in the light of another and better world !

CATHOLICISM NOT ROMANISM,
Synepsis of a Lecture by the Bishop of Spring field,
Reported for the Living Church,

‘The Rt. Rev. Geo. F. Seymour, D. D, 1..1,. D.,
recently delivered a lecture on “The Distinction
between Catholicism and Roman-Catholicism.”
An hourand a half was consumed in the discussion,
which was carried on from step to step in a most
masterly and scholarly manner; and though singul-
atly forcible, was temperate, and never stooped to
personalities. It would be impossible to re-produce
th: whoie lecture, but we give, in substance, some
of the points upon which the Bishop dwelt.

He sketched briefly the history of the Church of
Gop —Patriarchal, Jewish, and Christian—shcwin g
that the Church was Gob's creation, and was vindi-
cated as such by miracles. The Jewish Church
was prepared by Almighty Gopn to receive His
oracles, which were added in succession until the
prophecy of Malachi closed the canon of the Old
Testament.  The Christian Church had its origin
on the day of Pentecost, and was in like manner
vindicated by miracles, years before one word of
the New Testament was written.

The Jewish Church was exclusive,Jlimited, nation-
al, belonging to one land and one people. The
Christian Church is for 2ll mankind alike, “Go ye
into all the world,” said the Lord to His assembled
apostles, just before He ascended, “and preach the
Gospel to every creature.”” - This is her character
of Catholicity. - . The Catholic Church is for all in
every land alike. She has her home in every land
as much as'in any other, so that she cannot be said
to belong to one country more than to another.

- Romanism ‘contradicts the idea of Catholicity as
given by Christ, and Holy. Scripture, and the early
ages of the@hrisﬁi:q_ﬁhurch. Romanism is a re-
pproduction of Judaism in. being a local religion, ex-
clusive, confined to ‘one land—Italy—as™ Judhism
was to Palestine. ' The theory of the Roman Church
is that its head is here on earth;and that head is
Bishop of Rome. -He is. inherently:the only
Bishop, and all the world is his own diccese. This
makes Romanism a foreign usurpation in every land

except Italy, and is the fruivtl scurce of the many
crrors which this false svstem produces.  Modem
Romanism, or the system of papal supremacy, is
refuted by Rome herselt in her primitive and pure
condition, when she was the bulwark against heresy,
and resisted in the person of Gregory I, the assump-
tion of supreme power by the pariarch of Constan-
tinople,

It is not difticult to account for the development
of the papal power, and the astonnding spectacle of
the assumption it new presents. Fist: Rome was
the greatest city in the world, and it nawrally ho-
parted to its Bishop the greatuess which belonged
to uself.  All people naturally leoked to him as the
first among his fellows.  Second: Rome, for the
most part, remained orthodox during the three centu-
ties when the great heresies preyed upon the Church
Thisfact naturally gave her Rishop a great prestipy.
Thinl:  Of the five patriarchaies into which Chris-
tendom was divided, four &1 under the power of
Mohammedanisny, leaving Rome the sole survivor,
untrammeled by the control of the inhidel. Thus
she could speak and act while all the others were
powerless.  Fourth:— Duwiing the ages of barbarism,
anarchy and misrule, Rome was the only power tha
could speak, and could make its voice heard and
obeyed for right against wrong, for innocence
agaist outrage, and hence Rome was welcomed by
the helpless nations of the West, to protect them
against the cruel and ruthless warriors and rabbers
that were preying upen sociery,  Fifthi— Rome was
asked by every disatiected Bishop to interfere in his
behalf against his metropolitan. So she mtruded
herself into foreign lands, until at last she clained
as a right what was at fiest sought as a favor,

From these causes, and others that might be
named, Romanism assumed the position, which it
at present holds.  And this position has heen ir-
revocably fixed upon her by the Vatican deerees
of 1870, These decrees make the dicta of Gregory
VL and the monstrous caims of Doniface VI,
and the monstrous assumpt ons of Pious 1V, with
the dogma of Infallibiiity added, as de fide, so that
no ohe can be a member of the Church of Rome
to-day without excepting this entive system., With
this system we are at war.  IUis contrary to Scrip-
ture and ecclesiastical history, and we can never
aceept it until the Bible is a different book, and
ceclesiastical history is made up of difierent facts.

