My Friexps: I am here this evening to speak to

you of the Bible—that glorious book of divine re-

velation which commences with the birth of the
world and.ends with tho apocalypse of eternity;
whose first word is the .word of God, the Creator,
ealling forth the universe from nothing, and whose
last calls back humanity to His bosom fo enter
inio the full posgession of Truth. This book, which
has twenty different authors, who pass the pen from
hand to hand down the ages of history, all writing
under the empire of one idea and in the unity of
the same plan, but to which none of them has pre-
sumed to afix his name, knowing that he was but
the recording instrument in the hands of the Al-
mighty. This book, whose dendly encmies, from
the pagan sophist to the modern intidel, have ran-
sacked every department of knowledge for objees-
tions and put Nature to the torture in order if pos-
sible to elicit some answer opposed to the Bible.—
No atherbook ever passed through such an ordeal, for
it hag been exposed to the contradictions of men,
‘for the last ilirce thousand years, yet even to the
present heur, it bas been found impossible to detect
3 gingle error.  Though it appears somewhat super.
fluous in speaking to Christian auditors to enter
inte the proofs of that divine origin which you have
never doubted, yet it may be well for me briefly to
state the answer to the most common objections
urged agninst it in order to arm you against the at-
taeks of unbelievers should chance lead youinte
sheir company, First, as to the narration of Moses,
“What skeptics dares to deny, in the face of all his-
tory, sacred and profane, and the rosults of all an-
. ¢iemt and modern rcseaggh, that Moses existed, or
thel B2 o0 the chicf or ruler who led the Israelites
rrom Egypt to the land of Cavasn. The fact that
he was the inspired author of the Pentateuch, we
find accepted by all Jewish and Christian antiquity,
and supported by constant reference and assertion
throughout the sacred volume itself.
Tar Avriority o Mosxs. .

In writing these books Moscs, beside divine in-
gpiration, had in his favor the annals and traditions
of his family in an unbroken successinn from Adam,
and in a country where tradition is often more accu-
rate than our own recorded history, and he would
mever have dared to placo thesc facts upon record as
Ged's own word and law if the people had not
known them to be true and actually witnessed his
miracles and his wonderful familiarity with God.
The most complete precautions were faken to se-
curte the preservation and correct iransmission of
the original text of the Books of Moses into the
twelve authentic copies—one for each tribe. The
copies were laid up by the whole congregation in
the trensure-house of the temple, and to add, dimi-
nish or corrupt one word was, by the laws of the
nation, present death. Josephus tells us that a Ro-
man soldier who attempted o tear the books was
instantly beheaded by command of his General. It
would be impossible to condense, in the brief space
of a single lecture, even a summary of the many
corroborative proofs of the authenticily of tlho other
books of the Old Testament. All the facts it con-
tains were written from time to time by public au-
therity, and are the testimony of men who saw and
knew the things recorded ; and, as to tho prophe-
cies, to those who are not wilfully Dlind, their fal-
fillment afiords the most glorious and conviacing
proof, net only of their own truth, but of the divine
origin of the other portions of the Old and New
Testament, with which they are inseparably con-
nooted, If the Jews would corrupt the Bible, it must
te done either before or after the coming of our 3a-
viour. They wounld not before, because their only
motive in 5o doing must be to show that Christ did
not fulfill the prophecies ; and afterwards, when the
look was in the hande of Christians, amongst whom
wore many Jews who understood tho Hebrew or
8yro-Chaldaic langunge, in which the Seriptures
were written, any attempt at alteration would have
heen instanily detected and exposed. In regard to
the New Testament, the intcrnal evidence of genu-
ineness arc cqually complete, and we have beside
the correrpondonce with, and fulfillment of the pro-
phecies. The existence of our Lord and Saviour is
a matter of history ; but if any one could deny His
work ov His miracles, done openly in the face of
day—miracles that the Jews, who persecuted Ifis
doctrines, His disciples and even His name, dared
not dispuie, in the face of a publicity filling the
wholo world from evil to good, from pride to bumi-
Tity, from sensuality to chastity, from enjoyment to
mortification, from corruption to holiness?

