meeting for the present. Rav Mr Cantwell
presided. There was o crowded attendauce,
iseluding Sullivan, Biggar and Leamy, mem-

bers of Parlisment. ‘The Secretary an-

pounced that the week's receipts were
£1237, of which L1761 were from
Amevica. He read a long manifesto,

stating thet the Lesgus was now upable to
pregent thw test cases prepared to the new
Iand Courts. and that thero was only one
constitutionnl weapon left, which the Leazue
previously hesitated to use. The executive
advise members of the Leaguo henceforth to
pay Co rent until the leaders are r.ensed.
The chairman said the present was the time
for acting, not speaking. Their leaders might
be arrested, but the priesthood remained to
guide tho people.  He counselled passive re-
gistance.

Lwerroor,Oct. 18.—At a meeting of 4,000
Land Leaguers and Home Rulers rosoiutions
were passed protesting against the arrests in
Lend. O'Donnell, member of Parliament,
deserived the violence of the police in Dub-
lic, Hacalled the Premier ¢ Willinm Judas.”

Dfpuy, Oct. 19.—At a meeting of the
Carrick branch of the League to-day, twelve
bundred were present. Two hundred trades-
men joined the orgenization. A detachment
of hussars, with sabres drawn, paraded the
streets, and tho shops were closed,

The Freeman's Journal, in reference to the
manifesto of the League, says: ¢ Wo foreseo
dire confusiop, ruin to individuals, possible
strifo and Dloodshed. However opinions
may differ ns to the propristy and legality of
the advice tendered to the imprisonad lenders
of the League, there can be no diflerence as
to the cloquence and ability with which the
case of the Lengue is stated. We do not be
lieve tenants will follow the course not to
pay rents. We believe a better, wiser apirit
is springing up. Thero is shown in many
districts an extreme desire to eliminate fruit-
less controversy. We have no proof yet that
the Land Act will not be carried out other-
wise than in the most honest way.”

The cry of “XNo
rent” went by vesterdoy morning's mail to
every corner of Ireiand end to every membear
of the League. A Jarge white plaeard,
printed in big biack bodied type, appeared
as follows:—iNo rent; Parnell, Davitt,
Dillon, Sexton, Kettle, Brenonp, Xgan.
To-day there will not be an eye in Ireland
which has not cesn the last decree of the
Lengue. To those who watched the grip
which the Leagne hod upon the apratian
population for the last two years, these two
words have terrible significance. In the
opinion of the closest observers, if the tenants
throughout ireland obey the decrees, they
frugtrate all the military and offi-
cial authority. It is beyond doubt illegal, and
not a member of the leagne with whom
1 have spoken but expressed his expectation
of the immediate declaration of the illegality
of the league nnd tlLe arrest of its remaining
members. AMr. Sullivan said to me at the
meeting on 'Toesday: « This is coming to
close quarters.” The next card is to be
played by the Government, for the lacdlerds
now drop out of the conflict, the strike against
rents being really a challenge fo England it.

Earl Cowper, Lord Lientenant of Ircland,
has, in a special prociamation to be issued to-
night, declared tae Land League to be an il.
legal organization, and warned tho Irish peo-
ple that its meetings of all kinds, or in any
place, will be dispersed by force. The fol.
lowing is the proclamation :—

Whereas sn association, styling itself the
Irish National Land League has existed for
some timo past, assuming to interfere with
the Queen’s subjects in the free exercise
of their lawiul rights, and especially to
control the relations betweea the landlords
and tenants in Ireland. Whereas, the de-
signs of tho association are belng sought to
be effected by an organized system of intimi.
dation to obstruct the processes and the exe.
cuticn of tho Queen’s writs and by seeking
to deter the Queen's subjects from fulfilling
contracts and following their lawful callings
and occupsations. Whereas, tho said Associa~
tion has now avowed in purpofeto prevent
the payment ¢f all rent and to eflect ths
subversion of law as administersd in the
Queen's uama in Ireland. Now, we hereby
warn all pereons, that the ssid Association,
styling itself tho Irish Natfonal Land League,
and by whateves other name it may bo called
or known, is au unlawful and criminal Asso.
ciation, and that all meetings and assemblies
to carry out or promoto ita designe or pur-
poses nre alike unlawful .and criminal and
will be prevented, and, if necessary,
dispersed by force. We hereby warn all
subjects of Her Majesty the Queen who may
bave become connectod with the said as~
sembly to disconsect themselves and to ab-
stain from glving furthercountenance therato,
and wo do hersby make known that all the
powers and resources at our command will be
employed to protect the Queen's subjects in
Irelsnd in the fall exercise of their law-
ful rights and in the peacsful pursuits
of their lawfol oallings and occupstions
to enforce the fulfilment of all lawful obliga-
tions and to save the pracesses of the law and
tho exaecution of the Queen's writs from
hindrance or obstroction, and we do
hereby call on all loyal aad well-affected
gubjects of the Crown to ald 1us
in upholding wud maintaining the authority
of 1aw and the supremacy of the Queen ia
this her tealm of Ireland. Dated, Duablin
Castle, this the 20th day of October, 1881, by
Her Majosty's command, W. C. Forster.

We advised them to give morteages on their
interests in their holdinge, which the new
land nct has facilitated, in fact to do anything
except pay rent.

They
can be met in by streets and fushionable
squares ag stately as mourners at a fuueral,
The houses of every Judge and Government
oflicial in Dublin are guarded by police.
DusLix, Oct. 24.—Parnell is reported as say-
ing: «The training which the people have had
for the past $wo yeara in modified form ot strike
agniust rent, has, I hope, prepared them for
greater cxertion now requited. If farmers
stand firm in this strike for one short yeur,
they must inevitably brlng Governmert and
landlords to their knees. This fight
is notking more thas n question of money nnd
cournge, and is Gladstone ioterded in any
case to dragoon the country. It
is just as well the country should get some
adequate rerults in return in the shape of
free lands. Parncli aleo said : * I was always
very careful to uvoid anything which could
be construed into incitement to acts of intimi-
dation or violence. According to warrants,
the oftences charged avainst me must have
been contalned in speeches delivered by me
at weekly meetings of the Lengue. Theve
speeches wero by far the most moderate of
any I delivered since the cowrmencement of
the movement. ‘The wsy in which tho Goy-
ernment are uow putting the Coerclion Act in
force is n most absolute abrogation of the
right of freedom of specch, discussion and
meeting which ever obtained in any couatry.
The Government have practically rendered it
impossible for farmera oither to test, or with
galety to use the Lund Act. 1 had always been
one of those who believed it possible to use
the act in such ways as to secure gubstantiul
benefits for the ngricultural classes of Ireland.
1 opposed the more extreme League party,
who desired to reject the nct entirely at the
rocent Convention, Lut I was firmly con.
vinced it could only be used sately in an
organized, systomatic fashion, snd that if the
farmers wers left without any organization or
assistance in advance, the result would be, as
in the case ot the Act of 1870, disappolnt-
mcnt.”

Lonniox, Oct. 24,—A. M. Sullivan, M., is
roported as saying :—¢ Thero will probably
come a period of dreadful conflict between
the Irish people and the Government.

