In the Toronto Newslash week, their appeared
2 commanication from a womber of the Silva-
tion Army, set!ing forth a startling account of
the zosteness} of that organization, The stave-
men's of the writer, sre supstantiated by the
septimony of prominent Salvationists, Among
theze ie Mr. A, Sumner, & gentleman descrited
o3 well informed o the inner workings of the
organization, Formerly he was editor of the
War Cry, the official army organ. rde has been
pehind the ecenes, o to speak, and his evidence
must be indisputable He was visited a$ his

rasidonce, snd the follywirg statement ob-
tained :—
jsonly right that the public, which has
deigt libar{lly gwi:.h this iastitution, sheuld learn
eomething of ita inner history, There ars hua-
dreds in é\iu Proviacs ond in other places whe
will bzarout the etatements made, When Gen-
eral Booth began this baeineas, he was actuated
caly by a desire for the welfare of bis tellow-
bsings, Ths movement has floarished, but aq
with other great cruandes, the soguisition of
propersy anl inflnence bas allowsd abuses to
creep in, ond tha movenent is degenerating
from ite wonted place for the accoaplishment of
good in the world. Practically it haa fallen to &
wcheme for scquiring property and glurilyiog
the Booth family, and for providing Iucrative
ssitions for membera thereof or their influcntial
riends. .

“But what of the lovely toilers who have trod
the traets, and without returp hava given the
best yente of thair life and energies to the move-
mend? If thay sicken apd become useful for
sctive work, their lot is lamentable, indeed.
Fither they must finally come ta destitation or
return 6 sheir friends, The Army, with all its
rsacouces in the way of fina buildiogs and funds
{or the prosecation of vhe work, and many waya
ot raising money, makes little or no proyision
for decrepit workara. Trus, there is the Home
of Rest, but in the seuse of providing a plac:
for all down trodden soldiers the term is farct
cal, ae only a amall fraction evar cbtain admist-
anoe there.

#Tucrativa posittons have basn provided for
the mnany nany members of the Broth family,
bat that is mot the most unjustifiable phasa of
the busiuess whioh oppressss the humbler work-
ers in this gountry. Of late yearsall, or nearly
all the logal offi zers in good positions which are
only to be had in the cities, have been dispo-
sissaed by offioers seut out from England, Ola
pineers who threw themselves into the work
# the commencement, and stood by the wheal,
have bean thrust down to make way for strang-
ora wish infusnce as headguarters in Eogland.
Thers noweomers arrive with antbomty, and
must by provided with poaiilons, I do beheve
that if Co umissioner Coombs who has charge
of the work here, were left to his own dictaves
he would not ast fairl{. bat andue infloence ia
brought to bsar upon him. Ther these offl:ers
ate often dominnering and arrogant, and a
spitit of opposition has been srouzed against
their rule. .

 These nre & fow of the facts which threiten
to annihilate the movement, or ab leasy its
power far good. "Tho total neglect of agad and
invalid workers, who gave their strength and
time $o the canse when they were able, only to
mest with hatsh treatment and no recogmitian
when they are nselen for the sggressive work,
tmusb deber others from goiog into the field, avd
those who ara eoldiers now will have foresight
enough to abandon the movemant in tima.
Then the disposseasing cf local and popular
offizers to provide positions for imported indi-
viduala with inflasnce must arouse a Bpirit of
reachion. . .

“Now, look at another side of this matter.
Even in Osnada “he army owns somewhere,
noar & million dollar's worth of property. Every
ather intarest is subservient to the gain ot pro-
gmy. The orznnization is not an ineorporated

ody ; they always woro opposad vo thab, s0
they cannod hold property. All propstties in
Oanada ars doede to Comwmissioner Coombs,
his hews and assgas, He in turn transfers them
th Gegeral Booth and his heire. Really Gener-
a1 Booth is the owner of all Army property, sod
the disponal of it is subject to the whim of one
individaal, . )

# Looking fairly aod aritically at thia metter
gou ecatt draw conclueions a3 to the wisdom of
such a policy. You might ask, what would be-
come of this wealth, scabtered over the civilized
world, wers the Army to collapse by rau_son_ot
abuaas whioh have crept in and are sapping ite
vitality? Two years ago in Toronto the Army
people owned four bumildings and _had 2,000
members. Now 1t cwne twelve buildings and
therg are six hundred membera, Thia doea nob
chow much progress, bub the rapidity with
which property 18 procured is damonstrated.
The public are frequently aaked for contribu-
tions for one objact and another, bud fow kaow
that all the monays are frequently nob Cevoted
% the object for which the contribator donated
them, but to the satisfyiog of mortgazes, or the
parchaee of new buildings ia othar places,

00 of a converted French girl, bronght oat to

io French Oanads. Touching ¢cn the same cass,
a Toronto man said last evening: ‘*The most
heartless cate I have known of neglected Army
wirwionariea at cutlying stations was that of the
privations of a French gizl who a few weeks ago
died iu the Moatreal Hoepital. For her death
the Army must onswer. Poor girl! She was
brought over from France as s counverf, and
placed in the little village of St. Jean, near
Montreal, to do missionary work. Gread oppo-
sition was shown by the inhabitants, few con-
verts were made, and disheartened snd in sick-
ness, shs wrote repeatedly to headquarters for
beln, but received no reply, and when the fever
took hold of her ste waa taken to the public
hospital in Montreal and there died. Duriog
the several monthe of her privation she had un-
puccessfully tried to raise money to take her
h‘o_m% t’.? France, but her desiras were never re-
alizad.

Another eaid: ¢ The public will appreciato
thin expose of the Army abuses. The public
would be surprised to know how much money
is eome' Imes taken in duriog o time wheo some
wonderful prodigy or attraction is on exhibition,
sad they would often be puzzled to discover
what becomes of that sama money, Why, you
remsmber the Hindoos who were here
last summer. Amoug other requests donations
ware asked from wealthy people to pay the pas-
sage of any missiousry out to the heathen lands
of India. Ths glorions work was described and
the blemings that wonld flow to avy person
who bad a missionary repressnting him in the
distant fiald, The reponses were liberal, but
when two diffarent parties chose the same mis-
sioasry, and plumped down the cash to pay his
paesige, 0o mopey waa returned, nor was either
of the ganeral contributions informed that ths
missionary he had chosen was also reiected and
paid for by another. I have known as many a8
five pisisges for ops individual to be paid at
that time., Nearly everyone of those Hindoos
pseeages wers psid more than once. The over
plus money did not g to India, erther.”

