There has been a school at the mis-

sion ever since 1362, but in 1868 a smatl

building 25 feet by 28 feet was erected

for the use of the clergy and attached to

it was another building 18 feet by 15

feet which was used as a school, and at

which the average attendance was

about twenty pupils.  In 1873 the pres-

ent chnrch was built and consecrated.

It is a wooden building on a stone foun-

dation and the size is 60 feet by 28 feet.

The necessary funds were raised from

the charitable by Father McCarthy and

Brother Mulvibill. This church is of

course an immense improveruent on the

original one, and when the Fathers and

Brothers get it finished and paid for,

they thought, and justly thought, that

thev had done a great deal, but as time

goes on, the popalation increases, and

what is suficient for to-day often proves

quite inadequate for to-morrow. In 1876

the late Mgr. Tache made the mission a

parigh with the Rev. Father Camper as

priestin charge, Father Simonet having

been removed to another ‘mission in

1870.

In addition to the religious work of
the missionaries, they have done a
rroat deal of hard manual labor, and

the present state of the property would

be a credit to any farmer in Canada.
They have now a very comfortable dwel-
ling house and excellent out-houses.
They have a beautiful garden, which
was formerly an aleali bed full of
large boulders. After it had been
ploughed and harrowed Father Gascon
grubbed every inch of it himself work-
ing hard when he mught have been
resting after attending to his religious
Juties and this too 1n the very hottest
weather. It is to-day one of the pret-
tiest spots in Manitoba, full of flowers
and all sorts of vegetables. There are
beautiful and wel’ arranged shade frees,
ouk, maple and spruce, the two latter
transplanted and all now flourishing.
In addition to this Brother Mulvihill
has filled an official position which ad-
ded very conmderably to his work.
When St. Laurent was made a munici-
pality by the Manituba Government
the people came to the Brother and ask-

ed him to be their reeve, FMe consented

endeavor to raise money to assist the
Church. It was known that except in
giving a portion of the labor the parish-
ioners could do nothing.  Brother Mul-
vihili's mission to Ci:icago was very suc-
cessful, owing entirely to the great
efforts he put forth. He desires now
to express his very sincere thanks to
the very kind and charitable friends he
met in Chicago, St. Paul and Winnipeg.
Their kindpess bas made such an im-
pression on him that he can never for-
pet it. Meantime the building has been
commenced. The plans were drawn by
Brother Debys and provide for a stone
building 96 feet by 44 feet. Brother
Mulvihill is chief superintendent of the
work, and Mr. Woodman, of Winnipeg, is
foreman mason. The work will be ad-
vanced as far as possible this summer
and fall, but there are not nearly suffi-
cient funds in hand to complete the
Church, therefore dependance bas to be
laced entirely on outside assistance.
‘here can be no doubt that the Fathers
and Brothers have done excellent work.
By their untiring zeal and energy what
would bave been a deserted wilderness
has been turned into a prosperous and
law-abiding settlement, it is therefore
boped that all without distinction of

THE GREAT STRIKE.
The present railway strike is the
greatest in the history of the United
States. The labor organization was
never more perfect. Yet the present
strike 18 progressing withoutthie popular
sympathy that usually goes to the strik-
ers. These are hard times and people
wonder why men should guit their jobs,
when they are fortunate enough to bave
work, and so cause an industrial distur-
bance which doesn’t improve times.

It is very self-sacrificing for the railway
men o undertake other people’s battles
in this way ; but the geuneral public has
to stand the annoyance, and the general
public is not self-sacrificing. It is grum-
bling and cowplaining about the A. R.
U. Most of the great dailies are against
the strikers. Several of the Chicago
paper call Debs and his society hard
names,
This is warm weather. Cool heads
are needed. A little mutual concession
will spare us a continuance of the
damage, annoyance and incitement to
diisorder that the present unpleasant
situation inflicts.

That
all aiders and abettors of thie P. P. A.
are unworthy of the countenance and
support of Catholics.

That in the exercise
cf our franchise we will refuse our votes
tc candidaces for legisiative honors who
do mnot distinctly and unreservedly
disown and repuadiate all sympathy wirth
that association known as the P. P, A.

OUR CONVENT SCHOOLS,

It may not be amiss, during this
season vacation, to say a word for our con-
vent schools. They certainly appear to
be deserving of it. as compared with the
public schools.

