Clerical News.

The Dulbdin  “¥Freeman's Jour-
nal”’ remarks that the only sur-
viving Bishop whose episcopate

goes back to 1854, the year of the
proclamation of the Iminaculate
Conception, is the Venerable Arch-
‘bishop of Hobart, Tasmania, the
Most Rev. Daniel Murphy, who was
at that date Bishop of Hvderabad.
Dr. Murphy was born at Belmont,
Crookston, County Cork, in 1813,
and was ordained at Maynooth in
1838, sixty-six years ago. He was

consecrated Vicar Apostolic of Hy-

derabad in 1846, whence he was
translated to Hobart in 1865. The
golden jubilee of his episcopate was
celebrated with much pomp in
1896, his See of Hobart having
been made archiepiscopal in 1888.

The Rev. Reginald Colley, Pro-
vincial of the English Jesuits, was
found dead, sitting up in his bed
with his hands devoutly joined, on
Feb. 12, at Stonyhurst Coliege.
For many years he had suffered
from asthma, which had recently
been aggravated by a touch of
Pneumonia, and it seems certain
that his sudden death was due to
heart-failure during a fit of cough-
ing in the night. .

Reginald Colley, who belonged to
a well known KEnglish Catholic
family, was born on May 26, 1848,
and educated at Stonyhurst, where
he made his first appearance at the
age of ten, and remained till the
completion of his course. Entering
the Society of Jesus in 1870 he
went through his noviceship at
Roehampton and during his philo-
sophical course at St. Mary’s Hall,
Stonyhurst, he took the degree of
B.A. in London University. After
teaching “Rhetoric” with excep-
tional success in  Stonvhurst Col-
lege for several vears he was
transferred  for his theological
studies to St.  Beuno's College in
1880, and was there ordained priest
Sept. 23, 1883, Only two vears
later he was appointed Rector of
Stonyhurst, being at the time the
voungest priest in
proof of his singular merit. This
office he held for six vears, when
his health broke down from fatigue

and anxiety occasioned by a bad
epideinic of measles atnong  the
students. Tn 1841 he was sent bv

his superiors 1o South  Africa in
hope that the purer uud more in-
vigorating  atmosphere would re-
store his health. There he staved
for about two vears doing  good

work as Rector of St Ardan's Col-.

lege,  Grahamstown. But his
health grew worse and his asthma
became chronic. On his return to
Emgland in 1803 e was made Y're-
fect of Studies at Stonvhurst, and
in January rgor Ire was appointed
Provincial, a posttion he retaived
till his death. What he tnust have
endured all  these  vears from the
constant attacks of his malady
could scarcely be realized by those
who witnessed his unvarying placi-
dity and cheerfulness. During the
time he was Rector and Prefect of
studies at Stonvhurst he was a
prominent membher of the Catholic
Head Master's  Conference, and
through Dr. Vaughan, then Bishop
of Salford, he received a special
letter from Pope Leo XIII., con-
taining his Holiness’s approbation
of the English philosophical course
which Father Colley establshed on
a firm footing.

(Irish nation was Christian. It is
jequally certain that before St. Pat-
rick’s preaching the warlike Irish
were the terror of the Christian
world, and that after his prea.h-
ing, for the space of nearly a hun-
dred years, they disappeared from
the battlefields of Europe, until in
the sixth century they returned as
apostles of Christianity. Here we
have paganism and agjgressive war- i
fare before, Christianity and do-
mestic peace alter, followed soon
by the missionary spirit of a whole
nation going out to convert other
nations. Surely these are striking
evidences of a conversion as

THE MACDERMOT, K. C.

We borrow from the Dublin
‘“Irish Daily Independent and Na-
tion” the following sketch of the
great Catholic lawyer who died on
Feb. 6.

Hugh Hyacinth O’Rourke Mac-
Dermot was born in 1834, and was
educated in the old Catholic Uni-
versity, where he was one of the
most favored pupils of the late
Cardinal Newman, who predicted a
brilliant future for his talenved
pupil.  Continuing his educational
career in Trinity College he achiev-
ed many distinctions, and in his
several examinations had as cand-
idates against him men who today
occupy prominent positions in art,
inlaw, and in literature. The Mac-
Dermot was a descendant of the
ancient Irish kings, and came of an
old Catholic, Celtic and Connaught
family, and represented the historic
house of Coolavin. Originally the
family title was Prince of Moylurg,
Tivoiel, Airteach, and Glancuain.

(Monday) morning at an early
hour of Rev. William Marie Godts,
superior of the Redemptorist Order
lin Brandon, and parish priest of
iSt. Augustine’s Church. The news
|of the death of Rev. Father Godts
|came with a shock to his wury
many friends throughout the city,
as few, even of the parishioners of
St. Augustine's, were aware of nis
illness. For the last ten days the
deceased had been suffering from a
very severe cold, but no serious re-
sult was anticipated.

On Sunday evening, at about
8.30, the Rev. Father was visited
by his medical adviser, Dr. Mathe-
son, and appeared to be making
favorable progress. The patient
ifelt that he was not ill enough to
| be” confined to his bed and insisted
upon being up and around as much
as possible. He chatted with the
doctor and took his usual nourish-
ment. And after the doctor's de-
parture Father Godts was unus
iually cheerful and not suffering in
lany way. At his usual hour he
|fell into a -peaceful sleep, after as-
"suring his attendants that he was
! comfortable for the night.
| When the members of the house-
‘hold retired at 1o o’clock Sunday
night, Father Godts was quietly
sleeping, and during the night guve
no sign of distress or of needing
assistance. At the hour for rising
this morning, five o'clock, one of
the brothers proceeded at once to
the superior’s room, fully expect-
ing to find him improved after a
good night's rest. Upon entering
ithe chamber, he found that death
'had come to the venerable and re-'
'spected head of the house and ouly-
"a short time before, for the body
' which lay upon the bed, had not
lvet grown cold.

A protestant minister who had
visited Japan and Korea, thus
writes of the Cathollc missions in
those countries in August, 1894:

“It is not surprising that the
heroic missionaries of the Roman
Church win the plaudits of onlouk-
ers who are not impressed by the
pleasant home life with wife and
children and abundant conforts, of
the Protestant missiomary. How-
ever, out of sympathy with the
dogmas of the Roman Church,
their poverty, endurance patience.
and suffering excite the admiration
of us all. Every thoughtful mis-
sionary is forced to ask himself
whether the Reformation did mnot
go too far; whether the priestly
monastic militant types are not,
after all, more in accord with the
missionary spirit.”

Today in Korea there are 44
churches or chapels, with one
bishop and fifty-two priests, of
whom eleven are natives. A semin-
ary has been built, in which thirty-
three young men are preparing for
ordination, and the several houses
of religious women number fifty
teaching and nursing sisters.

During the year 1902 there were
baptized 5,807 adult pagans, 2,411
pagan children in danger of death,
2,149 Christian children, 623 pupils
are being taught in 53 small
schools, 870 infants are under the
care of consecrated  Christiun
women.
