SIR:
With reference to negotiations that have recently taken place between

representatives of the Canadian and United States Governments concerning
air transport, I have the honour to propose that an Agreement be entered

AGREEMENT FOR CIVIL AIR TRANSPORT

ARTICLE I
Pending the coming into force of the International Air Services Transit

togreement done at Chicago on December 7, 1944, each Government grants

treatment, the Governments agree that:

(a) Each of them may impose. or permit to be imposedl on airlines
of theï other state just and reasonable charges for the use of publie airports
and other facilities on its territory provided that these charges shall not be
higher than would be paid for the use of sueh airports and facilities by its
national aîrcraft engaged in similar international services;

(b) Fuel and oîl, aircraft stores, spare parts and equipment introduced
into the territory of one State by the other State or by nationals of the
other State, and intended solely for use ýby aircraft of such other State
shall be accorded national and most-favoured-nation treatment withi respect
to the imposition of customs and excise duties and taxes, inspection fees
or other national duties or charges by the State whose territory is entered:
provided, ho-wever, that such State may require that such imported maternais
shail be kept under customs supervision and control;

<c) The fuel and oul, aircraft stores, spare parts and equlpment retained
on board civil aircraft of the airlînes authorlaed to operate the routes and
services described in the Annex shall, upon arrivinýg in or leaving the. territory
of the other State, bc exempt from the imposition of customs and excise
duties and taxes, inspection f ees or other national duties or charges, even
though sucli supplies be used or consumed by sucli aircraft on fiights in
that territory.

(d) Neither of them will give a preference to its own airlines against
the airlines of the other State in the application of its customs, immigration,
quarantine and similar regulations or in the use of airports, airways or
other facilities.

ARicLE V
The laws and regulfitionw of each state relating to the. admission t. or

departure from its territ-ory of aircraft engaged ini international air navigation,
or to the operation and navigation of suc~h aircraft while within its territory,
shall be applied to the aîrcraft of the. other state, and shail be complied witb

AwRTICLEVI

Each Goveraiment reserves the right to withhold or revoke a certificat. or
permit to an airline of the other State i apy case where it is not satisfied that
substantial ownership and effective controI are vested in nationals of that State,
or i ase of failure o an airline to comply wth~ the law f the State over whicii
it oprts as descrihed 'in Article V,. or to pedrfor its obligations under thiq

Agreement
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The aircraft operated by Canadian airlines shall conform at ail times wÎth
th~e airworthiness requireinents prescribed by the competent aeronautical authori-
ties of Canada for airerai t employed in air transportation of the character
contemplated by this Agreement.

ARTICLE Ix

The9 competent authorities of the two (lovernments shall enter into, agree-
raieits concerning the transportation,'of mail on the services authorized by this
A.greement.

ARTICLE X

The services authorized by this, Agreement and fo)r which rights, are speeified,
111 the Annex shail be eonducted in accordance with the following provisions:

(1) Pending the coniing into force of the Interim Agreement on Inter-

national Civil Aviation done at Chicago on December 7, 1944, they shýal
be subject to the applicable ternis of the Air Navigation Agreement between

Canada and the United States of America effected by an exchange of notes
of July 28, 1938.*

(2) Additional stops may' be Mnade in the territory of the State of which
an airline is a national at the election of that State, provided that these

stops lie in reasonable proximîty to the direct route connecting the terminale
indicated in the Annex, and subject to the special provisions indicated
therein with respect to particular routes;

(3) Holders of through tickets travelling on a through international
service may make stop-overs at any point where a landing is, made even

though such landing is madle at a point not otherwise authorized for the
Pick-up and discharge of traffie;

(4) Fut.ure proposais for services between any point in Alaska and
any point in Canada west of the l30th meridian shall be initially considered

(unless in any partieular case the two Governments shaîl agree to f ollow

a different course) by a representative designated by ea4i Government,
~whose recommendations shall be transmitted to the two Governments for
action;

(5) TPle routes speeified in the Annex shall be open for operation by

Pr el eiated airlines at any time during the life of the Agreempent.
Th. ights siall no lapse with any failure to exercise theni, or any interruip-
tion of such exercise.

If these proposais are acceptable to the Oovernment of the United States
Of Anierica, this note, and your reply thereto accepting the proposais, ehall be
regarded, as placing on record the understanding arrived at 'between the two
Governinents concerning this matter.
