In a memorandum on Museums presented in May 1925, certain general

principles touching the organization and administration of Museums were laid down
In this Memorandum it wasand accepted as the broad policy of the University, 

agreed that the "University Collections as a whole suffer from want of
consolidation " and that the various collections should be regarded as"a unit".

It should

include a Curator, who should, it is suggested be the Secretary of the Committee 

and its Executive Officer; a representative of the Department of History; another 

of the Library; a third of the McCord Estate; and possibly one other. It would be,

of course, able to use advice from any suitable quarter in the discharge of its 

duties,

Acting according to the recognized policy these would be to keep on

the look-out for objects needed by the Museum; to investigate their current 

price, authenticity, condition and so on, and decide for or against buying. 

Their decision arrived at would be forwarded to the Executive of the General

Museums Committee for action. It would be through the McCord Museum Executive 

Committee that co-ordination with the Library, and the other Museums of the

University could be maintained.

With regard to the present large General Committee of the McCord, 

this could best fulfil its purpose by meeting once or twice a year to receive the 

report of the Select Committee, tp comment on it and to offer suggestions of a 

general character.

This outline offers merely the skeleton of an organization that 

would, perhaps, focus and give energy to the work of the McCord Museum.

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A POLICY FOR THE McCORD MUSEUM

Certain important considerations must be taken into account in outlining 

a policy for the Executive Committee of the McCord Museum.

1: The financial resources of the Museum are very strictly limited. 

Acquisitions made by the Museum therefor, should be very carefully selected and 

every effort should be made to see that the price paid by the Museum should be as 

low as possible. Before making a purchase, as a rule, the Committee should have

good.knowledge of the average price rulin for the object concerned.

The space available in the Museum is already very confined. Generally2:

speaking, acquisitions should be made with this in mind.

The Museum already has certain well-defined groups of possessions.3:
such as the Indian, the Wolfe, and other exhibits, and the Committee should

constantly have in mind the extension or completion of these collections.

The positive principles according to which the Committee should

function may be summarized as follows;

The Museum is a National Museum. Additions to its possessions should 

therefore represent some aspect of the life of the nation and country. In the 

same way, donations or offers of sale which have no particular Canadian bearing

should be rejected.

GENERAL WOLFE’S «DIARY 
TO DE SOLD BY AUCTION

By R. S. FENDRICK
BATTERED old ledger in a 

dusty Paris bookshop—
It is the last journal of General 

I James Wolfe, hidden away for years 
in an American collection of old doc­
uments.

The entry is Sept. 12, 1759—the eve 
of the Battle of Quebec.

"A vigorous blow struck by the 
army at this juncture may determine 
the fate of Canada,” is the historic 
and prophetic message General Wolfe 
sends to his little army, and that his 
unknown scribe faithfully notes in the 
journal.

It is as dramatic a paper as found 
anywhere in British history, and bv 
an irony of fate this glorious page 
lies to-day on a dusty French book­
shelf.

The journal covers 103 pages of fine 
handwriting, opens with military or­
ders given by General Wolfe in Scot­
land in 1748, carries him through Glas- 
cow, Dundee, Banff, Dover Castle. 
Winchester and then the second part 
opens with the title, “Orders given by 
Major General Wolfe in America. 
Halifax, April 30, 1759.”

“The object of the campaign is to 
gow, Dundee, Banff, Dover Castle, 
and finish the war in America,” he 
informs his officers and men.

“Great sufficiency of provisions and 
a numerous artillery is provided and 
from the known valour of the troops 
the nation expects success. The bat­
talions have acquired reputation ir. 
last campaign, and it is not doubted 
but they will be careful to preserve 
it; from this confidence the Gen'l has 
assured the Secretary of State in his 
letters that whatever may be the 
event of the campaign, His Majesty 
and the Country will have reason to 
be satisfied with the army under his 
command.

“The Gen’l means to carry the bus­
iness thr'o with as little loss as pos­
sible and with the heighest regard tc 
the safety and preservation of the 
troops ; to that end he expects that 
the men work chearfully and diligent­
ly without the least unsoldierlike mur­
mur, or complaint, and that his five 
but necessary orders be strictly obey­
ed.”

Seat known as MONTREAL, once the home of the Amherst 
family for several centuries, which was sold recently 
owing"to the ever* increasing growth of Sevenoaks 
Town, and is likely to meet the doom ox demolition.

The family has in the past been closely asso­
ciated with the hearly history of Canada, one of the 
Amhersts, namely Lieut-General William Amherst, the 
first Baron. Governor of Virginia 1759-68, Commander- 
in-Chief of North America 1768-69, Field Marshal 1796.

In 1759 Sir Jeffrey captured Ticonderoga, whilst 
Wolfe took Quebec and later he followed up with other 
successes culminating in his finally taring Montreal, 
which completed the conquest of Canada, in I7-.;0. 
the Family Seat being given the name of MONTREAL 
when it was rebuilt a few years afterwards.

In the drawing-room here stands an exceptionally 
fine example of carved white statuary marble mantel­
piece, imposing and dignified, circa. 1760, particular­
ly suited to a large and stately apartment. It has

It was in that neighborhood that the uavmezi n* 
riots took place. Gavazzi was a Roman Monk , converted, he preached 
in Englnad , and arrived in Canada in 1853 , went to Quebec where he 
met with a rather warm reception, and came to Montreal» ke preached 
in the old Zion church , which stood at the foot of Beaver Hall Hill, 
f subsequently turned into a factory) and the riot took place between 
the church and armoury. The Military were called out , fired into the 
crowd , and several were killed and wounded»

The father of some boyhood friends of mine was shot 
in the leg and limped thereafter» That is how I got my information , 
before reading of it in History.

I am very glad to hear that the Military units in 
Montreal are in good standing , they certainly did their duty in 1914 
1918 . Yesterday was the anniversary of England's entering the war.
I dinna forget. I am still British , although living in this country.

Dear Sir Arthur,

At the meeting of the McCord Committee 
yesterday, Dr. Lighthall presented certain historical 
manuscripts to the Museum.

This raises a question in my mind as to 
whether the relations between the McCord Museum and 
the Redpath Library have been sufficiently defined, 
in accordance with the general policy of the University 
Committee on Museums.

You will remember that one of the chief objects 
of that Committee was to plan and carry out a logical 
classification of museum material, and this has, in most 
cases, been satisfactorily accomplished. The question of 
manuscripts, however, is a complicated one because, at 
first sight, it might seem as if the McCord Museum had a 
claim upon a portion of this class of material. Autograph

haveletters, small signed documents, proclamations, etc 
undoubtedly an interest for the public and their exhibition 
in cases is justified.

• f

But with regard to historical manuscripts, espec­
ially of the bulkier sort, it has generally been the pract­
ice of institutions to regard these as library, rather than 
museum, material. We are at present in danger of having 
two groups of manuscripts and, as Librarian and Custodian of 
one group, I am strongly of the opinion that every effort
