Wnder resolution passed by the University Museum Committee at its

last meeting the ordinary administration of the McCord Museum is now
prineipally the responsibility of the Executive Committee, subject to
the direction of the General or University Committee. Those who former-
ly composed the McCord General Committee will be asked to act as Advis-
ors to the Museum, and upon their council the Executive will rely for
assistance in regard to all matters of poliecy, purchase, etc., where
expert or technical attention may be in any way used. The new arrange-
ment is designed to promote the efficient management of the Museum
without making unnecessary call on the time of its Committee, and also
to employ most beneficially the experience and knowledge of its friends.

For dealing -"ith the donations to the Museum from time to time it
would be necessary occasionally to consult the Advisors as to their suit-
ability or otherwise. In the great majority of cases, however, the
gifts are acceptable without question and for these the decision of the
Executive Committee would be guite sufficient. -n order to keep the
Advisors as a body in touch with the progress of the Museum it would

be desirable to hold an Annual Meeting at which a full attendance cokld
be hoped for and when the Secretary should make a report of all activ-
ities and a general survey of the Museum sithation. Discussion of pol-
icies and suggestions op this occasion could then be invited for the
information of the Executive during the year following.

In the acquisition of the McCord and in its growth since it was
first willed to the University, no single person's work can be compared
with that done by Dr. W.D. Lighthall.

SIR ARTHUR W. CURRIE, G.C.M.G.. K.C.B.

During the past session the University Museum Commit-
tee considered with some care the administration of the McCord
Museum in all its aspects, having particular regard to the general
museum plan suggested in the Fox Survey of last year. As a re-
sult, the Committee decided to assume full responsibility for all
McCord Museum business and, under its authority, to entrust the
ordinary management ef the Museum to a small Executive sub-Com-
mittee which would be able to transact its affairs with the mini-
mum expenditure of time and effort. This arrangement will relieve
the McCord Committee at at Present constituted of all the adminis-
trative work it has hitherto done, and will make the monthly meet-
ings unneeessary.,

But there are two sides of the life of the Museum
that cannot be attendsd to by mere reorganization. One is the pro-
secution of sa scholarly policy of collection, by which the Museum
can continue to grow as a historical centre, valuable to students
and te the general publiec in the di ssemination of s truly histori-
cal appreciation of the life of our country. The other is the
zeal and watchful support of those who have the interest of the
Museum and University at heart and by their standing in the com-
munity and knowledre of its records are eapable of assisting very
materially in the expansion and use of the Museum, The mainten-
ance of both these is essential to the Museum and in the past has
been the peculiar office of its Committes.

In the future we hope very strongly that its mem-
bers will continue this association with the Museum and form an
Advisory Committee to whom the University may look for the same
sSupport as heretefore. In all questions in which expert knowledge
and experience was required they would be appealed to, and I need
hardly add that their suggestions and voluntary advice will always
be welcome. Finally, a report would be submitted to the Commi ttee
at an annual meeting, summarizing the work done and describing
fully the progress made during the previous year, It is my sin-
cere hope that you will consent to act on this body and continue,
as you have so long done, te give the Museum the benefit of your
suppert and interest.

Me¢CORD MUSEUM

Extract from a letter received from a Scotch
teacher, who visited Canada in the summer of 1931,

“But for you I would have missed the MecCord
Museum altogether—and that means one of the
best things in Montreal, and, therefore, in Canada.
The two ladies who were with me enjoyed it thor-
oughly (and how many museums does one really
enjoy) though in their case it was the Indian, rather
than the Wolfe exhibits, that pleased them so much.
There were other collections upstairs that I feel
sure would have interested me more had not the
Wolfe room absorbed me so much, and had there
been more time at our disposal. It was an alto-
gether delightful museum, and yet I fear the rest
of the party missed it altogether. And I expect I
told you how, thanks to Dr. Parmelee, a number of
us were able to follow the chief moves of Wolfe's
dramatic enterprise almost as though we had been
eye-witnesses of it.

“I have read that at least one authority rates
Quebec among the twenty finest cities in the world
—Edinburgh being included in the list, and I have
no disposition to quarrel with the inclusion of both.

Would it surprise you, I wonder, to know that I
preferred Montreal to Toronto ? Except for the
university quarters Toronto did not appeal to me
particularly——tl’lough, after all, this is but an im-
pression three days long—one which might con-
ceivably be revised on a longer acquaintance with
such a distinguished city. Hart House alone, en-
titles it to respect.

“Until ten days ago I have been busy over a
lecture on my Canadian experiences and it is not too
much to say that €very spare moment was taken up
on its account for something like three months
back. The lecture aroused very considerable in-
terest beforehand and there was a record attend-
ance. But now that it ig over I'm afraid it will be
principally remembered for its length—the fact be-
ing that I had material enough for two, if not three
lectures.

“However it’s over and done with, and as |
soaked myself in the subject, I feel I know a tre-
mendous amount more about Canada than I did a
year ago, for instance.”

In confirmation of my conversation with you and
Dr. Lighthall some time ago, I propose that the Committee
might consider the advisability of making a collection of
everything which illustrates what - for want of a better
title - I might call the Water Life of Canada, from the
earliest times down to the present day. There is, apparently,
no such collection anywhere else; and the subject is of
immense signifigance, because Canada grew far more by way of
the water than the land.

Up to the World War the calculation was that
100 tons could be tsken by water as well as, or generally
better than, 10 by rail or 1 by road - especially as distances
increased.

Bank, as my duties took me to that Bank almost daily for some yearse.
Mr Durnfor was a gentleman of the old type, genial and obliging in
every way , and if his son inherits his characteristics, then your
daughter has a good husband, and you a good son-in-law. Congratu=-
lations all round.

The family connection is I believe, Sir A.T.Galt,
an Uncle of Brooke's Wife Helen Savage, whose Mother, Mrs Sevage
was I believe a Galt., Then, A.D. Durnford married a Galt also, and
nis son Galt merried your Daughter . Q.E.D. you can check me Up .
Your sceount of the laying of the foundation stone
of the new Armoury for the 3rd Batbrings back memories, for I , as'a
boy used to play in the grounds back of the Natursl History Museum,
which extended up $o the old Crystal Palace , which stood faecing
Victorias street, being part of the site of the armoury. Thet reminds
me that Montreal's original armoury , as far as I am aware, stood
at the foot of Besver Hall Hill, fscing what was then the " Hay Market
where hundreds of sleighs stood in lines daily through the winter,
having driven in to town during the early hours.

The armoury was & one story wooden building facing
on Legauchetier street , and running back into the hill. It was after-
wards rented or sold to Bancroft's express , andwas a ILivery stable,

: 1t was in that neighborhood that the " Gavmszl " ridé
riots took place. Gavazzi was s Roman Monk , converted, he preached
in Englnad , and arrived in Canada in 1853 , went to Quebec where he
met with & rather warm reception, and came to Montreal. He preached
in the 0ld Zion church , which stood at the foot of Beaver Hall Hill,
( subsequently turned into a faetory) and the riot took place between
the church and armoury. The Military were called out , fired into the
crowd , and several were killed and wounded.
The father of some boyhood friends of mine was shot
in the leg and limped thereafter. That is how I got my information ,
before reading of it in History.
I am very glad to hear that the Military units in
Montreal are in good standing , they certainly did their duty in 1914
1918 . Yesterday was the anniversary of England's entering the war,
I dinna forget., I am still Britisk , although living in this country.
