CONSTITUTION

OF

Cbe €f)\mf) S>otitt^ of tl^e mioMt of iHontttal*

Inoouppbated by thb Statute of Canada, 14 and 16 Victoria, Cap.

1*71, fou rnomotlnq the kollowino objects, viz : j

Ist.—Tbo cncournpfeincnt nnd support of Mbsionnricn and Clcrgjiiien of

tlio United Cliurch of En<^liind nnd Ireland, vitlnu the Diocese of Montreal,

includitig the creation of funds towards the augmentation of the Stipends of

poor Clorgymcii, and towards making a pi'«»vision for those who may be

incapacitated by ago or infirmity, and for Widows and Oi-phans of the

Clergy of the said Church in the said Diocese.

2nd.—The oucoui-ngement of Education, and tbo support of Day and

Sunday Schools iu the said Diocese, in conformity with the principles of the

said Church.

3rd.—Granting assistance, where it may be necessary, to those who may
bo preparing for the Ministry of the Gospel of the said Chureh within the

said Diocese.

4tb.—Circulating in the said Diocese tbo Holy Scriptures, and such publi-

cations as have the sanction of the Church, viz :—Prayer Books, Homilies,

Catechisms, Collects, and Canons, with the addition of Books, and Tracts

circulated by the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, in London.

6th.—Obtaining and granting aid towards the erection, endowment and

maintenance of Churches according to the establishment of the said Church

in tlie said Diocese, the erection and maintenance of Parsonage-Houses, the

setting apart of Burial Grounds and Church Yards, the cndoAvmcnt and sup-

port of Parsonages and Rectories according to the said establishment, and

the management of all matters relating to such endowments.

Hia Excellency the Governor General, if a member of the Chureh of

England, shall be requested to become the Patron of the Society.

The Lord Bishop of the Diocese of Montreal, shall be the President of the

Society, and shall be " ex officio" Chainnan of all meetings of the Society,

and of all Committees thereof, at which he may be present. The Vice-

Presidents shall consist of such Chairmen of the different District Associa-

tions of the Society as are hereinafter provided for, and such otliers as shall

be nominated at the General Annual Meeting of the Society, from among

ita members. m ,

The latter, however, sliall not be oiiKiblc for election as finembera of

the Corporation. iinlcHH thoy shull pny Hnmmlly the sum of $5 to the Treft-

surer of the Society, or of any District Association of which they shall be

members, or shall pay onco for all the sum of i.'12 IDs. to the Treasurer;

in the latter case they become members for life, and in tho fonner so long

ments shall be made in advance fur one year, from the Istof January in eaob

II.

• 0KKICER9.

The Treasurer, the Secretary, the Auditors, and the necessary Officers of

the Society shall be appointed by the Central Board.

Tlie Secretary may be allowed a salary and travelling expenses under the

direction of tho Central Board. The Secretary may appoint an Assistant,

subject to the approval of the Central Board, provided said appointment

shall not entail any additional burden on the Society.

Tho appointment of the 1'rea«urer and Secretary shall not be for any

specified period, but they may be removed at the pleasure of the Central

Board.

III.

, TREASURER.

The Treasurer shall receive nil subscriptions, donations, rents, issues and

profit*, payable to the Society, for which purpose a paid Collector or CoL
lectors may be employed. Such monies shall be deposited in such Bank or

Banks as shall from time to time be indicated or appfoved of by the Central

Board

No money shall be paid by the Trensnrer without the authority of a

resolution of the Central Board, certified by the Secretary, expressing tho



name of the ponon to whom, and tho purpone for which, the money {• to

he paid-

Tlio Ticiuurer Rhall also havu tho custody of all dccdn, bondu, seouriticfl,

and other ducunionts rclatinf^ to tho property of tlio Sooiety, (which, after

re((i8tration, shall bo depositud iu ono of the approved Bniiks, unlnss otho^'

wise specially ordered by tho CeiitrtU Board,) iiiid sliall submit his accountl

ftt the stated periodical Meetings of the Central Board.

IV.

8ECRETABY.

Minutes of all Meetings of tho Society sluill be taken, and at each Moefe-

ing of the Society, the Minutes of the prcoeding Meeting shall bo read bj
the Secretary, and signed by tlie Chairman.

The Secretary shall conduct the correspondence of tho Society, tak«

Minutes of the proceedings of the Meetings of tho Central Board, and pro-

pare tho Annual Report of the Society, to be submitted to the Central

Board.

V.

MEETINGS OF THE SOCIETY.

The Society shall meet annually at Montreal, on the third Tuesday iB

January, whereof not less than fifteen days' notice shall be given by the

Secretary, in two of the leading City Newspapers, and elsewhero as may
seem to him expedient. Special Meetings of the Society may be colled al

any time by the President, on his own authority, or in his absence from the

Diocese, or in tho event of a vacancy in tho See, by any two of tho Vice-

Presidents and five other Members of the Society, by a written order to the

Secretary, who slmll notify the same in tho manner hereinbefore provided in

respect of the Annual Meetings.

THE CENTRAL BOABD.

There shall be a Central Board for the management of the general bnsi-

nesBof the Society, consisting of the President, the Vice-Presidents, and the

other Officers of the Society, all officiating Clergymen of every Church, &e^

or Chapel of tho United Church of England and Ireland, and of such

other persons, being Members of the Church of England, as shall be elected

in the manner following :

—

The subscribers of the Society in every Par'sh, Chapelry, or Mission shall

eend one Representative to the Central Board, and shall also send one addi-

tional Representative for every £20 in the city, and JClO in tho countij

subscribed annually to the General Funds of the Society. .

'^



No Clergyman, or Representative shall be entitled to vote at the Oentral

lk>ard unless he sliall have paid the annual subscription of $5.

It shall be the duty of the Secretary to give notice, on the Ist October in

every year, to the different Parishes, <fec., of the number of Representatives

which they are entitled to elect for the ensuing year, and each Clergyman

shall forward to the Society the names of the Representatives of his Parish,

District, or Mission, some time before ihe 31st December.

The Board shall meet in the City of Montreal, on the 1st Wednesday of

every month. Special Meetings may be called by the President, or in his

absence from the Diocese, or in tlie event of a vacancy in the See, by two of

the Vice-Presidents and four Members of the Board, by a written order to

the Secretary. Not less than six Members present shall form a quorum.

When a suflBeient number of Members to form a quorum shall not assemble

at any meeting duly summoned, the membei's present may adjourn to an-

other day, and so on totiea quotiest until aquorum shall be found, and business

may then be proceeded with.

