rise to a feeling of consternation in
Berlin, whose public had within a
week been saddened by the loss of
many German passengers on board
the burned and wrecked Volturno and
by the accounts of the terrible mining
catastrophe in Wales.

Surmise as to Cause,

Other possible causes for the fire
and explosion were that old gasoline
was carried on board, or that a spark
of atmospheric eclectricity was devel-
oped by the friction of the balloonets
rubbing together inside the outer
framework, as occurred in the case of
two of the predecessors of the “L-IL”
These theories are regarded as Iim-
probable owing to the improvements
made in the design of the airship to
meet such contingencies,

The loss of the balloon will appar-
ently fall on the German admiralty,
which practically accepted the air-
ship on Sept. 20, Count Zeppelin be-
ing held responsible only if the diri-
gible failed to meet the requirements
of the navy department in the tests
conducted by its own officers.

Today’s flight was intended as a
test of the ascending properties of the
dirigible, which therefore carried an
unusually large crew to take the place
of the machine gun, the bombs, the
wireless equipmeht and ether fittings
which the air vessel was eventually
to be provided with,

The catastrophe might have result-
ed in a longer list of victims, as fifty
school girls from:  the Johannisthal
elementary school were playing in s
field when the airship exploded above
them. The headway of the airship,

children, who fled back into the school
in a hysterical condition, Their parents
had to come to the school afterward
to escort them thru the streets,

Hundreds Saw Tragedy.

Hundreds of persons witnessing ths
flight suddenly heard an explosion
evidently: in one of the motors in the
centre gondola. A flash shot out and
the next instant the whole ship was on
fire and plunged downward from a
900 feet. Every iuch of the
canvas covering and the balloonets dis-
appeared in a moment. A second and
a more violent explosion was then
heard, the fire having reacned tne
gasoline tanks, filled with abcut & ton
of explosive liquid fuel, and the debris
fell into the public highway.

Recovering the Dead.

Pioneers armed with aiecs hacked
at the wreckage for iwo hours before
they could -extricate the la.t of the
bodies. One man died as he was re-
leased. The six inmaes of the centre
gondola, had been iown  thru the
sides of the car by iha first explcsion,
and their bodies f-!! four hundred
vards away from the wrack of the
balloon, which was iraveiing a: fortly
miles an hour.

Friend of Emperor.

Naval Constructors Neumann and
Pietzler, and Naval Chief Engineer
Busch were among those on board.
Commander Behnisch was a personal
friend of the emperor. He was for-
merly navigating officer of the im-
perial yacht Hohenzollern, and Ilater
commander of the cruiser Panther.
Lieut. Freyer was formerly personal
adjutant of Prince Adalbert, one of
the sons of the emperor, and served
with the prince on board a torpedo
boat.

Lieut. Trenk, who was second in
command, Chief Engineer Haussmann,
and three engineers, secretaries from
the admiralty, were also on board. The
pilot was the only civilian.

LOCK, STOCK AND BARREL.

Thé ‘Globe thinks it well to smile at
the confidence of those who would
interpret. the azreement by which the
city would buy back the railway. That
ntreemmt. of ‘course, does not yet
exist, "so “that any attempt at inter-
pretltlnn would be premature. In-
deed only the opponents of the pur-
chase -have made any attempt at such
interpretation.

The, a‘reemcnt is entirely in the
Lands.of the city’s lawyers. = It is not

be carried out afterwards. It is a
plain case of purchase and sale. We
should know what we want to buy
and we must say so, and it must in-
clude all pcwers delegated by the city
to the company, or any subsidiary
company, without any reservations,
This is whut Mayor Hocken has said
he wanted, and if he could not get it
he has. stated, even this week, that
there would be no purchase.

We symcpothize with The Globe's
zeal in the .interests of the citizens,
but we think the city’'s lawyers
should be equal to the task of indi-
cating that if we buy out the street
railway we buy the whole of it, lock,
rtock nnd barrel.

HOW THE PEOPLE ARE ROBBED.

