ADDRESS BY WOMEN
T0 KING AND QUEEN

His Majesty, in Reply, Expresses
Appreciation of Part Women
Are Taking in the War,

loondon, June 30.—Three thousand
women engaged in war work, repre-
senting twenty-two organizations,
presented King George and  Quecen
Mary vesterday with an address ex-
rressing loyalty, and extending con-
gratulations upon the approaching
silver wedding anniversary of the royal
couple, ‘which occurs on July 6,

It was the first time any British
ruler had received such a deputation
of women. There were no precadents,
therefore, to serve as a guide for
marshalling the parade and for the re-
ception, .

Among the organizations represent-
ed were those of the nurses, the
munition workers, the workers on
farms, and those more actively con-
nected with the operations in the field.

An address was made by Mrs. ¥, H,
Durham, chlef woman inspector in the
ministry of labor. King Georze re-
plied with an address to the women.

The women marched to Bucking-
ham Palace from Hyde Park and in
the quadrangle of the palace ‘they
formed in six companies, eight in a
line, before the dais where were the
king and the queen,

The king spoke as follows:

“We are touched by the thought
that the first expression of loyalty
and devotion on the occasion of our
silver wedding should come ‘rom this
representative body of women who,
by their wservices, have assisted the
staze in the full mobilization of its
man power,

“In our visits to various centres we
have had opportunities of seeing and
appreciating rhe great part which all
the women of our land are taking in
all the branches of war service, and
everywhere we have be=n filled with
admiration at their actiievements, an
admiration which we Jwlieve to be
| shared by the whele nation, When the
history of our country’s share in the
war s Wwritten no chapter will be
more remarkable than that relating to
this service. The range and extent
of the women’s participation in this
service has heen rendercd only at the
cost of much self-sacrifice and en-
durance.

“I trust this procession today will
bring home to those who have not yet
realized it the country’s reed of their
| help. Sure in the hope that your
| labors soon may have their reward in
that decisiv: victory ond enduring
peace toward which we, with all our
brave allies, are ever striving, I wish
godspeed. In that happy day it
will be your proud satisfacticn to feel
that you have nobly shared in secur-
ing these priceless resulis.”

Charge of Light Machines Actual-
ly Took Ground Alone Thru
Storm of Bullets.

French Army Headquarters, June
30.—The fighting of Friday last cen-
tred mainly round Hill 162 and the
Cutry Ravine, Hill 162 is the highest
point in the region, and its possessiqn
enables us to overlook the c¢nemys
positions in the rear.

For Dominion Government.

Senator Claude Macdonell told how
the Dominfon Government had %“ecur-
ed the consent of the French authori-
ties for the “blue devils” to visit Can-
ada just as they were about to leave
New York for home. He gave a brief
outline of their heroic career and as-
sured them that Canadians to a man
were with them in the war to the
finish,

Cheers for the King and French
president concluded the ceremony in
the council chamber, and the visit-
ors re‘ormed and -marched to the
King Edward Hotel, where they were
tendered a luncheon.

The Luncheon.

Mayor Church presided, and at the
table besides the visiting officers were
Premier Hearst, Sir \Wm. Meredith,
Bishop ' Sweeny, Father Minehan, Hon.
W. D. McPherson, ex-Mayor Hocken,
Col. Bickford, Senator Macdonell,
Major Eaton, and others. There were
no speeches and - but one toast pro-
posed, that of the King.

During the luncheon the men sang
several French songs in a surprisingly
pleasing manner and were loudly
cheered.

At Queen’s Park.

‘After luncheon the Frenchmen parad-
ed thru the city to Queen’s Park, and
addresses of welcome were there de-
livered by the lieutenant-governor,
the premier, Sir William Hearst, and
by Col. H. C. Bickford, G.0.C., of mili-
tary district No. 2.

“It ijs indeed a honor to welcome so
valiant a force from the shores of
that great country in which so many
of Canada’s sons have bled,” said Sir
John Hendrie., “As one of the great
states of the British Empire, Canada
says to the world that her sons will
stay in the war to the end. You
men have known the grimness of real
war. You achieved success in the
great battle which turned the tide at
the River Marne, and you all wear
signal honors of the fleld. It is an
honor to invite you among us that
we may be able to show the mothers
of Ontario the type of men by whose
side their sons have fought and died.
1 welcome you on behalf ol the peo-
ple. of Ontario.”

