RETAINED PAY

Ottawa, Ont., Sept, 22.—The militia
department today issued an unquali-
fled denial of the, statements contain-
ed in a news despatch from St. Cathe
arines, Ontario, and said to ‘have been
made at a mass meeting of veterans
at Merritton, Ont, Fhe departmental
statement in parts f@llows: U

“Officers and other ranks are treat-
ed alike with respect to the date of
being struck off strength.

“With regard to officers of senior
rank, in a very few cases such offi-
cers were employed for a short per-
jod in Canada on wspecial duty. They
were struck off immediately on con-
clusion of such-duty. In another small
class of cases general officers Were
recessarily continued onstrength fora
ghort time in order to clear up details
in connection with their commands.
The pay of a brigadier-general is not
$35 a day, but from $12 to $16 per

Mr. Mowat attributed a certain
amount of the unrest among returned
men to their inability to find homes
In the city of
Toronto some of them with wives and
children were forced to live in very
restricted accommodation. If these
men could be provided with houses at
a short distance from the city 'so
that they could get to and from work
with ease, they would be much more
contented. The government housing
scheme, he said, did not peovide for
the class of settlement which he
thought desirable, Mr, Mowat read art-
icles from The Veteran, showing that

! this publication of the returned men

was in favor. of some %cheme of this
nature. He said that Mr. Maocken-
zie King, -on his return from England
had spoken of the great success of
the garden cities planned for returned
soldiers in that country. There would
be a better chance for the returned
man to settle down and become a
useful citizen if he were given a good
home in pleasant surroundings where
he could either do his work at home
or in the city. This plan would also
accelerate the return to health of
disabled and invalided veterans,
Hocken’s Solution,
Mr. Hocken said, that comfortable
housing was, as essential as any com-
modity. It was quite impossible to
bring up children in the narrow streets
of a great city with four or five
families in one house, as well as if
each family had its own house with
garden attached. Nothing better could
be done for the country than to take
two hundred thousand people out of
Toronto and Montreal and place them
in smaller cities. If industries could
be -better distributed instead of being
erowded into largé centres there would
be less unrest.
To Special Commiittee.

Hon. J. A. Calder observed that the
problem stated in the resolution was
but one phase of a very large question

Mr. Calder suggested that the plan
submitted by Mr. Mowat should be
brought kefore the special committee
appointed to consider the soldiers’
re-establishment bill.

This committee, he stated, would
have a large nun:ber of schemes under

Admiral Rodman, U. S. Com-
mander, Tells of Attitude
Toward British Fleet.

]

Canadian Press Despatch.

Vancouver, B.C., Sept, 22.—That
there is nothing better in the world
than the good feeling existing between
the officers and men of the British
grand fleet and the United States
naval forces was the statement made
in an interview today by Admiral
Huglr . Rod.ma.n commander-in-chief
of the American Pacific fleet.

“I speak of that which I know per-
sonally. “The admiral continued, “The
same spirit xlsts between other units
of the United States fleet and the
British’ navy, wherever the two have
worked together. From this  inter-
course in actual warfare there has
sprung up a mutual understanding
and respect that will last and grow.””

Changed Commands.

“We joined the Britis!' navy in the
war on equal ternss. Some times I
was in command of a4 squadron, and
sometimes British officers were in
command, It was a matter.of senior-
i'y, not cf nationality. They obeyed
cur officers’ and we obeyed theirs.
We learned from: them and they
learned from us. ' It was an honest
and unsgelfish brotherhood and unity.

“The result has been the creation
of a mutual and lasting respect. I
cannot emphasize too strongly the
gold relations between the officers
and men of the two fleets, and this
sentiment will continue and grow as
better acquaintane ripens.”

- Personal
friends of Captain d’Anaunzio have
sent word to him {hey have sent sup-
lies to the city, and express the hope
hope that ships bearing the stores
may run the blockade,

Reports reaching this city from
Fiume state that food for 45,000 per-
sons must be distributed there daily.

D’Annunzio to Appea!.

Fiume, Sept. 22.-—Gabriele d’An-
nunzio declared in an interview here
today that he was making ready an
appeal to the king of Great Britain, the
president of the United States and to
the French people, to support him in
his occupation of Fiume for Italy,
which he intended to maintain to his

leave the city.

He was confident, he said, that hle
appeal would bear fruit.

