Oshawa, Nov. 28.—(Staff Special.)—A 
Grand Drunk special, bearing a life-saV- 
ing-party from Port Hope, thirty miles

rescuers, were sensational 'features of 
the successful attempt made ■ to .bring 
ashore Capt. Robinson, ÿts wife and the 
crey of four belonging to the schooner 
Oliver Mowat, which grounded about 
800 yards to the east of Bluff Point, 
about 10 o’clock this morplng. Those 
rescued were: Capt. George RoMnsoe 
and Mrs.. Robinson, Port Hope; Jameg 
Bloomer, * Bathnrst-street, Toronto; 
Isaac McEvoy, Port Hope; Charles Hoi- \ 
lenbeck, Colborne, and Ed MdClellan* 
Port Hope.

Bluff Point, which Is situated abottt 
two and a quarter-miles east of Oshawa 
harbor, ly within two miles of the ; 
rocky propmntory known as Stony, 
Point, where the Argyle was stranded 
on the rocks early last August. The 
shoals thereabout are known as a men­

But presently there came ai 
grinding sound and the stout craft, 
which had a registered tonnage of about 
200, trembled from stem to stern.

"We realised than that We were fast 
and could only wait for help," said 
Capt. Robinson, who In his twenty years 
of life afloat, during which time his 
wife has been constantly with him, had 
never experienced a- mishap, 
the situation was dangerous It 
have been worse, slnoeithe Oliver Mowat 
had escaped the rocks which, at lowi 
witter, thrust their jagged points. Into 
view at a point a bare 200 yards to tho 
west. What the schooner had grounded 
on was on the clay shallows. Had the 
Oliver Mowat been carried upon the 
line of rocks It would probably have 
eprun galeak within a short time, and 
the efforts of rescuers would have been 
too late.

So severe were the buffeting» of the 
waves that the single boat carried was 
washed away almost as soon ag the 
schooner struck bottom. Those on 
board were thus helpless to save them­
selves and could only await aid.

It was 1 o'clock when Harbormaster 
William Henry noted the vessel's 
plight and phoned. Mayor Fowke of 
Oshawa. He wired Harbormaster Pos- 
tlethwaiter at Toronto and; finding no 
help could be secured there, wag in a 
quandary until Mr. McClelland of Port 
Hope, whose son was on the stranded 
vessel, wired him that there was a 
life-saving crew there. The mayor 
promptly made arrangements to havo 
the party come Joy special train, they 
bein glanded at a point on the lino 
whence they could cut across to tho 
lake.

They "were the 
summer’s feeding of some of the best 
handlers of prime cattle in Ulinitis, 
Iowa and Indiana. The consumptive 
demand for prime beeves in England 
this year is reported to be very broad 
and this active call on the foreign rr.r.r- 
ket has opened up a big outlet for 
prime steers at Chicago, while forcing 
prices for the tops to the highest level 
paid since last May.

York County Council wae yesterday 
called upon to deal with two Import­
ant measures, each somewhat In the 
nature of a surprise. The first was the 
submission by J. W.. Flavelle of a pro-., 
posai for a grant of 125,000 to the new 
general hospital. Mr. Flavelle address­
ed the council at some length. The 
matter was referred to the financial 
committee.

The other matter was the retiring of 
High Constable Ramsden from that 
office. Mr. Ramsden hqp been county 
clerk for eight years, during six of 
which he has been high constable. The 
reasons assigned were given by letter 
as follows:

The number of constables on the Vst 
In the county is about 300, many of 
whom are seldom called upon to per­
form the duties of the office. Of what 
may be termed active constables there 
are about 30 In number, one-half of 
whom are located in the city, and all 
of whom pretty thoroly understand 
their duties. I am glad to report that 
there Is .a marked improvement In this 
respect, no doubt owing to greater ex­
perience and moré constant employ­
ment.

I regret to state, however, that there 
Is considerable Jealousy and complaints 
regarding the distribution of work, 
which I thlnÿ should be enquired Into 
by a committee of your council. A 
number of the constables availed them­
selves of the grant given by council 
toward purchasing a uniform. Your 
report does not make It clear whether 
on the renewal of a uniform the grant 
is agali* available or not- Acting on 
the authority of a resolution of council 
passed last session, several convictions 
have been secured against persons vio­
lating the act regulating the running 
of automobiles on the highways, and 
rewards amounting to $176 have been 
paid by the county treasurer. We 
started out In the hope that the fine in 
every case would be high enough to 
cover the reward, but after the first 
conviction the magistrate did not see 
fit to inflict a " greater fine than $5.00. 
The county, therefore, has paid out the 
sum of $120.00 in rewards more than 
it has received in fines. I would sug­
gest that If council has power to do sc# 
a better arrangement would he to make 
the fine whatever amount may be pay­
able to the person who laya the. ihfor- 
mation and secures the conviction. At 
present the municipal authorities have 
no power to prohibit the carrying of 
fire arms openly, and to cope with this 
question properly special legislation 
may be required. The demand for spe­
cial services of constables has been 
greater thaii ever before, *id is likely 
to continue. The people from the city 
on Saturday afternoons, Sundays and 
holidays flock out into the country In 
thousands, and while most of them are 
well behaved and law abiding, there 
are always the rowdy element and 
criminal class along. The houses, gar­
dens, orchards and families of the 
country residents must secure a cer­
tain amount of protection. Who la to 
provide and pay for it? To enable the 
council to consider the matter fully I 
hereby tepdçr "3rpu my resignation as 
high constable Of the County of York.

At 11 o'clock to-day the council will 
take up the long deferred matter of 
the appointment of a county solicitor. 
The names of C. C. Robinson and T. II. 
Lennox will Be placed in nomination.

jlosti company. He denied that the 
money sent to London recently to offset 
a run on the company came from the 
Toronto Life Company, but the Insur­
ance company has purchased the York 
County Loan pompany’s quildlpg, in 
which both have offices.. He said the 
purchase price was $69,000.

Regarding the Port Credit power deal 
Mr.Philllps took a most optimistic stand.
