A Case of Whiskey. {
‘Washington, Feb. 19.—The Treasury |
Department has decided a case involv-|
ing the right of a citizen of the United |
States to import whiskey from Canada
in certain sized packages. Canada pro- |
hibits the importation of whiskey into|
that country in casks of a less capacity |
than 100 gallons. The Tariff Act of |
the United States, approved July 24,
1897, provides that any spirituous |
liquors imported into the United States;
in any sized package of or from any
country under +whose laws similar |
sized packages are denied entrancea
into such country, shall be forfeited to
the United States. In the case in
question a Detroit dealer imported a
20 gallon ccask of Scotch whiskey
from Ontario Province, which was
promptly seized by the United States
collector at Detroit. The conteéntion
was that the act of 1897 applies only
to the country of origin, which, in this
case, was Scotland. The department
holds to the contrary, and finds that|
the wording of the act “of or from any |
country,” ete., makes it apply in this/|
instance to the Dominion of Canada.

RAISE DUTIES ON BOOTS.

Quebec Manufacturers Resent the
American Footwear Invasion.

Montreal, Feb. 19.—Next Tuesday a
delegation of the boot and shoe manu. |
facturers of Quebec will proceed to Ot-
tawa to interview the government with
the view of having the duties increas-
ed from 25 to 35 per cent. on manu-
factured goods. The reason for taking
this step is because of the largs quan-
tity of American footwear which ig
now being imported into Canada.

To Preserve Health.

Berlin, Feb. 19.—The officia] Law
Journal to-day publishes a decree
which becomes effective Oct. 1, 1902,
prohibiting the marketing or importa-
tion of meats in the course of the
slaughter, preparation or preservation
of which chemicals injurious to health

have to be used. The same prohibi-
tion applies to coloring matter of all
kinds, except yellowing for teleomar-
garine and tinting for sausage skins,
in so far as this ¢an be done without
violating the foregoing regulations.

The annual meeting of Shareholders
was held at the Company’s Offices, To-
ronto, on Wednesday, 19th February,
1802. The President, Hon. George A.
Cox, occupied the chair.

The following Annual Report of the
Directors, with accompanying Financial
Statement, was then read by the Secre-
tary:

Fifty-First Annual Report.

The Directors have pleasure in sub-
mitting to the Shareholders their re-
port on the transactions of the Com-~
pany for the past year.

The net premium income amounted
to $3,292,629 and the earnings from
After providing

{for losses and expenses the Revenue

Account shows a profit balance of $189,-
048. Of this amount $129,613.84 has
been applied to the payment of two
half-yearly dividends at the rate of 8
per cent. and 6 per cent. per annum re-
spectively, and after writing off the
sum of $11,675.45 to bring the securi-
ties to market value at 31st December,
the balance $47,759.08 is added to the
Reserve Fund. The reduction in divi-
dend for the last half year was de-
cided upon in order to permit of a more
substantial addition to the Company’'s
Reserve than could otherwise have been
made, as the profits of the Fire Branch
were materially affected by the excep-
tionally heavy losses in the early part
of the year, including the conflagration
in Montreal in January, 1901. The ma-
rine income was somewhat less than
that of the year 1900, but the business
of thig branch shows a fair margin of
profit, after providing for losses,
and the proportion of expenses charge-
able against it.

The estimated liability on unexpired
risks at 81st December, calculated at
35 per cent. of the year’s fire premium,
with full provision for all unexpired
marine risks, is $969,210. It should be
noted that, although an increase is
shown of some 12 per cent. in the pre-
mium income as compared with that
of the preceding year, there is not a
corresponding increase in the actual li-
akility, or amount at risk, owing to
the advanced rates that have been ob-
tained on a large proportion of the
business on the Company’s books.

The Directors regret to have to record
the death during the year of Mr. Ro-
bert Beaty, who had been a valued
member of the board for the past 36
years, and a Shareholder of the Com-
pany since its organization.

