The massacre ot Jews in Kisheneff,
Russia, a few days ago, has been T@
peated 'in a smaller place called Tir-
aspol, with even greater loss o,‘ life
ghd more barbarous cruelties”than
took place in the former glaughter. The
news of the second massacre has cast
a decided gloom over the entire Jew-
ish population of this city, of which

there are many thous@nds.

The reports of the “Shcond outrage
came while the Jews and their friends
and sympathizers here were collecting
funds for the relief of the survivors and
sufferers from the first, and caused re-
newed hatred and expressions of loath-
ing for the Russian goverament which
allows such a.t.rocim)es within its bord-
ers.

Cable Message Very Brief.

The cable message which brought the
sad tidings was very brief, but what a
depth of feeling and what an a{nount
of apprehension ‘was contained in ‘the
few words: ‘*Massacre at Tiraspol simi-
lar to Kisheneff. Great number killed.”
It but added more to the sorrow .and
grief already widespread in the Jewish
colony where there are people who haxe
friends and relatives in the places
where the cruelties took place. Besides
the loss to life, which is as yet un-
known, the business and the livelihood
of the whole Jewish population of these
places are threatened, and no one ean
estimate where or. when the persecu-
tions will terminate. .

Morrors of the Massacre,

The correspondents /state the num-
ber of killed so far as known to be in
the neighborhod of 44,‘\while there are
over 80 persons seriously wounded lying
in the Jewish hospital. The horrors of.

In the legislature yesterday afternoon
Piemier Ross, at the request of Mr,
Whituey, explained some features of
his power bill. He decln%e: that the
government would not undertake the
proposition of supplying all parts of the
province with power generated at the
Niagara Falls. It would cost too much,
He would leave it with private enter-
prise. Mr. Whitney replied, and de-
clared Mr. Ross did not expect any
municipality to take advantage of the
permission to develop power,

He began by saying that the ques-
tion of how far power could be trans-
mitted from Niagara Falls was an im-
portant consideration. If the proviace
undertook the work; how would it be
able to satisfy the people without the
range of the territory that couid be
supplied. In California it was possible
to convey -electrical energy 140 miles,
but having distributed power over that
portion of the province within that
radius- the province would be bound to
undertake sumilar works for other parts
of “the province.

Enormity of Preposition,

He called attention to the enormity of
such an undetaking. One of the power
plants at the Falls cost three or four
millfon dollars, and it would be beyond
the resources of the province to attempt
to treat all paf'ts of the province alike.
He ot Je courage to assume such
a responsibility. The province would be
involved in difficulties if there should
be a break in the works or in the trans-
mission line and all the batteries of
every employer of labor using govern-
ment power would be directed against
the government. This question, he
thought, was outside the proper func-
tions of the government. Private en-
terprise was perfectly competent to at-
tend to the devélopment .of power,

plscusslng the deveélopment of elec-
trical-chemical industries, the Premier
sdid the works of this nature on the
American side of the Falls were largely
projected by the capitalists who had in-

WHAT NEW REGULATIONS WILL DO

Board of Health Could Not Get a
Quorum-—Town Council Meets
-Night,

Toronto Junction, May 14. — The
annual convention of the South York
Teachers’ Institute opened this morn-
ing in the auditorium of the Collegiate
Institute, with a very large attenlance,
In the absence of J. W, English, vice-
presidept, the chair was taken by Mi:
Ball. After roll call, a committee was

appointed, consisting of Miss Camp-
bell, Mr, Jones, Mr. Kaiser, and Miss
Cherry, who, with J, C. Rutherford,
and W. J. Thomson, considered the new
regulations, which will be the basis of
a lively discussion at the afternoon
session of Friday. The new regula-
tions will do away with examinations
in history, literature and nature study.
The teaching of reading at present is
such that the student is first expected
to thoroly understand the author, to
know the piece almost by heart, and
to have studied it in a literary sense
before preparing it as a reading. The
new regulations will have a tendency
to encourage correct reading at sight,
without knowing the sgubject to be
read, or without having studied it in
a literary sense, The committee will
also make some new suggestions in
the teaching of literature, composi-
tion, grammar and spelling, Wiliam
Wilson gave a paper on ‘““Accuracy in
School,” which dealt particularly with
accuracy in arithmetic, In summing
up, he emphasized the fact that accu-
rate teachers make accurate pupils. F,
C. Colbeck, B. A., added several sug-
gestions to the remarks of Mr.” Wil-
son, and spoke upon the necessity of
accuracy in writing and in composi-
tion. G. W. Kaiser presented the au-
ditor's report, which showed the flnan-
ces of the Institute to be in a very
healthy eonlition. Inspector Fother-
ingham had prepared a paper on
“Quality v. Quantity,” but, being in-
disposed, was unable to read it, and it
was read by Mr. Thomson. ‘“Nature
Study,” by Miss Eva Stretton, was
comprehensive, instructive amd prac-
tical. The discussion which [followed
brought out the fact that, altho there
has been no set work on thése lines,
the teachers have been teaching it in
a casual way, but much more might
be done. Miss Stretton’s paper recom-
mended the planting of trees and flow-
ering plants in-the school grounds, and
interesting the students in the habits
of the birds and the peculiarities of in-
sects and flawers. A collection of
natural woods and of insects should
be in every school, by way of illustra-
tlop.