Itisa remarkable fact that the great mass of
those who most toudly denounce Rome are those
who least ungerstand her position; and they concede
in word all that she claims to-day, by calling her
Catholic, her priests Catholic, her Church Catholic,
her people Catholies; and so help her all they can,
by word, in conversation, and newspaper paragraph,
and even in well considered books that issue from
their press, while no intelligent and well-instructed
Churchman ever calls 2 Romanist, in this country,
a Catholic, for that would he disloyal to Christ and
to the word. . No inteligent and wellinstructed
Churchman is in danger of falling a prey to the
wiles ot Rome.  His true Catholicity protects him
against her false pretensions.

Mark T'wain mourns over the diminished length
of the Mississippi in this strain:  ‘Thercfore, the
Mississippi between Cairo and New Orleans was
1,215 miles Jong 176 years ago. 1t was 1,180 after
the cut off, 1722, It was 1,040 afier the American
Bend cut off some years ago. 1t has lost 67 miles
since.  Consequently; its length is only 973 miles

THE CHURCH AND TEMPERANCE

We are glad to see the Temperance movement
making such rapid headway in the Church in the
United States.  Thirty-twe of the Bishops are now
actively identified with the Church Temperance
Society.  Sume of them speak out very strongly in
the matter.  “The Lishop of Massachusetts says :—
“Our consciences are drowsy, if not drugged, about
this question.  Any honest effort is safer than sleep
while such countless souls are being lost, such un-
told misery inflicted, such snares and pidalls laid
for our sons aud daughters — yea, for our very
ministers of Christ.”  The Bishop of Niobrara says
that “organization for the purpose is as proper as
organization for the conduct of missions.”
One promunent Bishop says that “drunkenness is
the dete noir of his administration.”  The Bishop
of Nerth Carolina says :—*Intemperance is biight-
ing the growth of the Church in all directions.” So
we might go on, quoting Bishop after Bishop.  As
the Apostolic Bishop of Minnesota says, “we dare
not be silent.”  Once more we call on Churchmen
and Churchwomen to give their #nited influence, in
some organized way, against this evil, In some
way let them cndeavour to lessen the evils of the
traffic. It costs more than all our charitics,
schools and churches,  As Bishop Whipple truly
says, “no age, no sex, no position is safe from its
deadly curse. The child whom loving parents
brought to the font and the priest at Gov's Altar
have been dragged by it to dishonoured graves.”
The Church has suffered from it in these Dioceses
in untold ways. The C. of E. Temperance Society:
properly worked, would be a great help to us, and
we do not despair yet of secing this agency approved
of, as it now is by our American brethren. They
have apparently just awaked to the wisdom and the
value of the Society. The Bishop of Mississippi
says that for serenfy years he has held aloof from
the “misused temperance society” of the day, but
he thinks that “we have now hit the mark.” We
rejoice at these signs of progress ; and we trust that
our brethren here will follow the example set them
in England and the United States.

DISTINCTIVE PRINCIPLES.

THE HOLY EASTERN CHURCH,.

As in the West, so in the East, there is no con-
nected history of the Church herself during these
first ages, only a few events stand out with promin-
ence, as rays of light, to relieve the obscurity ; but
these are such as to show with what undaunted
courage, what unwavering faith the heroes of that
age opposed those who sought to annibilate the
doctrines of Christ, and bear undoubted testimony
to the manliness of the Chrstianity inculcated.
The martyrdoms of Ignatius, of Marinus, and of
Polycarp teach their own lesson with far greater
force than any I can lend them. In the case of
each we seenota shrinking from suffering, but a
glorying in being thought worthy to sufferfor Christ’s
sake. We well know what the influence of these
examples would be upon the Church; for a time
some hearts might be intimidated, but only for a
time; then the zeal of the Church would rise
superior to every check, and her light would shine
forth with the greater brlliancy for the shadow
which had rested upon her, for ever “the blood of
the martyrs is the seed of the Church.”