DR. FRASER'S ERRORS.—THE-BISHOP OF SAL-
FORD REFUTES THEM.

At the opening on Thursday in last week of St
Peter’s church, Salford—of which we gave a brief
account in our last issue—His Lordship, the Bishop
of Salford, preached.

He said it wes not unfitting that at the opening
of a church dedicated to- St. Peter he should speak
of the prerogatives divinely given to him of primacy
of jurisdiction and supremacy "over the Church, but
that which would not have been in itself unfitting
had been laid upon him as a duty, for upon many’
occasions of late one, to the weight of whose per-
sonal character was ndded the authority of a high
ecclesiastical position,had repeatedly assailed the doc-
trine taught by Jesus Christ. He had done itin
ignorance, but he had done it to the people. He
(the speaker) owed it, therefore, as A duty to the
truth to clear away the confusion which might be
created in the minds of men by bold assertions, and
ke owed it as a duty to very many who, though they
were nominally within the Church of Eagland, yot
held almest every Catholic dectrine with the excep-
tion of the authority and supremacy of the Vicar of
Christ, they had held all the teaching of the Catho-
lic Church. He snid, therefore, that it wasa duty
of faith and a duty of charity to make clear the doc-
trine of the supremacy of the Pope. Many assertions

bad been made with the view of upsetting this
divinely-revealed doctrine, and amongst other things,
it had been repeated more than ence with an air of
triumph that the Council of Chalcedon was opposed
to the supreme authority of the Vicar of Christ. He
was not sorry that he had been challenged upon
this point, because there was no more luminous
proof to be found of the supreme authority of the
Vicar of Christ than was afforded by the General
Council of Chalcedon, and he was the better plensed
that the authority of this Council had been chosen,
because the Church of England, in an unwary mo-
ment, when she sought in her commencementto
Llind the mass of the people, proclaimed officially
and authoritgtively that during the first 500 ycars
and more the Church was pure and uncorrupted, and
in the same unhappy moment proclaimed its ad-
hesion to the first four General Councils. Iis ar-
gument required that he should first take them to
the pseudo Council of Ephesus. Eutychus, 2 monk
of Constantinople denied the Catholic doctrine of
the Incarnation. Pope Leo at ouce condemned the
heresy, but the herctic was abetted by the Emperor
and the Council, and the Patriarch of Constantinople,
namecd Dioscorus. This patriarch ealled a general
council, which met at Ephesus, and before it met
Pope Leo so far accepted itthat ho sent his own
legates to be prosent at it, bearing & letter in which
he defined the doctrine of the incarnation against
Eutychus. There were 130 Eastern biskeps present
at this Council. Dioscorus refused to allow the
Pope's legates to preside, and usurped the authority
to doso himself. The Council, following the dictate
of Dioscorus, subsciibed to the Eutychian heresy,
and they were supported by the Emperor and the
civil authorities. But when the matter was brought
before Pope Leo, he wrote at once to the Emperor,
and said that he cancelled and aunulled all the pro-
ceedings of the Council, and demanded of the Em-
peror that another General Council shorld bLe called
to establish peace within the Church. A Council
was accordingly held twe yearsafterwards, in 451, by
the will of the Pope, at Chalcedon, at which there
were no less than 630 bishops. With the exception
of the Papal legates, theres were no bishops of the
Latin Church present, because Europe was then
overrun by the Barbarians, and it was impossible for
the Bishops to travel. The Council was the largest
in number ever held in the Church, with the excep-
tion enly of the second of Lateran, and the legatcs
of Pope Leo presided at it. It sat for three wecks,
and the 28th Canon, which was the subject of dis-
cussion, was passed on the 15th of the 16 sessions.
For some time before thers had becn a gradual
growth in the ambition of the patriarchs of Constan-
tinople. Before Constantine transferred his throne
from Rome to Censtantinople, the bishops of that
sce were subject to the bishops of Heraclea, When
Conetantine took possession of Constantinople, in
honor of him the bishop was rnigsed to the title of
archbishop, and at the first General Council of
Constantinople to the title of archbishop was
added that ot patriarch. By another canou the
patriarch of Constantinople sfought fo obtain &
canonical precedence over {he most ancient patri-
archs of Alexandria and of Antioch, whosc preten-
sions the Popes of that day resisted as opposed to
the diciplinary canons of the Council of Nicea, and
the traditional honor which was due to the successor
of St. Mark in thesee of Alexandria and to Antioch,
which had ouce been the sce of St, Peter himself.—
The Council of Chalcedon, which was composed of:
600 Eastern bishops, was a favorable opportunity
for the patriarch of Constantinople to obtain that
precedence over Alexandrie and Antioch which he
had hitherto failed to obtain, The Empcror and
the senate were favorable o the claim, the patriarch
of Alexandria bad been condemned and deposed by
Pope Leo, and therefore could nct appeal, and the
patriarch of Antioch, and the metropolitans of Asin,
Thrace, and Pontus were personal friends of Anato-
liug, the Patrinrch of Constantinople. When the
Council had accepted the letter and definition of
Pope Leo regarding the Eutychian heresy, and a
greater number of the bishops departed, leaving only
a remnant of 200,the patriarch of Constantinople and
the Byzantine bishops thonght it a favorable opper-
tunity of passing a declaration in favor of their pa-
triarch, and so when the Papal legates bad left the
Chambers, the Fathers who remained passed the 25th-
canon, which was as follows :— .