Heo regarded that occasion ay re-
tnarkable in affording n manifestation of the
peace nud genuine christiau feeling which
prevailed among the citizens. When they
consldered the peculiarity of tho present as-
semblage, the gatlering of all classes, creeds
and puder, ropresenting  varioties of all
opinion and sentitment, the scenc was extru-
ordipary. 'The occasion was a Catholic one,
an ecclesisstical one, the honorinvg of o priest
who huad boen elevated to the diguity
of Mousignor by the Pope, yot notwithstand-
ing this all the professions, roprosentatives of
tho moercantile community and all grades of
society were pregent, theo pathering being
such uf would ndorp any table. All wero de-
lizhted to acknowledgo that thoy wore glad
to honour ong who had formerly lived aund
lubuured in Kingston., This was a testimony
of 1ho high degree of civilization that existed
in tho country. "Tbis nmity was n great
bepefit to the citlzens; it was o treasure,
a social treasure, which he hoped God
would long preserve among the poople of
Kingston. He referred to the preat influence
which a blehop nnd his clergy held nmong
the people, and eaid that as long au he had
Dreath nod he held his office, he would always
bo in favor of peace and good will among
men, aud he would never vast the brand of
dissension among them. They lived ina
free country, and they sbould recognize it as
such, No man should quarrel with his
neighbor because he expressed a free opinjon
upon public matters. If a man wishes to
deny a statement, let him do 8o by argument.
If he had a grievance he bad as much right
to express the

ns a sick man had to expresa the soreness of
his body. In a froo country the honest man
should be open to nrgnment. In diflerences
of opinion it should be oplunion againat opin-
ion, and mind againgt mind. Therefore, he
(the speaker) would never quarrel with any
man because he believed he had a grievance,
but, if necessary, he would meet him in ar-
gument—which. was the rule of a fies coun~-
try. If a man hus n right to sesert, po
man hae a right to prevent him from doipg
go. With regard to the expressions of good
will toward the eoclesiustical body of which
he was the head in thfs diocese, as a testi.
mony to the courss of conduct obBerved by
him and Lis predecessors, thay had been good
citizony, loyal tothe constitution, and tried
to maintain peace among the citizens. He
trusted that he wounld preserve the dignity
of his office as long a3 he livad, and he would
also defend it, boplng that no one would
grudge bim the rights of his office. FEach
man was equal t0 another jast as far as good
conduct {n llfe aud goad wisdom in argumont
were concerned. He oonsldered thie expres-
sfon of good will towards him on several oo-

caalons not as A compliment to him person~

ally, but to the oftice which he held. Nothing
would plense him better ac he went to the
grave than to know that he had left a monu-
went of grood works behind him, performed
for the bupefit of the city. That would be
hig aim, and*with the help of God he hoped
to succesd. llo referred {0 the remarks
made by Col. T'witchel), to the eflect that he
had almost grown up befors be bad seen &
priest, nud also that ho had been taught to
beliovo that the typical priest was a danger-
ous man, but that by study and experience
his views hnd been moditied, and that during
the war he found that the Catholic was as
willing to

to comont the Unlon as was the Protestant.
Ho was glad to hear those remarks,
a8 2 man upon such on occasion did
not speak at random, nnd he teok the utter-
ances of the Cousul to bo the feelings of the
people of the country he repreosented. Ho
then went oa to illuetrate the positioun ot tha
Catholic Church in regard to her support of
the monarchical and republican governments.
The opinion was expressed that becauso the
Catholiz Church, by divine constitution, was
monarchical, fbe was in favor of that form of
governmant, There never was s greater
error in history than that. Any reliable
historian would tell them that. T'ho Catholic
Church maintains thoso who hold the sceptro
of nuthority whethier obtained Ly torce or by
descent.

The English and Irish.

When Mr. Gladstonoe at the Guildball eu-
neunced tho nrrest of bMr. Parnell, his andi-
cnee received the nowa  with uprosrious
applnase and waving of hats and handker-
chitfs, When at Leods he uttered threats
of furtlior coercivn the samo onthnsingtic
approval was mnnifested. When troops for
Irciand pags through the streots of Knglish
cities the people cheer them; and, to ba
perfectly plain nnd outspoken, they cheer
tliow, not because thoy are troops, for it is
well known that the masses of the Joglish
disliko soldiers, but because they ave march-
iog against the people of lreland.

Now, there i8 no disgulsing the fact that
the Eoglish people cherish n most extraor-
dinary hatroad towasrd the inhabitants of tho
apigter isle.” And, after all, {his hatred ia
only feebly rcflectod in tho acts of tho Gov-
ernment ; for no Ministry can over moeet the
popuiar demands {n this respoct. Uafortu-
nately it is unfu to assort that no mensure,
howaver harsh or crusl, could possibly be
adopted by the British Government in regard
ta Irelaud without recniving the full ennction
the enthusiastic approval, of the English
masses.  All the old animosities engondered
in tlio wars of long ago nare only too well
presorved.

This is n sad thing tn liave to say near the
closg of tho nivctoenth ceniury. Feelings
may be wounded by facts, but facts must
not Lo caverel up by fecllnga. It igidlo to
c¢ndeaver to change thingd as they are into
what we would wish them to be. It won’t
do to point to tho alleged friendly disposi—
tiou of the British tiovernmont toward Ire—
loud in the now Land act. There is nt least
a stropg eguspicion that this Land law is o
sham—u hollow and worthless thing thnt
can atand no test—and consequently the
Qovernment is obliged to hide it behind
prison walls, Hero, saya Mr. Gladstone, is
n splondid machine for making the happinees
of the Irish people, but nny man who dnres
to sot it in motion or try if it will work
must go to jail. And that is the whole of
it.

Now, on the other hand, the Irish have &
strange, a perfectly wild contempt for the
peoplu of Eongland. Tie fitty well-dressed
Englishmen who recently sat around one of
tho ponds in a Loudon park and ullowed &
littlu child to perish in throo feet of water,
form tho Irfshwan's bean ideal of the Saxon,
S0 deep rooted is this contempt and so
thoroughly convinced are the Irish in their

,notion of KEnglish inferiority in courage, in-

tollect, aud endurance, that they really think

that even it they wcre only partially armed,

they could drive the Britigh army into the

gen. Thus the LEnglish have a blind hatred

of the Irish, and the Irish have n blicd con-

tompt of the leglish; and this hatred and

thls contempt are at the bottom of the seem~

ingly overlasting difliculties between the two

countries.

But when and how is this miserable state

of affairs to come to an end? We are told

that it will lest forever. We don't believe
that. We are told that it will be brought toa
close when a great foreign war shall give to
Ireland her long-wished-for opportunity. That-
is not imporsible. And we are informed, too,
that {t will paes away when the two peoples
b:come sufliciuntly ¢levated to logk down npon
their old quarrels and forget all past miserles in
the enjyment of peace and happiness under
the government of a great, just and united
British republic. ‘rhut is somethisg im-
ugionty and remoty, und nobody can tell
whetber it will uver be realized.