Far away iu many aremote hamlot tha Sal-
vation Army daring the last decads «atablished
stations. There are many, many huodreds of
theas humb er places, with a very meagcr and
sometim=a wsll-nigh deetitute crop of w rkers,
whoss uncertaia livelihood is almost a3 proecari-
ous a shaugh they depended solely ou charity.
These leasr pasta are reattarad from the Mari-
tim» Provinose to British Colnimbia, asd there
is a propoaderance of them in Ontario. The
crusnders had sggressiva and ¢ffzctive tacticn in
organ;zing these ontlyiny stations, and general-
1y a4 the beginping the receipts weare especially
gocd. A detachmen’ of great guns wonld be
despatched to carry the guizt country town by
storm, and the local people, who ars easily
caught by novelty, usually in the English-
speaking provinces, treated the new comera lib-
eraily while the fever lasted. Ip many cises,
waslvhy men, struck by their sseming power for
good, combined iz # comrouni'y, and free bar-
racks for the soldiers was the result, although
the douors themselves, excapt in v:ry excep:
tional oases, would not identify themselves with
the Army they 8o liberally patronized. At all
timea ita adherents have beim drawn more
largely fram she humbler classes, bub tha con-
tributions of rioh people aud the genaral public
have been somsething emormous, taking into
consideration the mavy thousands of corps ab
work daily. After storming the raral town for
abond th:ies monthe or half s year, the princi-
pal part of the contingent would be withdrawen,
as tha public interest in the novelvy of the thing
had rubsided, and consequently the finances
were falling off, Bub several important pointa
had been achieved., Perbapa the barracka were
paid for, or the mortgage thereon pardi-lly li.
quidated, besides largs sums having been raised
for other purposes, I many cases which oould
be referred to, the barracks, when paid for by
loeal men, wera mortgaged by the Army people
to pay for a building in some other towns where
the general poblic weore nod so liber-
aslly diepased. After the withdrawal of
the major part of the contingent, thut which
remained fared illy in wany places, fur
all expenses muab be paid out ofthe funds raised
pefora any worker received his wagas. At the
smasll oub post the male workera are supposed to
vaceive $6 per week,and the lady eoldirra §5 per
week., A married couple are alleged to receive
$10 » week, but after the first year the receipts
do uat show a large balaace over the expendi-
tare, if haply they equal is,and the pror worker
who haa gone out from frieade, frequently at a
sacrifica on hin or their part, ia soon verging on
desbitudion. Popular tepors says that if in the
dark days this ramote toiler should venture to
write to headquartera for succor, his epistle
would be treabed with the eooclest kind of forget-
falnees, almost contempt, and & former officer of
the Army stated that thia he was with pain ccm
pellad to observe in hisexperience. “The Army
people at hesd quarvers,” he said, ‘" have the
cooleat way of withbolding a requesy, without
appearing to refuse, that is imaginable. It al-
most equals their eyatem of freeze ont towards
auyons whom it is deemed expedient to get out
of the way whebher bs be & brokendown soldier
or of high station. He will n+t be told to go,
nothing unkind may be said, bay the systenatic
freeze-nub prozees is the most effective and pe-
onliar I have ever known.”

Another ex-member of the Army who was in-
terviewed, nked that his nome be withheld,
sbatad :—*'The Army people will bake the best

ears of & youog man or womsan's life, and abso-
ately give nodhing in retarn, Should failing
health overtake them,thsy are caab aside, soaroe-
ly ta meed recogpition, leat their olaim on the
benevolence of the institntion would meribd at-
tention. In the face of this the Army gosa on
acquiriag buildwg after buildivg, raising money
for the inflation of the movement, and ail the
while nbterly forgetful and anmipdful of its own
deserving poor. _Then gazs ab another pioture.
The Booth family are eaid to have breome
very woslthy, as thsy could  mcarcely
fail to be, enjnyinp the lucrative positions
that they do. Why, some of the offirers ab
headquacters in Toronto live in fine houses,
magnificently farnished, whioh could not have
peen acquired had not their cftices been of the
most paying kind. Theae, tno, are the officers
sent from KEngland to dispossess native men
hera, who bore the burden of work iu the infant
daya of the army movement in this covntry, I
tell you I had onoca great faithino this deno-
mination. It was effeotive then, sud the mam-
moa of properyy worship wat not, au it is now,
like 8 gread mountain obscuring the future. It
the present system of operation ir not vaveraed,
1 will venture to prophesy that before five yeara
the Safvationists in: Canoda will have dieappesar-
od altogether. I fully agrea with what has been
written congerning the neglested conatry corps.
The bigh dignitaries never think of visiting a
pon-paying corps. ‘They go around the gities
and larger towns, whara the prospect of raising
monay 18 botser. Seventy-five per cent. of those
stmy. people in the amall towns can sosrcely

are 80 foolish as to remain, bus that is obvious.
Mosy of them have come out from frignds at
home, and they have no other means of liveli-
hoad or couras before them. Then they liva in
bhopa of eseing better times, and rome are de-
voied people, whose hearts are in the work, and
they toil on. Hundreds bsve in this way in-
jured their bealsh permanently, and bave gone
homs to their friends mere shattered wrecks
afvzr doing yoars of faithful eervics, These ara
some of the deplorable features of the movement
which ara has ening its annibilialion.”

ST. VICTUR THE ROMAN.

INBTALLATION OF HIS RELICS IN THE MOTHRR
HOUSE OF THE SISTERS OF PROVIDENCE.

His Grace Archbishop ¥abre on Thursday
afternoon preeided over the inatallation of the
relica of 8t. Victor in the mother house of the
Sisters of Providence, 797 Sb. Catherice streeb
‘I'ho beautful chupel, all white and gold, was
adomned, and the high alter was lit up with
many colored lights interspersed with artificial
flowers ; candles were also burmng on the altar
of the Bivssed Virgin, nnd beneath the altar of
St. Joseph the crypt for the relics was besuti
fully lined in eatin and gold. Long befors the
beginning of the ceremony, over 300 people had
congregated in the chapel, and at 3.30 o'clock =
procession of about 200 young ladies dressed in
black, with white veila over their besds and
garments, filed intothe centre aisle, {ullowed by
puos, each besring a ligbted candle, Then
came the relice, n bier draped in the richeast
atuffs bordered 1n gold, and on it lay the wax
figure of a youthful soldser, life like and dressed
in thn Ramon coetume. This figure had been
fitted around the relics by Sisters Martin snd
Adolpke, The bier was borne by four nuns,
and' - {ollowed byt .M P ard Rev. Meusra,
Lavalie; ugar, Charpontier, and by the dea-
cons of l\onor. Rav. Mr. Rousselot, parish prieat
ot S5. James Church, and Rev. dir. Lsubert,
the chaplain of the convent, and between them
His Grace the Archbishop in full pontificals,
with mitre and crook. On arriviog at the main
altar the choir intoned the Latin chant, “Quam
admirabilizeat Daua in Sanctia suis,” after which
Hia Grace addressed the assembly, speaking of
the occasion ae one which reminded the Cbris-
tain of his state aaa martyr, that is a witness to
God and to his daty. Every Christisn
be saaid, was a martyr to his duty, sacrific-
ing ali and even bis life, if needod, for God and
his obligaticns, More especially alto were the
sisters marbyrs by their vowa by which they un.
dertook more special sacrifices and burdens,
He exhorted the audience to live up to this
gtandard as martyrs, and thus win

Puucratine were found in Rome in the
year 1879. Ons of the crypts was opened and
thera a headstone appeared wtth the inacription
“Victor Miles,” and the figare of a palm, de-
poting martyrdom. Under the atone were
found buman remaing to which the insoripion

froy, visited Portland and obtsined the relics
for the Mothar Hause hers whither she took
them lagh August, It is not precisely knewn
of which 8¢, Viotor these are the relics as there
are over sixtesn martyro of that name ; but it
is supposed that they are of St. Viotor, the
Romsn Soldier, who during the reign of
Emperor Diacletian _was pointed out to the
authorities nt a Christian, waa brought before
the tribunals snd thera at firat tompted by pro-
mitea of emolument and promotion, and, as
thete fiiled, threatened with fearful punich-
ments.

Quick Beer SouP.—One-half onion, threeor
four etalks of celery, one sliced carrot, salt, pep-
per, mace, bwo tablespuone Liebig’s extract of
beef, two quarts water. Boil vegatables and
geasoniogs in the water for half an hour, strain
and add the extract. Stir well and serve.

OxsTER MacaroN1.—Boil macaroni in a cloth
to keep it straight ; put a layer in & baking dish
and season with salt, pepper, and butter ; then
put in a layer of oysters, and &0 ou until the
dishia full, Mix grated bread with beaten egg ;
spread over the top and bake.

Sweer Sopa Caxes,—Take onme and a half
pounde of flour, one poucd of sugar, balf a
pund of butter, three egpa well baaten, and a
small teaspoonful of soda in a teacup of sour
cream ; add rosewater and nutmeg fio taste;
work vatil very smooth ; roll out and cut into
cakes,

Puxrrre Popping.—Cut thin slices of stale
Lread, butter and spread thom with stewed
cranberries; make a curtard by mixing one pint
of milk with two well beaten eges and four
tablespoons of sugar; if noy sufficient to cover
the bread double the quantity ; bake until the
custard is seb ; serva cold.