One thing that strikes the intelligent
observer in connection with our convent
schools, as their work is shown at com-
mencement time, i8 the intensely prac-
tical character of the education imparted
in them, One can see at a glance that
it is not one-sided, but embraces the
whole nature of the student, being a
development of the body and soul and
mind of the pupil. The physical quali-
ties are given their due and proper at-
tention, on the principle that a sound
body is needed to develop a gound
mind. And then the soul is carred for
on the principle that no education can
be complete which does not lead to the
brightest Jorms of Christian morality and
goodness. In the education of the mind,
the training of the intellect, close atten.
tion is given to discovering the natural
bent of the intellect, on the principle
that, if a girl is born to bea teacher, she
may bespoiled by being made a type-

writer: and if her native talents fit her
to be a good writer, she might be render-
ed wholly useless by arn attempt to make
ber a poor teacher. And by the same
token, ifshe is intended by nature to be
a good housekeeper, it may not be advi-
sable to thwart nature’s kindly work by
deforming her 1nto a poor musician. The
natural bent of the pupil is aiways care-
fully studied in these convent schools
before the plans of developm-nt are
arbitrarily setiled for her, It is for this
reason, and in pursuit of this system of
highest education, that the graduates of
our convent sclhiools are uniformly so will
adapted to fill the sphere that seems to
bave been preiestined for them.

Few of these graduates but can man-
age a household about as well as they
can play a piece of music or teacn & class
of learning youngsters. The accomplish-
wents of the kitchen are not lost sight
of in imparting tne graces of tiie bondoir.
8o it is that the average convent gra-
duate can sew and wash and iron and
cook about as well as she can paint and
play the piano. Her whole nature is
educated on the theory of making bher a
useful as well as au ornamental member
of society.

The managers of our Catholic convent
schools-may well feel proud during this
commencement season. They send an-
nually into the world young women who
are fitted by a careful development of
their natural abilities to fill any piace

that they may be caliedon to occupy-.

being simplidty itself, contains all that
the long history of so many other Bene-
fit societies has proved to be necessary
or desirable. The executive 18 composed
of well known Cathoiics living in differ-
ent parts of the continent, all of whom
are revered in their respective com-
muvities a8 men of undoubted ability
and the strictest integrity, and some of
whom have a national reputation in
these respects. The first branch of the
order in the country was established in
St. Boniface about four years ago, and
the second in Winnipeg a ecoup!- of
years later.  Both courts have made
substantial progress, and are continuing
to add to their membersnip in large
numbers. They. are officered by men
well known inthe city, and possessing
the confidence of our pesple, and it will
therefore be astonishing if the success
this year is notgreater than ever before.
We believe there is a great future in
Manitoba and the Northwest both for
the Foresters and the C. M. B. A. They
are without doubt two of the best Cath-
olic fraternal organizations doing busi-
ness on this continent, and we have the
greatest pussible pleasure in recom-
ménding them tu the earnest considera-
tion of those of our readers, ~ho, being
eligible, nave not - yet taken steps to pin
them.

University of Ottawo.

Tie attention of our readers is called to
the advertisement appearing elsewhere
in this issue for the University of Ottawa
eonducted by the Oblates of Mary Im:
maculate, began with the infancy and it
has grown with the growth of the city,
Established in 1843 by the Right Rev
J. E. Guigues, 0. M. L, D. D, it was
entrusted to the care of the Very Rev.
Father Tabaret, O. M, I, D. D., and
under his presidency attained a high
degree of prosperity.

Originally incorporated under the title
of “College of Bytown,” this Institution
received in 1866 the title of “College of
Ottawa,” together with the power of
conferring University degrees. In 1885
its charter was so amended as to extend
its original powers.

Besideslthe Regular University Degree
the College of Ottawa enjoys the rights
to confer the Degrees ot Bachelor and
Doctor in »cience, and Music, togetl er
which the Degrees of Civil Engineering,
Mining Engineering and Mechanical
Engineering. The College received at
the same tim3 very extensive powers of
affiliation. In virtue of shese powers, all
the Degrees confered by the Faculty are
otficially recognized in the Dominion and
all British possessions. .

By a brief, dated February 5th, 1889,
the Novereign Pontiff Leo XIII, hasraised
the College of Ottawa to the rank of a
Catholic University, with all the privil-
eges conferred on such Universities.

The Degree of either B, A. or LL. B.,
which the University confers, in virtue
of its University Charter, besides being
honorable testimonials ot high and varied
attainmerts, entitles those who study
law to exemption from preliminary
examinations, and to a reduction of two
years from the ordinary course of five
years; and the former Degree also enti-
tles those who study medicine to a sim-
ilar exemption, and to a reduction of
one year.

The Government Mnseum and the
Parliament Library, with its thousands
ot volumes, lurnish professors and stu-
dents the means of elucidating every
question in literature, science and art.
Besides the studeuts enjoy the advantage
of ozcussional attendance at the debates
of the Dominion House of Parliament
during the annual session held in Ottawa,
and thus become tamiliar with those
political contests in which they'may after-
wards be called to take part. These,
and othier educational advantages recom-
mend this lnstitution in a special man-
ner to parents and students.

Amenity of site, purity, elasticity and
salubrity of air, may recommend the
University of Ottawa to every parent
that consults the health of his children.