The Central Board shall have authority to make such ruhi as may be ne-

cessary for the government of its own aft'airs, provided that none of them be

contrary to, or inconsistent with, the spirit of the Constitution or By-laws of

the Society. The Central Board shall report to the Annual M<',eting a state-

ment of its proceedings, and a detailed account of nil monies received and

expended during the preceding year, and no grant shall bo made to any

country Church or Mission situated within the limits of any District Asso-

ciation, unless the application be forwarded through the District Association

in which such Church or Mission may be situated, nor unless the annual

subscriptions for the current year shall have been paid to the Treasm-cr of

the Society of the District Associatioa

VII.

FABOCHIAL AND DISTRICT ^SO0IATIOX8.

In order more fully to carry out the objects of the Society, each rural

Parish, Mission or Chapelry, in the person of its Clergym- and all sub-

scribers of 58. per annum, and upwards, shall be an Association, in corres-

pondence through its Chairman, (the Clergyman,) with the Central Board,

and may be denominated the Parochial Conunittce of the Church Society, of

whom five shall be a quorum. The Committee shall meet at such periods

as they shall themselves decide to be most convenient, inviting the co-opera-

tion of all the parishioners in their deliberations and designs. They shall

collect subscriptions and donations in such manner as they shall deem most

eflfective, and endeavour by every means in their power to augment the re-

sources of the Soci ety. One-half of ail monies-collected must be transmitted

to the Treasurer of the Society, the other half may be expended within th©

Parish, Mission or Chapelry for such objects only as are specified in the
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Constitution of the Society, or for'WftiHled to tlio Treasurer of the District

Association, where any such exists, or the whole may be transmitted to tho

Treasurer of tho Society.

And where three or more Clergj'men may desire it, a District Rural Asso-

ciation may be formed, with the approbation of the Proi^idont of the Society,

the same to be composed of the Clei-gy resident witliin tlie bounds of the

game, and all other Members of the Cliureh, who shall contribute 5s. per

annum, in aid of the Society's funds.

Any officiating Clergyman resident within the bounds may be elected by

such District Association as Chairman, with whom shall be associated as

composing a Committee of Management, the Clergy of the several Parishes

or Missions within the bounds of such District, one or two Laymen from

each of tlje same, a Secretary and Treasurer. A General Meeting of each

District Rural Association shall be held in each year, at such time and place

as may be agreed upon at a previous Quarterly Meeting of tho Committee

of Management, and Quarterly Meetings of the Committee of M-.mngement,.

not less than five to form a quorum, shall bo held for the transaction of tho

business of tho Association.

The Rural Parochial Association shall communicate to the Secretary of

the Parent Society, a minute statement of the receipts and expenditure

within the sphere of their operations, embodied in the form of a Report, at

least one month before the General Meeting of the Church Societv.

VIII.

LAY OOMMrrXEE.

A Lay Committee, consisting of not less than thirteen member?, of whom
the Treasurer shall be one, shall be chosen at the annu.'d Meetings of the

Society, from among the Members of the Society, of whom three shall

be a quorum for the transaction of business.

The proceedings of the Lay Committee shall be reported monthly to the

Central Board.

Tho clerical and otlier Members of the Central Board may attend at any

of the General Meetings of the Committee, and may propose and discuss

matters therein, but have no vote.

It shall be the duty of this Committee to recommend to the Central Board

the best means of carrying out the following objects:

—

First,—The securing to the Clergymen now resident and doing duty in tho

Diocese, a sufficient and permanent income, and providing, with the least

possible delay, for tlie increase of their number, so as to meet the increasing

exigency of the population.

Second,—Tlie building, in every place where it may be required, a Church

of brick or stone upon a well-considered plan, as to dimensiotis, external

form and internal arrangement keeping in view the probability of its

requiring enlargement.
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Third. ^The assisting of the difforont Parishes and Missions in theDiooese,

in the erection of a residence (or the Olergyman, by loan, to be lepiiid by

instalments.

Fiiur/h,—The procuring an adequate and permanent support for all the

Inxkilu'ions. Autlioritit;!), and Funotiondries suitable and appertaining to the

Establishment of the Cliurch of England in this Diiice«c.

Ji'ift/i,—The encouraging the formation of a Local Kudowment Fund, at

every station or place having a Church or Clergyman.

Sixth,—The munagement and superintendence of all lands belonging to

the Society.

Seventh.— It shall also be the duty of Jhe Lay Committee to investis^ate

all applications for grants of money, and t<» report thcn'on to the Cfutial

Board. Every n|>plication for aid in the erection of a Church must contain

the following information

:

1. The precise situUion, especially with reference to the nearest Church,

and the amount of population within five miles of the Church.

2. The title of the ground on which the building is to be erected,—copies

to be produced.

3. 1'hti size of the building, the number it is intended to accommodate, and

the probable number of the congregation that will be likely to attend it.

The supposed cost of the building, the progress it has male towards

completion at the time of appliciitiuu, and the amount of contributions on the

spot in money or labour.

IX.

SERMONS.

Such Sermons as the Lord Bishop of the Diocese shall direct, shall ht

preached in each year in each Parish, Chapelry, and Missionary Station, on

siich days as the Bishop shall appoint, in favour of some one or more of the

objects of the Society, anri a collection made in aid thereof, which shall forth-

with be transmitted to the Treasurer of the Society, and no grant or iK'nefit

from the Society shall be obtained for any object wiihin any Parish, Chap-

elry, or Missionary Station within which such Summon or Sermons shall not

have been so preached, and such collections shidl not have been made.

BY-LAWS.

No alteration or amendment in the Constitution or By-laws of the Society

shall be made, unless the general nature of such alteration or amendment
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shall have been proposed at the next previous General Meeting of the Soci-

ety, provided that not less than one month inteiveno between the two Meet-

ings, and that the object of the Meeting!* be stated in the advertisement by

which they are called. At all Meetings of the Society, of the Ceiitral Board

or of Ci)iiimittees, the Chairman, in case of an equality of votes, shall have

a douMu or casting vote.

Whereas some Members of the Church, who are not unmindful of the great

spiiitual wants of their own neighbourhood, still feel constrained, in pious

gratitude for the blessings they enjoy, to aUot something, however small, from

the means w^ith which a Gracious Providence has blessed them, towards the

spreid of the Glorious Gospel among the nations which still sit in darkness;

the Society will gladly receive and f«»rward to the Society for the Propuga-

tionof the Go-spel, the Church Missionary Society, or the London Society for

the Promoting Christianity among the Jews, whatever sums may be given

for the conversion or instruction of the Heathen or the Jews.