The Mail ‘and Empire ‘hits the mark
in saying: ‘“The jumbling of dwellings
together and ‘the piling of tier upon
tiér of apartments will not be neces-
sary with a first-class street railway
service,”

The oppesition to the purchase of
the street railway service is centred
in those who represent the interests
which’ desire to maintain conditions
of congestion. This unduly increases
the vatue of central property at the
expense of those who are compelled
to use it. The high rents of Toronto

are due to a limited street car ser-|

vice which confines traffic within a
certain area.  ‘The purchase of the
street railway would mean thg dn-
definite expansion of this present area
of congestion. tlie equalizing of rents,
and prevention of the growth of
forced valuce, in the congested area.

Anéther source of opposition to the
sireet railway purchase is to be found
in certain interests which would find
it to their advantage to preserve the
double and triple fares chargeable in
certain parts of the city. It is ob-
vious that a district with single fare
access has an advantage over a dis-
trict in which double fares obtain.

Incidentally we may remark that
The Telegram represents the forces of
congestion, nigh rents and double
fares in its opposition to Mayor Hock-
en's proposdls. Not being willing to
admit this il endeavors by all man-
ner of slander, insinuation and black
hand methods to try to make it appear
that Mayor Hocken, if not a knave,
is the dups of knaves who wish to rob
the city.

We believe the people have their
common sense, and will be able to
Judpe. once we get the commer-
eigl report on the question. which
is! being prepared by Mr. John Mac-
Kay, whether the real robbery is not
g0ing on at present. and The Tele-
gram only concerned that it shall not
be stopped.

URBAN PASSENGER TRANSPORT.

At the twelfth annual conference of
tﬂg Municipal Tramways (Street Rail-
ways) Association, of the United King-
dém, a remarkable and instructive
paper was read by Mr. J. B. Hamilton,
meral manager of the Leeds city
oouncil system, and is reported in a
recent number of The Municipal Jour-
nal of London, England. He took as
his: subject, “Urban Passenger. Trans-
port” and his method of treatment is
interesting at the moment, because it
{llustrates the point of = view from
which the probiem is regarded by
municipal service officials. -Mr. Hamil-
ton was a member of the street rail-
way staff 'of Glasgoew at the period
w»ben the lines were taken over in
1894, at the expiry of the lease to the
private company, which operated them
between 1871 and that year, and his
experience is thus of exceptional value.

Speaking of the results that have
followed in British cities, from the ad-
option of electric traction, Mr. Hamilton
said 2 large proportion of the success
attending this is attributable to the fact
that its economy of operation has en-
abled fares to be reduced from time
to tim-, lower and lower, and, h» adi-
ed, it i8 marvelous to note the re-
sponse in increased travel which each
reduction: in faré has produced. Re-
ferring to ‘the situation in Glasgow
Mr. Hamiiton observed -that the
ordinary fdre charged by . the com-
pany was  the  parliamentary pen-
ny (two cents) per mile, and
in many cases a fare of twoc Dpence|]
was charged. Thne city council im-
medlalely introdaeced nhe-cent siages

HE GIVES TWICE WHO - GIVES
QUICK

Sir R. P. Roblin, interviewed the
other day in Minneapolis, said that
rothing could be done by Canada to-
ward removing the duty on wheat
and flour untfl January, and he was
unable to say whether or no anything
would be done at that time. What
the Manitoba . knight probably had in

mind was that the government . has
parlia-

iff changes, broadly speaking, are
within the exclusive scope of parlia-
mentary action. But the crown. can
always remit' any due, forgive any
debt, or pardon any offence, and by
order-in-council we have frequently
had the duty upon bituminous coal
suspended sometimes all over the
ccuntry and at others only at certain
ports of entry. In June, 1912, the
cement duaty was cut in two by order-
in-council, and properly so because
an emergency condition existed in the
west, ” :

By suspending” the duties upon
American wheat and flour, the gov-
ernment can gain immediate access
for Canadian wheat to the American
market.

gqueeze him.

Will it help the western grain
grower to have his wheat given $ree
access .to the American market? He
says it will and undoubtedly the price
of wheat is generally higher on the
American side than it is on the Cana-
dian side. One need not distract his
mind with figures made up by the
bulls and bears on this or that wheat
pit. People will tell you in Southern
Saskatchewan that their neighbors a
few mileg away in North Dakota give

higher prices for their wheat. At any

BIG CONVENTION

J. L. Leary Was Elected Pres-
ident by‘a Unammous
Vote.

DEFINING EDUCAT ION

Chief Inspector Cowley Says
Technical Side Needs
More Money.