Sir William Hearst was no less en-
thmsiastic in his meed of praise to the
men from France. “Heroes of France,”
he said, “your fame has preceded you
across the seas. We know of your
achievements, and welcome .you as
gallant representatives of great
France. Your indomitable courage has
won the hearts of all of us, To see
France with her meadows green, and
her fields peacefully tilled by the pea-

nt was a sight which stirred tihe im-

gination; to see these fields, scarred
and seared with the horrible carnage
of war, such a vision is one to make
us all honor the name of France. You
have placed a barrier against the ene-
mies of democracy. Two hundred
thousand of our men have gone over
to your land, and of these many thou-
sands now lie beneath the soil of
France. I give you a right warm wel-
come.”

The March to the Park.

It is a matter of considerable sig-
nificance that troops of the greatest
republic in the world (with all due
respects to China) pmraded in 7or-
onto-on Friday; that ' troops of the
next greatest republic paraded here on
Saturday; as a preliminary we might
take it, to our celebration of the na-
tional birthday today. The mere form
of government is, of course, of com-
paratively little moment. The spirit of
government is everything and to all
intents and purposes we may claim to/
‘be as democratic, and in some respects
freer from restraint, as any of them.
{ The military incidents of last week
“were historically notable. The last
time armed United States troops came
to Toronto they burned the city, in-
cluding the parliament buildings, and
in retaliation British troops burned
Washington. Most people have forgot-
ten all about those things and they
are well forgotten, for the spirit that
inspired such deeds has passed away
trom among us, For more than a hun-
dred years we have dwelt together, in
& practical brotherhood, and the
. splendid regjment of stalwart west-
erners that sojourned with us on Fri-
day was a pledge that we had struck
hands on a bargain that commits us
both to the hilt, with all we have and
are, for the great cause of unity and

humanity, s

And on Saturday there came the
men who had fought, comrades, with
our own men, pioneers for the hew
comrades now crossing the seas, a
little band of heroes, every man decor-
#ted for gallantry  on the fleld,
some twice, some thrice, modest
imperturbable, unconquerable, ready
for the fray as ever, No mere
elvillan can ,ever know what Illes
behind the bronzed faces that have
come up out of the smoke and blood
of the battlefleld. They are a race

apart henceforth. They have passed
thru the great tribulation. It was per-
haps easier to sense it in seeing the
blue-coated Chasseurs des Alpines
than with the tawny stalwarts from
California and the west who were go-
ing down into the pit of war from
which the others hadecome up.

They both came to us because we,
too, were brothers in arms. We, too,

" have been down in the pit; thru the

great tribulation, sharing the danger
and the death., Red and white and
blue, we are all united in one spirit
under our respective symbols, just as
we are united in the spirit of demo-
cracy under our respective govern-
ments, Our celebration of Dominion

Big War Revenues.

Great Britain has very little «o
learn from other nations on the sub-
Ject of procuring revenue. The re-
port of the net increase in revenue
for the quarter ending June 30 as
compared with the corresponding
quarter last year, indicates a surpris-
ing ability to levy and collect from
those who are able to contribute., The
amount of the increase is £39,794,034
or roughly $200,000,000. Of this
amount no less than £21)869,000 or
over half the amount, was derived
from excess profits and duties. There
is probably \no more equitable way
of dealing with profiteering,

The United States is interested in
the problem, for at the same time
comes an announcement from Wash-
ington that the excess profits of four
big packing firms come to $140,000,-
000, Nevenue pickers for the govern-
ment have a fruitful fleld to work on
if they follow the British examyple.

A New Bridge North of the C. P. R,
Viaduot and a 3ubway Under
the Tracks.

Editor World: Living close to the
proposed new Leasidc and hospital car
ilne I have read with interest the ex-
pert and amateur ovinio not where

this - proposed line should be con-
structed, and on Sundey walked over
some of the proposed routes. One
seems to me so0 much better than any
of the others. . It is ¢s follows: North
on Yonge to the noith side of the
North Toronto station, then east' on
Shaftesbury over the new hridge,
which could be widened or paralleled
by the use of tas old C.P.R. steel
bridge, lately removed and still-avail-
able, to Sighthill, where the new ecar
track would run north, crossing $t.
Clair and ovar the new Mount Pleas-
and road and bridge to Soudan avenue,
then east into aslde. At the point
where the propdsed track would turn
rorth on Sighthill the grade could be
slightly raised, allowing a light bridge
over the track right into St. An-
drew’s grounds.