“I cannot believe there will be any
complication with France or England,”
said' the poet-commander, “as in the
past 1 have done something in the in-
terest of both countries. Therefore, it
is impossible that they should repay
me with ingratitude. In fact, I am
preparing an appeal to President Wil-
son, King George and the people of
France,

“My men there are ready to die for
our cause, while I will not leave Fiume
either alive or dead. I have already
chosen in a fine cemetery, dark with
cypresses, a small hill looking toward
the sea, covered with laurel, where I
wish to be buried.

“I do not believe the allies will do
anything against me,” Captain d'‘An-
nunzio continued, “as I will do nothing
against them. I regret the blockade,
nowever, according to the reports ot
the men, no one having ~the right to
starve the 30,000 inhabitants of Fiume
simply because they wish to remain
ltalians foreyer. )

“No conflict is possible ' with ' the
Italian troops, as I do not believe there
is a single soldier who would fire
against my men.”

Inhabitants Feei Pinch.

Rome, Sept. 22.—According to The
BEpoca, the inhabitants of Fiume are
beginning to 1eel that they are in a
besieged city. The telegraph and tele-
Phone wires have been cut, and no
but,
nevertheless, communication with
Italy is being kept up. The rationing
of 1ood has been commenced by the
military command and ghe National
Council. A tug-boat manned by naval
officers . and grenadiexzs left Fiume
last night on a scouting trip and pro-
ceeded as far as Buccaccari, a short
distance southeast of Fiume,

The Giornale D’'ltalia says it learns
that ' a detachment of heavy artill-
jery has placed itself at the dis-
posal of Gabriele D’Annunzio.

According to The Temps, a group of
Jugo-Slav youtns threw. a bomb in the
main street of Fiume, and .one person
was killed and severa] persons were
badly wounded. This newspaper as-
it is reported the Fiume
army has occupied the Jugo-Slav
suburb of Susak and all the heights
ir. that vicinity.

Ships of Allies Ready.

Trieste, Sept. 22, Col. Siciliani,
who was sént into Fiume by Gen.
Badoglio to confer -with Gabriele
D Annunzio, tried to induce the .lat-
ter to keep only volunteers and allow
soldiers of the regular army to return
to Italy, in order to prevent their
rendering. themselves liable to severe
punishment.

D’Annunzio refused, saying that
only the presence of the Italian army
would prevent the allies from con-
sidering Fiume a rebel city and bom-
barding it. In fact, he added, the
ships of the allies, altho they had lefi
the harbor. were not far away, and
were ready to return.

The French commander, according
to Col. Siciliani, has notified D’Annun-
zio that if the well-supplied stores,
forming the base of the Franco-Serh~
ian troops in the Orient, were touchs
ed, he would fire on the city.

Thus far there has been virtually
no disorder in Fiume,

Trenches Around Fiume.

Geneva, Sept. 22.—Despatches from
Austrian and Serbian sources say that
Italian regulars under General Badog-
Ho have constructed a continuous line
of trench around Fiume, while d’An-
nunzio's forces have built defences a
few hundred yards. inside the cirele.

The soldiers of the two sides are
fraternizing, exchunging tobacco and
refresliments, ‘and officers from the
two camps dine together, Tt is averred
that trainloads of food have been ai-
lowed to pass the blockade into the
city by sympathetic officers.

No Disorder in Chicago.

Chicago, Sept. 22/~The big steel
strike went into effect in the Chicago
district today without disorder. Some
of the largest plants were forced to
close, but others operated on a re-
duced scale thruout the day and early
tonight there was no material change
in this situation, ~‘THe minor concerns
were affected in about the same pro-
portion as the big establishments.

Whether the strike would inerease in
effectiveness was admittedly dependent
largely upon the course of the en-
giners in the plants. Altho their inter-
national union had forbidden a strike,
the most of Gary members of the order
went out with the steel workers. To-
night they were considering an order
to return to work.

Cempany officials generally were
reticent and except in the cases of
complete shutdowns would mot glve
figures on the number of men at
work. They estimated variously that
from 70 to 90 per cent. of their em-
ployes had remained ioyal.

“Our plants are slowing down con-
siderably thig afternoon.

The cothpany employs about 6,000
men.

No statement was made by officials
of the Youngstown Sheet and Tub
Co. tonight. Earlier it wag claimed
that the departments were operating
about 60 per cent. capacity.