Two calls of $100,000 each of the $1,-

length to the unprofitable results of
the fire insurance business on this con-
tinent, and expressed the hope that the
advanced rates which were being
adopted by companies generally would
place it on a more satisfactory footing
than it had been during the preceding
two years; and, while I am pleased to
be able to say that much has been done
in the direction of securing more
adequate rates, the feeling among fire
underwriters is that there are many
classes of risk, and many cities and
towns, where further advances are ne-
Cessary, and the various rating orga-
nizations are adjusting their tariffs to
meet the requirements of present con=
ditions. There can be no doubt that
there has been an increase in the fire
Wwaste on this continent, altogether out
of proportion to the growth in
the value of property. By many
this is* thought to be largely
due to the extenslve use of elec-
tricity for light and power, and an ex-
amination into the causes of fires in
which our own Company has been in-
terested goes far to sustain this theory.
This is a comparatively new hazard,
and one which will doubtless be over-
come in a large measure when its weak
points are better understood. It would
appear also that the fire hazard on this
continent has been increased—though
this may appear an anomaly—by the
industrial prosperity of the past two
years; for it is a well recognized fact
that in times when manufacturing es-
tablishments are compelled to work
their machinery and their employes
overtime, there is always a marked in-
crease in losses upon this class of pro-
perty. But, whatever the causes of
the greater fire losses which are being
experienced may be, the inevitable ef-
fect must be higher rates; for the pro-
tection afforded by fire insurance com-
panies—without which the trade and
commerce of the country would become
paralyzed—will only be maintained per-
manently on a basis of rates that
will afford a fair return upon the
capital invested in the business. As
I have said, considerable progress has
been made in this direction—more es-
pecially throughout Canada. In the
United States, owing to,the larger nume=
ber of companies doing business there,
it has been more difficult to secure
-concentrated action, but improvements
have been made in many quarters, and
the two serious conflagrations reported
during the past fortnight at Water-
bury and Paterson—following closely,
as they do, a year which has proved
unprofitable to almost all companies
operating in that field, will, I feel as-
syred, lead to prompt measures being
taken to reimburse them for losses that
have been sustained.

Taking into account the conditions
that we have had to meet in our busi-
ness, and which I have endeavored to
briefly outline, your Directors, as in-
timated in their report, deemed it wise

More than most
others, ’hunting men are bewailing
the rise in prices, forced on the coun-

try by the Boer war. Hunters can |

usually be picked up in the spring at!
$300 to $350 each. Good seasoned
beasts, too, which, after a summer
of ease, are fit for another hard sea-
son’s work.

Just prior to the opening of the cur-
rent hunting season, the master of
the foxhounds—commonly known as
M.F.H.—on the lookout for bargains|
to fill his stables, found prices up 10
to 20 per cent.

The man Wwho s about to take
charge of a pack of hounds must be
prepared to spend a lump sum of $10,-
000 on his horses. He will need for
himself a stud of five to nine really
good animals which, if he is a mid-
dleweight, will cost him about $700
| aplece in the “provinces.” If he is
| taking over a pack in the flat country |
|of central England, known as the
| “shires,” he will need a better and
{fa.ste'r stamp of horse, for which he
| will pay $850 to $900. Of course, he|
has to buy mounts, too, for the hunts-
| man, whippers-in and all the hunt
| servants. ,Each horse must be pro-
| vided with a loose box, and in summer
| two feeds of grain daily, The regular
| cavalry allowance for a horse is 12
pounds of hay,10 pounds foats and 8
pounds of straw per day.

Dogs, as well
as horses, must be fed. Meal is the
chief staple, and it costs $100 a ton.
|A pack of 50 couples will get thru
nearly 20 tons of meal in the year,
costing about $§2000. They require
also seven or eight horse or cow car-
casses a month, which, at $5 apiece,
raise the total to $2500 a year.

These are the heaviest items of ex-
penditure, but there are many smaller
ones. Shoeing Wwill cost $15 for each
horse a year—$300 in all, if an average
stud of 20 animals is kept. Something
like $250 must be put down for vet-
erinary bills and medicine. Taxes and
licenses will come to fully $300; and
it is customary to give an annual
dinner to the keepers in the neighbor-
hood, in return for their good services,
which, with extras and tips, will come
to another $300. Earths must be stop-
ped and this will add $400 to the year's
disbursements.

Besides all this, there is the ques-
tion of compensation to the farmers
across whose lands the hunt has rid-
den. Some hunts have to pay as much
as $2500 to $3500 a year for damage
to crops, fences, etc. There is also a
regular fund for compensating farm-
ers for poultry taken by foxes; this
will, perhaps, be covered by $600 a
year.

Full Text of Mr. Maclean’s Bill Introduced in the Do~
minion Parliament.

12. In case of denial or neglect of payment on demand of any such tolls,
or any part thereof, the same shall be recoverable in any court of compe-
tent jurisdiction. (Compare Railway Act, section 234).