The agricultural
estimates gave the rural representa-
tives ample latitude for effective criti-
cism,; and the horse racing featyre of'
many -of the agricultural fairs had
both Qeyotgd friends and uncompromis-
ing enemies. In respect to horse rac-
ing Minlster Dryden -amhounced that
he was not in love with it altogether.

The bill of Mr. Davis to extend the
land grants to all veterans who serv-
ed on the frontier during Cnpwdu.'a
several wars provoked a long discus-
sion. Mr. Whitney, rising, on the House
going into committee, to.inform the
members that there was nothing in it
for thé véterans who might take up
land in the townships opened for set-
tlement. i

Dr, Barr thought greater Induce-
ments should be offered to the veter-
ans to take up land.

Mr. Powell suggested several im-
provements to the bill. The ‘“Home
Guard” should,k be provided for. These
men turned out for active service, but
because they were not ordered to the|
frontier they did mot share in the!
land grants. There should be no Jlimit
to the time for making application, |
and the veteran should be allowed to
make a second settlement in one town-
ship. ;

Mr. Pettypiece and Dr. Jessop also |
put in a word for the Home Guard,
and the latter went further and .ug-
gested that the veterams of 1837, of |
qj'hom there .are 100 to 150 left in the

ptovince, should be looked after. |
on. Mr. Davis said he was anxious
to receive suggestions, as he had en-
deavored to make the bill as perfect|
as possible, but he pointed out that
what the government proposed to give
the veterans should be sat?sfac:tory to
them. Thely will get all the minerals |
on their property free, which ordin- |
ary settlers do not get, and they will|
also enjoy exemption from taxation for
ten years.

The bill was reported without amend-
ment.

Taxation in New Ontario.

As to the bill respecting the taxa-
tion or patented lands in New On-'
tario, the Prpemier explained: that
actual settlers would not be affected.
The bill provides that the lands will
revert to the Crown for arrears of
taxes, but the Provincial A Treasurer
may remit the taxes if he sees fit.

LONG SPEECHES BARRED.

Why should time or any other iimit
restrict the right of. R. R. Gamey to
stafe his case before the Royal Com-
mission? Chancellor Boyd appears to
have been unduly fearful that theg
member for Manitoulin 'would say
something contrary to hoary court
custom.

Mr. Gamey was told that he might
make any statement on any subject
“except a long speech.” Lawyers ask
questions that have no other obje:t
than to emparrass or humiliate the
witness. They sum up in arguments
that are not notorious for their di-
rectness or brevity.

Ottawa has derived as the national capi-
tal. A thriving city has been bullt up
on the natural basis of an obscure river
town. The Journal talks as if the Do-
minion hdd burdened its eapital upon
an unwilling city, and that compensa-
tion should be forthcoming at the rate
of $300,000 a year.

Every citizen of Canada is interested
in_ the beauty and prosperity of its
capital. There has been no disposi-
tion to deal shabbily with Ottawa, and
an appropriation of $60,000 a year for
municipal improvement was a pretty
fair start. Ottawa does not gppear to
appreciate the trust that has been con-
ferred upon her. The $12,000,000 worth
of property which it exempts from tax-
ation it imperils by allowing lumber
yards within its limits and in its failure
to maintain a fire brigade equal to the
responsibilities of the city.

Municipal councils of Ottawa have
not shown themselves competent to deal
with the situation and the Dominion
would think a long while before plac-
ing an annual appropriation of $200,-
000 at the disposal of such a body. If
the City of Ottawa looks to the Do-
minion for its improvements it should
also look to the Dominion for its gov-
ernment. A Federal Commission is the
great need In Ottawa to-day, and the
city’s experience with its municipal
councils is good and sufficlent justifi-
cation for the change,

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T0 REDUGE NAVAL AKMAMENT

Discussed in British Commons-—
Favored by Sir Charles Dilke.

London, May 14.—The question of the
reduction of naval armaments came
up again to-day in the course of a dis
cussion of the navy estimates in the
House of Commons. The speakers
suggested that the government tzgke
the first step, in proposing a reduction
to other powers.

8ir Charles Dilke said he thought
this might be possible. In view of the
improved relations between Great
Britain -and France, these two nations
might talk the matter over and sub-
sequently approach Russia. Even it
Germany did not agree to_a reduction,
the three powers might ‘effect some-
hing. It was not necessary for Great
Britain to build against the TUnited
States,

Mr. Arnold Forster, the Admiralty
Secretary, said that all the great pow-
ers were increasing their maritime
preparations, notably Russia. He de-
nied that the Admiralty’s proposals
were In excess of the requirements of
the country. The Admiralty’'s present
duty was to give the nation a guaran-
tee against attack,and,more importagt

still, against defeat by any combina\y

tion of the powers.