Here I must go aside from my main subject, the
Eastern Church, to briefly trace from her the ongin
of our Anglican Church. It is the undoubted dea-
sion of all fair and unprejudiced modern ecclesias-

ileft S

tical historians of any eminence that the Anglican

Church* was founded from the East, through the
instrumentality of the Gallican Church, and rg:
through the Roman. When Augusitine landed in
Britain with his band of monks he cerainly had
a great influence upon the DBritish Churrh-.bm i
can scarcely be said that he introduced Chnst.anm
into the country, when we take into account :hav
he found an already existing Church possessi ing a
line of Bishops in unbroken succession from tie
Apostles.  In the South of Gaul, the towns of
Vienne, 2 Roman Colony, ard Lyons, were situated
at the junctire of the great rivers, which were hen
the commercial highways of the eontinent: op
these some merchants from Asia Miner pitched, as
being the most desirable towns from which tiey
might carry on a large trade with the world. Heze
they settled, bringing with them a small colony of
Fastern Christians.  To these the Ephesian Church
very shortly sent out a mission, with Pothinus at ji«
head as Bishop. Irenaeus, one of the yreat lights
of the Church, succeeded Pothinus, who had Deer
martyred in the Aurelian persecution. It is from
this Church, founded by Pothinus and Irenaeus, we
have our succession of Bishops, and through it we
have our liturgy, founded upon
Liturgy of S. fohn.

Of the history of the Eastern Church from ihi-
time to the accession of Constantine, I need sav
but little.  Indeed it may be comprehended in sa)-'-
ing that the Church passed through 2 series of er
secutions and lulls.  Before, however, passing o
to the reign of this first Christiun King, it will e
necessary to ghince  at the

Alexandria.

Alexandria appears to have held much the same
place with respect to Fastern Christendom as tha
which Rome held to the Church,
Founded by Alexander the Great, and colonized by
him, its inhabitants claimed to be Macedonians,
their language and civilization were Greek, and
under the patronage of an enlightenced dynasty the
city had become one of the great centres of {earnins
and philosophy. ;

Western

Christianity is said to have been
planted here in very early days by S. I'cter, whe
- Mark as the first Bishop. In such a com-
munity it was impossible but that the Church
should receive much of that philosophical characier
which wa$ predominent around it ; indeed its pro-
fessors scrupled not to adopt from philosophy ali
that could be harmonized with revealed truth, A
famous school of Christian learning quickly spran,
into existence ; and with such men as Pantacmus.
Clement, of Alexander, and Origen as its successive
nusters, it could not fail to make its influence et
throughout the whole of Eastern Christendom, lay-
ing the foundation of that fundamental difference
which is to be seen in a careful comparison of the
two Churches—East and West.  As Dean Stanky
points out, the Latin Divine succeeding the Roman
advocate made Western theology cssentially logical
in form and based on law ; while the Fastern is
thetorical and  based on  philosaphy, plaining.
evidencing the intluence of the Grecian sophist.
Says he, “out of the ]O"lCﬂI and legal eclements in
the West have grown up all that is peculiar in the
scholastic theology of the middle ages and of the
Calvinistic theology of the Reformation.” 7To onc
or both of these causes of difference may he
reduced many of the divergencies which students of
theology will trace in regard to dogmatic statements
or to interpretation of Scripture. “The abstract
doctrines of the Godhead in the Alexandrian Creed
toak that place in the minds of theoiogical students
which in the schools of philosophy had been acce-
pied by the abstract ideas of the Platonic system.”
Thus the subtleties of Roman law as applied to the
relations of Gop and man, and which are seen s¢
distinctly in 8. Thomas Aguinas, are almost ur
known to the East.