“ With good reason the Fathers granted to the
See of ancient Rome its high privileges (i.e., of honor
and dignity ; or, as the Sccond Council of Constan-
tinople called it, * privileges of honor'), because it
was the reigning city, by the same consideration the
150 bishops were induced to docide that new Rome,
the honored seat of the Emperor and the rosidence
of the Senate should possess egual privileges (of
honor) in eccleninstical matters, and be honered
seceond in rank after Rome.? ' ‘

In this canon there was no roference made to the
desire of obtaining the apostolic primacy—that which
was aimed at was that thc Patrinvch of Constan-
tinople might oblain greater patriarchal honor and
ruthorlty. Next day the legates of the Pope return-
ed to the Council, and in the presence of the Impe-
rial officers protestod against the Canon as opposed
to tho disciplinary Canon of Nicea, and as deroga-
tory to the dignity of the Sovereign Pontiff. Tho
discussion being over the officers of the Crown
summed up the whole matter in these words: “ I
appéars that the primacy and the precedency of
honor should be preserved according to the Canons,
for the Avchbishop of Old Rome, but that the Arch-
bishop of Constantinople ought to enjoy the same
privileges of honor,' on which tho bishops present
all oxclaimed, * This is & just proposal, and we all
gny the same.”

Tay CATHEDRAL OF ErLpHIN.—CONSECRATION OF THE
Fing CATHEDRAL 4T SLgo. — Amongst the great
events which have recently occurred in conncction
with the reconstruction of the ancient faith of the
mation, a prominent place must be assigned fo the
ceremonial, by which the Sligo Cathedral, which is
an honor to the most Rev. Dr. Gillooly, the Bishop
of Elphin, to his cleigy, and to the flock over whom
he rules with parental eare and solicitude, was de-
voted to the service of God. It is, indeed, 5 noble
structure, worthy of the high and holy usesto which
it was this day solemnly dedicated. Although Ihad
heard much spoken in praise of the new cathedral
in “high places” I was by no means prepared for
the chaste, though severe grandeur of its exterior.—
Scarcely twelve months bave passed since the great
primatial catbedral of Armagh was handed over by
the lineal descendant of St. Patrick as the work of
man's hands to the honor and glery of God ; and on
this day avother great temple was, by the sameil.
lustrious preacher, devoted to the supreme worship
of God, in the presence of his Emicence the Car-
dinnl-Archbishop of Dublin and a large number of
his brethren in the episcopacy, and of the secular
and regular clergy, and a vast congregation. The
style of the new cathedral of F1phin, the foundation
stone of which was laid on the Gth of Qctober, 1863,
is a kind of combination of the Norman and Byzan-
tene, The tower risesin lofty grandeur in the front
centre of the main gable. This tower is the only
part of the church not completed. When finished,
it will rise to a height of 180 fcet. The principal
entrance is within a noble arch, from which the
tower rises, and is surmounted -by & beautiful series
of figures in alto-rclievo, representing our Lady of
the Immaculate Conception, Pius IX,, and the Doc-
tors of the Church, in carved stone. The extreme
length of the sacred edifice is to hundred and twen-
ty-seven feet; the width across the transepts is one
hundred and fifteen feet; tho nave is thirty-three
fect wide, and the aisles seventeen feot each. The
height of the ceiling from the rich, encaustic tile
pavement is sixty-two feet. The aisles are divided
from the nave by bays of bold arches, sustained on
finely~chiselled columns of limestone, as are also the
transepts and Chapel of Qur Lady Circalar stone
stairways at cither side of the tower are cavried to
the triforia or galleries above the aisles. These
galleries are bebind the arches,and open on the
nave i a series of arches which produce a very
magnificent effect, The groined voof rises from
limestone shafts vesting on rich corbels. The ceil-
ing is painted light grey color, relieved at the groins
with stone color. The walls aro painted and deco.
rated in exquisite taste, and the stencillings on the
various architectural features are charming., The
appearance ofthe chancel, which terminates in o cir-
cular apse, furnished with gorgeous stamefi-gln.ss
windows, is grand in the extreme.