Meanwhile the shame and wretchedness
aro incontestable; and if any remedy be now
practicable, no liviog man has yet been able
10 tell what or where it is.—N. I, Sun.

qhe Irvish Citizens of ‘Montreal |

Protest Against the Arbitrary
Policy ol the British Govern-
ment—Condemnatory Resolu-
tions — The Causc of Ireland
Eloquently Pleaded—An En~
thusiastic Meeting.

The indignation mass meeting of the Irish
citizens of Montres), called by the Montreal
Branch of the Irish Natiopal Lmu(% League, to
protest against the action of the British Gov-
ernment in srresting Charles stewart Parnell
and other leaders of the lrish people, was
held in the Albert Hallon ithe 21st inst. .Tho
Hall was crowded and the utmost enthusiasm
prevailed. Mr. C. J. Doherty, Rresident of
the Montreal Branch of the Lund League oc-

.pied the cbair, and on the platform were a
Jarge number of gentlemen, among whom we
noticed Messrs M C Mullarky,J J Curran, Q C,
J C Fleming, F A Quinn, H Bellew, J P
Whelap, J D Purcell, H J Kavanagh, rJ
Covle, P Carroll and others. . .

The Chairman, Mr, Doner7y, in 0pening
the proceedings said, that in rising to address
the vast audience present, ho did not consider
it within his province to detain them by any
expression of his own personal feelings and

opinion on the grave events which were now
transpiring in Ireland. The Montreal branch
of the Irish National Land League had called
them together to express what they thought
and felt upon the action of tbe British
Government, which was attempting to
terrorizs the Irish nation. (Loud applause.)
He would, consequently, give but a brief
statement of the facts and circumestances
which occasioned the calling of this mass
meeting of Irish citizens, and at which they
would haveto pronounce upon the last phase
of what is denominated as constitational
government in Ireland. They all had
watched, snd the civilized world at Iarge
kept a scrutinizing eye on the work of the
Land Leagua, the corduct of the leaders of
the Irish people, the motives whicz have
animated them, and the means by which they
-wish to attain the end of the Land League.
Their motives no one could impugn and the
meaug which they adopted were those which
no man, calling bimself a lover of justice and
liberty, could condemn. No call was made,
no resort had to means which were not with—
in the constitution and the law. Thus had
they fought and labored in this strugele to
attain for their fellow-countrymen the liberty
1o live at home. (Loud applause.) They
had seen Parnell, Dillon, and all the other
suspects, (ringing cheers for the Irish
leaders) who that night had no other
home Dut a prison, they had seen
them laboring for the cause at all times
and everywhere ; on the floor of the House of
Commons they guarded and demsanded the
zights of the Irish people; in Ireland they
headed the national movement, and through
the civilized world they pleaded its justice and
necessity. And now he would ask if the
ZEnglish Government could be justificd for
their arbitrary and tyrannical action in ar-
resting and sending to prison the chosen rep-
resentatives of the .Iiish nation and
the respected leaders of the Irish
people both at home and abroad., No, it
could show no justification for san act which
was a8 oppressive as it was unjust. (Ap-
plause.) Last year Parnell wag tried os a
criminal because be asked the Government to
Ppass a Lind Bill and te recognize the rights
uf the people to the soil. ‘L'his yenr he was
fmprigoned by the eame Government becaunse
me would mot accept of their Land Bill,
which was couneidered inadequate and totally
anable to protectthe rights of the people, much
less to regain them for the peopls. (Applauge.)
Mr. Parnell, was, however, brave enough,
energetic and determined enough, to still
stand by the people and their rights, and they
may rest assurred that no imprisonment or
any other English luxury would be able to
alter his principles of his patriotic conduct.
(Loud cheers.) When the Lib:ral Govern-
ment came into power, great things were to
be expected from it; all would be blessings,
amelioration and contentment for thesubjects
of the lmpire ; radical reforms for the bene-
st of tke people would be inaugurated
&nd carried tbrough. 'The Irish people es-
pecially were to be governed according to
Irish ideas, and nothing was to be refused to
them. DBut what became of the golden
promises of the Liberals? The world was
ashamed to acknowledge it,—they introduced
a8 Coorcion Bill (hieses) and that was the fiiet
experience of a liberal Government. Under
that Act they sent to prison Parnell, Dillon
and other champions of the causs, whom they
branded as village ruftians, but whom the
people selected ag their leaders, and of whom
tbey were all proud to DLe the followers.
{Great applause.) Then the English Govern-
ment brought in their land measure, and by
the way of governing Ireland, according to
Irish ideas, they rejected every proposition
and amendment put forth by every Irish
member. Yes, Mr. Gladstone, who promised
80 much, refused to listen to the voice of the
people, (Hisees for Gladstone.) The
speaker asked them not to hiss the name of
that great LEnglish statesman. He wounld
leave Mr. Gladstone to the condemnation of
history and posterity, and there could be no
doubt but that the man who was ‘once known
by the glorious title of the people’s Willlam
would go down stigmatized to the
world as “ Coercion Bjll.” (Great Applause )
1t was asked why Parnell did not join ‘hands
with Gladstone. Well, becauso no man
should co-operate with another who is not
bonest; and who will say thset the Eoglish
Premier was honest—his whole conduct
ghowed an utter Iack of honest adherence to
truly liberal principles. When the Land
Bill had become law it was expecled
that nothing should f{all from the lips
of the Irish people, but ejaculations
of praise and admiration. But ths nation
assembled in solemn copvention, read and
weighed the bill—it was found wanting and
the nation looked uwpon it with suspicion.
Mr, Parnell rightly insisted that the bill
should be tested before being accepted as a
final sottlement. He madé arrangements to
Tave some four hundred cases brought into
court, where the bill would have to stand or
fall on its merits. And now what did Mr,
Gladstone do? He accused Parnell of not
wanting to give the bill a trial, which was
decidedly false. The Land League was notin
the least afraid to give the bill a trial, bus
Gladatone war, to have it fairly tested. (Lound
applause.) Parmell bad @ shut him vp,” and
Gladstone shuts him up in prison. - They were
asked to put on record thelr condemnation of
this arbitrary and tyrannical act of the Eug-
lish Government. 1t was the duty of every
Irishman to contloue the agitation 8o
long a8 the Government did not
deal fully and squarely with the Irish pecple,

“The Lend Bill would not suffice; this move-
ment would be followed by an.sgitation for
Home Rule. (Tremendous cheering) And
the Land League shall continue to exist
until the Irisk people have acquired their
full rights. ~In the language of the poet he
would eay : .

Ol foreign ruls remains,
As long as of our rightful debt
The smallest fraction’s due, .