Unrrep Srates Cage.—Oge cup of brown
sugar, half o cup of butter, one cup of sour milk,

Let 1t cool slowly ; strain it and
add ope and one balf pint of rich milk, Stir
nnil evol, then pour into a mould previously
wetted Vanilla may be used instead of lemon,

FARM, FIELD AND GARDE.

Subjects of Peacileal Interoat (o Lurge and
Small Farmers,

—

There appears to be a misunderstanding
amung many farmers about hauling out manure
and the mosb profitable wey of managing it. A
COonnecticut correspondent of The World thinks
that bebween leaving it to ferment and leach in
the barn yard until epring and haulieg ont in
the fall and winter and spreading it on the
ground where it is needed, he much prefers the
the latter practice, A [New Jersoy farmer,
commenting on the above in the same journal
aays :—

Qf two ovils we muss chooss the less. To
leave manure in the yards subject to leach or
heat away until ib burne itself up or, as it is
called, firefanged, it ia a gross error. The pro-
gressive farmer has left these old time woys
snd hanls oud his manura all through the win-
ter and banks it up, mixing the wet with the
dry, the produce of the horse stable with that of
the cattle, mixes and turne it several bimes ;
ouly allows it o heat moderately ; keeps it per-
fectly under control, and by epring he has a
pile uf the most valuable manurs, well adapted
for any crop and capable of yielding a quick re.
tarn It ia sof: and unctuous. The slight {er
mentation has seb free every chemical agent of
fertilisy the manure contained, A litlle good
earth scatbered through the pile in turning and
mixing prevents the loss of ammonia,stops over-
heating and increnzea the quantity of the man-
ure, OF course there is some extra labor in all
this, but those who have tried it find it pays
where manure is most valuable.

Some people may find it » great saving of
labor to haul out manure and spread 1t over
the ground a grest many weeks or months be-
fore plewiog—some light hus straw here, some
very heavy there, and several bare places in
the spring wisthout sny maaure, and most
probably will remain so. That lorg marurs
may be utlized by epreading eover the ground
and turning under for a crop of corn I do admiv
but I ehould leave it there as short a terra as
possible, for I know it will not gain anyshing by
exposure, Howsver, I would sooner spread 1b
than let it burn up, By why allow this alter-
native? Thad manure spread op the ground
daes tomegood I alio admit, if ounlyas a mulch,
for mulching the ground improvea its fertility 3
even a coat of straw put on grass land, whether
lawn or meadow, will greatly help the growth of
grass, But the most profitable way for the
farmer to manage or make the most of his barn
vard manur3 it the question at issue, If he bas

‘ack muck on his farm he can use it here to
very great advantage by mixing and composit
ing it through is manure, and ueing it inatead
of the earth as nforesaid ; this will greatly em-
hanes bhe value of his pile,

HOW SHALL WE FEED THE QOWS?

Professor Roberts, of Oornell university, in
on essay read before the Herkimer N, Y.,
Farmer's institute, on dairy cows, gave expres-
sion to the following :

“How shall we feed the cows Wall, how
would you feed aman? Would you put indi-
geatible and diegusting food before him ? Teed
cows with the same brams you uee in the pre-
paration of your own food. Give them some-
thing that is appetizing, which, nine times cut
of ten, meane digestible food. Io figurmg the
cost of a food you should never forgeu its value
as 8 fertilizer., A ton of cotton eeed meal ia
worth $28 as a fertiliz>r to apread broadcast on
your tields. I have just purchased a car loac; ab
$22,50 per ton ; if this be fed to milk cows they
will take oub cnly 20 per cent, of the fertilizing
elaments and their excrement will bs wroth all
the food cost.

¢ 'There iz another point left that L want to
emphasize. The mileh cow must bave an abund-
ance of water, and I hope you will not obiige
her to drink it from the ice coid brook, It1s
cheaper to warm the water with coal 1n a heater
than with the bay in a ocow., Heat the water to
go or 89 dega. and give it to your cows in the

arns,’

PIGS EOR PROFIT.

Pigs hreod enormoualy faster than do either
cows or ewes. They are less liable to injury
from aosident or diseage. They can digess and
turn into flesh & larger proportion of food than
any other raminant. For instance, 100 pounds
of dry food given to them will produce an m-
creass in live weight in cabtle of 9 pouuds, in
sheep 11 pounda and in piga 28 § pounds. In
other words, pigs get twice as much nourish-
ment out of food a8 do sheep, and neagly three
times a8 much do oxen. As a resnly, the pig
increases in weight much more speedily than
sither sheep or ox. And there is another coa-
sideration, While the value of pork during the
past twenty yoars has not depreciated, the coab
of all kinds of artificial food hes been lowerad,
so that if pig keeping ever was profitable it muss
be more than ever a0 nowadaya,

THE NEW FERTILIZER.

More or less excitement prevails in the minde
of some persvps over the extraordinary reports
from the use of sulpbats of iron, or the common
copperas of commerce, when used in connection
with the putash and phosphate fersilizers, The
Marquis of Paris, who is also a successful fruit
grower and markeb gardener, has employed it
extenaively. His practice is, after applying
other fersilizers, to sow copperas at the rate of
about one ounce to the sqnars yard of surface
for all garden crops, and for trees and fruits aa
well. A scientint of wome reputation, who has
experimentsd with eopperas, has also reported
sucorssful results, The editor of Rural New
Yorker hae made four experiments in the use of
sulphate of iron on corn and potatoes, The
yield wax leas iu svery case where the copperas
was ueed.

pitied, if one atops to think of it, for if anything
is wanted while gebtivg ready to go to bhe field,
it is, ‘' Here, Tom, ron and get it, and atep
lively,” and as soon 83 that particular thing is
brought, then somsthing elss is wanted, and
when ready to go to work Tom has run evough
to be aiready tired ; then, ** Now see that you
“keep those horses going” as a bit of parting ad-
vics.

Then, after a long day’s ploughing, there are
the cowa to be brought from the pature. Of
couree, Tom being the youngest, has that to do,
too, And after supper is over he muat milk,
all of which is well enongh if he was only al-
Jowed n shorter day than the others, and very
frequently while the others atop during she day
for rest ‘Tom must go for a jug of water, as
““boys don’s get tired.” I believe in their
working as thuy ars able, but I have known so
many boys ivjured from overwork that T cannot
rafrain from eaywg a few words in the Lope
that they may do a little good. Our dear,
warm-hearted, willing boys, whoae work we can
ooly appreciate when they are ill or absent;
then we see bow much help they bave been.

“THE PLOUOHS WERE ALL BROKR.”

I waa well acnamted with one boy, who
helped break up sll the ground far a large crop.
He was only 14, and small of his age, and he
worked right along with his father, a very
gtrone man, until the crops were in, and the
day they finished planting corn, at supper time,
I said to him, when he came in: *‘Why,
Geurge, what is the matter ?” For as long as 1
live I can never forget the tired, dejected,
draoping little figure a8 he stood in bthe door.
** Ob, mothiug, only tired,” with a pathetic livtle
amile. In a day or two he wa3s token down
with fever, and for weeka lay at death’s door,
simply from overwork, The first week of hia
iliness he raved continually about his work, and
it was enoogh to bresk one’s heart to hear him
urging his team to bheir work, or his plough
would break, or 1% was “ o hard to throw bhe
dirs up hill.” He kepb this up for a week, never
a minxte's reab night or day, and every day bis
voice grew weaker, until one dsy he opened his
eyes, and looking around the room said, ¢* The
ploughs nre all broke,” and never mentioved
them again. But for weeks he was not out of
danger.

Now where was anything gained in thab
transaction ? A loog illness to be borne, & large
doctor’s bill to pay, besides the cars and anxiety
such an illnees caused his parents. As he was
slowly recovering, bis physician eaid: * This
illnees was caused more from overwork than
snything else; now, see that it is never done
again.”