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THE CHURCH SOCIETY.

Tho Annual Meeting of this Society was held in the Union Sales' Room,
on Tuesday Evening; tho Lord Bishop ok Monteeal (Dh. Fui.ford) in the

Chair ; the Bisnop of New York being seated on His Lordship's right

hand, and the Hon. George Moffatt on the left. The room was densely

crowded, and many had to go away, who could not get admission. Tlie

proceedings were opened with the usual prayers.

His Lordship, the Bishop of the Diocese, on taking tho chair, remarked

that he was happy once more to meet the members and friends of the

Society to celebrate another anniversary, and hoped so large a meeting was

an earnest of still greater future progress in the good works undertaken by

the Society. In these times, when their ears were every day pained by

the recital of sad accidents elsewhere, and tho tales of suffering and sorrow

everywhere present around us, it avob a privilege wliich should not be lightly

esteemed to be enabled to participate in the efforts of tho Society to pro-

mote its great object—the eternal welfare of their fellow-creatures. Last

year they had to lament a falling off in the revenues of the Society, and

during the course of this year, he had heard it spoken of as failing to accom-

plish the objects for which it was founded. Ho felt, however, that this

was a mistaken view: he knew that it only wanted a greater, proper

effort to be made in its behalf to secure it a satisfactory success. And now
they found, at the end of the year, that the revenue had nearly doubled.

But they would hear these details more fully in tho Secretary's report, and

the remarks of the gentlemen who were to address them. Ho woidd not

detain them farther, but call upon the Secretary to read the Annual Report.

The Report having been read, the Rev. J. Scott moved the first I'esolu-

tion for the adoption of the Report

:

" That the Report now read bo adopted and printed, under the direction

of the Secretary."

He said: Aside from the gratifying fact that there appeared so large an

increase in the sums collected for the different objects of the Society during

the past year over those which preceded it, there was, he apprehended

another cause for satisfaction which was even greater than that : it was the
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fact that there had evidently been a large increase of interest on the part

of the luity. It was, ho believed, owing to that mainly, if not altogether,

that tliey were to atti-ibuto the improved condition of the funds of the So-

ciety. This appeared to him to be manifestly evident from the general

report to which they had just had the pleasure of listening, and it was the

truth, as he had experienced in his own Parish. As his Lordsliip ^Ya8 aware,

the limits of his Parish had been very greatly reduced during the past year

. by taking from it a considerable part of a new mission, and yet what had

been left to him had, through the increased interest of the laity, (which he

thought was chiefly caused by the visits among them of the Rev. Mr. Bxiid)

during the past year raised a larger sum for the Soeiety than was raiscil by

the whole the year before. And he had had one very gratifying instance

of such awakening interest. A member of his congregation had recently

presented to it a beautiful, harmonious, and sufficiently powerful organ, as

a grateful acknowledgement of that Providential goodness which had at-

tended him during a life of successful enterprise. Such examples of muni-

ficeuce, he was aware, were not unfrequently to be met with among the

opulent inhabitants of a city, who were daily, and almost hourly, drilled into

benevolence by the imperious demands of charity ; but with them, in the

country, they were rare, for the habit of giving had there as yet to be form,

cd. But this beginning of such pious liberality would, ho trusted, be

hereafter more frequently followed for the same reason that the law was
commanded to be proclaimed of old, viz : that the people may hear, and

learn, and do. He begged to move the adoption of the Report.

The Ven. Archdkaco.n Lowkr seconded the resolution, lie ft^lt that the

Report required very little support from him, when, as his Lordship had

announced, it shewed that the funds of the Society had nearly doubled in

amount, and that in a year whieh he learned was one of unexami)led depres-

sion in business circles. This was but another proof of a truth he had re-

marked elsewhere, that times of commercial disaster wore not by any means

the worst times in whieh to advocate the claims of God's Chnich. In the

Old Countiy, ho had been frequently asked, when urging such claims, how
he could have the heart to ask for donations at such a time ? But his con-

science was always easy, as he knew none could do too much for the good

cause, and he found it was in seasons of adversity that God opened the

hearty of the people. He felt it would be unbecoming in him, a compara-

tive stranger, to dwell at any length on the claims of the Society on their

liberality— both in its missionaryWork, and in its home work of spreading

the Gospel through the present missions—as no doubt they had been fro.

quently and eloquently urged upon them before, by those who had been la-

boring among them as their pastors. But, if the Bishop would permit him,

and they would bear with him, he would say a few words on the subject.

First, then, they should bear in mind that it distributed the Scriptures

among the people, and, although he was no very ardont advocate of the
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universal distribution of Bibles 'U'itbout tbe living voice of God's minister

to preach the Oospcl, and impress its importance on those who received it,

yet, when they read of the great benefits conferred on, tlie great comfort

derived by the inhabitants of many nn humble isolated cottage home from

the possession of a copy of God's Word, one could not but be convinced of

the blessedness of such a work. If that Word were sent out by them, asking

God's blfssingon the work, they might expect great good to follow. Again,

the Society gave aid to young men prep;iring for the Ministry. If they

had to fear anytlting, it was the evil done by nn ignorant and ill-informed

Siinistry. The good which the people derived from their ministrations de-

pended in a great measure on their learning, ability, and the grace of God
animating their hearts. This too, therefore, was a most important work

deserving of hearty support. The Society was also engaged in sending out

missionaries, inbuilding churches, in purchasing glebes, and founding endow-

ments. He might dwell on each of these objects, but he would refrain

now. There was one thing which gave peculiar interest to their pre^icnt

position and the exertions tliey were now called upon to make. They had

just lost their Clergy Reserves, from wliieh they had heretofore derived

some aid to their funds. He was pot acquainted with local politics,—per-

haps if he were better informed he would not say what he now felt con-

strained to say, that lands solemnly set apart for a Protestant Clergy had

been wrested by degrees, piece by piece, from them by a series of measures

which ho could nut but feel to have done a grievous wrong. Tliey must

feel a great injury had been done them. At all events, they were certain

that they were poorer now than tliey wcic bt-fore that measure was passed,

and greater exertions were required on the part of ilie members of the

Church. He did not refer to this to awaken feelings of anger on a by-gone

subject, but rather to show the necessity for increased effort. He had heard

laymen say that they wei-c not sorry the Reserves wore gone, and when

asked why, they had said, now the Clergy will have to appeal to the laity,

and they will receive a generous response. Those who said this assumed a

grave responsibility—they pledged themselves to do more than formerly for

the support of the Church. In Montreal they were bound to give the So-

ciety the heartiest suppoi-t. As the cliief city in the Province, they should

give freely and liberally, not for themselves, but for their poorer brethren

in the country parishes. The wealth which had been in so great n measure

centred here, with which God had blessed them, should flow forth to fertil-

ize those less favored spots, where the people were yet poor. There was

another consideration which to him was possessed of great force. There

were many emigrants from the old country settled in those parts of the Dio-

cese. To them the means of grace had been afforded without any direct

demand on them for contribution. It was all furnished to them out of the

reserves arising from taxation, to them appearing in a measure free. Now
such persons coming to this country found they were not able to set foot