It was a great gathering of Toronto
teachers, nearly two thousand in all,
who assembled in convocation hall yes-
terday morning for the closing day of
their convention, A good deal of time
was passed in discussing circumstances

larising out of an incident of last year.

In reply to Mr. Fraser, a communica«
tion from .the executive was read, ap-
proving the regulation of the education |
department of Ontario, previding that|
the. -teachers of public and . separate
achools ‘should. unite -in institute work
for the purpose of continuing the train-
ing of teachers, and regretting deeply
that a speaker at one mesting had made
remarks naturally offensive to separs.
ate school teachers, Mr. Fraser did
not approve the a,ct.lon of the executive
in the matter, .

In moving the addption ot the' a,uﬂl‘
tor's report, a plea was put in for a

fund of $10,000 for the establishment |

of a clubroom for teachers.
Representing the Ontario: Teachers’ |
Alliance, L. E, Embree urged upon the
association  to ‘support the association
he representeds To 'make; theialliance’
a success, adegiate membetrship  was
essential. He pointed out'that the per-
sonal interests were looked after by
the alliance, which in this way differ-
ed from other organizations of teach-
ers. It a.lso publishes a “year book,
¢Schools and Teachers.” . The: gpther-
ing was asked ‘not to nezlect their
confreres outsi he ¢
‘ The position %&du:tﬁiﬂ é.xtd techni-
cal education was -presented by Wil-
llam . Stevenson, ‘representing the
Trades and Labor Council
Ject, he said, was-the greatest ques-
tion of the day, and is being discussed
in all ‘branches of labor organizations.

The ' fol-
lowing nominations for the offices
were made: Mr. Wallace, Winchester
school: Mr. Blakely, Palmerston, and
Miss Knowles Ryerson.

The closing session of the conven-
tion, held in Convocation Hall yeter-

day -afternoon, -was one of -the . most.

interesting of the congress. Appre-
ciation for the organ recital of

Ernest McMillan was voiced by thej

hearty applause of those present.
Teachers’ -Institutes.

Miss Jessie McGregor, in the course
of her address as president, suggest-
ed that the ‘teaching body be. divided
into a number of teachers’ institutes,
the territory of which might be con-
fined to the different inspectoratés.
At the time of conventions, visits to
other. schools or institutes might be
arranged to take the place of num-
bers now on the program. In making
this . suggestion her idea was not to
do away with the present Teachers
Association, which would still
tinue to disburse the funds it has in
charge. She hoped that rooms might
be secured for the use of the teach-
ers when the board of education had
its own department in the city hall
Miss McGregor also referred to the
work of the secretary, which, while
very heavy:for one, might be light if
undertaken by five or six. ‘This would
help to preserve that most precious of
a ‘teacher’'s possessions, her vital en-
ergy.

After tracing the course of
education among the ‘earlier nations,
the speaker stated that the: ideal me-
thod is to train a youth that he may
be of use first to himself and then to
kis country.

When thc assertion was made that
it was thg duty of the board of edu-
cation to employ the very best teachers
available aud to  give them corre-
sponding remuneration, Mr. Hiltz was
rewarded  with the applause of his
audience. Personality was emphas-
ized as the greatest asset of the
teacher and character-buflding.asg the
thing that sbould-be the alm of the
schools.

A defieit of -about '$30,900 in the
year's operations was reported,
Againsgt this was the statement that
there had been 11565 baptisins in the
foréign mission fields during the year.
This fact- and the wondrous spiritual
results were, in the opinion of Mr.
Thomas Urquhart of Toronto, of more
importance than the increase in the
expenditure of the administration.
Rev. Dr. Brown explained that the
‘western praovinces owed $5000, and
there had been unforeseen expendi-
tures as the result of the sickness of
missionaries and other causes, The
expianations made were satisfactory
to. the large number of delegates,.and
the report was adopted almost unani-
mously.

Just now, when the United States is
considering seriously embarking upon
railroad buiiding in Alaska, where a
rich territory 1s sorely in need of de-
velopment. sume information about the
only railroad owned and operated by
the government will be of interest.
The flippant say that the  Panama
Railroad is chiefly notable because it
takes you from the Atlantic to the
Pacific in three hours, whereas pri-
vately owned roads between the same
oceans take six or seven days. This
argument for government ownership
is clearly fallacious. It is based on
an insuflicient examination of the
facts, much as was the opinion of a
member of congress who, after six
days of racking sea sickness saw from
the deck of the ship entering Colon a
large freight house labeled “P. R. R.”
“Darn it all!” he exclaimed. “If Td
known the Pennsyivania had a line
down here I'd never came on that in-
fernal ship.”