From a surveyor's standpoint Mer-
ton street would be the natural way
to reach Leas.de, but by using Sou-
dan the cars would pass thru what is
probably the thickest populated part
of North Toronto. By 'walking over
this route one finds remarkably few
obstacles, and Sigl.thill lends {tsclf
with the slightes: alteration to a very
eagsy grade. The greatest difficulty
that I can see is the already congested
condition of lower Yonge street. The
two cars from the wegt, Dupont and
Avenue road, wonld probably have to
be divérted to make room for one from
the east.

dramatiet,’ Henri Brieux's play,
“Dam Goods,” from the boards qf
our local theatre, gave the mere nam
and title of that work much publicity;
tho the play Jitself, we fancy, remains
for the most part unknown. ;

At the time, The Free Press drew
attention to the fact that dozens and
dozens of musical comedies, thru which
the London audiences of that day eat
smiling, had for ther subject matter
'the adventures of profligate men and
unscrupulous women—yet there was,
no protest, :

‘To be sure, the theme of the musi-|
cal comedy plece is always smothered
in witty or sentimental small talk, in
songs, dances and syncopated music;
while Monsieur Brieux—the action of
whose drama results from exactly the
same sort of conduct—shows us pros-
titution- seriously and not flippantly—
vieualizes the outcome of prostitution,
not its allurements—points from the
man and woman into whose relations
uncleanliness and sin have entered,
past them down to untold generations
of the innocently misfortuned. . But
is that any reason why we should turn
our eyes up in horror at the one, more
than the other?

In the National Gallery,
in London, are displayed two series
of pletures of old and -honorahle re-
putation, from the brush of the paint-
er Hogarth. One series is called “The
Harlot's Progress.” The other aeries
is called “The Rake's Progress.” The
nbserver may see them any day he
chances to pass thru the gallery. They
are mnever veiled, not even from the
eyes of young girls or children, /

The first series of Hogarth's pic-
tures it is not necessary to analyze—
what manner of progress a harlot
makes is patent to all

It is the second series which is ger-
mane to the action of the provineial
board of health and to this article.
Beginning with some supposedly in-
significant slip on- the part of a young
beau (a #lip in which the harlot, be-
fore mentioned, bears her part), it
snds in a painting in which one be-
holds that same beau shrunken,
emaciated, foully bespotted; his wife a
nervous wreck, and their child a.
miserable 1little creature with legs so
weak even the baby-walker into which
it is tied cannot support it—a wobbly
head-—a body disfigured by msores,

In the Hogarth painting it is the
image of that dieased child which is
above all other images burnt into the
brain. In the Brieux play the child
does not make it appearance—there is
no stage representation of the pitiful
little one with fts pimpled face, its
catarrh and its eores at the hari of
the throat. For all that, the child,
like the Nemesis of the Greek drama,
pervades and permestes the scene.
When they christened that baby, they
should have called it the Harlot's Re-
venge; because thru it that outcast
creature sits at the rich man’'s table,
lives his life, ma¥es one with his fam-
ily, mingles the hond of blood with
Fim and . his—~antil  the third and
fourth generatiors are accomplished.

There ig no necessity to outline the
Brieux play,” it resolvesr itself practi-
cally into a pi2ce of a single para-
mount character—the doctor.

The doctor in “Damaged Goods!”
We see him amongz us every day,
scienific, kindly, knowing humar na-
ture too well (o despise it—"why
should [ curse what God has not
cursed?’—rather loving it in all 'its
folly; teaching tle holiness of bodily
kealth; preaching the forgiveness of
sins,

This man, the prcduet of the schools
and the clinic, has the seience of the
prevention of diseasc at his finger-
tips, but with no machinery wiiere-
with to get “prevention” across to the
people. Ie and his are victims of a
government which recognizes labor,
agriculture, education (of a certain
order), war—but not health., Heaps
and heaps of money for the defence
of property; only invignificant pick-
ings for the defence of life—life that
goes down by ways of disease n
thousandfold quickaf even than by
ways of war and industry, which in
these days is “some going.’

From the lips of Brieux’'s physician
we learn that the dwease of which
the play treats.is as a rule contracted
because “I dldn't know”—it becomes
dangerous becanse-—"1 didn't know’
—it Is passed om from person to per-
son and from generation: to gencra-
tion for the same negative reason.

Had such a play as “Damaged
Goods” been given a welcome three
years ago it might have done some
good. Again, the gocd might have
been merely fugitive. Action like
that of the provincial board s the
surer way.

London, June 30.~8ir George Perley
has given The Observer the following
Dominion Day message:

“It is well for us et this time to take
stock of our position. Canada has no
cause to be ashammed of her record.
We have large numbeérs in France of
Forestery and Railway Units, as weil
as our fighting' troops. We have kept
and are keeping our divisions at full
strength and shall continue to do so.
Canada has been fortunate in having
during the war, as prime minister, an
imperial statesman who believes  in
British connection and has proven a
worthy leader of our people in the path
of duty and glory.