13. The directors of any company may, at any time, make and enter into
any agreement or arrangement with any other company for the regulation
and interchange of messages or services passing to and from the companies’
lines and for the working of the lines of said companies respectively, or for
either of these objects separately, and for the division and the appor-
tionment of tolls and rates in respect to such messages or services, and gen-
erally in relation to the management and working of the lines or services of
such companies or any of them, or any part thereof, and of any company or
companies in connection therewith for any term not exceeding twenty-one
years, all subject to approval of the Governor-in-Council. (Compare Railway
Act, section 238).

14. Before such approval is given, notice of application therefor shall be
published in The Canada Gazette for at least two months previous to the
time therein named for the making of such application, and such notice
shall state a time and place when the application is to be made, and that all
persons may then and there appear and be heard on such application.

15. Any telephone company, now or hereafter incorporated, shall have
the right to use any line or service of any other telephone company upon
such terms and conditions as shall be deemed equitable by the Governor-in-
Council, if the companies interested cannot agree as to the terms of such
use.

16. The company shall transmit all long distance messages in the order
In which they are received, and assign the service of the lines to customers
in the order in which such customers apply for service, and every company
which violates the provisions of this section shall incur a pénalty not ex-
ceeding $100, and not less than $20, which shall be recoverable with costs
by the person whose message or requisition for service has been postponed
out of its order. (Compare Telegraph Act, section 5).

17. Every message or service in relation to the administration of jus-
tice, thd arrest of criminals, the discovery or prevention of crime, and gov.
ernment messages or service, shall always be transmitted in preference to
any other message or service, if so required by any person connected with
the administration of justice, or any person thereunto authorized by the Sec-
retary of State of Canada.

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Premier Ross Declines to
Commit Himself,

THE PRINCIPLE HAS BEEN ADOPTED

By Government to Extent of Build-
ing Railways—Won't Say Any-
thing More as to Intentions.

In the legislature yesterday after-
l noon the principle of public ownership
furnished food for considerable discus-
! sion. Mr. Crawford (West Toronto)
! moved the second reading of Toronto's
| bill, wasking for power ‘o acquire,
| transmit and distribute electrical en-
| ergy and thereupon the debate ensued.
f Won’t Commit Himself.

The Premiér thought the bill was the
most startling departure from ordin-
ary procedure that he had ever heard.
The proposal was made that a site
should be bought by Toronto at Nlagara
Falls, on which to erect machinery and
plant for the generation of eleotricity,
and also establish a system of trans-
mission from there to Toronto. It was
a gigantic scheme, and would evolve
the expenditure of $3,000,000 or $4,-
000,000.

Mr. Ross explained that he would not
state that the government would take
ground against municipal ownership
either of electrical power or other utili-
ties. He did not know at the present
time how far he would commit him-
self to municipal ownership. The pro-
vince had advanced along the line of
public ownership to the extent of plan-
ning a_ railway, while the Dominion
government already owned the Inter-
colonial. In Great Britain the compe-
tent management of public utilities
had been successful. The question was
a very large ome, and might well be
left to the Municipal Committee to
consider,

Favored the Prinieple.

Mr. Pattullo said he did not wish to
oppose the principle contained in the
bill, but he agreed that Toronto’s re-
quest was certainly startling. He, too,
would like to see the matter delayed
so that the government could secure
all possible information on the subject,
All the knowledge available on the sub-
Ject was in the possession of few on thiy
continent, and he doubted if any one
in Toronto had a full understanding
of it. He suggested that a commission
be appointed to secure information
from other countries. He objected to
the bill, because he thought if Toronto

got & monopoly of electrical energy it
would benefit her manutacturers, but
would be of no advantage to the mass-
es and outside municipalities,

Mr. Crawford said the public owner-
ship idea was$ growing every day, and
the city’'s proposition was endorsed by
people of all classes. He urged that il
be passed.

Refer It to the People.

Mr. Stratton said the citizens of To-
ronto should be aliowed to express
their opinion of the matter, and, after
the unsatisfactory agreements that had
been made with the Gas and Street
Railway Companies, he, for one, would
have no doubt as to what their opinion
of the scheme would be. He was sure
the people, when they found out what
the scheme would cost, would have
nothing to do with it,

Mr. Carscallen was not in favor of
granting the <ity’s application. The
Niagara Falls power should not go to
municipalities, he held, but should be
kept in the hands of the province. He
was a believer, he said, in public own-
ership, but he was not in favor of giv-
ing Toronto exclusive power in this
matter,

Does Not Want Monopoly.

Mr. Foy said Toronto did not want
a monopoly of the power, and was will-
ing that other cities should secure it
on the same terms as they.