_‘Ymmigrants that are pouring into the
country are bringing with them mem-
ories of a sea voyage that they d‘o not
recall with pleasure. Steerage passen-
gers, coming to Canada, seem to find
the accommodation :afforded them any-
thing but satisfactory. They are em-
phatic in making the assertion that a
prolonged voyage, with conditions un-
der which they came here,would result
in injury to health, and, perhaps, cause
disease,

The matter of diet is their chief
grievance. One Englishman who ar-
rived in Toronto was decidedly pre-
judiced against the metnods employed
by steamship companies of providing
eatables tor the immigrants. In fact,
tm:%ujolily of the men arriving are
only \too willing to spend a half hour
cylticizing the steamghip companies
for their treatment.

Coffee Like Ink,

One man was seen at the Union Sta
tion yesterday, who had lately arrived
in St. John, N. B., from England. iie
described. the fare provided on board
ship as “horrible.”” He said: “The
coffee was like ink; the butter had a
repulsive odor; the meat, at times,
turned the men sick, and the fish was
cooked and served to us without being
| cleared. If a good meal was to be
obtained, it was necessary te subsi-
dize the steward.

The Steward's Graft,

“The steward, by the way, is paid a
premium on the amount of ship's
stores saved on each voyage. An al-
lowance is made for each man sailing.
If a saving from this can be effected,
by the steward, he receives a premium
in proportion to what is saved. I am
not blaming the companies so much as
1 do the officials on board. They it
is who control the situation when we
are at sea, and you would certainly
think we were anything but human
beings, by the way our food was served
to us. In some cases, it was literally
thrown to us, as if we were dogs.

“I venture to say that no immigrant
from England, if he fared like we did,
will forget his experience, and it will
not be contained in his weekly letter
to his best girl in dear old England.”

was paid during the afternoon—the
$900 to Crossin.
$900 Came From Sullivan,

Whare did the $900 come from? — It
was part of the half' that Sullivan re-
ceived. Sullivan and 1 divided the
$3000 into $1500 each, and I then re-
ceived out of his $1500 a loan of §1200,
for which I gave an 1.0.U. There were
ten one-hundreds and the rest was in
fifties, I put nine one-hundreds of that
into the Ontario Bank, and put the
other one-hundred anl the fifties into
Hurst & McKim's Bank at Gore Bay.

Then the $900 came from Sullivan?
—Yes, part of the $1500.7- I looked upon
it as a loan, and I considered that in
making my statement; in my examina-
tion I was not asked about it at all.

You did not speak about that?—I
looked upon it as a loan.

You did not speak about the $500 to
anyone? — That I received on the
29th of January?

Yes. — I produced that in the court.
. Did you give Mr. Sullivan a receipt
for this? — I gave him an LO.U.

Other Division of Spoils,

We should have that produced. Then
the $1000 which was received on the
20th January, you got that, ‘and di-
vided that equally; you did not men-
tion the fact of receiving that money
to McGregor? — I showed: it to Mc-
Gregor before I came to Toronto.

You did not say trat before. You
said you had not showed it to anyone.

Toronto.

You did not speak of that in the con-
versation at the Crossin Piano Fac-
tory? — I do not recollect, ?

Mr. Johnston: Will Your Lordship
ask this question, -when the money
was to be paid back to Sullivan?

The Chancellor: When was the money
to be paid back to Sullivan? = It was
to be paid back to Sullivan whenever
we concluded the deal and arrange-
ments, mineral and timber and every=
thing; then he was to get it back.

Refutes Conmee’s Story,

At his own request, Mr.Gamey then
entered into a lengthy refutation of the
evidence of James Conmee, M.L-A. The
conversation about the smelter was
correct. Mr. Gamey left Toronto on
the afternoon of June 11, for Sudbury.
Mr. Conmee left the same night. They
met again the next day op the train,
and the conversation which Mr. Con-
mee says was held regarding the pro-
test was this one. At a banquet at
Thessalon that night, he had referred
publicly to this conversation. “And §
want to say,” he said,‘that it is utter-
ly impossible for Conmee’s statement
to have been true, considering the fact
that the returns for my riding were
not given out by the returning officer
till the 13th June, and that the pro-
test was not filed against me tillxthe
14th July.” Nor had the Soo protest
been discussed.

Didn’t Criticize Whitney,

As to bhaving commented ‘on Mr.
Whitney's speech at Sudbury, and hav-
ing said, concerning his leader'p at-
titude on mining, that it was ‘ridicu-
lous,” Mr. Gamey said it was abso-
lutely false. Mr., Whitney was sick,
and had only devoted three or four
minutes to mining, and “it would be
utterly impossible for me or any other
man to characterize his speech as
ridiculous” under those circumstances,
I was never on the train with James
Conmee and had conversation with him
during the whole of that summer onlyj
on the 12th day of June, and for Jamesi
Conmee to stand in the box and swear
there was a protest filed on the 12th
day of June—I want to snow you how
utterly absurd that is.

Conmee Coaxed Gamey,

Chief Justice Falconbridge: The pro-
test was not filed until the 14th July?