To the same cause also the speculative philoso
phical tendency of the East in contrast with th
practical life of the West, may be traced the differ
ence, not only in the theological, but also in the
ecclesiastical and monastic system of orents
Christendom. The monastic life originated in the
East: the very words which describe the state 21t
all either Greek or Syriac : Hermit, monk, anchoret
monastery, coenobite, ascetic, abbot and abbey, not
one of them is Latin. Anthony, the Coptic hermit
and Athanasius, his disciple, are the fathers of ha
vast community which has extended itself through
out the world. And not b'nl} was monasticim
born in the East, jt has also #Arizen there wib
unrivalled intensity—thriven in places where ¥
should least have -expected it; in the midst !
sandy desetts and on sandy rocks, not in mosT
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dells, beside flowing rivulets, but where all the sur-
roundings remind the recluse that he has Jeft the
world and all its fascination behind him for ever.
Here the speculative, meditative character of the
morastic life has been seldom broken into, except-
ing by that manual labour absolutely necessary ior
a bare existence. As a generai rule there has
arisen in the East no society like the Benedictines,
held in honour wherever literature or civilization
has spread ; no charitable orders like Sisters of
Mercy, which carry light and peace into the darkest
haunts of suffering humanity, Indeed to such an
extent has this Oriental inertness been carried, that
active life is considered an abuse of the monastic
world.

TORY OF THE ENGLISH BIBLE.

Their first meeting was held on the z3th of the

<hould combine to carry owt so great a task, and
witations were therefore sent across for the co-
operation of American scholarship. Ali the Bishops
of the Protestant Lpiscopal Church in America
Jeclined to have any connection with the work ;
Lut the American Committees, made up, as are their
co-workers in England, of “all-comers,” number, 1
Liclteve—

Old Testament, 11,
New Testament, 13.

The truth is that the religious convictions of
devout Anglicans, and members of the P. E.
Church were grossly cutraged at the very outset
before the English Committee had rcally begun
their werk.

On June 2nd there was a celebration of the Haly
Communion in Henry VII's Chapel, Westminster
Albey, when members of the two companies,
although not in communion with the Church—nay,
even scorning her discipline, and denying her teach-
ing as being contrary to that very Word of Gop
which they were then about to translate, were yet
invited to be participators of the highest honor the
Chutch on carth can bestow, to them was offered

1HaT which she herself says must be offered to
none but those “who have been confirmed, or are
ready and desirous to be confirmed.”"—(Rubric at
«nd Confirmation Office.)

But lest 1 should be deemed guilty of presump-
tion in thus speaking of the conduct of men of high
authority and great attainments, I will stand aside,
and one will address you who, in office, was equal
to the highest among them, and who had few, if
any, superiors there in point of scholarship—__lohn,
Lord Bishop of Fredencton, and Metropolitan of
Canada.—(See Charge 1871, pp. 14-20 incl)
For that act of Communion, Dean Stanley is, I
believe, primarily respensible ; but I am entirely
unable to say what Bishops and Priests of the
Church as members of the Committees were
Larticipes eriminis.

Other divi-
siops, used for regulating the public lessons of the
Church, have been in use almost from the times of
the Apostles, and aze the foundation of our present
Prayer Book divisions of Epistles and Gospels. These
remained substantially unchanged until about the
year 1260, when Cardinal Hugo de Sancto Claro
having prepared a concordance to the latin ver-
sion, or Vulgate, by which any passage might be
found, divided both the Old and New T'estaments
into chapters, which are the same we now have.
These chapters he subdivided into smaller portions,
distinguished by the letters A, B, C, I, F, F and
G, which were placed at equal distances from each
other, according to the length of the chapters.
When this division of the Cardinal’s hecame known
to Rabbi Mordecal Nathan, nearly 200 years later,
he undertook a similar concordance for the Hebrew
Scriptres.  He retained the chapters as divided,
but marked only everv sth verse with a Hebrew
numeral. It was not until 1661 that the verses,
marked each one with the figures in common use,
were used in the Hebrew Bible published by
Athias, of Amsterdam. He, however, retained
Nathan's Hebrew numerals as well.  The division
of verses in the Greek New Testament was first
adopted by Robert Stephens, a printer of Paris, in
1551, who, however, placed the figures in the mar-
gin, without forming every verse into a distinct
paragraph.  His son Henry, in his Preface wo his
concordance, asserts that lus father made this divi-
sion while journeying “on horseback” from Lyons
to Paris.  This is the view generally accepted (sce
Scribner's, Feb., 1881), and the expression used
by Henry Stephens-—infer eqwitqnduam, literally
means this ; but no less a scholar than Michaelis
thinks that the phrase kere means rather that when
he was tired of riding, he employed himself with
this work while resting at the inn. The division of
the verses into separate paragraphs first appeared
in the Geneva English Bible, about 1560,