Chureh which equally deniessuch authority”~though
at tho Conncil of Florence speaking by her Bishops
the Orientels fuily and expiicitly acknowledged
such autherity.

Again the author speaks with his Catholic

voice when he says, - 15, that :—

« As Protestantism is mere incipient Rationalism,
the first duty of Catholicism is to throttle, .
To this end the Church herself must be heard, She muy
speak with autkorily, and tell ker children what is right;
and what is wrong.” 'The Italics are our own.

But to speak at all the Church must have
some organ of speech. If she be, as our auther
cvidently assumes no longer Oune, but broken,
or split up into branches, any one of which
may err, every one of which indeed has erred;
and which are not in communion with vne ap-
other—how can she speak at all ? whereis her
mouth ? If Lambeth or Constantinople have
the right to repudiate what Rome tells her
children is right; if Rome be not bound by
what Lambeth says, nor thie latter by the dog-
matie utterances of Constantinople, where 1sthe
authority of the Church ? of that “ OxE IN-
FALLIBLE GUIDE’ our author speaks of ? A
Church without 2 mouth, or organs of speech

is a dumb Church and might as well be dead.
Now we put it to our Anglican friend to tell |-

us, where, or what, is the mouth of the ¢ One
infallible Clarch’ from which he must learn
s what is right, end what is wrong” in the
present day? If there be no such mouth or
vocal organ, competent to speak infullibly on
the controversics of the ninetecnth century,
then is the Church virtually dead, and the pro-
misc of Christ a lic; if there be such a vocal
organ, and if it be not at Rome, then where or
what is it ?

And again; when on the same page the au-
thor tells us that the Church when speaking
«must appeal to primitive use” “when she
claims to be heard, and to lay down the laws,
he betrays his crass ignorance, his incapacity
to grasp the very first principle of Cutholicity.
When the Church speaks, whes to-day she
tells the world  this is true and te be believed;
this is false and to be rejected,” she does so,
not by appealing to the past, but to the pre-
sent, cver preseut Holy Spirit within her, guid.

nineteenth century as in the first; and whose
organ or mouth-piece she is.

We speak of the author of the protest against
the Protestant Bishop of Huron's charge, as
being himsslf a Protestant, and intensely Pro-
testant.

We have noticed the absurd-
ity of the Branch theory and its utter incor-
patibility with the dectrine of a Cburch, One
and Indivisible—such as Christ appointed to
teach all nations, and nced say no more. The
Brach theory is in short but a variation of the
Natienal Qhurch theory; ‘and the term Bramch
or National Church, is the contradictory of the
term Cathelic Church.