(Prolonged cheers.) Aund he would add, 80
long as Providenco would gite them life,
henlth and energy, they were going to do it.
(Applause,) The policy of passive resist-
ance must succeed. iingland conld not afford
to have Ireland by her side always
in o state of ferment and ready to prove a
thore in her side. He would conclude by
ealling upon all to join the Land Lesgue.
When the hour of triumph would come they
would be sll proud to stand up
and share in the joy of a nation’s
deliverance ; and who would not then wish to
be able to say, * Well, in the hour ot struggle
and darkness I labored and followed under
the banner of the League'” (loud cheering).
They were all loyal and true to the co_ust-itu-
tion, because they wanted the constitution ex.
tended to the whole of the British Empire.
Let Ireland enjor the rights Canada epjors,
and all would be satisfied. (Loud ap-
plause.) It any man feared his loyalty
would  be doubted by reason of his
joining heartily with them to-night, he would
bid him remember what Junius wrote one
hundeed yoars sgo, that ¢ the subject who is
truly loyal to the Chief Magistrate will neither
advise nor submit to arbitrary measures.”
Thot was as true to-dey as it bad been when
it wans written, snd that is in substance what
they wished as joyal citizens of o free coun-
try to say to-night, that they bad never
advised, never approved of, end would not
submit to ¢ prbitrary measures.”

Mr., Doherty resumed his seat amid loud
and prolunged cheers.

Mr. Joux D. PcReeit spoke as follows :—

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen :—It has
been remarked a8 an essentinlly Irish charac-
teristic that it is only in times of trouble that
we koow who are our true friends, and cer-
tainly tho nuwmbers in which you have assem-
bled here this evening cleatly show that the
deer old land, in this her hour of great tribo.
lntion, has many and sincere friends among
the Irishmen of Montreal. When last the
Montreal Branch of the Irish Lond League
called 3 mass meoting it was at a time when
the cause, which we all have at heart, that
great cause which for the last thiee years has
been struggling against might and oppreesion,
bad sustained a grave and serious shock—it
was when the so-called Liberal Government
nyw in power in England, had evinced its
appreciation of liberal principles and exhibit-
ed its peculiar ideas as to what justice to
[relsnd meant, by laying its iton hand on
that zealous patriot, that ardent believer 1o
Irish righte, that trus soldier in Ireland's
cause— DM ichael Davitt, the idol of his people.
(Loud applause, and cheers for Davitt.) To-
night we nro again assembled for the per-
formance of a sacted duty, and the occasion
ig, if possible, more solemn than when last we
met. [for now, he, whom Land Leaguers the
wide world over, are proud to hail as
chief, he whose dauntless courage
and indomitable will bave enabled the Land
League to hitherto overcoms all obstacler, he
whose communding intellect has enabled
him to conduct, i a couvstitutional maunner,
an agitation such as Ireland,; nay, euch as the
world has never before witnessaed, he, C. 8.
Parnell, the recognized leader of the Irish
people, has bLeen cast into prison, into that
prison where £o many noble and kindred
spirits are to-night paying the penalty of
their devotion 1o the cause of right and
justice to the sacred cnuse of Liberty and of
Fatherland (Prolonged cheers).

1t is the old, old story over again,tho same
regult attnined by means somewhat different,
the old method which has so often teen suc-
cessful in the past, divide et impera (divide,
gpread disunion and conquer), and, e
know the Englieh Government has resorted
to that old method during the preseat agita-
tion. Efforts—f:antic effurts- -were made to
spread disunion and disaffection among those
enpaged ic the national cause, every possible
means were put into operation to raise the
evil, the dark spectre of discord, and no
namos were too harsh, no epithets too vile,
no accusrtions too degrading to be applied and
attributed to those engaged in this great and
peacefal contest—a contest, the principles and
object of which are such as to entitle it to
the respect and sympathy of all thinking and
impartial men, But, Gentlemen, slander,
villification, sectatian strife and religious
animosities had all been tried before and
when England again resorted to them, she
found that & changoe had taken place in Ire-

land during the last filty years; she
found what she had pever expacted
to find —ghe found that practically

north, south, east and west formed one solid
and compact mass in favor of the agitation;
ghe found that the great consummation had
been attained ; that the orange and green bad
blended ; that ribbonman and orangeman,
Catholic and Protestant, priest and minister,
wore at length in harmopy—cne in desires,
ovoe In intention and were marching forward
to a certain victory hand in band, shoulder to
shoulder, obedient to vhe voice of one leader,
and that leader C. S. Parnell. (Applause.)
Yes, tiroes had altered and things had altered
with them., As in the past, when trouble
was anticipated, Ireland was flooded with
troops armed to the teeth and cxulting in the
prospect of deluging Irish goil with Irish
blood. But to their great diegust, the troops
found that the really organized agitators,
thoss enrolled under the banner of the Land
League, had not the remotest idea of settling
the difficulty in the barbarous and old-
fashioned manner by an rppeal to arms., A
new chief had assumed command of the
forces, whose tactice were unheard of in the
wilitary dictionary of Eogland, For instead
of rushing bis utiarmed, courageous and ouly
too willing forces upon the glistening bayon-
ots of John Buil, as he was expected to do, he
completely jgnored their very prasence. And
thugs it eame to pase that the troops, the
flower of British chivalry (1), who had crossed
over to [reland in all the glory and panoply
of war, breathing annibilation egalnst the
¢« blawsted Hirish"—(laughter)—found them-

selves wmado the laughing stock of
Eurcpe, by belog obliged to devote
their brilllant energies to the great

military achievements of digging Captain
Boycott's potatoes and affording Bence Jones'
cows a military escort out of Ireland. (Gresat
laugbter.) Shade of the great General Wel-
lington look down upon them! The mistske
which the troops made was this: They ex-
pected {0 be opposed by a courageous, but
unarmed ,mob led on by a military chief,
whereas they found a peaceful and coustitue
tional organization, perfeot in system and ad-
mirable in discipline and commanded by a
parliamentary leader, who by his conduct
daring this agitation has shown himself to

be one of the first statesman of his day.

(Cheers.) Now, when it was a question of
scientific frontiers, or of:extending to be-
nighted Zalus and savage Afghans, the tran-
scendant advantage of British domination.
England has ever found in the sword and
bayonet a most effective means of civilization;
but in thisthe last quarter of the 19th cen-
tury, these are altogether out of place in

continue to be so, This contest from firat {0
dast has been a constitutional set-to between
the IEnglish Government and the Land
Leapue, between Gladstone on the one hand
and Parnell on the other., Every move made
by Gladstone was met by o counter move
from Parnell, the veteran lender called to his
aid all the skill resulting from his long ex-
perience, but bis cool and wary opponent met
him every time and frequently put him in
check. It wasat length found that under the
existing constitution the position taken
by the Land League was invulnerable, then
with that elasticity for which it is proverbial,
the constitution was extended,the coercion act
was passed, Ireland was flooded with soldiers
es I have said, and every incitement, every
aggravation and every {emptation was heaped
upun the Irisk people for the purpose of forc-
ing them into an insurrection, but the prin-
cipals of the Lond League were too deeply
iostilled into tbe people, and ail thesze were
vaip, and now Gladstone finds to-day in the
Land Leagne the most formidable obstacle
yet opposed to British mis-rule in Ireland, for
owing to the skilled and moderate manner in
which it has been conducted, owing to the
excellence of its object and owing to the cry-
ing and manifold evils which it is meant to
rsmedy, the agitation has commnanded the ad-
miration, the respect and the approbation of
nll, and hence it is receiving the support of
that greatest of all powers in these modern
times, the public opinion of the world. Such
then being the caze, Gladstone found himself
like the English army in Ireland, in a false
position and he lost his temper, and as the
worthy representntive of an unworthy Govern-
ment, and smarting under the knowledge and
shame ot defeat he has at Iast resorted to the
cowardly and dastardly expedient of casting
into prison the man whom he could not sub-
due, with the object of crushing a movement
which 50 long as Parnell was at its head pre-
gented an insurmountableobstacle to landlord
influence in Ireland. This iz Gladstone’s
last move, and like many other of his moves
during this agitation, it has been a huge poli-
tical blunder. For whatever doubts there
may hitherto have been as to the
merits of the Land bill can 1no
longer exist, becauss by the imprisoning
of Parnell, and by his expressed intention of
crushing the Land League, Gladstone vir-
tually admitted that his bill is unable to