Another case of boy's overwork, which I
know to be true, was where a man set & boy of
11 years of sge to ploughiog, and the only way
he could turn the ploungh was to put hia head
under bha cross pieces, between the haniles, let-
ting it resd on the baok of bis neck, until he in-
jured his spine and was taken sick and lived
] only a few days. In the intense heat of harvest
ia another terrible time for the boys; bard, in-
deed, for strong men.

MAKES A MOTHER'S HEART ACHE,

Last summer our own boy, & stoud young fel-
low of 16, who had worked from early spring
with soarcely & day's intermission, or wittonta
word of complaint, side by #ide with another
man much older than himsulf, then through
four or five weeka of harvest until a day or twa
before it was cver, came into my room ({ was il}
ab the time} looking eo sad and worn thab it
frichtened me, and I faid to him: * What is
' the mabte:r, dear ; don’t you feel well?” *‘Ob,
ma,” he sa1d, ** I am just nearly dead, my head
achea 80, just lnok at my hands,” holding up bis
hends, perfectly covered inside with callouses
and blisters_while hie lips quivered and tears
stoud in hia dark eyes, something that I had not
gesn, for he is usually too proud to complain.
** Yesterday my nose bled till X could hardly
go. I do wish father would leb me oif this
afternoon; won’t you ask him to}” How it
went toc my mother heart to tell him that father
said, " no, museb try and get through while the
fair weather lants,” only a mother capn kuow,
and there was a good deal of bitterness in my
thoughts that afternoon as I thought of my boy
and hie sorrowful face.

Hia father did not mesn to be hard, for if he
bad been sunstruck or stricken down with ill-
pees he would then have counted hisgain of
very little worth beeide the lite of his boy, but
be only thought then of the work on hand and
that the resting could be done some other time.
But tbat is one reason why so many boys leave
their homes &0 soon and 2o thoroughly deapiss
iarming when a little good judgment, tempered
with mercy for them, would do more good than
all the atern commands that were ever uttered.

“Qh, 1f I could only live tha past ten years
over again,” said & friend whose only child, a
promisicg boy of elghtesn, haa died of con-
sumption, ‘'for I know he worked too hard,
He wss also g0 willing_snd we never stopped fo
think that the work might be too mugh for him
But now we can ¢es where we did wrong.”
What a pity all parents cannob see, before they
meet with some such trouble, and be reslly
psrents ab heart inmstead of thoughtless task-
masters whose presenb prosperity is gained in a

The only way to ' burn
up " & orop is by neglectiog 15, Plenty of man-
ure and the soil kept losss on the surface will
always give good results, Concentrate your
work on a small space and aim to leave the aoil
rioher after the removal of every erop.

Grow only such crops as have been found
best adapted to your soil and olimate. Any
attempt to grow something that is nob well
adapted to the soil increases the oost of produc
tion and lessons the profis, All new varities
should firsp be tested in emall plota before at-
tempting to grow a general crop therefrom.

A hen that lays 100 egges per year the eggs
averagiog eight to he pound, produces more io
weight than does » hen thaulays 120 egps » year
that weigh twelve to the poand. Eggs should
be sold by the weight. It is not always the
hen that lays the greater fiumber of aggs that is
the most sacvicable. . .

Feed the brood sows that have litters of pige
ltberally on warm, aloppy food. = Bkim milk or
buttermilk is excellent, but if shis is difficult to
obtain give her all the scalded ground grain she
can eat, with a mess of cooked turpips or poba-
toee, to which has been added & pint of linseed
mesl.

INCREASE IN THE BRITISH NAYY,

LoxpoN, March 7.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day, Lord Geerge Hamilton, first
lord of the Admiralty, stated that the Gov-
erament was prepared to build eight firat-
clazs men-of-war of 14,000 tons each, and two
of 8,000 tons, nine first-class orulsers, twenty-
nive smaller ornisers, four of the Pandora
tyre of crulsers and eighteen of tho Sharp-
shaoter type of torpedo vestels. The total
tonnage of all thess vessels will be 318,000,
and the total cost £21 500,000, Lord George
asked that the £10,000,000 be appropriated
from the coneoliduted fund of the proposed
increase of the navy, and that the remniader
of the snm required bs provided for in the or-
dinary estimates, He promised that the Ad-
miralty’a programme would be sxacuted
within four and a hali years. Lord George
did not think the proposed Inoreats would
indnce other nations to attempt to rival Eop-
land ip naval strength, because England had
refraloed from milltary rivalry. He did not
believe that any other power was capable of
exsonticg such an extentlve programme in so
short a time, Lord Charles Beresford com-
piained that the Government gave no ex-
plsnation of why just so many ehips—neo
more and no lesa—3bould be buoilt, He gave
notice of an amendment declaring that Eog-
land’s naval strength capht to be cqual to the
navies of France and any other great power
combined. The Radicals will oppose every
atage of the leglslation connected with Lord
George Hamilton’s scheme, It I8 expeotsd
Mr, Gladstone will lead the opposition at-
tack on the Government.

CROFTER EMIGRATION,

LonpoN, March 8.—Emigralion subjzota
will receive much attentlon dmrivg the pre-
sent session of the Imperial Parliament. The
crofter oolonization vote of £10,000, which
comes before the House of Commons next
week, will, no doubf, pase, many Liberal
members objsoting to the smallness of the vote
rather than its principle.

the present year, June 80, 18'9, there would
be & earplua of $1,900,000. Mr. Foster entered
on an elaborste argument jin defence of the ex-
iating syatem of taxation in order to show that
it wasnecessary and yet not unduly heavy, He
gontrasted the objects for which taxes were
levied in Cauads and othsr onuntries. Instead
of war taxes, with one excaption Canada's taxes
wenb into productive public works, cheaper
traneportation facilities, and the development
of fatent natural resources, The policy of the
Government was to make every man psy taxes
according to his means and taste. He asserted
that i Eogland the taxea bhore more heavily on
the working classes; than in Onanada. It was
true the taxation of the conrtry had incraased
from eleven millions jn 1868 to twenty-eight
millions in 1838, but she per capita revenns had
also incrensed from $4.05 §7.22. The customs
taxation had grown from $2.54 to 4 44 The
public debt had increased from $1.19to $1.78
per head. During 1888

had increased by $7,217,447. For the present
wear Mr. Foster boped to collect from customs
828,538,971 ; excies, 87,068,143 ; miscellaneous

The expeaditure estimated for the current
fiscal year was $36,600,000, on acconnt of urdi-
pary sources, and for capital account as followas;