within n cliurcb without pftying for their sitting, and it took them Bome

time to nccustoin themselves to these pBymcuts. Their first feeling would

bo to rebel ngninst the exiiction, and to them assistance would at first requii-e

to bo extended. The Secretary had, in his report, vciy properly commend-

ed the Society to their contributions and their prayers. As a Minister of

God, he might bo allowed to dwell a little on this latter cause. They were

very familiar with sueli expressions, as " Except the Lord build the house,"

Ac. ; they wore repeated constantly in their cars. It was not for want of

frequent or impressive rcpefition, but it was necessary to impress them

profoundly with these great truths. All should pray for the Society in pri-

vate, and in their family prayers also, and do it constantly. He remembered

on one occasion, m-glng the duty of prayer on members of the Church

for the success of the venerable Society for the Propagation of the Gospel.

Among his hearers was a friend occupying a distinguished social position,

and now holding a high diplomatic post. He was a man not easily moved

by a passsng emotion, but one who, when convinced, was prompt to act on

his convictions. When passing an evening with him not long after—tho

servants and children were called in at an early hour, ere retiring for the

night, for family prayers, and when he (the Archdeacon) offieiated at his re-

quest, he was struck with tho appearance of a manuscript prayer for the

Propagation Society, recently written into the form used by his friend At

his family devotions. If those then present would thus act on tho many
excellent hiuts thrown out on that occasion, how large woidd be the sums

contributed, how great a blessing might be hoped to result from tho prayers

they would offer up ?

Tlie resolution being put from tho Chair, was carried by acclamation.

The Right Rev. the Provisional Bishop of New York proposed the second

resolution. He had great pleasure in doing so, although he would say frankly

he had not come to Montreal to make speeches, but to warm himself by their

fires, and to testify the great sense of gratitude he felt for their respected

Bishop, who had come to New York and preached and taken part in tho

Bcrvices of Consecration, by which the office and duties of the Episcopacy

had been conferred on him. When, on the previous morning, a little after

the peep of day, he had turned his face northward in tho face of a keen,

cold wind, and during a snow storm, he felt he was dping something heroio

—something like attempting the north-west passage. But, if the imder-

talcing had been still greater, he would have gladly come on such a mission,

to shew his sympathy with the efforts of the Church in the Colonies, and in

Great Britain herself, and his respect for hip brethren around him, and

eepecially for him who presided over their diocese and the meeting. It was
Bomething of itself to set foot again on the soil of Her Majesty's dominions

—that Queen whom he had prayed for upon the sea and on the land, whom
he hoped to pray for again—their Queen, God bless her! (applause.) He
was about betraying a secret of his—the profound sympathy which he en-
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tertnlncd fop Englnml in lior gallnnt rosisfnnco of tliat dospotio nnil bnrbnric

power who lind nttomptod to crush ii woakor power, nud acquire a danger-

ous suprcmaoy in Euri>po. (Applause.) In spoakinfj thus ho did not act in-

consistently with his antopcdiiits. ]lo was one of ihc Committee of the

Convention (the hififhest legislative ])ody of their Church in the United

States) who introduced the Knglisli deputation into the lower House of that

body at its last sitting, and Chairman of that which aceumpnnied them to

their ship when thoy departed. He Avas one of tlio.«o who introduced dele-

gates from Toronto to the floor of the Cunveiition on that occasion, when

was seen what had never been witnessed before—a clergyman from a liritish

Coh>ny spoalving and taking part in the deliberations of tliiit lioily as one of

its members. '• Coming events east their shadows before ;" an<l he had then

remarked to one of tliat delegation that he hoped the time was not far dis-

tant when they wouhl have a synod, not of Toronto alone, but of tlie whole

Reformed Catholic Church throughout the Avorhl. (Applause.) "W'as it not,

indeed, matter of congratulation that the Church in the Colonies and Iho

United States looked up to the Mother Church of Britain as with them con-

stituting but one body ? Ought thoy not to feel the necessity for peace and

harmony between the people of the two countries ? and what better bond for

it could they liave? If the Churches arc one the nations will bo one also.

If they wished to knowthe feelings of the people—the educated, influential

classes in the United States—towards Britain, tliey must not look into tho

newspapers. (Laughter.) Ask any of those educated classes—ask the IMinisters

of (4od, and they would find a profound sympathy with England and resjject

for her. Those who read Shakspcare, and JMilton, and Hooker, coidd not

feel otherwise. How could he describe the feelings with which he bad
visited the humble Church of Hooker, and other j^laees of interest in Eng-

land ! And his feelings were shared by all educated men in the United

States,—a feeling which those born in England, or who frequently visited

it, could not comprehend. England was to those who visited it like himself,

classic ground. Surely, amid the many trials which besot them in this af'o,

it was worth something to turn to what was,encouraging. Look at tho pre-

sent condition of tlie Church in England as compared with what it was twenty

years ago. It had lost a few individuals it was true—some of them men,

of talent, but it had built 2000 new churches ; it had founded twenty new
bishopries ; it had established training schools ; it had done more, made
greater progress than during any similnr period since tho reformation. It

had gained infinitely more than it had lost ; it had been quickened into

new life, it now raised a more vigorous protest than ever against its great

opponent—Rome. The colonies of Biitain which encircled the globe, were

all new fields, where its missionaries were at -work—and talking of unity,

the members of their church might take hands and form a girdle round tho !

earth. Ho had felt this unity forcibly from the fact that one-half of his

labors for those many years had boon performed among people who seldom
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came within the fuur wulk of the church. Ho had labored among the

poorer clotisos who had tiinigratod from the DritiBli lules to the United States,

among them many members of their church. But a largo proportion of

those who thus needed and received succor were not of their communion,

yet sternly as they opposed the claims and resisted the enoroachmonts of the

eommuniou to which tlicy belonged, they never refused to assist their poor.