Construction of the Panama Rail-
road originally was a remarkable bit
of work for its period, when railroad
building was in its infancy it was
marvelous.

But the swamp and jungle were un-
relenting in their toll' 6f human life.
Men working all day long in slimy
ocze composed of decaying tropical
vegetation, gleeping exposed to the
bites of malaria-peafing! insects,
speedily sickened and tobd often died.
Workingmen of every nationality were
experimented with but none were ime-
mune, The historian of the railroad
reported that the African resisted
longest, next the coolig, then the Hu-
ropean, and last the Chinese. - The ex-
perience of the company with the last
named class of labor was tragic in the
extreme. Eight hundred were landed
on the Isthmus after a voyage on
which sixteen -had died. Thirty-two
fell {11 almost at the moment of land-
ing. and in less than a week eighty
more werc prostrated. Strangers in
a strange laud, unable to express their
complaints or make clear the symp-
toms, they were almost as much the
victims of homesickness as of any
other ill. The interpreterss who ac-
companied them declared that much
of their illness was-due to their deé-
privation of their accustomed opium,
For a time the authorities supplied
them, with the result that nearly two-
thirds were again up and able to
work. Then the exaggerated Ameri-
c¢an' moral sense, which is' s0 apt to
ignore the customs of other lands and
peoples, caused the opium supply to be
shut off. Perhaps the fact that the
cost of opium daily per Chinaman
was 15 cents had something to do
with it. At any rate the whole body
of Chinamen were soon sick unto
death and quite ready for it. They
made no effort to cling to their lives
that had bccome hateful. Suicides
were a daily occurrence and in- all
forms. Some with Chinese stolidity

would sit upon a rock on the ocean’s
bed and waii for the tide to submerge
them. Many used ‘their own gqueues
as ropes and, hanged thémselves.
Others persuaded or bribed their fel-
lows to ‘shoot them dead  Some
thrust sharpened sticks through their
thraats, or clutching great stones
leaped into the river, maintaining
their hold uutil death ymade the grasp
still more rigid. Some- starved them-
selves . and others died of mere brood-
ing over. their dismal state. In a
few weeks but 200 were left alive, and
these were sent to Jamaica, where
they were slowly absorbed by the na-
tive population. S
At one time on the verge of bank-
ruptcy the railroad, though Iincom-
plete, was saved by the rush to €ali-
fornia .in the bonanza days. When
it had but nine miles of ‘track com-
pleted that was., and when the .road
was completed it bad earned $2.125,-
000, or about one-third of its cost.
Thereafter it was a gold mine: &
Traffic for the ‘road grew faster
than the road itself; and when it was
tompleted it was quite apparent that
it was. not equipped to handle the
business that awaited it: Accordingly
the managers determined to charge
more than the traffic would bear—to
fix such rates as would be prohibitive
until they could get the road suitably
equipped.

ABANDON HOPE FOR
MISSING MINERS

LONDON, Oct. 17.—(Can. Press.)—
There i no hope of bringing any |
more men alive out of the burnihg
pit at Senghenydd, South Wales. As
well as can be now estimated, 379
men are still enfombed, This num-
ber, with 51" bodies brought up, with
four deaths supervening after rescue
and with the banksman and another
rescuer killed, brings the total of vic-
tims to 486, an unparalleled number
in this country.

A relief fund has been opened by
the lord mavor at the Mansion House,
at the request of the executive of the
Sguth Wales Miners’ Federation, and
a fund has Aalso been started by the
iord mayor of Cardiff. Splendid do-
nations have already been received.
The King has sent £500 to the Cardiff
fund.

There are some heartrending cases
of distress and the need for imme-
diate assistance is urgent.

BRITAIN'S MEXICAN
“POLICY UNCHANGED

LONDON, Oct. 17.—(Can. Press.)—
There is no likelihood of ‘Great Bri-
tain’'s recognition of Provisional Pre-
sident Huerta of Mexico being with-
drawn at present, as has been sug-
gested in desgpatches from Washing-
ton, in the opinion of British Govern-
ment cireles. . - ;