“Last year when voluntary recruiting
fell off he passed an act providing
compulsory military service and staked
his political exibtence in the general
election. Nobly did the people respond
to his appeal and the Union govern-
ment with Sir Robert Borden at its
head, was returned by a large major-
ity, showing conclusively that Canada,
altho made up of various races and
religions, is determined to do her
utmost to assist in destroying the Ger-
man menace, We may look forward
with certainty to a final victory and
with confidence in the ability of our
people to make the-Dominion a strong
and flourishing nation.”

PROFITEERS BUSY
INOIL AND COAL
Americanv Co—r-n.x:isaion Finds

Manufacturers and Miners
Take Advantage of War.

PACKERS INCLUDED

Five Big Compénieo Charged
With Having Monopolistic
Control.

Washington, June 30. — Investiga-
tions carefully conducted have led to
the conclusion that profiteering ex-
ists among American industries, due
in part to advantuge being taken of
“war pressure for heavy production,”
and in part to “inordinate greed and
bare-faced fraud,” thc federal trade
commission announced yesterday in
a report sent to the senate. The re-
port was submitted in response to a.
resolution asking the commission to
urnish the senate with all figures
and information relative to profiteer-
ing in order that steps might be
taken to remedy the present .condi-

Prey Upon the People.

Price tixing by th2 govefnment, the
report says, has tended to prevent
the market from running away, but
at the same time it strengthens in-
dustries in their position and enriches
them by profits “which are without
precedent.”

The report declares that unprece-
dented profits are shown in a survey
of the pecking industry. In this con-
nection it is said: ‘4lve meat pack-
ers, Armour, Swift, Morris, Wilson
and Cudahy and their subsidiary and
afffliated companies, have monopolis-
tic control of the meut industry, and
are looking for ' like domination in
other products. Their reward, ex-
pre?ed in  terms of profits, reveais
that four of thesc concerns have pock-
-eted in 1915, 1916, 1917, $140,000,010.
However delicate a definition is fram-
ed for “profiteering,” these packers
have preyed upon the people uncon-
sciously,

Investigation in the oil, coal mining
and steel industries reveals, in the
opinion of the commission, that large
margins of profit have been made.

U.S. GOVERNMENT'S
YEARLY STATEMENT

12,600,000,000 Is Outlay for
War Expenses Since
July, 1917.

NEW ANNUAL RECORD
Period of Expense Un-

drcamed of in Coun-
try’s History.

Washington, June 29.—~The TUnited
States Government yesterday closed its
books for the fiscal.-year just ending—
the first full fiscal year in the war—
and Monday will open new annual
records. In government financial nis-
tory the year will go down as a
period of expense hardly dreamed of a
decade ago. More than $12,600,000,000
is the actual outlay since July 1, 1917,
to meet the multitude of big bills run
up for the army, the navy, the ship-
building program, airplane construc-
tion, coast defence requirements, other
government activities and the needs
of the allies for American loans to
finance purchases of war materials in
this country. In peace times, the
government spent less than $1,000,000,-
000 annually. g

With the addition of the $1,200,000,-
000 which the government spent in the
{three months of war preceding this
fiscal year, the war's cost in money,
to date, has been $13,800,000,000.

War activities are now draining

about $50,000,000 a day from the na-
tion’s public treasury, and in June the
running expenses were greater than
ever before. Including estimates for
the 1ast two days of the month, not yet
recorded, expenditures for June were
about $1,620,000,000.
Owing to the big inflow of income
and excess profits taxes this month,
receipts for June have eclipsed all
former records., From taxation and
other minor sources of revenue, re-
ceipts are expected to amount to more
than $2,250,000,000. Payments on
Liberty bonds and certificates of in-
debtedness have yielded nearly $1,-
400,000,000.

NAVAL ENGAGEMENT

British and German Destroy-
ers Come Together, Part-
ing Without Decision.

London, June 30.—Four British tor-
pedo boat destroyers fought a long-
range engagement with a German
destroyer force off the Belgian coast
on Thursday evening. The action was
broken off before any decisive results
were obtained. -

An official- statement issued yester-
day by the British admiralty recount-
ing the affair says: - .

“On Thursday evening four of our
destroyers while patrolling off the Pel-

gian coast sighted  eight enemy tor-
pedo boat destrdyers. Our destroyers
proceeded on an easterly course at
full speed, engaging the enemy at
long range.

“Aftet the action had lasted a quar-
ter of an how the enemy was joined
by three more torpedo boat destroyers,
whereupon our force fell back on their
supports, The enemy did not follow
ond the action was then broken off,
No damage was sustained by any of
our vessels.”