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Corporation Counsel Will fioport ‘on
/ . Monday if His Worship Acted
Within the Law.

ASSESSMENT  DEPARTMENT CASE

Will Come Hefore Board of Control
To-Day—Many Current Matters
at the City Hall.

The question as to the legality
of the Mayor's ruling on the resolu-
tion to make an offer to buy the Gas
Company at Tuesday's Council meeting

is causing a heap of comment and
speculation.

The Mayor told The World last night
that the Corporation Counsel would re-
port upon the ruling at the meeting
of the Council next Monday. The mat-
ter will doubtless be broached at the
reading of the minutes, which will con-
tain the resolution the Mayor declared
lost. Then Mr. Fullerton will deliver
the law upon it.

Mr. Fullerton is Wary,

Mr. Fullerton was asked by The
World what he thought about it, but
the Corporation Counsel was very
stingy with his opinion. He said he
would have an opinion ready if the
Mayor asked for it, but so far he was
not the recipient of any requisition for
the same.

City Clerk Littlejohn, when asked if
‘he had understood from the Council
that he should get Mr. Fullerton’s opin-
ion for the next meeting, said he had
not understood it, and had so far re-
celved no instructions from the Mayor
to ask for it. Uniii such instructions

were forthcoming he would have noth-
ing to do or say about the matter.

His Worship was genial in discussing
the matter, and he stated that the opin-
ion of the Legal Department would be
obtainable next Monday.

The aldermen as a whole seem to
think the Mayor made a mistake in not
accepting the vote of the majority.

GLERKS WILL BE REINSTATED.

——

Assessment Department Case Will
Come Before Board of Control.

The peculiar position in which the
city is placed owing to the action taken
by Assessment Commissioner Fleming
in dismissing eleven of his employes
last Saturday in order to obey the or-
der-of the Board of Control to keep
down expenses to the limit of last
year's appropriation is the uppermost
subject of discussion In civic circles
outside of the Mayor's stand on the
g€as question.

The Assessment Commissioner has
notified the Board ot Control that he
has dismissed his employes and has re-
iterated the reasons he had already
given to the board as to the necessity
of his action. His letter was in the
hanas of the board yesterday after-
noon, but it was laid over untii to-day.
In tne meantime there is a lot of un-
used desk room in the Assessment De-
bpartment. 1t is understood on the in-
side that all the temporary clerks who
were dxsn?issai will be reinstated in
the very 'near future. The condition
of affairs in the Assessment Depart-
ment is causing a’lot of anxiety in the
kungineer's Department, as a number
of works are already being delayed as
a result of the situation, which is prac-
tically a deadlock.

Graham to the Rescue,

It is said that to relieve the situa-
tion and enable departments dependent
upon the ASsessment Department to
carry on their work, Controller Graham
will move in the Board of Control that
the Assessment Department be grant-
ed $2000, or ‘a sufficient appropriation
to enable them to reinstate the dismiss-
ed clerks and get the necessary work
done to get out the tax papers.

The trouble is causing a lot of com~
ment around the hall, and the sym-
pathy seems to be with the employes
who were summarily put out of .em-
pioyment last Saturaay.

History of the Matter.

That the Assessment Commissioner
was too strict and that the Board of
Control was too strict is a popular
agreement, and the opinion is that there
might have been some middle course.
The Commissioner, in explaining his
action, says he received a communica-
tion from the Board of Control, dated
Jan. 15, stating to the heads of de-
partments that interim appropriations
must not in any event exceed the scale
fixed by the estimates of 1901, and,
further, that it be an absolute direction
that the estimates for the current year
must not on any account be* exceeded
without the consent and authority of
the Council being first obtained.

In reply to this Commissioner Flem-
ing forwarded a letter to the board,
stating that under its conditions it was
impossible for him to continue the
work of his department on the terms
imposed and that if the order of the
board had to be complied with he had
no alternative but to lay off men and
discontinue some of the  work. He
pointed out in detail what such an
action on his part would mean and the
effect it would have in preparing this
year’s estimates.

On Feb. 11 the Board of Control re-
plied to the Commissioner’s letter, re-
iterating its intention to abide by its
order regarding the estimates.

In the meantime some of the men
who were discharged are daily among
the visitors around the hall.