In his “Zurest of Arden,” p. 13, chap. 1., Mr.
Gresley makes Latimer in the year 15335 announce
the text of a rather racy sermon to the peaple of
Kenilworth, preached from the steps of the house,
—as from the Gospel by St Matthew, “the 77
chapter and the zoth veise””  But the dates given
above will shew us that the author jsa little in ad-
vance of the times. 1 have seen it asserted —1
know not how truly—that the forthcoming version
will not be divided into verse-paragraphs, but simp-
Iy have the figures in the margin, and in some in-
stances, the present division of chapters will be
altered. This last has already bLeen done by the
new Lectionary in use since 1370, where you re-
member the Lessons frequently consists in parts of
different chapters,

The most notoriows instances of bad divisions
which occur to me just now ure Sr. Jafn 7 and 8,
where the touching contrast s lost, unless the 1st
verse of the 8th is read with the jth chapter, st
Cor., 13, should not be separated from the 12th,
being itself the inimitable account of the “mure ca-
cellent wway”  \While, if the z21st chapter of the
Acts should be the 2nd Lesson for the Service, and
the reader should really complete it, he would find
himself in an awkward position.

The division into verses is still unknown in the
Eastern Church.  While on the subject of these
divisions, it will not, 1 think, be without interest to
say a word about a relic, or at least a curiosity in
Bible divisions, about, or nearly, as old as Wycliffe,

1t was called the Biblia Pauperum, and consist-
ed of rude plates, representing Scripture figures and
incidents, with a few explanatory Latin sentences.
Horne says that it derived its name from bLeing a
sort of Catechism or instruction book for the com-
mon people.  One must necessarily feel diftident
about expressing an opinion contrary to such an
authority ; but we can put scholar against scholar.
Mr. John Jackson, in his “History of Wood En-
graving,” shows that the books were intended rather
for the clergy than the hity, It isin fact a serics
of skeleton sermons, and took its name from the
Franciscan Friars, the chief preachers of the day,
who styled themselves Pauperes. 1t at once ap-
pears to  us ourselves that it could be of but little
use to poor and illiterate persons, who cannot be
supposcd to have been able to.read Latin, when so
few could read their own language.

But it is time we should close. If I have in any
way interested you by what has been said, [ am
thankful. There is an old comparison that as
every river finds its way ultimately into the great
ocean, so the Bible in its every part points up to
Christ.  Such was the substance of those good
words used by the speaker of the House of Com-
mons Wwhen presenting a copy of the Bible to none
other‘than Oliver Cromwell, when installed as Lord
High Pratector: “The Bible is a book that contains
the Holy Scriptures, in which you have the happi-
ness to be well versed. This Book of Life consists
of 2 Testaments, the Old and the New. The first
shows Clhristum relatum, the second Christum
‘fevelatum, Christ veiled and revezled. It is the
book: of books, and doth contain both precepts and
examples for good government.”

Nor can we withhold one more quotation from
Horne : “The fairest flowers of human wit, after a
few perusals, like ‘gathered flowers, wither in our
hands, and'lose their fragancy ; but‘these unfading
planets &f Paradise become, as we arc accustomed
to them, more_and more beautiful, fHeir bioom ap-
Pears’ to.be (daily heightened, fresh odours are
emitted, dnd" ew sweets are extracted from them.

He who tasted their excellences will desire to taste
them yet again, and he who tastes them oftenest
will relish  them the most.”’— (Pref. Comment
Psalns.)