But we will point eut the absurdity, on the
part of one calling himself a Cutholic, a2 mem.
ber of the @hurch which recognises no ethno-
logical, no national, no political lines of de-
marcation, of the assumption that ¢ in an Eng-
lish spenking colony,” the Church which he
calls Roman, “is devoid of mission,” and
has an “ntruded gurisdiction,” How can
the spiritual authority of the Bishops

their jurisdiction from Rome, be affected by
the consideration whether Canada be a French,
or an English speaking eolony? But for the
fortune of war, Canada might still be a French
speaking colony; the Bishops named by the Pope
would be even aceording to the Anglican theery
the true Bishops, Will our author seriously
maintain the proposition that, by a military or
politieal accident ; by reason of & battle won,
or a battle lost; because of a Treaty eoncluded
betwixt secular Powers, the spiritual status of
a Bishop or priest can be affected, or that the
epiritual allegiance of the faithful can be trans-
ferred from ope authority to amother? Fid
the victory of Wolfe, and the consequent Trea-
ties betwixt France and England, which gave
Canada to Eogland, deprive the then Bishop
of Quebee, or his successors of their mghtful
spiritual authority, of their mission, or rightful
jurisdiction ? From whom ‘did the Bishop of
Huron derive his mission, or right of spiritual
jurisdiction ?

Again eur author crrs grieviously when he
pretends that the so-called Orders of the gov-
ernment church of Eogland are recognised as
valid either by the Oriental schismaties, or by
any members, large or small bearted—of what
he calls the-Western Branely, if by that term he
means those who look upon the Pope, because
successor of St. Peter, as the Viear of Christ,
No Roman Catholic can admit the validity of
Anglican Orders, since his Church has, by im-
plication, declared them to be null and void in
that ministers of the Anglican sect admitted
into the Catholic Church, are always ordained,
if it be their desire to serve at her altars;
whilst it is a goctrine of the same Church that
Orders cannot be conferred twice on the same
person and that re-Ordination like re-Baptism
would be & sacrilege. Therefore whilst on all
converts from any of the Protestant seets the

Mr. Eptror,~1In his lnst paper, the Editor of the
Richuinond Guardiun, the famwons W, E. Jones, has
thought proper to place before his readers the
leading features of the Lill of education, and at tho
ARam: time to appreciate it in his usual manner.—
I'rom the few words which read as tollows: “ It
will be seen that so far as Romman Catholic schools
nre concerned, they ave placed by it more complete-
Iy than ever under a Clerical control even as regards
scientific education; but few, kowever, who ure con-
versant with the lessors of listory, and experience
will venture to hold out any hope of an improve-
ment in the educaiional and intellectunl standard
of the FFreuch Canadians of the Province under such
circumstances,” one can casily judge of the little
progressive and religious spirit with which Mr,
Jones is animated, as well as of his shortsightedness
in educational proceedings.

In reply, it a reply can be given through your
paper, as I presume it ean, I would say, Mr, Editor,
that this projected bill of education, which places
thie teachings of our schools both religious and lite-
rary, under the wholesome control of our clergy, is
the greatest boon of our time, gince it has in view
the one grand object whichis to fully train up youths
at one for religion and socicty. Let Mr. Jones bear
in mind that religion genstitutes the most essential
clement of education, Withont it, it is altogether
impossible to bring up & child for any useful pur-
posc whatsoever, To educateis not merely toawake
by some means or other the dormant faculties of the
soul, or fo fit one for pure temporal pursuifs, or
money-making.

A great ontery has been raised more than once of
late, because in mattors of Church discipline;, Cath-
olic Laymen or Clergymen were forbidden to appeal
tothe civil authorities, and courts of civil law. A
case has lately occurred in Scotland about which
little noise is made :—* In March, 1872, Muil, who
was an elder of the Presbyterian Church, had some
falling out on Church matters with Rev. Mr. Mackey,
acting mederator of the kitk session of the Clany
Free Church. He sought ealisfaction from the
“presbytery,” but the presbytery gave him none,
He then complained to the ¢ Superior Church Court;'
but the Superior Church Court gave hita just as 1it-
tle relief. * He complained of this’ (says the official
jedgment which we are summarising) ‘to the Bynod,
and subsequently to the General Assembly, both of
which tribunals decided againsthim! Hethen sued
the parties into the civil courts, ‘as representing the
civil powers, and having coercive jurisdiction’—
What says the judgment of the civil cour/?—* The
pursuer, by becoming & member, aud by hav-
ing accepted ordination as an office-bearer of the
Free Chureh, and by baving voluntarily acknow-
ledged and submitted himself to its authority in