stand the test which Parpell and the Lard

League in Convention at Dublin assembled

had decided to submitit to. Ah! gentlemen,

a time there was when Gladstone was sup-

posed to be sincere; a time there was when

he was credited with sincerity of purpose aund

great ability, but that time is past; he is now

soon in bis tiue colors; he i5 no longsr sin-

cere, no longer honest, and he has shown

himself to be no statesman. For it is the

occasion which proves the mav, and when the

occasion pregented itself to Gladstone he was

tried, weighed in the balance and found

wanting. But his reward awasits him, his
time will soon come, for when the land agi-

tation in Epgland and Scotland reaches its

culminating point, as it has done in Ireland,
and that day is nof far distant, Gladstone, so

long the idol of his people; Gladetone, the

veteran politician ; Gladstone, the people’s

William, will be hurled by indignant Eng-

lishmen from that high position which ke
now holds, but which he has thown himself
incapable and unworthy of filling. (Risses

for Gladstone.) What reason, excuse or pre-

text Gladstone can cffer for the imprisonment

of Parnell it is hard to conceive, tor with

the main object of the Land League, viz.:

the establishment of s peasant propristary, he
hans long since expressed himselt insympathy,
For in aspeech in Edinburgh ha said « chat if
it be for tho benefit ot the community et
Iarge, the Legislatute js perfectly en-
titled to buy oui the landed propristor;"
and he was justified in saylng thig
for, a8 we all know, the expsilinent
of a peasant proprietary has already been
tried in ¥rance, Belgium, Austria, Prussia,
and in nearly every country in Kurope, and
everywhere, with the most happy results,
and siuce such ig the case, why not try it in
Ireland ?¥—for ceriainly there is not a country
unfer the sun more sorely in need of a bene-
ficial change. Therofore, it is net because
Parnell was in favour of o peasant proprietary
that ke has been imprisoned. ‘What then is
the reason ? Iask, Has Parnell’s course of
action been different of late to what it has
been in the past? I think not. For as we
all know, Parnell from the very first hae
openly, directly, emphatically, and constantiy
declared tbat Ireland would not be satisfied
until such time as she bas at least obtained
the land of lreland for the peoplv of Ireland.
Follow the Irish contingent throngh all the
difficulties which surrounded them in the late
sesgion of Parliament-—the introduction of
the Cloture, the expulsion of the Irish mem-
bers from the House, the passage of the
Coercion Act, the passage of the Land Act ¢f

Why, as we all
know, it is an admitted fact that the Coercion
Act was passed for the express purpose of de-
stroying or killing Parpell and the Land
League, and, certainly, had there been any-
thing in his words, actions or conduct which
conld, by any possible means, have beer con-
straed intoan infringement of that Act, he
would long since have been epjoying the
pleasures of British hospitality in Kilmain-
ham jail. But the trap was too apparent;
Parnell’s eyes were open; he was too wary,
and the attempt was ruip, for when to supe-
rior Irish shrewdness is added a little Ameri.
oan calculation, the result, as exemplified in
Mr. Parnell, Is a combination against which
all the traps ever devised by the Executive,
Commons and Lords of X¥ngland are and ever
will be ineffectual. (Tremendous cheering.)

The netghborhood of Roacrea wag last Sun-
day week the scone of a very interesting
ceremony. A little more than two years ago
the Trappist monks, who have been settlod
for nearly half a century at Mount Melleray,
in the County of Waterford, sent a colony te
the morthern part of the county of Tipperary,
near Roscrea, sottling them on a small estato
which was yresented to them by Mr. Acthur
Moore, M. . One of thelr first cares was to
Bruild o church, which was brought to comple-
tion in the short space of 20 months. 'L'he
site is admirable, commsanding a most pic-
tureeque prospact. Following the usual tra-
dition of the I'rappist churches in I'rance, the
bzilding is externally plain and substantial.
It is cruciform, with nave aisley, transepts,apse,
and eight side chapels. The total length is
225 feet, the width ncross nave and aisles
about 60 fect, the height from the floor of the
apse to the roof is 75 tvet. The internnl de-
tuils are not conspicuous for ornament. I'he
chirelled sandstone used in the building came
from the Roscrea quarries. The stained plass
windows belind the high aitar bave been sup-
plied hy Messrs. Iurly, of Dublin, and sre
beautiful in design and admirably finished.
The ceremony of dedication was performed
by the Most Llev. Dr. Ryan, Condjator Bishap
of Killaloe, the Hight Rev, Abbot of Blount
St. Dernard, in England, and the Right lev.

SCHOOL SYSTEM.