He even clutched at the straw that
lash year the “‘balance of trade” turned slightly
in favor of 1868 as compared with 1857, about
two percenv. The minister dealt with the de-
croased volvme of trade in s new way. He ac
knowledged the volume of trade in 1873, $217,.
000,000, bad fallen in 1888 to 2210,000,000, but
this wasin value, and a8 the] great stablea had
in these yeara falien very greatly, the volume of
trade may really bave increased though cur ze-
turps would not show ib, He read a long list of
articles that had fallen in value from fifteen to
forty percent, and argued that this shonld bs
saken into account. .
Mr. Foster d-clared amid Opposition pleudits
thas the desire to cultivate and extend vur for-
eipn trade was growing in Oanada. He allnded
to the position of the country in 1878 and the
pilicy then adopted. ** This country must, he
said, stand upon ite own foundation and develop
1ba internal strength of industry and production,
snd haviog gained that, to stretch out into
other cowntries, and meet, a3 Canadians can
mezt it, foreign competition. In this comnec-
tion, quick transportation as having s bearing
on our foreign trade, Mr. Foster referred to the
Gavernment’s efforta to astablish steam commu-
nication with South America and the West
Indies, and with Australia. He annourced
that advices received ahowed that Australia was
favorable to the consideration of closer trade
relations with Canada. This was the true
Canadian pnlicy, and neitber threats of non-
intercourse nor bluster would ever induce
Canada to hand over its commercial indepen-
dence to another country. After recess Mr,
Foater proceeded to refer to the domestic or
interprovincial trade and to substantiate his
itea that it was growing, by a reference to the
evidence before the Labor Commission. The
development of trafficon the Iuntercolonisl was
another evidence. The Maritime Provinces sent
up to the upper provine:sin 1876,421,000 tons of
ol and in 1887, 1,275,000. Xlour carriedin-
creased from 254,000 in 1876 to 845,000 10 1887 ;
grain from 282,000 bushels to 1,211,000 ; lumber
from 18,000,000 fest to 1,970,000,000 ; livestuck
from 37,000 head to 90,000 ; other gooda from
311,009 tons to 887 000 ; passengers carried in-
creased from 613,000 to 996,000 refined sugar
from 20,000 tona to 30,000. Againtheincreass in
the product of coal in Canada was pgreas, from a
total of 622,000 tope in 1878 to 2,449,000 in 1888,
The increase in tha coasting trsde and in the
traffic on the Canadian Pacific Railway were
other evidences of prosperity dwelt on by Mr.
Foster, who evidently saw need of saying soms-
thing in suppord jof the hope that the
tounbry was prospercus. The hon. geatleman
closed by an eloguemnt percration, contrasting
the condition of a grand confederated Domini-
on, with & great future before it. Beforesittin,
down he snnounced that tbe Government hag
determined to make few changes in the {ariff,
and if any were made they would bardly s ffect
thareverue. Mz, Foster spoke for four hoars.

SIR RICHARD CABTWRICHT'S RETLY.

Bir Richard Cartwright said he agreed with
bhe Finance Minister that would it be a greav in-
jury to dwarf in any way the energies of a
young covntry, snd be would adda ‘‘rider”
oarticularly, by refusiog to allew any young
country to extend its trade by making its own
treatics and being represented abzoad by its own
commero'al agents, Be agreed that in enti-
mating the extent of trade, we should consider
the volume as well as its value, and always en-
deavor to convince dhe colleaguos of the Minis-
ter of the faot. He agreed that the poor man
shonld nob pay as much tax as the rich, and
when in power he had carried the theory inte
practice, but mow the Government taxed the
poor man’s oclothes 80, 40 ana 60 per cent.,
while tha rich man only paid 20 per cent. for
his. He agreed with the Hon, gentleman that
we should have a larger trade with other conn-
tries, and as a rider he advised ths Government
to seek 10 AY our own doors rather than go to the
Antipoden for n trade that was not worih s
huondredth part of that en which the hon. gen-
vlemap is disposed to burn his back, He agreed
that Cavadian mavufacturers conld facs compe-
titipn, and since it is true that they are meebing
the comvuetition of other countriea abroad why
should they be protected ab bome unless they
are selling their cottona 4o the “heathen Chinee”
ab prices lower than they gell in Canada. He
sgreed that it is {n every sense vhe true policy
of Oanada to treat it neighbours with atead-
fast gourtesy, bub he doubted if dhat policy can
be reconciled with a tax on packages carrying
free fruit. Coming to the pomts of difference
he conld not agree that theixcidence of taxation
in Uanada ou the poor men it less than in Great
Britain, where tax 1s raised by cxoizse which_is
volunsary ; next by stsmps, by house and in-
came taxes, none of which touoch the ponr man,
The only taxes a poor man nesd pay in England
are his p oportion ef five million pounds of ous.
toms or 66 cents per head a yesr, a3 sgainst the
84 in Oanada, which the Cansdinn Iaboripg

man paye. Twenty-one years sgo the average
neceassry taxation of the people of Canada was
33 per cent per capila of that paid in the Uaited
Btates, while to.day it i» 60 per cenbd
greater. He donbted whdther ~baxtation
was the only pathway to national progress,
though it may be a short cub for the friends of
the Government to become milliooaires. He
did not underatand how we can get $51,000,000
more of public work than our debt represents,
since our astumulated aurplntes singe confedera-
tion amounted to only $13,000,000. He denied
tbat farmers paid no duby as allezed. They
pay duties on machinery, food and clothing.

‘We have heard nothing in connect-
ion with the contingent liabilities of a certain
arbitration which may make a call on the Treas-
ury for seversl millions, nor to the liability of
country for interest on the O, P, R. bonda,

Considering the way in which the money is
gos from the people, the complets subjugation
of the Government to certain combines which
are able to come down with their big cheques
in election $imes, is matter of notoriuty. Not
only are thess people allowed to exact their
shirty-five per cent., bud officers of the Customs
department are allowed arbitraily snd tyrani-
cslly to sdd as reuch as 50 per ceat. to the
duties, That ia one of the

of the Cuatom Act. The prwer was given the
Governmens &1 prevend fraud, and it is ueed to
commit fraud by collusion with these combines.

THE TEMPORAL POWER.

Eanthnsiastic Meeling of 0ttawa Roman Cat-
hoiics.
—— e,

The Catholic citizens of Qttawa inangarated
a aeries of meetings on Sunday night March 3rd
insupport of the restoration of the temporal
power of vhe Pope, A large mumber of ecols-
sinstic8 were on the platform, The admuinis-
trator of the diocess, Vicar-General Routhier,
presided, Also on the platform were Seratora
Seott, 0’Donohoe, Sullivan, snd Masera. Cur-
ran, M.P., and Lepine, M.P Every seat in
the theatra of the Ottawa College was filled.
Most of the spealning was in French.

The Obairman, in opening said he was pleased
to see Buch a large gathering to protest against
the captivity of the Pope

Father Apger, in apn eloquent address, de-
scribed the past greatness of Koms znd the
various attempts that had bevn made todeprive
the Popes of their temporal power.

THE PAFAL ETATES,

Senator Scotv felt ths question to be of the
utmosb imporsance to the civilized world. The
whole voice of the Catholic Church would be
raised for the restoration of the temporal power
of the Pope. The expressacn of opinion from
two hundred millions of people wae no small
wmatter. (Applause). OQutside the Catholic
Church it was felt that the position held by the
Pops was an aboormal one, Mr. Gladatons,
writing recently to a friend, had declarad that
the neutrality of the Papal States was an im-
portant matter. The Papal States did not
belong to Ivaly, They belonged to the whole
Catholic world, Thoae grand temples had bern
built by gifts from all quarters of the globa.
They therefore did not belong to any seperate
people, The Pupe had been deprived of his
rights by conapiracies fomented by Anarchists
and Soc alists, The whole world was shockad
when in 1870 Victor Emaunuel marched on to
Rome. Tbe Holy Father being » man of peaca
did not call to bis assistarice the Catholic world.
No doubt had be acted otherwies another Peter
bhe Hermit would have been found to gather
topeth:r o sufficent army to protect the Holy
Father, (Loud applause.) During the past
fifteen hundred years the Popeshad been driven
from Rome, but they alwsye returned with
greater splendor and glory. (Cheers.) He
trusted there were many present who would
live to see the restoration of the ftermsporal
power, which was of tho utmost importance to
the peace of Europe. In the past the Pope had
been the arbiter in disputes between nations,
and to act in that capacity reguired thab he
should be independent of all States, He bs
lisved that the time would comewhen the spoli-
ation cf the Pope would no longer be tolerated.

FROTESTA AGAINST THE PQPE’S CAPTIVITY.