And while speaking of that church he might remark, (though not often in-

dulging in any conuneuts upon her conduct,) she had made an appeal to the

primitive church—an appeal she had been makiug year after year, but on

each occasion with a more flattering voice—and the decision of that church

was agaiust her. Siio nmst take back her appeal, or succumb to the truth

and the growing intelligence of the worlil. There was something profoundly

interesting in the present aspect of affairs throughout the world. Our race

was going foi-th colonizing all parts of it, and wherever a colony was sent,

their missionaries wcut with it, hand in hand. In olden times colonization

was carried but short distances, now for thousands of milcA. From the

British Isles to both shores of this continent, and to Australia. China and

India. From the Atlantic States to the Pacific and from China to California.

There were now from 60,000 to 80,000 Chiueso it. California, and their

former missionary to China had been sent among these emigrants as the

most promising field for his labors. Two Christian nations were marching

into the heart of Turkey as the allies of its people. Will it be possible for

Mahometans to maintain longer their contempt and hatred of Christians t

He believed not He believed Christian teaching would be listened to in

Mahometan homes. It seemed as if the old heathen world was about to be

broken up and give way before the advancing tide of Christianity. One
word before he sat down respecting their position in Canada. He sympa*

thised with all that had been said by the Archdeacon about the injustice of

recent legislation as he understood the matter. But if the difficulties to be

overcome were great, they must only rouse themselves to make the greater

effort The "spirit more stirs to rouse a lion than to start a hare." The

dergy were the stewards of Qod's mysteries, and it was required of a

steward that he should be faithful. The laity were also stewards of the

portion of this world's goods which God had given them, they must be

faithful too. They lived but a little time on earth, and were so unfortunate

as to do much evil Each day they had to confess new sins to God. What
a comfort for them when they laid down their head in the last sleep, if they

were blessed with the remembrance that they had assisted to rt-ar one

temple to God, where long, long after they had passed away God's word

would be preached, and His Sacraments administered by His servants,

—

or that they had furnished the means to send one of his Ministers forth to

do these duties among the poor and ignorant, thereby in a measure preach-

ing it themselves. What a pleasure must it be for those who spend so

moch on themselves to give something for such objecta as those. Oh ! that
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had entrusted to them.

Hon. Qeoroe MorFAir seconded the resolution, which was unanimously

«arrried.

" Tliat this meeting desires to express its thankfulness for the continued
maintenance of unity between the Church of England and the I'rutestant
Episcopal Church in the United States, and for the great extension of th«
€bi'i8tiau Church in every port of the world, through their increased mi*>
Bionary efforts."

Rev. Canon Oilson moved the next resolution. It appealed at onoe to

the feelings of all those present. Their presence there in such numbera
vhowed how deep an interest they took in the welfare of the Society. U«
hoped in another year that interest would be still farther iD<'-'<!ased, and as

they had been informed that the funds were doubled this year, he hoped

they would be again doubled next year—that there would be a twofold sum
in the treasuiy, and twofold gratitude in their hearts. Such a contribution

would not be beyond the abilitiy of churchmen, nor beyond the oeoessitieB

of the case. Public meetings and sermons were excellent in their places,

but they could not supply the place of united and systematic efforts, and

individual exertions in each parish and family. In saying this he did not

peak at random. For a very long time the Society for the Propagation of

the Qospel had a triennial royal letter authorising sermons to be preached in

every church on its behalf, and meetings were occasionally held in its favor.

Nevertheless, its finances were languishing. A new plan of operation was

adopted ; systematic efforts were put forth. Each clergyman was mvited to

found a parochial society ; collecting committees were appointed to canvass for

subscriptions from door to door. Information was circulated through publica-

tions and at quarterly meetings. The funds rapidly increased. Prayers were

offered up from many a christian family and many a christian heart As an in-

stance of the progress made, he would remark that in Stafford Deaneiy before

the change the sum subscribed had been about £9 per annum. It had risen to

£70 to £80 very shortly under the new system, and the year before he left th«

place ho had sent in over £100. The year 1860 dosed witii much depres-

sion in commercial circles, and the friends of the Society feared a falling off

in its revenue ; but a larger number of parochial societies were formed in

that year than in any previous, and there was an increase of £8000 in the

subscriptions, no less than £6000 coming from parochial associations. They

required some such systematic effort here. It was not for him to suggest th«

details of a new scheme of labor, but he might refer to one or two things.

They shonld remember in all they did that the Cfaurdi was one. The seTS-

ral congregations were not to be regarded as separate isolated bodies, but

as parts of a great whole. They should labor for the good of the whole.

They should feel themselves bound together in one fellowship, and this feel-

ing should lie at the foundation of all their eflfortsi The next point be

Fenninos Taylou, Esq., socondoil tho resolution. Ho said that tho objects

adverted to in the resolution had been so forcibly and eloquently stated by

the llev. Oanon who had preceded him, that he did not feel himself called

upon to allude to them fuithcr than to state his conviction, that tho hour

of the Church's greatest need, would bo found to bo tho period of her inem-

bors' greatest effort, for ho was persuaded that none of her children, none

whoBO brows had been bathed with tho dew of lior baptism, on whoso

foreheads had been crossed the eusignia of her soldiership, would be

unmindful of their spiritual mother, ia time of her trial, or prove recreant to

themselves, their faith and tJieir God. Ho was glad of the opportunity of

adding his wishes to tho prayer of tho Right Rev. Prelate who had pro-

ceded him, that no cause should arise to disturb tho harmony now existing

between his country and ours. Let ua gloiy iu our separate traditions, and

pursue without strife our distinct paths to futurity, for while each may
revere tho sovereign power of his own country, both should remember that

they are the sons of the same chm'ch, and in this character they should pray

that no root of bitterness should spring up along our borders, that tho

waters which separate our countries should bathe no hostile shores, but

that our hearts, like those waters, should over mingle iu peace. Ho
thanked the Right Rev. Prelate for bis allusion to the war now going

on in the East, accompanied as it was by the expression of his sympathy

with the allied forces. Perhaps it might not bo a stretch of ftuicy to regard

the British army in Turkey as a Missionary army, carrying with it tho

germs from which a pure Christianity would hereafter overspread the land^

it wonld at all events consist with tho purposes for which wo are hero

assembled to breathe the prayer that when the shout of battle, and the shock

of arms shall have subsided iu peace, that then another and a better voice

J. C. IJaker, Ksq., projwscd the next Resolution:

Jlr. BAKEusaid:—He was sure that no person could question tho pro-

priety of giving to the Officers of tho Society and tho Members of the

«f a laborious duty, and it would perhaps have been sufficient if ho had

^jontentcd himself with reading tho resolution intrusted to him ; but he

lioped the meeting would bear with him, if he ventured to make some

remarks iqwu the importance of their trust and tho difficulties of their labor.