Berlin’s Claims.

Berlin, June 30.—The admiralty yes-
terday announced that German torpedo
craft of the Flanders flotilia engaged
British destroyers on the evening of
June 27 off Ostend. The clash took
place while the Germans were out on
patrol. Hits, it is stated, were oh-
served on two of the eneiay destroyers.
The British destroyers, it is added,
withdrew after an engagement of a
half hour, steaming out of sight at
high speed thru an artificial fog. The
Germans sustained no casualties mnor
damage to their craft. The text of
the admiralty statement reads:

“On the evening of the 27th, portions
of our Flanders torpedo forces when
patroling off Ostend were . engaged
with British destroyers. After a half
hour’s fight the enemy destroyers
withdrew, escaping out of sight, by
developing fog.

“Hits were observed on two of the
enemy destroyers., Our boats return-
ed to their bases without loss or da-
mage.”

The acs
tion was taken under the treaty of
1904 authorizing the UMtﬁ States to
assume this police duty whenever it
was necessary to maintain order. The
Punama Government has protested to
Washington against the measure. /

Because the former administration
had refused to correct conditions in
the two ecities, soldiers in the canal
zone were forbidden to enter them
and the civilian employes boycotted
Colon and Panama until the mandate
of the military authorities was carried
out by the Panama Government.

Objections Raised.

- The Ameri-
can state department advised Presi-
dent Urriola to hold the elections, but
he replied that a fair election could
not be held now and suggested that
American commissioners ° supervise
the making up of poll books and
assume charge of an election to be
held late in July or early in August,
which,  the president said, could be
held in an open and fair manner. No
dsorders have been reported since it
was announced that the decree for-
bidding the elections would be en-
forced by the police.

The opposition party again protest-
ed to Washington and yesterday
morning the American state depart-
ment notified President Urriola that,
because of disorders, American troops
would police the cities until further
notice. No time limit being set, there

London, June 80—Sir George Yer-
ley, Canadian high commissioner, in
a Dominion Day message published in
The Sunday Observer, recalls Cana-
da’'s war record, alludes to its prc-
sent efforts and dwells on the noble
response of Canadians to Sir Robert

We are lovers
of freedom and popular government,
and we are prepared to fight for those
rights and privileges untfl the cnemy
is beaten, Remembering what has
been accomplished we look forward,
on this our anniversary, with certain-
ty to final vietory in this world war,
and with confidence in the ability of
our people to make of our Dominion
a strong and flourishing nation.”

An attempt by"fthe enemy to carry the
infantry attack further by bringing
armored cars into action broke down.

“At the Villers-Cotterets Forest we
pursued the retreating enemy as far
as his position of departure and cap-
tured prisoners, The enemy suffered
a heavy defeat.

“In the air nineteen enemy air-
planes were shot down. Twenty
Italian prisoners were ciptured in a
minor operation south of Rheims.”

VISITING SAMMIES

Montreal Turns Out by the
Thousarnd and Streets Are
Gaily Decorated.

Victoria Crosses Presented to
Relatives of Dead
Canadians.

Montreal, June 30 ~Huge crowds of
citizens turned out Saturday, after-
noon to greet the battalfon of Amer-
can troops visiting here and who

marched thru the prineipal streets to
Fletcher's , where they were re-
viewed by the Duke of Devonshire,
governor-general of Canada, The
streets were decorated with entwined
Union Jacks and Stars and Stripes,
while the passage of the visitors from
the barracks where they were quarter-
ed to the field was marked by one
long roll of applause. The oceasion
was taken advantake of by the duke
to two Victoria Crosses to the
relatives of men who had won them
and who have died, and also a num-
ber of Military Crosses.

During the mom the soldiers
were the guests of ¢l who pro-
vided automobiles to take them around
the city.

The provincial government enter-
tained the officers of the regiment!to
a luncheon in the Windsor Hotel, The
principal speaker was the Duke of
Devonshire, who cordially welcomed
the visitors on behalf of the Dominion
Government.

Replying, Major Woolough, for the
American troops, said that they were
proud to play their part in the war
effort of civilization and to make the
sacrifices which Canada had been un-
dergoing for the past four years. They
came, not to make a display, or to
boast of prowess, not yet attained, but
to meet the people of Canada to have
them look into their hearts and to
find that they were in this fight heart
and soul. :

Major - Woolough added that he
hoped that their courage would be
high enough to make the sacrifices
the Dominfon had made and thus to
gain the only possible end and prove
that they were worthy to be called
ocomrades of those brave men who
have already bornme the battle burden

so long.