What a magnificent thing it would
be for Ontario -if its valuable water-
powers were utilized for feeding trans-

cittes and villages of the Province!
These powers could easily be hitched
together, as it were, and brought
under one gigantic system. Mr. Mis-
campbell’'s amendment provided for
the development and distribution of
Niagara Falls power. This alone
would cover one-half of Old Ontario,
while, to the north and east of the
Province, there is enough power going
to waste to supply the wants of all
the rest of Ontario. This Province is
about the only one in the Dominion
that has not coal of its own, and a
comprehensive water-power policy is,
therefore, especially desirable.

IT IS UP TO THE ENGLISH MAN.

If the people of England are to hold
the leadership of the world there are
many things that they must do, and
do in no uncertdin way. The Mother
Country must re-cast her fiscal policy,
as we have often pointed out, and as
many others have pointed out, in vari-
ous portions of the empire. But she
must do more than this.

There is a moral decadence going on

in England that is the most serious
thing of all. Kipling knew whereof
he wrote when he showed in his em-
phatic way in “The Islanders,” that
the best fighting men were at home
amusing themselves, when they should
be soldéering in South Africa. You
may abuse Kipling as much as yon
like, but he stated a great truth; and
if it means anything it means that
England must go in for some kind of
conscription that will compel the best
men of the highest type of physical
and mental capacity going to the front
to fight whenéver nécessary. Conscrip-
tion is coming fo be an essential part
of national virility. The United
States resorted to it, and may have
to again. England must come to it,
and the colonies as well. And until thig
is realized many a one will ask why
should the colonifes make of themselves
a recruiting ground for men to fight
the fight ,of men who are pursuing
sport at home?
But even more pronounced than this
over-devotion ‘to sport is the life of
luxury pursued by so many Engilish-
men and English women at the present
moment. The great contrast between
the typical English-speaking man of
the North Amerfcan continent and the
typical man of England is the more
strenuous life that we Americans are
leading, and what goes with it, the
other fact that'the more money the
American makes the more strenuous
is his life as a general thing. Ease
of life and no care as to money are
things desirable for men devoted to
public affairs, or to the man engaged
in literature.
der these conditions; but there are a
great mass of men and women living
in England at their ease who are doing
nothing but pursuing luxury or In-
dolence. England can never lead the
world if her best men, or the men best
fitted to assume leadership, are avoid-
ing “the strenuous life.” So much for
the upper classes,

As for the poorer classes: two great
evils are sapping the British nation
to-day, and these are over-indulgence

!

WESTERN ASSURANCE CoO.

The report of the Western Assurance
Company for 1901 appears on another
page this morning.

Jority of the wounds were Inflicted by ex-
plosive bullets. Indeed, that is about the
only form of ammunition the enemy have
left now. Before we conld get the wound-
ed Into the ambulamces a bad thunder-
storm came on, and the rain, mixed with
hail, was the cause of a good many deaths
afterwarde.

“There were only two out of the 15-pound-
er_guns’ crews who came out unwounded.
All the rest were either killed or seriously
hurt. They lay around the guns, one with
a shell in his hands, another with a spong-
er, each man at his post doing his daty
when he fell—a truly grand picture of
pluck. The captain of the pom-pom made
his will on the ground hefore he died, and
left £50 to each man of his gun's crew who

two of them badly wounded.

“*Of No. 3 troop of my squadron, five men
were on parade next morning, and there
were over 30 of them before, so you can
see Bow many the Boers spared. Let them
look to themselves next time Damant’s
Horse gets within reach of them.”

BOERS LOSING NERVE.

Keep for the Most Part Beyond
Striking Distance.

London, Feb. 19.—A correspondent of
The Times, wiring from Bank Kop,
Eastern Transvaal, says the Boers are
thoroly scared,and are more alert than
ever, keeping for the most part well
beyond striking distance. Prisoners
testify by their appearance and their
statements to the straits o which the
burgher's are reduced by the slowly ex-
tending blockhouse lines. The great
difficulty with which the British had
to contend, namely, distance, is being
overcome. The Boers are still far from

Sir James Grant, K.C.M.G., presi-
dent of the¢ Canadian Association tor
the Prevention or Tuberculosis, fur-
nishes the following article:

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SHRINES BY THE HUNDREDS.

According to W, B, Curtis, Therve
Are 352 Churches in Rome.