Often and ofien from the carliest days till now
has the Rible been attacked, but it has stood alike
the assaubis of cnemies and tke avages of lime,
“Men's works,” says Sir Thomas Brawn, “have an
age like themselves, and though they outlive their
authors, yet have they a stint and a period to their
duration, This only is a werk e hard for the
teeth of time, and cannot perish but in the general
flames, when alt things shall confess their ashes
and anly then, 1 may vennire 1o adds destroyed
because for the impenitent the dav of wrace will he
done, and for the forgiven the Chareh's praver wil}
have been fulfilled—"Tond Lave merey wpon us,
and worite ofl these Thv laics i onr hearts, we bee
seech Thee”

Christ sets His Kingdom up, appoints it
unta us, and 0 its place s scen the Kingdom
divided against ftselt’; the abortive atempt of saen
to Luild @ tower to heaven ; the jangling war of
rival and discordant sects, whose saddest hut truest
recend might, perhaps, now be written {in the
words of Moses ahout Babel) that “they left off to
build the city” (Gen. xiv 8)-—not 1eft off frying in
their own poor way, for indeed we can’t say that,
and one is patching up a bit of wall, while another
daubs it with untempered mortar, and the old
seductive volce 75 to be heard of “Peace, Peace,”
where there s no read peace in Zion @ bt | mean
that they have left of really building it, éu the onty
endnring teay, which is Gor's way of union and
concord— united  action and concordant  Faith,
Eackicel's story of the patchwork wall, danbed with
uniempered moriar, is 2 story and a warming for
all time.  Ez xiii.  Gop, with s stormy wind, in
fury, rent it, and with His overflowing shower con-
sumed it.

The discordant and divided system of religion now
so common and so universally accepted is as the
slight and temporary patchwork wall.  A%f in such
sort does Gop bulld Zwon’s walls,  “Alark 1woell her
bulwarks"—he chicfest of them all is Unity. “ie
of ene mind,” “Speak the same thing," Gob says,
“that the wortd may belicee” ; for then (and not
till then) the prople will belicve you.  We must
sometimes protest against divisions and the whole
anti-scriptural system of divided sects and separate
bodies of religionists,  Unpopular the protest may
be, uncharitable even, it may, perhaps, by ignorance
or mistake, be deemed ; but we musf make 1, for
al] that, from time to timie.  And why?  Because
7e hope to remedy the evil?  Nay, @ can anly
“labour for prace” ‘and cry (with David) to our
Gop, “0 be favourable and gracious unto Ziun ;
build Fhex the walls of Jerusalem” ; and thus,
labouring and praying, patiently abide /fis time.
But, in the meantime, we, in all love, must enter
protest against thg modern system of divisions, de-
canse Gon's Word forbids them ; becanse He says,
“Mark those that cause them, and avoid them ;"
Because they are filling the wotld with doubts, and
unbelief, and infidehty ; decause Christ warns us
against them as the devil's instruments for bringing
about the desolation and destruction of His King-
dom ; and because we are bound (nof to conceal,
but) to declare a// Gor's Counsel.

O Jerusalem.”  “7%ither the tribes go up' “ Zhiere
is the seat of judgment”  He was writing Clinrehly
words for Christians (as well as ancient Isracl)
1o sing and join in while the workl shall last; and
he said, av ferusalem, and not elsewhere, shall be
owr place of worship, as though he would warn
them against Jeroboam's novelties in Dan and
licthel, or any of the more modern forms of Jero-
boam's sin, And then for a theme of prayer, de
takes the welfare of the Church again—*Q pray for
the peace of Jerusalem ; they shall prosper that love
thee.,” O holy and blessed, surely, must he
Churchly Jove.  “They shall prosper that love

Oh, scl-
fish sectarian system which has well nigh lost sight
of this leading idea of Christ’s Gospel

Oh, miscrable modern mistake, which would
make a man’s religion a mere private matter between
his own soul and.his Saviour, It /s that, of course,
and a most solemn, scrious matter, too; and there-
fore we preach so often about personal seligion.
But it is infinitely more than that; it is a matter of
Church membership, *for lhe brethren and compan-
ions' sakes”” It is 2 matter of building up the walls
of Zion, that it may be the glory of all lands.