2ays that he has served os an officer in the Britiskx
army, replics to a letter from the Standard’s Own
Correspondent in which it was asserted that no
gentleman or English officer could venture to
the acts of severity and cruelty committed
“by the Carlists. Mr. Leader asserts on the other
hand that such measures of severity as have been
adopted by General Dorregaray are fully justified
by the lnws. of war. The Republicaus, he says,
burnt the towns of Abarzuza, Zabal, Villatuerts,
and destroyed the harvests; Inid waste the coun- .
try, and shot in cold-blood on thc 26th of June
last, thirteen prisoncrs whom they had taken from
the Carlists. The writer considers that the King's
General would have failed in his duty had he left
such ncts as these unpunished. As for Captain
Schmidt, he was shot, not as a newspaper corres-
pondent, but as a spy ; the only paper found on him
was.a pass, signed by Marshal Concha, describing
him a8 “Captain Schmidt, German officer of Ar-
tillety,” and authorizing Lim to pass fi recly through
all Republication lines. Charges of espionage,
says Mr. Leader, have so often  been foungl true
» against German officers, that this paper did not
tell much in favour of the unfortunate Schmids.
Mr.. Leader adds that he is himself the “Irish
volunteer” referred to by the Standard's Own Cor-
respondent, and that he has had a very narrow es-
cape of being himself put to deanh by the Republi-
eans. When he was lying woundeed under the
protection of the Red Cross, he saw a Frenchman
at his side assassinated simply on account of his
nationality.

Recruiszations.—Amidst the ocean of falschood
which covers the whole subject of the counflict in
Spain, we find a statement that General Cabrera,
whose abstention stimulates the newsmongers'
powers of invention had replied, in answer to
fresh overtures from Don Carlos, that he would
have nothing to do with cannibels and brigands.
But on the other hand, a letter from Don Carlos
hias been published in the Cuartel Renl, in which
he expresses his regret at Cabrera’s absence from
his proper place in the Royalist ranks, but denies
having had any communication with him since the
breach between them at Vevy., Another.absurd
story is that Dcna Blanca was the principal insti-
gator of terrible atracities alleged to Lave been
committed by the Carlists at Cuenca. These at-
rocitics were ncver committed at all; and all that
Dona Blanca secems to have done was to prevent
the destruction of the church inwhich the Repub-
licans had taken refuge. But it is stated on the
Carlist side that two Zouaves of the royal escort
having been found murdered in a private house
the morning after the capture of the place, five
“Liberal” inhabitants of the house, one of whom
was the principal Alphonsist in the district, were
tricd by court martial and shot. In spite of the
disavowal of an intention to practise reprisals on
the Republican side, the example of the Paris
Communists is being followed, according to the
Havas agency, at Barcelona, Forty-one Carlists, in-
cluding the parish priests and vicars of two
churches, several other ecclesinstics, and some
noblemen, have been arrested as hostages, and im-
prisoned in the fort of Altarazemas. And the
same despatch states that in a fight at Castelfollit,
in which the Carlists are said to have been defeat-
ed, the Manila Chasseurs cut to pieces “with their
knives,” which looks as if their victims were un-
armed, two companies of Carlists—though, if the
latter “refused to surrender,” this can scarcely be
considered o massacre of prisoners—and burnt
geveral villages whick had risen in favour of the
Carlists. Cuenca, it is said, remained only forty-
cight, hours in the posscssion of the Royalists, and
General Malta has opened the inquiry into the
causes of its fall.— Tabiet

Ty Cantist Wanr.—The following depatches
have been reccived by the military representa-
tive in London of Don Carlos VII. :—¢ Perpig-
nan, July 20.—A great victory has been gained by
the Carlists over the Republican forces between
Castel Follit and Figneras. Losses considerable
Gerona has paid its contribution
to the Carlists. The Madrid report of the Carlist
defeats and atrocities from the Republican Cap-
tain-General of Cataloma are absolutely unfound-
ed. Prince Alfonso's Chief of Staff officially
contradicts the Madrid despatches of Carlist atroci-
ties at Cuenca, and the subsequent defeat of the
Prince.” “Bayonne, July 30,—The alleged battle
of Moriones with the Carlists is belicved to be a
fiction. Great indignation is expressed on both
sides of the frontier at the false despatches sent
from Madrid and other points to aid the foreign
intervention scheme of the Serranists. General
Moriones has made an order for the execution of
ten marricd men from among the principal Car-
list inbabitants for every Republican soldier ex-
cuted by the Carlists, Moriones has burned the
houses and laid waste the country for many
leagues around Pamplona.”