Th_ere nover was a greater monopnly in thig
Provioce than ita present exiating Puvap apd
tiixh Schonl System. The Carholics of On-
tario number nearly three hundred thousand
and yet_thoy bhave no voice whataver in the;
Educational Government of the conntry.
Truly by the generotity of our Protestant
friends and onr own apathy, wa ara made the
bevyers of waod and drawers of water in Eda-~
cgstmnul matters, Between the north polar
circle of the Honorable the Miuister of Educa..
tion and the tropic of a High Schoo} T'rustee,
tlge Qnthohc 1n this Province dare not ln.uncl;
bis timid bark. And why ? Simply becanse
Catholics allow guch a state of things. There
is no room for a Catholic in the Iiducational
Government of this Province, No, but thera
is ample room for Catholic mon,ey in the
treasury of Ontarlo to malntain a system of
Sgparate School Inspection, administerod by
men who care as much for the wolfare and
progress of Soparate Schools as they do for
the growth and development of the wan in
tl_m moon. Why the Catholics of this Pro
vinco buve tamely submitted o long to such
A Jfurcical system of Separate Schaol Laspeca
tlon, wo caunot comprehend, We can easily
understand how Catholics nre excluded from
the Kducationul Department; how that liou-
tenants to tho lHonorabls Adam Crooks can-
not chanco to be .Untholics—nay more that
even ono membor of the Central Committee
could not happen to be u Catholic; but that
Protestant Righ Selool L't.vpector.\-, ,in whose
ayes Separate Schools find ne favor, should
be purmitted to enter our h'upnratﬂ'Schoo]s
and report them from tine to (ime sepms indeed
incredible. Now, we ask the Catholic teach.
ers  engaged in the Sepamte Schools
of Onturio in question: Does the jo—
spection administered in their respoctive
rchools by Protestant High School {uspectors
promote the intersats of these Schools? The
nnswer will be withont doubt in the negative.
But mark you, the High School Inspsctors
are not supposed to inspoct Soparate Schools :
their duty 1s wholly bound up in the word
report.  'U'hat is, they make a pedestriau tour
around the Sepuarate School building ; inter—
view the teaclers concerning their galuries,
certificates and number of claeses ; examine
the Daily Register; firo o fow High School
questions at a class of little Loys or girls ot
sevep, oight, or nine vears of rge; and
then bow themeelves out. That is
the end. No; wo forgot; they repore
at the Dupartment. Yes they report ; but
through what process of churning theso re-
ports go ore they appear in the nnnual Rejort
of the Minister of Ldueation we do not know ;
Lut this wo do know, that the Aunual Report
of the Minister of Education, so far ag it ro—
latea to the Separate Scliools of Ontario, is a
delusion and a snare, culculated to misioad
thu public. calculated to injure Separate
Nchools, calculated to show up the liberality
of Protuslauta in Schoal matters, whero no
such liberality exists, Dat we may be ac—
cused of making roash statemoents. Well, let
us see.  According to the reporl of the
Ministor of Iiducation for 1477, the number of
Separate Schiools in tho Provinco was 185.
Iu the Annual Repor: for 1878 the number
af Sceparate Schools ‘g put down as 187, show-
i, the report poes on to say, a docrense a
ninu.  Now, thure is not only a falsu discre-
puncy here, but the reports of the number of
Separate Schools for those two years are false
ou their very fuco. ‘I'rue, gomoe altempt was
made, wo belisve, ut the time of the issuing
of the Annual Report of 1573 to rectify or
expluin away the bungled mistake ; but the
impression left npon the public by tho press
commenting on the ruport was that Separato
Schools wero on the decline, and that they
wvare losing favor even in the eyes of their
Catholic supporters.  Apalu the report for
1878 poos un o suy, ¢ that of 789 teachors
of tho lleman Catholic Clhiareh 156 are om—

ployed in the Dublic Schools of On—
tarie.” Now, we claim  thia is entirely
misleading, too, fur o purpose. it is
n well known  fact  that  there cexists

in Untatio, especially in rural districts, o very
Inrze number of schools, nominally desig-
nuted Pablic Schools, but virtunlly Soparute
Schooly, nlw o3t wholly saupported by Catholic
rate-payers, with a Untholic Board of Trus-
toes.  In theso Schools Catholic tonchors find
employment, and iu the Annunl Report such
Schools are denominated Public Schools ; and
thus the liberality of Urotestant School

ers in such LPublic Schools as these, is sprond
abrond. Now we challenge the Minister of
liducntion or his subalterns in oflice to point
out to us a single prominent position Leld by
n Catholic as lleadmaster in either the High
or Public Schools of ttis Province. It is
paintul for us to throw out this challenpe ;
but we havo a duty to perform, and we intend
to writo aftor this form till we Lave fully ex-
posed that monopuly, the Schoo! System of
Ontario ,— Cutholic Shicld.

The Boers arenot Catko-
lics, neither were the American revolutionists
whose descendnnts are to-day celebrating the
capture of Yorktown from the soldiers of the
most orthodox king, George the Third of un~

happy'memory.

Wz are told in the associated press de-
spatches that the Eoglish Government is
looking anxiously for American public
opiuion on its raid upon Ireland's liberties.
If s0, and if it expected endorsement, the
Epglish Government must be bitterly dis-
appointed. The arrest of Parnell and other
Irish leaders has been universally condemned
by the American press in language more or
less emphatic. Even the New York Herald
which st first attempted to condone the
despotic action ot Gladstone, bas wheeled
into line with its contemporaries, not caring
to remain in isolation any longer.

America has
therefore, condemned the latest phate of
British hatred towards lreland.

« A despatch to hand thic morning eays the
Lengue, in order to frustrate the objects of the
Land Act, bave prepared a8 test cases those
only which carry fair rents already,and which
will surely be rejected by the Land Court.

What the Irish farmers require, in
order to live, is that all the rents be reduced,
and a great incabus lifted from their shoul-
ders, If Parnell and his friends were at
liberty the Land Act would surely obtain a
fair trial, but as that is what Mr. Gladstone
and his Landlord Cabinet do not want, they
were thrown into prison. The only and last
resource of tho League was, therefore, a
pronouncement against rents. Desperate
diseases require desperate remedies,

But
it seems it was not necessary that he should
have capsacity, There isa convict confined
in St. Vincent d= Paul who is blessed with a
good education, a literary turn of mind, and
when living ns a prominent citizen of Mon~
treal, was reckoned & man of affairs. He it
was who made out the reports, and he it wzs
who, in a marvellously short space of time
took nll trouble oft the hands of the ncting
Warden, except that of affixing bhis
signature. The accomplished convict we
refer to became Mayor of the Palace. In
short, nothing was done except through him
and the subaltern officers became his subor~
dinates. It was but natural his fellow
prisoners should partake of some of his privi-
lezes and they did so in a generous measure.
Punishment, of convicts was discontinued,
they roamed at will from place to place,
escape followed escape sand at length
a murder startled the country and
compelled the Government to interfere.

YORLKTOWN.

The Americans have celebrated the surren-
der ot Yorktown, and, by constquence, their
real birth as an independent Republic. It is
true they had proclaimed their independence
five years before, but as proclaiming and
achieving are quite different things, they

had to wait until the Brtish lion
from being rampant became courant on
the 19th of October, 1781, when

Corawallis surrendered his sword to Washing-
ton, or when his deputy did it for him te
Waslington’s lieutenant., The fall of York-
town {aught the world a lesson which it will
never forget so long as there are Kings who
tyrannize and people who resist. George the
Third and his minions protested many and
many o time, a8 emphatically a8 the English
language permitted, that the rebels should be

put - down at any  cost, but it was
of no avail; force met force, and
the greater force conquered George's

graceless son, the fourth of that vile vame
and dynasty, swore also that Irish Catholics
ghould not be emancipated, but like his
venerable futher he had to swallow the leek
with the grace becoming ¢ the first gentleman
in Europe.” Perhaps this eating of words on
the part of monarchs may give the declara.-
tion of the London 7imes more sound and fury
than prophecy when it tells the Irish they
cannot have political independence. Cir-
cumstances may arise which will make the
Times forget what it said in the heat of
passion.