Senator O’Donohoe joined in protest sgajnst
the captivity of she Pope. Such a large gathar-
ing indicated that they were in earnest. In the
perscn of the Pontiff they had somsebhing more
than a mers ruler of men. They bad in bim the
represenvative of the Redesmer of mankind,
He repeated that the Papal States did not be-
long to Italy, but by the best title in the world
were the Pope’'s The previons speaker had re-
ferred to two hundred million Catholics. By
the latest calculations thers wers seventy mil-
lions more. There was no cause in the world
that would raime the Oatholic psople of the
warld like the defence of the patrimony of the
Pops. 1f, he 8aid, I am deprived of my liberty
by a robber goverament, I ask yoa Catholies to
cume and strike my chains for me, what an
army would respond. (Loud cheers.} From
two hundred and seventy millions of people it
would net be difficult to raise an army that

.would take the petty power that now holds the

Pope and put 1t where it should be. If our
neighbours on the other mde of rhe line goi a
chance to invite His Holiness, if he wished o
take up his residence there, they would cut
from their territory States as large as Ituly and
giva them (o bim, and give him money enough
%0 build snother 86, Poter's Church for the sake
of ths impatus and wealth it would give bo the
country, He hoped that before long the Pope
would be reatored to his btemporal power,

Mr. Carran, M.P., as a public man of Oana-
ds, was glad to support the movement. Why,
heasked, had the Pops been deprived of his
temporal power when he bad done so much to
swesten the cup of misery of the oppressed?
Everyone who hated Cathoficity joined in the
removal of the temporal power of the Pope,
Just as sure na the gates of hell could not pre-
vail againsb the Churoh would2the temporal
power be restored to the Pope,

After other spevches in a eimilar strain a
eeries of resolutions were adopted expreseive of
sympathy for the Sovere:gn Pcnsiff, and pro-
claiming the convictions of the meeting that
uothing short of restitution of his temporal
sovereignty can secure to the Holy Father that
independence essentially required for the
church’a good government.

The following is the draft of a petition which
will be forwarded to the Pope:

PEFITION TO THE POPE,

Humbly prostrate at the feet of your Holi-
ness, wa, the Oatholice of Ottawa, ardently de-
sire to unite with the faithful of the world in
expressing our feelings of love towards your
Holiness, and our aver increasing indignation
against the enemies of the Holy See. The great-
er the religions liberty wa enjoy, the greater is
the bitternees into which we are driven to con-
demn the blind and unheard of audacity of that
#o-called Oatholic Siste which nct only inva ea
the sacred and secular rights of the Charch and,
contrary to all law, whether human or Divine,
retnins the head of the Church in ita hostile
power, bubrecently, by 1nquitous laws, has even
totally destroyed hia liberty and independepce.
Wherefore, we have thought it mos* opportons
again onr admiration to express fer ths magna-
nimous Pontiff, who, with heroic voice cenres
not to proclann onr immovable frith in divise
providences, which will crush the enemies of
the Holy See and soon reators it to ita necessary
liberty and pristine glory. )

May your Holiness deign to accept our bum-

ble vows and toimphrt to us your apostolic
benediotion.

The Letter from the Amerlcan Hierarchy to
the Holy Father.

Cardina! Gibbons having received word that
hie lettec forwarded in the name of the Catholic
Hierarchy of the United States, to Pope Leo,
haa arrived at ite destination, has consented to
let the full text of the doczment be published.
It ia ae follows :

McsT HoLy FarHeR,~Natures has impressed
upon the eoule of all good eons to cheerfully
join fer the proteotion and encouragement of
the father, sbould he be in distress, and sorrow
and grief burden him, This may also be re-
quirsd of us in your present situation,. We are
well aware that you bave rot only fallen into
the hauds of tt @ ungodly, but that you are com-
pletely in their power and under their domina-
tion, thus meking your daily lfe one of 1zao-
miny, of griet aud of oppressicn. Henceit will
not seem strange thay, with soul alers, full of
zeal and tesrfolly, we are deploring your ead
condition ; for we are your sons and Bishops,
and u8 such eubordinate to the general head.
‘Whenever the head suffers the whole body eaf-
fers the same pain, 1t being, however, not pos-
gible % releass our father from kia sarrow and
his distress, we may, at lesst, indioats through
thie letter that we are sincerely eympathizing
with Your Holiness and will, in ardent prayer,
imp'ore God, the Just Judge, for aid avd euccor
in distrors,

When, eighteen years ago, we learned that
Jour priacely city had been taken by the wicked
army of an ambitious ke, we, it common with
our priests and our people, heartily deplored
and shhorred this great pacrilege, 8o rouch o ore
g0, ind ed, becauee this eacrilege was not com-
roitted by worshipers of idole or heteredox per-
sonv, but by a king who still wanted to bcast of
his Catholio name, though, deliberately sad de-
signecly, be moat cruelly cestroyed your faith
ful army.

THE JESUITS' BSTATES, |

A LETTER FROM THE HON, F. LANGE-
LiER. M. P.

How the Jesults Acquired thefr Progerty—
All Ecelcslastical Property Belongs to
the Church—Mr, Mrreler bat Com-
pleted a Setilement Begun Many
Years ago.

[Torontu Globe]

To 7HE EDITOR :—A great deal of feeling i8
being exhibited by a large numnber of Prooe;?Enbs
especially 10 Ontario caused by the settlement of
the Jesuits’ estates question,

If it wasconfined to the fanatical portion of the
Protestant population 16 would be useless to at-
tempt any reascning or argumest. But, aa it
extends also to a good many moderate and sen-
sible people,l think it will not be amiss to state
the facts as they are, becavze I remark that both
of the objections raised sgainst Mr. Mercier’s
measure ars due to a misapprehension of the
facts of the care.

{1) Xt is not useless o recal] the manner those
properties now in question came into the pos-
session of the Jesnits. Naver were vroperties
acquired in a more legitimate way, The Jesu-
its, with the Recollects, have been the pioveers
of Chriettanity and civilization almost all over
North America. It was mostly to their exer-
tions that the Kings of Frauce owed the largest
and the finest Colonial empire that was ever pos-
sessed by any Europesn ruler. If youread the
early history of New France you will scarcely
find & great discovery with which a Jesuit is not
directly mixed up, if bhe is not the aushor of the
same. I will not cite Catholic authoritics 1n
proof of that statement. I will refer your read-
era to the worka of Parkman.

It waa then but natural that the Frenc
Kicga should show their gratitude for euch emi-
unent_services, and they did it by granting to
the Jesuits seigniories which were then very
libtle valus., They granted some to laymen for
services which could not be compared to those
rendered by the Jesnits,

Iu_u scarcely necessary to add thab the pro-
perties grasted to the Jesuits were expected to
beused for the purposes of their Qrder, viz.,
Onhgxlr;ilc missionary work and the education of
youth,

{2) Those properties having been granted to
the Jeeaits mn the most legitimate manner, how
were they held under the laws of the Catholic,
Oharch.

_Under the rules of the Catholic Church every
kind of ecclesiastical property belongs to the
Church at large, represented by the Pope. The
particular institution in possession of it, only
holds iv, if I may use thab expression, in trust
for the Church. Therefoae, if that inatitution
dwappears, by abolirion or otherwise, the pro-
perty reverts to ita owner, viz. : the Chureh,
and the Pope, asits supreme head roler, can
grant it to any other acclesiastical institation, or
to the same if it is re-established,

T do vot propose to discues these rules; I
simply atate them, because they have a most
jmportant bearing on the question now before
the public. -

It is contended h} those who criticise
the settlement of the Jesuits’ estates question,
thas the Jesuits had no right whatever to the
properties formerly belonging to their Order,
because whep such Order was abolished by the
Popein 1774 they ceased to exist s a corporation
and thoee properiies, therefore escheated 6o the
Crown,

Uunder the rules sbove stated, when the
Jesnits’ Order was sbolished its prnperiies re-
verted to the Cbureh at lorge, and therefore
when the Imperial Government took posreasion
(t)nf l;hgm it déd not'.d exercize a legitimate right,

ut it crnfiecated property belonging to the

Catholic Church. property 8k

(3) That will explain to your readers why,
long before the Jesuits had come back to thia
counatry, from 1733 to 1885, theis properties had
b-en claimed, as Church properties, by a good
many bishops, by the clergy, and even by the
Oatholic laity, from time to time, on overy oc-
¢o=ion when it was dermed of any use.