It was an unpleasant truth, but it could not bo doubted, that the geuerous

aid so long given by the Home Societies would be gradually withdrawn,

diud we must aot look beyond the Province for suppoit. A recent Act of

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•nr Legislature had au important bearing upon the interests of the Churcb

;

but he did not allude to the Clergy Reserves Act with any intention of dis-

•UBsing its niorits, though he might say, in passing, that a large party io

the country considered that it violated that great constitutional principle of

all countries, making any pretensions to civilization, which declared that

property, whether of individuals or of corporations, should bo held inviola-

bly sacred, and from the manner in which the remarks of several of the

speakers had been received, he perceived that the feelings of the meeting

were in unison with those of the party to which he had referred. But

whatever differences of opinion there might be upon that point, there could

bo none as to the fact, that we hud in that Act au emphatic declaration, on

the part of our legislators, that religion was no concein of the Government,

Mid it was in this view that he referi-ed to the subject. The Church must,

therefore, look to itself for support Religion could not be pursued by indivi-

duals or even by small communities. Whatever might be said to the contrary,

it was a matter of public interest. A polluted moral atmosphere was

aa dangerous to man's moral weli..re, as the pestilential airs of a plogue-

infected locality were to his physical health. But perhaps he had sai<l as

much upon this topic as became an humble member of a profession which

at best only required correct outward conduct, without assuming the higher

ground of investigating men's motives. There were, however, potent

reasons to induce all to bear the common burden, which he might bring

forward. Among these was the fact that the Bible and the Prayer

Book were the forerunners of education, ^eading to intellectual and

moral enlightenment, and few could bo so dead to all patriotism as

not to prefer being citizens of a country characterised by these qualities,

rather than of one distinguished by their ubsi nee. If, however, any CDuld

be found for whom this was too large a view, reasons could be fount! even

within the range of his narrow vision. Our materialadvitucement depended

much upon the class of immigrants enticed to our shores, ami the best and

most wealthy settlers would shrink from encountering comparative heathen-

ism. Hence the encouragement of religion throughout the lard would

desirably tend to improve the material condition of the country, and conse-

quently of every individual citizen. It Avas also necessary for the securing

of an efficient Clergy that the Church should act as a body. It was very

plausible to say that men, unlike children, were quite competent to choose

their touchers; but although in huge cities public sentiment might so cor-

rect itself that the minister could discharge his dutv efficientlv under such

circumstances, yet his Lordship knew how peculiar was the situation of

many of tha Clergy of his Diocese. In many cases the minister would be

dependent fur his bread upon preserving the favor of three or four, and in

aonie instances of one or two men, and it was exposing human nature to too

great temptation to place men under circumstances so dangei'ous to their

iadependcoce. He had alluded to these matters in speaking to the
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present Resolution, because the efficiency and the very existence of

the Society depended upon the manner in whiclj the Central Board ^

discharged its duty. Moneys -were collected in all parts of tho

Diocese to be distributed by the Board, and it was extremely difficult to

avnid giving dissatisfaction. Many places might seem to a superficial

observer entitled to aid, when in reality money would be almost thrown

away upon thorn. The Bo.a!d h.id to see that pcrsoiinl influence and local

interest did not prejudice tlie intereste of the Church at large, and an

amount of investigation was i-cquired, of which we had little idea. From
enquiries ho had made, he believed the Board had succeeded bettei- than

could have been expected, and he considered the Chairman of the Lay-

Committee entitled to particular thanks. He believed the Officers of the

Society had so discharged their trust as to inspire increased confidence in

the Soeit'ty, and he luid therefore much pleasure in moving the resolution.

The Rev. Canon Bancroft seconded tlie resolution. The least they could

do was to thank the Central Board and Officers for their services during the

past year, and it was encouraging to know 8t> much luid been accomplished.

It was cheurful to see so many present. Those who, like him.<elf, h id been

members of the Society from the beginning, could remember when the

meetings of the Society consisted only of a few clergymen on the platform

and a few more with some ladies gathered below. What a contrast to that

meeting. Then clergyineu came in to get rubbed up and there were none

but themselves to animate tliem. That was chilling, witliering. Man
required sympathj', and it was hard to leave the minister to toil up the

etecp hill of life alone with no one to hold up his hands when they grew

weary. Now, laymen were taking a pmminent part in their prucecdings.

Ho had ever contended they Avould never be successful until that was tJio

CISC. As regarded the loss of tho Reserves he felt they could do God's

work and get to Heaven with or without them or any other assistance, but

they had to meet many hardships. Even before thoy lost thcTU they seem-

ed most luifairly divided. Wliile Upper Canada with a large prosperous

Protestant population doubling itself every few yeai's had the great bulk

of them, we, in Lower Canada, with a few people scattered here and there

amid a French Catholic jjopulationaud requiring nuioh more assistance, had

tho nii'rest pittance, lie saw in his mind's eye many missions which must

be abandoned for some years for lack of resources. And he could not but

feel deeply for the young men who were being educated for the Ministry.

When they asked a young mun to uudei'take the duties of ilie Ministry now,

they indeed asked him to endure a life of poverty. It was vain to hc>po

that parents could bring up their children for this service if there was not

some prospect of a reasonable provision for their subsistence Wliile every-

thing was going iq) enormously in price the services of Ministers were no

better jjaid than they were ten years ago. Labouring men struck for higher

wages. Ministers could not—they would be accused ofgreediness ."i^'' "— <>t-

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ousness. But tlicir faces had a caroworn look—thoy wore troubled about