In an article to The Chicago Record-
Herald, from Rome, William E. Curtis
says:

The guide books are responsible for
the popular impression that there are
365 charches in Rome, one for every
day in the year, but that is a mistake,
The exact number, according to the
recent census, is 352, including the
four great basilicas outside the walls.
Besides these there are about 918
chapels connected with monasteries,
nunneries, schools and private palaces,

;and a large number of shrines earect-

ed by individuals in different parts of
the city to fulfil vows or show grati-
tude from deliverance from peril or
sickness. There are 68 monastic es-
tablishments, 42 for monks and 26
for nuns. The number of inmates
varies from time to time with the
Season, and averages about 4000.
Before the establishment of the civil
authority in 1870 there wene: 2382
monastic establishments in Italy, of
which 1506 were for men and 876 were
for women. The number of monks was
14,807, and the nuns 14,184, of whom
8220 belonged to what are known as
the mendicant orders, and were sup-
ported by alms or voluntary contri-
butions. Many of these institutious
were suppressed by the civil authori-
ties and the property was confiscat-
ed. Several were temporanily set
aside for such monks, friars or nuns
as had reached great age, who were
allowed to occupy them until their
death. Two such institutions still re-
main in Rome, with a few inmates
who are very old.

The confiscated church property was
sold or appropriated by the govern-

{ment, and the proceeds were invested

in a fund which amounts to se'veral
millions of dollars. From the interest
upon’ this fund clergyare paid thruout
the entire country—what are known as
the secular clergy, the ordinary par-
ish priests, receiving 3000 lire $600)
a year and less. In some of the par-
ishes the priests do not receive more
than $200 a year. They are allowed to
charge fees for baptisms, marriages,
burials and other ecclesiastical services,
No rates are fixed, but are depend-
ent upon the means and generosity
of the parishioners. But the compen-
sation of the average parish priest in
Italy is very small.

Of the 300 churches remaining 22 are
attached to seminaries for the educa-
tion of priests, 68 are in charge of
different monastic orders and are sup-
ported by foundations, 24 are known
as national churches and were ori-
ginally attaches to hospices for for-
eign pilgrims. They are still support-
ed by contributions from Catholics. in
different foreign countries. Even the
Abyssinians, the Armenians, and the
Bretons have churches as well as the
Catholics of France, Germany, Eng-
land and Spain.

Besides these each cardinal had what
is known as a titular church and par-
ish, over which he exercises patriar-
chal jurisdiction. The church of
Cardinal Gibbons is St. !Maria in
Trastevere, and his vicar is. Mgr.
Dennis O’Connell, originally from
Richmond, Va., and for several years
rector of the American College jin
Rome. Dr. .O'Connell is the best bee
loved man.in the American colony.
Jews and Gentiles, Catholics and Pro-
testants all respect and admire him.
He is a welcome and a frequent guest
among the permanent American resi-
dents at Rome, a man of broad un-
derstanding, great learning, gentle
disposition and a keen sense of humor,
and beyond that a true Catholic and a
genuine, sterling American.

Some Old Shrines.

The Church of St. Mania. in Traste-
vere is one of the oldest and most fam-
ous in Rome. The Trastevere is a sec-
tion of the city near the Tiber, where
there was a settlement of Christians
at a very early date, and the Emperor
Alexander Severus in the third cen-.
tury allowed them to assemble  for
worship in a kind of tavern or hos-
pice at the spot where this church
now stands. Tradition tells.us that
Pope Calixtus (218-222) suffered mar-
tyrdom there and that a well of oil
sprang up at the birth of Christ, the
exact spot being marked with an altar.
The actual history of the church be-
gins in 352, when Pope Julius I. built
a basilica, in which the bodies of Ca-
lixtus and St. Calepodius were buried.
Pope Leo IV. (in 847) and Benedict
II1. (855) extended the walls,and final-
ly Pope Innocent ILrebuilt the church
as it stands to-day. Unfortunataely it
has suffered ‘restoration’” at the
hands of later Popes, who lacked ar-
chitectural taste, and some of its ori-
ginal beauties have been injured o
concealed by attempts to improve
them. Nevertheless it is still one-of
the most beautiful of all churches in
Rome, and, as is the case with nearly
all the palaces and churches, the ma-
terial of which it was constructed was
drawn from pagan temples and the
palaces of ancient days. Twenty-four
beantiful columns of red granite, sup-
vortug the roof and dividing the nave
from the aisles, formerly enc_losed a
temple to Isis, and until 1870 they
were decorated with the heads of Isis
and Serapis, which were unfortunate-
ly chipped off by the ‘restorer.” There
ire many monuments of interest in
the church. It contains the tombs of
thr¢: Popes,several cardinals and othe
distinguished churchmen. ~Among
them was Cardinal Campeggio, who
was sent as a legate by Leo X. .to
Henry VIII. of England. The mosaics
ire very fine and the  decorations