GERMANY.

The royal Prussian Cours and S8tate Bishop, in
partibus antichristianorum, Reinkens will arrive short-
ly at Kempten, in the Bavariun province of Suabia.
The Old-Catholic sect there sent a potition to Herr
Lutz for permission to give confirmation, where-
wpon Herr Lutz most wisely answered, he could not
give such a permission, but he would pat no obs-
tacle in the way of the coming of Reinkens.® All
the Bavarian newspapers, except the Reptile IPress,
Iaugh to scorn the attempt nt Kissingen, and paral-
led it with ether inggnious contrivances of the Prus-
sian police in byegone years.—Munich Corr. of Tablst,

Case or tur Asss Beyasp.—The case of a parish
priest of Lorraine who has recently been before the
German {ribunals, is worthy of a few words of speci-
al notice. The Abbe Charles Benard is the brother
of a certain Abbe V. Benard, residentin France, who
has published undera nom de plume a book entitled
Guerre dela Prusse contre P Eglie Cutholique avec la
complicile el pour le molheur de lz France. ‘Fhe Abbe
Cherles Benard is parish pricst of Hoff, near Sarre-
bourg, He * opted” for a French nationality at the
time of the sunexion, and consequently lost the in-
The German authorities then
tried to induce the Bishop of Nancy to remove him
from his apiritual charge, but failed, On the 15th
of June last he was suddenly arrested and thrown
into the prison of Saverne, and n vigorous search
made auwong his papers and property, which were
seized, Whether it was hoped that something
would be found implicating him in the preparation
of the book above-mentioned is not clear, but the of-
ficlal charge was that “having ‘opted’ for Framce
he had refused to vesign hig cure.” This, however
was dropped at the trial, as well ag the further
charge that he had violated thé interdict of the civil
power by cxercising apiritual function. He was
‘now accused of having excited to hatted of the Gov-
ernment in his farewell sermon. The solitary wit-

Fatazr Paono Rosa Tus AsTroNouER.—~The death
is announced of Father Paolo Rosa ef the Company
of Jesus, ono of the astronomers who were left at
the observatory of the Roman College, Xducated
when a boy in the College of Nebles, under the
Jesuit Fathers, Roea early showed an aptitude for
mathematical studies, which he cultivated assidu-
ously after admission to the Order. In 1848 he left
Europe, and made his first astronomical exercises in
the Observatory of Georgetown, in the United States
of Americs, under tho dircction of Father Curley.
Returning to Europe, he became assistant in the
nstronomical department of the Roman College, and
presented the observatory with several expensive
instruments, purchased with his private funds.—
These gifts of Rosa causcd the erection of the new
observatory on the Church of St. Ignatius, to which
the Pope contributed largely. He then completed
his theological studics, and was consccrated priest.
For some ycars he remained in the Roman College
a3 assistant and Professor of Mathematics, but wish-
ing to rccupy himself more fully with ministerial
functions he left Rome, and became Rector of the
College of Ferentino, Lately, the various provin.
cial colleges of the Jesuits being closed, and the
order suppressed, he returned to the observatory of
the Boman College, where he occupied his leisure in
astronomical studics without noglecting the exercise
of his priestly functions, His excessive studies and
Inbours injured his health and brought on a disorder,
which, after twenty days”of acute suffering, termi.
nated his life. He was but 49 years old when he
died, He left behind him severnl astronomical
papers of great valuo, among which is a lengthened
dissertation on the observations of the solar diame-
ter, intended tc prove the subjection of that lumi.
nary to variations in volume.—Zb.