A significant fact connected with the York-
town celebration is the part the Catholic
Church has taken in it. The religious cere-
mony which opened the  proceed-
ings on the 16th instant was eonducted with
~reat solemnity by the Right Reverend Dr.
Keane, Catholic Bishop of Virginia, assisted
by His Grace Archbishop Gibbons, of Mary-
land. It was eminently befitting that the
Catholic Church should take aleading part in
the religious ceremonial, for two-thirds of the
forces which encompassed Yorkiown and
wrought its destruction were of the universal
religion, the great mejority belonging to the
gallant French nation, but many also being
Irish Catholics, who fled from persecu-
tlon at home. The fall of Yorktown must
surely have been ineffably sweet to those men,

‘What is the reason of this gross outrage ? I
again ask ; has the conduct of Pm-nelll, since
the prorogation of the English Parliament,
been difterept to what it was before ? Con-
snlt the most extreme Government jonrnals
and you will find that, if possible, he has been
more moderate than ever. And here is the
proof : What I may call an Irish Parllament
(I sincerely wish it had been sach) met in
Dublin a few weeks since. On that occasion
what was the conduct of Parnell as the re-
cogpized leader of the Irish people? As
you are awpre thers was a strong feeling
5n the Couvention that the people of Ire-
1and should repudiate the apology for a Land
Bill which had been thrust upon the country,
but Mr. Parnell, described by the English
prese, as a dissolute ruffian, and intem perate
demagogue, declared that so long os there
was a0y question a8 to the utility of the Land
Bill, it ought not to be repudiatqd._ But he
advised the people to suspand their jndgment
until such time as the cases which he had in-
stituted to test tho efficacy ot the Bill had
been decided in the Courts and then to govern
themsgelves accordingly. Now I ask you,
gentlemen, could auything be more moderate,
could anything be mors reasonable, could the
msn to whom the people had confided their
cauge have been faitkfol to his mandate and
yet more fair to the other side? And what
has been his reward 2 I grieve to be obliged
te say it, but the experience of the past
shows, it seems to me, that in view of the
facts, the only rational conclusion we can
come to is, that the Land Bill could mnot
stand the test prepared for it, and henco is
unworthy the acceptance of the Irish people.

Gladstone is to.dsy apparently trinmphant
and Parnell is in prisop, but this triumph
will be of short duration, for al-
though Parnell is in prison, there is
not in Europe to-day a potentate who
can count by half so many loyal and devoted
subjects, nor who wield a sceptre by half
so powerful as the inmate of that prison cell,
the captive chief of a cause supported by
twenty millions of Irishmen throughout the
globe and backed by the moral eupport and
infiuance of the whole civilized world. {Great
applange.) And now, Mr, Chairmsn and
gentlemen, as many other speakers are to fol-
low me, I shall no longer trespass on your
kind attention. Allow me ‘but a word in
conclusion. The time has now come to show
that we bave understood the lesson taught by
Parnell. This struggle will continue, and
its saccess will depand upon etrict adberence
to the constitutional policy inaugurated by
Parpell. Let it be remembered that the
slightest devintion therefrom will be fraught
with the gravest danger, and that it needs but
the merest excuse to plnnge the whole of
Treland into the horror of war and bloodshed.
But I have uo fear for the issue, for our
countrymen have profitted by the sad ex-—
perience of the past, and knowing that the
eyes of their illustrious chief are upon them,
they will be faithfal to the policy traced out
for them, no matter what aggravation they
may receive. And thep,ns it will be impos-
sible {o imprison all Ireland, as war
can never be declared without a legiti-
mate cause, and a5 the present state
of things in [reland canpot possibly continne
forever, this great agitation must and will
be crowned by a great and glorious victory.
Only let tho agitation continue in futare as it
has done in the past, and the time will scon
come when peace and prosperity will rain in
that old land, and the old classic halls in Col.
lege Green will once more resound to that
sweetest of all music to the Irlsh ear—the
eloquence of Irieh legislators in their own
local Parliament assembled, passing 1rish
laws for an Irishnation. (Enthusiastic ap-
plause.)

would not detaln them with the history of
that career, with which they were already
acquainted, but he would say that the im-
prisonment of the Irish chieftaa had sent a
thrill of indignation throughout the hearts of
Irishmen all over the world. Mr. Gladatone
in his recent speeches had praised ‘0’Connell,
but had not O'Connpell seen the prison gutes
closed upon him? (Loud cheers.) It was o
safe thing to praise a dead hero, and
the man who could weep over the tomb of
Beaconsfield, who had branded him as a
blunderer and a plunderer, wns no doubt
willing to eulogize the patriot whom his pre-
decessors had imprisoned, just as he to-day
had iacarcerated the leader of the Irish race.
(Loud cheers.) Hs would nof discuss the
question that had been so admirably treated
by the chairman, but he would say that the
imprisonment of Parnell was the greatest po-
litieal blunders of the century (great cheers).
That imprisonment the and incarcera-
tion of the other leaders had removed from
them the responsibility they labored under to

:ishmen all over the world. The movement
might have languished during the tedious
process of test cages, and if the test cases
were not a fair criterion, the press of the
civilized nations would have condemned
the Land League. But Parnell and

Notwithstanding this wo heard the
other day of the Inglish Premier Glad-
stone praising bhim to the skies, only to
accomplish the contemptible ohject he had
in view, that of lelittling Ireland's greatest
leader. (Appleuse.) In this he has igno-
minjously failed. (Applause.)} Everywhere
and in every atiempt the Irish people had
made to assert their rights, the policy of
coercion had been used against them. (Hear,
hear.) Were they now to be content when
an abortive attempt at a Land Bill
which the English Goveroment wished to
force down their throats with hired bayonets ?
Were they to see their lsader imprisoned and
themeelves insulted? Were they to stand
calmly Ly and see the land of their forefathers
over-run with an armed force and every at-
tempt made to terrorize the people? Could
they coatinue to seu that people periodically
reduced to the sufferlngs of famine,
and not wuse their last efforts on
their behalf? Were they to submit to
their being governed by a people who hated
them? No; the time for rsconciliation had
passed, for the Irish people were this time de-
termined to fight to the bitter end to obtain
the glorioua object of constitutional liberty
they hed in view. Gladstone the other day
bad gone out of his way to praise Jobn
Dillon, but praise from some men in such a
crisis as the present might be considered the
grossest insult, Mr. Dillon had, accordingly,
flung back this praise with contempt. (Ap-
plause.) He bad showa himself worthy of
his patriotic father, and a true Irishman to
the backbone. (Applause.) We see every
doy the attempts of an English aristocracy
and a reptile press to crush out Irigh nation-
ality, but in this attempt they would fail, as
they had done in past ages, for the Irish
people were ready to fight for their liberties
and rights. (Applause.) The speaker con-
cluded by reminding his listeners of the
Greek fable of a bird which, baving its wings
scorched by the fire, returned to it only to
rise brighter and more brilliant from the
flames.

It wes logked upon as p mild men-
sure for tho British Government to fake,
Not many years ago Parnell would have been
marched to the gallows for the crime—if
crime it could be called—of loving his coun-
try too well. What did the Irish people ask for?
It was simply for llfe. (Cheers) A revola-
tion might come in a couple of years, and
Gladstone would be burled from power, and

his rulers. (Applause.) Did not Beacons-

A npation’s right, a nation’s right—
God gave it, and gave, too,
A nation’s sword, a nation’s might,
Danger to guard it through.

Mr, PATRICK CARROLL, ex-President of the
Montresl Branch of the Land League, on
arising was grested with applanse.

A great deal of peace had been
spoken,snd much comment had been made up-
on the policy of moral suasion ; he,kowever,did
not believe that Ireland would ever achieve
ber liberty by that means.

Speech at the Reception of Mr. P.
- T, O°Connor in Boston, : -

{ From the Boston _Herald:]-.