{1). Those claims and demands were not left
uuheeded. As far back as 1856, when we had a
1’:rliament where Protestants werein a majori-
by, ib was substantially admitted that the Im-
perial Government had bad po_rieht to take
poesescion of thoze properties. If you look at
the etatutes of that year (19-20 Vic., ch. 54. rec.
1), you will find therein & mnst important en-
actment, It is to the «ffect that in the future
the properties of the Jeruits shall only be held
Ly the Goverpmens of Canadain trust, and that
their revenues shall be used exelusively for pur
prses of superior education.

Is not this an admi-sion that the Imperial
Government had had no right to take those pro-
perties ag belonging to it abaslutely ?

What then, has Mr. Mercier done, but an-
other atep in the same direction as the statute
of 18567

(4) 1In your editorial of the 23rd ul., the mo-
derate bone of which I fully appreciate, although
not being able to share the views therein ex-
prereed, you object to Mr. Mercier'a Aot be-
¢ause it makes bhe validity of the concession of
the Quebec Legislature depend:nt on ratifica-
tion by the Head of the Church,

I can easily understand that objection when I
sre thab you, and everyore elsein U-tario whe
bas been criticising the settlement made by Mr.
Meroier, take it f r granted that it is s settle-
meny with the Jesuits,

Bub thia is founded on a misconception of the
facts of the case If you take tbe trouble to
read Mr. Mercier's statute (51.52 Vie, ch. 13)
you will find that in the enactirg claures there
18 nothing directly said a8 to whom dhe $400,000
shall bs paid ; they simply refer to the agree-
ment enterzd into and to the documents accom-
panying the same, Now, if vou read tho-e docu
ments what will you find? A diwscussinn fol-
lowed by an argument between the Church
and State, the OChurch represented by the
Pope sud the State by tha Legialature of Qne-
bac It is trne that the deed of sebtlement is
g'goed by Father Turgecn, procenreur of the
Jesuits hers ; bub, if you read the other docu-
meunts, you will sge that it _is to the Pupe,
through his secretary of the Propagands, that
Me, Mercier writes first. The Pope empowers
the corporation of the Jesuite 1 the Provipee
of Quebeo to act for him, and the Jesuish dela-
agzta that power to Father Turgeon. Therefore
Fatber Turgeon has been acting aimply for and
on bebalf of the Pape.

It is ro true that it is with the Pope, as head

eatablish religion, and as, on the one hand, be
was forced to admit thab the confiacation of
Ohurch properties had been unjusbt, and, on the
other hand, it was nob possible to rive back
thoze properiies when they had been zold. i6 was
agreed batween him and Pope Pius VIL that
they would not be returned to the Ghurch, bub
that the latter wonld, aaa compensation, receive
stipende for its bishop: and priests. Such was
one of the principal objects of the celebrated
concordat. It was a compromise between the
Uburch and the State on a vexed question.
. That is exactly what Mr, Mercier has done,
For nearly a century the restitution of she pro-
perties of the Jesuite had been & vexed question
batween the Church and the State. In 1856
the State had made a step towarde the rettle-
ment demanded by the Church. In 1876 the
Govarnment of Quebes tad made avother step
in the same direction, Mr. Mercier has simply
effected the complete asettlement of the ques-
tion.

Very much in the same
fashion that Christians, in our school days, gobv
up our Roman Antiguities or our Grecian
Mythology. These Hindus can tell you to a
piceby how many concubines Sclomon had; they
can tell you the exact date of the deluge aceord-
ing to Unhur’s Chronology, and they have the
fucts of the Bible at their fingers’ ends. ; but to
my mind they are no nearer Christ by his
method than are those students who attend
what we Indians call ‘pucka’ government col-
leges ”

CONFIRMED BY LETTERS PATENT.

This corparation of the Scciety of Jesns waa
confirmed by lettera patent on May 29. 1650,
and agsiu on Jure 15 1717. Canada passed
from France un the 18%h September, 1750. By
the right of nations thas eacred an<! invidlanle
Jus gentium to wiich tyrants and corquerors
bow with mezk submission the victor has no
right to private propertiea of citizens cr of au-
thorized corporations of the vauquisbed nation,

*‘The conqueror who takes a town or proviree
from his enemy conuob justly acquire over it
any other righta than auch as belong bo the sov-
ersign againet whom be has taken up srms.
‘Wsr authorizss him to posssss himeelf of what
belongs to his enamy ; if hs deprives him to the
soveraignity of shat tawn or province he acqnires
it such as it is with all the himitations and
modifications. One sovereign makes war uprn
another sovercign and not sgainsb unarmed
citizens, The conjueror ueiz2e on the pusees-
sione of the State. Tha public property,
while private individuals are allowed to retain
theirs, They ruffer but indirectly from the
awar and the conqueat only eubjecisa them toa
aew master,” (Chitty on Law of Natinz) I

THE QUESTION DEBATED.

This question of cnr quest was warmly debsated
.in the Hritish House nf Commons on ybhiu very
Caunadion 1eiue.  Widderbovne, then Solictror-
General, made a report to the Kuoig in 1772 on
the Canadisn question. In it he saya: ** No
.other right can be fonnded on corquest than
that of regulating the politicol and civil zovern-
mend of the country, lesving to the individuals
-the enjoymens of their prope-ity.” Thurlow, the
Atbcroay-General, eubsequenwy in hix report
.eays—"The Canadiane rerm to have been strict-
ly eatitled by the jus gentium to their proparty,
a8 they poesewsed it up n cepitulstion and
treaty of peacs.” Spe.king upn the question
-n debate in Perliament the same gentleman af-
firme—'"You aequired a new p ople, but you do
Dot state she rignt of conquess ue giviog you a
right to gords and chattels, that wounld b
Blavery and extrame misery. In order to make
the acquisition either avaliable or :ecnce this
etems 10 be the line that ought to be foliowed
You ought to change thuse laws only which re-
late to the French sovereignity, aud in their
place substitute laws which should relate to the
new Sovereign, bub wi'h reapsct to all ather
lawe, ull other custorma aud inatitubions what-
aver, - humanity, justice and wisdom, equally
advise you to leave them to the people just as
they wers,” Btrong is the law of aations in

When a man
poa-2aged of property dies intestate, loaving no
Ivgitimate heirs aftsr bim, his pessession revert
to the Orown by whav legsl phraseology is
called escheat. What term should apply to the
Governweat which would prohibit the last male
scion of an illustricus and wealthy line of wed-
lock in order that a8 hia death his rioh lands
snd vasb domaine might revert to the roysl ex-
shequer ? It would certainly be

AN INIQUITOU8 AND WIOKED PROCEEDING.