mat tors which ought not to be alloAved to disturb them, they were obliged

to devote a portiou of their time, Avliieh should AvhuUy be cousecrated to

their pastoral labors, to other occupations to eke out tlioir scanty salaries-

He did uot sjjcak for liimsclf, for, thank God, be was placed amid au affec-

tionate and liberal people who liad never allowed him to want, and he waa

assured never Avould. In the United States the same complaint had been

made. They proaelicd sermons and exerted tlicmsclves about other matters

and tlioy all flourislied ; but they did not like to beg for themselves, and so

they remained poor, and in diiliculti(!S. How few ministers lilced—for

himself, lie could liardly bring himself—when reading the olfertory to read

those passages relating to the minister's salary. He might be wrong, but

lie could nt>t help feeling thus. This was a tiling the laity nmst look to-

Tliey must see tliat the Clergy were properly supported if they hoped the

Chureli would flourish. They must set the example in the town too, and

give liberally, for they must remember that however low were their sub-

scriptions, the country people Avould set their mark just under them. If they

would but set themselves vigorously at work they might hope that, whatever

their present difliculties—which wei'o, no doubt, very great—they would

shortly attain to a more vigorous and healthy growth than even while tlicy

had the Reserves. Tliose churches which must be abandoned for the pre-

sent would yet Iiavc done tlieir AS'ork—no money and no labour would have

been lost on them if through tlio preaching in them one soul had been saved

for one soul was of more value than the whole world. They had, after all,

much reason for encouragenufnt. They all remembGred when there was but

one Diocese in all Canada, now there were three, and likely veiy shortly to

be two or tlu-ec more. And many of the aged clergy must remember hoAV tlieir

late Bishop used to go about to many places and find but half a dozen or a

dozen communicants, where there Avere now large congregations. He trusted

God would incline their hearts to the Avorli. Ho hoped all there would

remember the closing remarks of the Right Rev. Prelate, (the Bishoj) of New
York) ; hoAV great a satisfaction it Avoidd be for us Avhen we laid our heads

in the dust that we had lived for Christ or done the work he had given us

to do.

Tills motion was also carried by acclamation.

Mr. Justice McCoud then moved, that tlie Lord Bishop should leave tho

chair, and the Hon. Mr. Moffatt take it, which having been done, ho moved

a resolution of thanks to his Lordship for his conduct in the chair. He said

his Lordship, as well as himself, had no doubt often found good texts of

Scripture and of law marred by an umvise commentary ; and he felt noAV

that any comment on this resolution Avas needless, as he knew every one

there Avas prepared to adopt it most heartily. He should, therefore, say

nothing more.
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TLo Rev. Mr. Ptke seconded the rosolution, wLicli was carriod by accla

matioii.

The Lord Bisiior tlianked the mcetiug for the kind niauner in wliich, an

on so many previous occasions, his name had boon rocoivcd. He sliould

best consult his reputation as an orator, as well as his own ease, if, after the

very interesting- and eloquent speoehos they had already heard, he was brief.

Tlidse there assembled, tliough a lai'ger number thiui on jjrevious occasions,

were yet but a I'eAv of the members of the Church even in the city, with a

very few frt>m a distance among them. If there had been anything said

that night (and he believed there had been much) which was worthy of be-

ing dwelt upon, tliose present sliould take care to inculcate the views thus

put forth on tlio;:c they met elsewIiere,so that those who were absent might

also have tlie boneiit of wliat ha<l been said. His friend who had moved
tlie vote of tlianks to the Central Board had remarked upon the difficulty

of pleasing everybody. Ue remembered a Chancellor of the Exchequer, in

England, saying that his greatest ditliculty was with a small surplus. Ho
could get t)n better with a small deficit. When he had but a small surplus

there were so many claimants for benefits from it that he made more ene-

mies bj- his necessary refusals than friends by what ho had to distribute.

The Central Board, with the small amount at iheir disposal, were in a some-

what similar position. They were not able to meet nearly all the claims

upon them. And some were necessarily dissatisfied, and with reason,—not

that the Central Board did not give what they had not, but tluit more had

not been placed at their dispostd by the 30,000 members of the Church of

England in the Diocese. Out of tliat number only 1,100 or 1,200 Avere sub-

Bcribors to the Society. The Church was one body, having many members

;

if one member suffered would not the ol:hers suffer also, and if one portion

of the Church Nvas neglected would not all of them languish? If they

properly exerted themselves there should be 5,000 subscribers instead of

l,li'0, even though some of thent gave very small amctunts. Allusion had

been made to the necessity for increased Missionarj' etR)rt, and one of the

first things he shoidtl ask from the Central Board, whoa it next met, would

l)e funds to send out two more travelling missionaries ; and this system

must be more and more extended. When vacancies occurred in missions

now served by incumbents drawing revenues from the Clergy Ileservos, or

Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, they would be filled by travelling

missionaries. Tlie previous system had been based upon a mistaken idea.

Ministers had been sent among their people in the same manner as a settled

parochial clergy, while they were in reality missionaries, not paid by their

flock, but by the benevolence of people in the Mother Country. That sys-

tem must stop with the decease of the present incumbents. Missionaries

only would be employed in any settlement until the people provided a very

large portion of the funds necessary to support their clergyman themselves.

It was not by an occasional effort, by an occasional prayer, or by acclama-

m.
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tions at a meeting that they could hope for euccess ; it was by long and

patient endurance in well-doing. They read how in the Crimea n handful

of light cavaliy, with the bravery for which they were so justly celebrated,

had attacked and defeated a large body of Russians ; but that act, brave,

and in a measure successful as it was, did not win the fortress of Sebastopol.

That could be only taken after long and wearisome exei tions kept up day

after day for a lengthened period, and in the midst of terrible piivntions.

So they must do here if they hoped to triumph in the nccomplishnunt of

their objects. They could not triumph over the enemies within by one

prayer or one effort. As had been justly i-emarked by the Archdeacon, they

would find that times of depression wei-e not the worst in which to raise

funds for such objects. It is prospei-ity that hardens, and adversity that

opens and softens the heart. Ho prayed they might learn Avisdom fiom

both prosperity and adversity, and turn all to a good account. And liere ho

would close his remarks, but he wished to return his thanks to the Right

Reverend Pi-elato who had come there from his distant home to mani-

fest his interest in their welfare. He was glad to hear his words of sym-

pathy, glad to claim with him and his fellow-churchmen in the United

States one common ancestry, not only of race but of Cliuieh—a bond of

imion which he hoped would knit them more and more closely together

every year. He might mention as an incident they might be glad to know,

that the communion plate in the church Avhere the Bishop had so long served

was a gift of a British Queen, and this was not a solitary instance of such

heir-looms in the church of the United States. His Right Rev. brother had

spoken to them of England as to him clasi^ic ground, aud the churchmen in

the United States looked up to England witli her glorious past as tliey did

in Canada, as to a common mother. But if England's past was glorious,

had they not reason to hope, nay, to believe, that the future of the Church

in the United States as well as in England, was destined to be still more

glorious. It should be the wisli of every true Cluistian as of all the lovers

of the two countries, that the chui'clies might be mi>re and more knit to-

gether as the greatest and most powerful witness against the coi-rujitious of

the Church of Rome, aud the greatest promoter of true Christiaui ty. 11 c con-

cluded by congratulating those present upon the veiy interesting meeting

which had taken place, and dismissed them with the benediction.