* Feurow Cimizens:—I remember a similar
gathering under this roof, when we came to—~
gether to welcome Dillon and Parnell o their
labors on this side of the water- Mr. Parnell
has an imperative engagemen: which keeps
him from being.with us (applause and langh-
ter), but we give the same welcome to these
gentlemeén, and we hope that as they go west
the ywill find, as he did, that the wave and
the heart of their welcome grow stronger and
heartier every mile théy travel toward the
seiting sun, (Applause.) )

Our friend said he was not surprised at
the racent action of the Administration in
Englsnd. Well, we at a distance are like
the old listener to the college debates in
Latin ; he was at a distance becauge he
didn't understand the language, and we are
3,000 miles off. When some one asked of
him what use was his attendance and how he
judged the debate, he said: %I have no
troubls ; I watch the two men keenly, and
the man who gets mad first has no argument.”
(Applauss). We all remember that
twenty years ago, under this [roof,
the men who could not be answered
were mobbed. So 1 think that, in
Eongland to-day, the men who cannot be an-
swered ore put in jail. (Applause.) If Mr.
Gladstone could have answered Parnmell, he
would have appealed to argument,civilization,
and intellect to right him. He felt bimself
weak in argument, and appealed to force.
Now, ae I told you on that occasion you can-
not shoot an idea. Nelther cag you imprison
an idea. The moment the man who repre-
gents it is within four walls, every humane
eye, every enlightsned heart, every glorious
aspiration, centres upon him,and he becomes
the pivot ot the intellectual and moral move-
mept of the age. (Applause.)

Thank God that Gladatone arrested Par-
nell. Hoe lifted him from being the head of
the Land Leagune to being the head of the
great moral and humane movement of the
age. (Applause.) Baut it was no surprise to
me that Mr. Gladstone committed the final
blunder of arresting his great antagonist.
You have reminded ue, eir, that in that great
struggle when freedom hung in the critical
balance in these forty States the voice that
came from the great leader of the Liberal party
wasan amen to Jefferson Davie, who tried
to turn this free republic into a slave-
bolding despotism. (Applause.) What
wonder that the same man to-dsy should do
his utmost to perpetaate slavery among the
peasants of Ireland? I don’t believe there

is a drop of liberal blood in all of Mr, Glad-
stone's body. (Applause.) From the
crown of his head to the sole of his feet thero
isn’ta drop of blood that looks forward—not
one; everyone looks backward.

Well,
men, the latchet of whoee shoes ke is not
worthy to unloose, have tried that job 400
years and failed.

Loague that has reduced the British Govern-
moent, as 8 last resource, to means of endea-
voiing to terrorize the Irish nation that

would disgrace the despotism of the most
absoluta of tyrannies; and that we lere
solemnly renew the expression of our never
fuiling confidence in our people's leader, and
our assurance that we will aesist our country-
men, by every meang in our power, in what-
ever course they may adopt to bring the pre-
sent grent struggle to a successful termina-
tion, and to secure for the Irish psople the
Land, the Law-making and the Government
of Ireland.

It is with no feeling of ex-
ultation over a defeated foo thatto.day we
summon up the remembrance  of
those events which have made holy
the ground whercon we tread. Surely
no such unworthy sentiment could
find a harbour in our hearts now so pro-
foundly thrilled with the expresgion ot sorrow
and sympathy which our national Dbereave-
ment has evolved from the people of England
aund their august Sovereign, but it iz altogether
fitting that we should gather here to refresh
our souls with the contemplation of the un-
faltoring patriotism, sturdy zeal and sublime
faith which achieved the results we now com-
memorats ; for 8o, if we learnaright thelesson
of the hour, shall we be incited to transmit to
the generation which shall follow the precious
legacy which our fathere left to us—Love
of liberty protacted by law. Of that historic
scens, which we here celebrate, no feature is
more prominent, none more touching, than
the participation of our gallant sllies from
across the sea.

Agricultural.

SUGGESTIONS OF AND FOR THE BEA
SON.

It is difficult to tell just what kiad of
weather November will bring. Weare likely
to havo hard frosts, some snow storms, and &
joretaste of the coming winter. 'The fine,
mellow weather of October often lingers, and
a long Indian Summer may allow the doing
of a large amount of out-door work. All in
all, this is a month when much may be ex-
pected in feir weathér and foul, and thereforo
jt ig all the more necessary that every good
day be taken advantage ol, and every bad
onv be provided against. Should apy of the
work that properly belongs to last montb, -be
still uanfinished, such as sowing winter grain,
husking corn, etc., it skould be pushed to
completion at once. The wheat that is
gsown in oarly November does well, though
late sowing has nothing in itself to recom-
mend it. Hye may be sown so late that there
is only time, before the freezing weather sets
in, for the plant to get a fair start. Corn-
husking can be done in the barn at any time,
but it is more p.easant and profitable to do
this work in the field during warm weather,
Much grain is thrasbed in this month, partly
bacause the thrashers were not earlier avail-
able, and the work mow is xot ro pressing.
Some farmers suffer from not speaking for
the thrashers early in the season.: Those
with lorge graln farms may have their
own machine, and tbus be independent
of those who go from farm. to farm,
Farmers with only a small amount of grain,
may do their own threshing, by hand, and
thus make good use of stormy days. The
importance of planning for work for days
when the help must be in-doors, should be
more fully appreciated. There are many
things about a farm that may then be done
in.-doors with great advantage. There are
tools to be mended, painted, and put in good
4rim for the time when they will be needed;
harnesses to be cleaned and oiled; grain to
be fanned ; wood to be split, and many other
jobs that can be done as well when it rains,
as duaripg the brightest sunshine.

The harvesting of the roote is largely done
this month. The beots and mangela are pro-
tected from the light, early frosts by their
broad leaves, but 8o soon a8 the leaves drop
dowp, growth ceases, and the roots should be
dug. Btuch labor can be saved in removing

the roots from the soil by the use ot a subsoil
plow, runaing it cloge to oune side of the row,
thus loosening the roots, when they can be
pulled unbroken and with ease. Horselabor
should be used upon the farm wherever it is
available. The pitting of the roots was
treated last month. There is danger In mak-
ing the heaps too large. Trenches four fest
wide and four feet deep are ef a suitable
" 8lze, and there 18 no heating if thorough ven~
tilation is provided for. The covering of
earth should be made firm, and pressed
smooth upon the outside that 1t will shed the
raln.

NOTES ON FARM STOCK.

It is nearly time to conmsider the winter
foeding of farm stock, at leas this is the
month to make all the plans and get every—
thing in order for the cold season that will
goon be at hand. The question of winter
feeding in all its bearings is an important
one. There is aconstant cutgo of fodder,
and the problem is to s0 govern the expen—
diture that the best returns may be obtained.
Not only must the animals be "kept_,” but
they must be kept well, that the openiog of
the new year of pasturage may not find them
run down, or, a8 it is termed, ¢ gpring poor.”
Aslide from bringing the stock through in a
healthy and vigorous condition, there is the
manure to be considered. Thia should bea
good dividend upon the winter’s outlay, and