No evildoer should be enriched from bie mis-
deeds, whether he bn vrines or pauper. The
Jesuits were rllowed to remsin in undisturbed
pstession of their estatea and houses, but they
were furbidden to 1eceive candidates or novices
to rocruit the sooisty in Canada, so tbat in a
fow yeara at mogt the soziety would become ex-
tinct andibs wealth fall to the Crown, The extinc
tion of phe Jesuits was a terrible and cru«l blow,
it was a deliberate social murder, The hearts of
Lyola's suns were nob avtrachedito land or pro-
perty.  Toil, hardships, prezecution end death
had no tesror for them. Personally they cared
little for the smilo or the frown ot Lonis XV, or
George III. Bat the harv at ready for ths gle-
cping, the abendant crop of Indians skat was
prepared for the reception of faith, touched the
tender fibres of their devoted souls. The labor-
ors wers tew, the grsin fell back to mother earth
ungathered and uograneried. The savages
cried ous for tha bread of faith and there was not
cas tn break ittothem. Parvulipeferunt panem
¢l non erat qut franperet ¢is. The inhibition of
the B:itish mouarch fell heavily on the Jesuits,
but a thourand times mors dissstrous was it to
tha poorhalf-tamed savages that roamed throngh
the forests. No one that knows anything about
tha early history of our country will deny that
in the loss of the “* black robe ” the pzor Indian
kade adieu to tho only classof white man
towsrds which his heart ever warmed with con-
fidence, love and affection. The effect of King
{Feorcze’s inhibition was to thraw thousauds of
Xudians back to the

cnd savagn life, back to the horrible orgies of
pogan wership  On the 16:h September, 1791,
the lasb coup wes dealt the Jesnit order. A
royal instrument of thad date ceclarer: *'Ib i3
var will and pleasure that the Society of Jesuits
shall ko dissolved and supgressed, and nolonger
continned as o body corporate -r politic, and all
their possessivns end property 3hall be vested in
u= for xuch purpose as we may hereafter think
fia to direct ar appoint.” Hene: we icfer that
up to that time the Socioly of Jerus was a body
corpcorate and politic.  Henc2 tha Jesuit Sicie-
ty in Cansda wag not cupprsesded by she ball,
** Domsnus ce redenuptor noster’ of Clement
XIV. 10 1774. The correapondence which passed
butween Mcorigneur Brinnd, Bishop of Quebec,
and Lord Darchester, Governor of the ocolony,
who bas ught the bishop not v+ promulgate ths
decree of the Sovereigu Pon!iff, establishes thas
fact. The bishop hud recourse to Cardinal
Castelle,snd the document was never published.

WHEN THE LASY DIED.

Pere Careob died m 1800. It is commonly
atated thas the Crrwn, through eacheat, took
held of tho prop:-rties. It ia an historical fuce
that after the couquest no new members were
r-ceived into ths Sociaty of Jesus. On the 15th
November, L1772, Mgr. Briand, Bishop of Que-
bec, thus wrote to Cardinal Castelle—** The
Enpgzlih have not molested ihe Jesuitain Canada,
and, togzther with the Recolleta, they here
serve the Church with great edification. But
neitber the former nor the latter have leave to
r-c+ive naw aubjects, I have asked that per-
mismion of tte King of England in an sdoreen
signed by the clergy nud peaple. I fear much
that Ishall not oorain it, for two years have al-
ready gone by acd I bave received no asewer.”
The fins] anewer given to the pedition was the
swearing docamment of 1751, According to
Chisty, #n authority on law, *it is bsyond the
mera percgabive of the Crown to diminish or
dea‘roy immunities once conferred on corpora-
ttone.” Migha is not alwaya right. In 1800
the Jesuit estates passed to the Orown, not
without & protest by the Catholic clorgy of the
coluny. Tt was stoutly maintained by able Eng-
lish lawyera that the action of the Imperial au-
tnoritiea in preventiog accession of new mem-
bers to the society was ultra vires, and in con-
sequencs they could not clsim dhe Jesuib pro-
periies in right by escteas. Nbeitber could vhe
Br.tiah Orown obtain the propertisa by pros-
¢ iption, for the conditions are good taith in the
bzginning &nd uwndieturved poesession for a
certain number of years. The quatity of faith
of the Imperial authorities with regard to the
Jesuits’ estatea must app-:ar evident from the
foregiing exp'anntion, while the prasessions
were conbested year after year by the heirarchy
and people ot Quebec.

HOW DISPOSED OF,

I will now explain how the proceeds of the
Jesuity' estatea have hnen disposed ¢f. From
1812 t0 181/ $24,457 went for purposes unknown ;
1827-31, 93,288 went for pensicur comprising
certain allowances; 1829 30, 33,932 b3 Rev. K.
Sewsll, winiater of Trinity chapel, Quebec,
$28,372 to the Protesrant Epiacopal cburch,
Qusbee, and dhe following Protestant churohes :
1829, Aubizny $100, Sorel $1 500, Ohambly
$8060 ; in 1824, Three Rivers 88, Montres!
34,000, Nicolet $400, Hull 32,000, up to 1827
making o total of $39,172 ; and to the Royal
Institution up to 1831, 33,770, to the Royal
grammer fchools of Quebes, Montreal and
Kingston up to 1831, 349,481 ; 1831, $4,878 was
gmg forltlsemces not specitied and 4,218 to Hon

. Sewell.

THE OXONIAN GRINDER.

Before ooncluding it may be appropriate to
say something of the oriein ot thia cry against
the Jeemita in Oniario. The Ox:nian grinder of
the Pulp Tower oreau has succesded in his
pernicious ¢ fforte. In an inflammatary appeal
he called on the leadsrs of the varjous sectarian
denominasions to deliver themesslves of their
beart-burnngs on the Jesuis question. The
ohafl caught, He has been playing “Yankee
Daodle” under the title of Commercial Union to
ap uoeympathetic audience fi.r the last couple
of years. Nut even the sooiety of his own barn
oountrymen would place him a4 their head a
wmonth ago, buv by manipulating the strioga of
re}lglou‘_ prejudices he haa succeeded in futohing
winisterial associations to unwittingly play his
anoexation game, His applauders have gone
into an ecitab ¢ frenzy, they invoke the sbaies
of George Washington to deliver them from
Jeeuisicsl thraldim swd Catholic domination.
’Iis well to understand thas in no country in
the world are the Jewnits more numerous and
power ful than in the United States, The last
220d of February President Cleveland sud bie
Cabinet as-iated at the grand o-lebration of the
oantenary of the Jesuit university of Gsorge
wwn, D 0, Premdens Oleveland epoke in the
highest terms of the professors snd pupils of the
uuiversity. . He bade them progresa and pros-
per in the land of liberty under the flag of
freedom.

WHOM ANNEXATION WOULD DESTEOY.

Annexation will not deatroy Jesuitiem or
Onsholicity, but th.ve is one mocisty that bas
resson to fear the megle’s olaw. Wherever
Orangeism bas shown its “sad in the Upion it
_bas been ruthlessly aty... wia., Webhave ne

deplore the absence of its antica on the 13th of
‘July, bub the States will have noveof it, They
draw the line'at its fantastic dreas snd unesem
ly exhibitiont. It has been stated that the
Jesuits were innorsnntad in the North-west
under the name of Oblates. Thie is indignantly
denied by the provingial Secretary of Manitoba.
Atrchbishop Tache characterizes it as a slander-
oon falsehood. The Supariors of the Jeenits and
Oblates repudiate it as a malicions calumay.
Ozc of tho Minalors w3 Ultuwws sssucda thab
such s thing never existed, save in the debased
imsgination of » bowildered maniec.

A HIT AT DR. WILD,

The asuthor of this fabrication hasa very low
idea of the dignity and wajeaty of the British
law when he asserted that s murderer of 2
Jesuib could walk forth with impunity. It re-
quired only a hint from Henry IL. to have the
blood and brains of Thomas a Becket scatbered
around the sanetusry and altor rails, a little
urging induced the Yarisian rabble to aseazsin-
ate Archbishop Darbois. No doubt the recol
laction of those horrible deeds was in the mind
of tne man who gave utterance to the opinign
that it would ba lawful to murder a Jesuit.
Y¥rom the abundance of the heart the mouth
sposketh. Wa have no Jeeuits in Toronto,
Thecp i8 a very emall disvinction between them
and the eecnlar priests. It would be only a
slight mistake to confound the venerable gentle
man who presides over the cathedral with the
Jezuit habit. The audience of that reverend
gentleman were nob ag igonorant or debaged ns
the syoophaants of Henry or the Parisian mob,
or we would era this have blood on the lamp-
poats and braios on the altar. .

In conclusion he apealed to Catholics to con-
tinue to promote good feeling and charity to-
wards their Protestant follow-citizens, and not
allow themaslves to be oarzied away by inflam-
matory appesls from the press or the pulpib.