To meet tlio above grants, it has been necessary to soil ill 00 of

the .£200 funded stock remaining at the last Report. The greater

part of the £100 now remaining unsold will bo required to pay

the amount of a special appropriation which the Society is bound

to pay on demand. It is therefore evident that we must now de-

pend on the annual contrihuiions of the friends of the Church

;

and they must, if the many demands on the Society are to bo

met, and the Church fostered and strengthened by its instrumen-

tality, no longer confine themselves to the minimmn sum which

will render them eligible for election as the members of the So-

ciety ; and it is earnestly hoped they will consider the necessities

of the Church, and contribute to its support, as God hath prospered

them. " If thou hast much, give plenteously ; if thou hast little

do thy diligence gladly to give of that little."

In accordance with a resolution of the Central Board, i">assed

7th June, 1854, the Lord Bishop appointed the Rev. W. Bond to

visit the Missions in the Missisquoi District, to advocate the claima
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of the Society. On his return, the Rev. W. Bond reported to the

Central Board, that he had visited 9 Missions, viz : Philipsburg,

Stanbridge, Bedford, Frelighsburg, Dunham, Gowansville, West
Brome, Frost Village, and West Shefford ; and held 10 meetings,

at which were set forth " the unity of action in the Church, by
th'? Church Society ; the objects of the Society ; the benefit of

the Central Board ; the care of the Society, to give the laity due

weight through the Lay Committee ; the capacity of the Society

for carrying out far more extended plans of Missionary operations

;

the work the Society had accomplished ; the fact that soon the

Church in this Diocese might be left unaided by the Mother

Church ; and, finally, the fact, that, if those spoken to held back,

God would employ others, and deprive them of the privilege of

being fellow-workers with Him."

In out^ of thA Missions visited, the Clergyman had had to con-

tend with extraordinary difficulties and discouragements, and if

facts were needed to shew how much the Society's aid is required

at times, they may abundantly be found in the self-denial and

laborious work of the Missionary of that place. The Rev.W. Bond
acknowledges the kindness and consideration experienced at the

hands of the Clergy. Arrangements were made by which travel-

ling expenses were saved. Much trouble was taken to call meet-

ings, and secure attendance, and much satisfaction was expressed

with the action of the Central Board, in this matter.

The Society's obligation to the Rev. W. Bond for his kindness

in performing this work was acknowledged by a vote of thanks

from the Central Board.

BY-LAW.

Ta make provision for the administering and improving the Widow^ and

Orphan^ Fund of tlie Church Society of the Diocese of Montreal.

That all rents, issues, or profits of lands or tenements, held by the

Society for the relief of the Widows and Orphans of Clergymen, and all

moneys given or granted for the same purpose, unless special provision h»
made by the grantor or donor of the same for the distribution thereof other-

wise, shall be put to the credit of a fund to be called the Widows' and
Orphans' Fund.

n.

And that the Society shall and will put to the credit of the Widows'
and Orphans' Fund yearly, and eveiy year, a sum of money equal to One
Pound Five Shillings for each duly recognized Clergyman in the Diocese,

from the Fund for General Purposes, providing that fund will bear such
a charge upon it ; and that after the current and customary expenses of the

Society are paid, the charges for the Widows' and Orphans' Fund shall bfi

the first paia from the General Purpose Funds, and that such sum shall be
put to the credit of the Widows' and Orphans' Fund on the first day of

April in each year, on the Lord Bishop of the Diocese forwarding to the

Treasurer a list of the Clergy duly recognised, signed with his hand.

m.

That each Clergyman, either Incumbent or Travelling Missionary,

having Cure of Souls in this Diocese, in order to entitle his Widow and
Children to claim the annuity hereafter provided, from the passing of thia

By-law, or from the time of his appointment in the Diocese, shall remit to

the general fund of the Society the sum of £1 Ha. 6d. per annum ; shall

observe the directions, from time to time given by the Lord Bishop of the
Diocese, in respect to the collections to be made on behalf of the Widows'
and Orphans' Fund, unless such Clergyman shall have been excused by the
Lord Bishop of the Diocese in writing under his hand, from making such
Collection or Collections in any Church, Chapel, or Station, served by him

;

but it is essential to the stability and prosperity of this fund, so as to meet
the demands that may hereafter be made upon it, that every Clergyman in

the Diocese should contribute towards its maintenance, it is hereby declared
that any Clergyman refusing to become a subscriber, or neglecting to make
the annual collections in his parish, or mission, (except as above stated,) shall

not be entitled to any benefits of the fund for his widow or orphans. Should,
however, any Clergyman fail to become a member, and afterwards desire

to join it, he shall make application to the Central Board, through the Com-
mittee of management, and if the Board should favorably receive his appli-
* ation, it can only be on payment of all back subscriptions.

The Treasurer shall lay before the Central Board, at its Meeting in

December in each year, a statement of all moneys invested, or in his hands,

belonging to the Widows' and Orphans' Fund ; and of all Moneys received,

and paid on account of the said Fund since the last annual statement. And
the Secretary of the Lay Committee shall, at the same time, lay before

the Society a statement of all Lands held by the Society by grants or

otherwise, on behalf of the said Fund.

VI.

Tliat from and after the passing of this By-law, the Society shall pay
an annuity to the WidoAV of every Clergyman who at the time of his decease

shall have been duly licensed to the Cure of Souls in this Diocese, and
recoguized by the Bishop, or have been placed on any retired List with, the

consent of His Lordship, and from the passing of this By-law, or from the

time of his appointment in the Diocese, shall have been a subscriber as set

forth in Rule 'd. Andwho shall have complied with the requirements of this

By-law, such annuity to be of Forty Pounds currency, payable in two
equal half-yearly payments on the first day of January and July in each
year ; the first of such half-yearly payments, or such portion thereof as may
have accrued from the day of the death of her hui>band, to be made on the

day above mentioned, next following the death of her husband, so long as she
Bhall remain a Widow. Intheevcntof marrying again, the question of contin-

uation of annuity to be re-considered. And in case such Widow shall, at her

death or marriage, have four or more children by her latehusband under the

age of eighteen years, such annuity shall be paid to the guardians of such
diildreu ; and should there be less than four children, then such a sum,
not exceeding Ten Pound;!, shall be paid as aforesaid for each, and, that all

annuities paid for children shall cease on the day at which they attain the

age of eighteen years. And in ease of a Clergyman deceased, leaving no
Widow, but leaving children, then such children to enjoy the annuity as

above provided. But as circumstances may occur to cause this fund to

fluctuate in its amount, the Central Board may, on receiving a special re-

port from the Managing Committee, respecting the funds of the Society,

increase or diminish the annuity to the Widows or Orphans, should it ap-

pear advisable or necessary so to do.
