BALDWIN'S PROPOSALS

Premier Baldwin announced in the
[prepared proposals which, in his opin=
jon formed a reasonable and fair basis
| for settlement of the coal dispute. '
He had come to the conclusion, the
Premier continued, that there was no
' possibility of the two parties to the
coal dispute coming to an agreement
hetween themselves.

! sideration over the week-end.

LABOR’S POSITION

Neither the Trades Union Congress
nor the National Union of Railway-
men supports the allegation that the
railway companies are seeming to re-
employ the railwaymen recently on
strike, only on the condition of reduc-
tions in wages.

What the railwaymen’s union actu-
ally says is: “Many applications for
reinstatement have been refused. In
some cases men are being asked to
accept and in some cases to sign—
documents which would place them in
n compromising position, contrary to
$all past practices, so far as the rail-
waymen are concerned.”

There is reason to believe that the
real aim of the railway companies is
' to infuse into the service a percentage
of non-union labor, or at any rate to
eliminate for some time the principle
that union membership will be indis-
pensible if the workers will be allowed
to pursue their work in an entirely
peaceable manner.

WARNS OF PICKETING

The Home Secretary, Sir Wm. Joyn-
son-Hicks, has issued a new warning
with regard to picketing. He says
the extent to which picketing can be
carried on, even in lawful trade dis-
putes, is widely misunderstood.

«It cannot be too clearly emphasized
that the use of any kind of compul-
sion, threats, force or intimidation,” he
says, “whether actual or implied, for
preventing’ persons from working who
wish to do so, is unlawful and per-
sons who throng outside of docks, fac-
tories or any place on the highway for
that purpose, are liable to prosecution
on charges of committing criminal of-

fences.”
LONDON STILL CHEERFUL

Meanwhile London went to work
again by motor car, bicycle and afoot,
the limited train and bus services being
unable to carry all the travelers. The
populace continued to maintain the
cheerful demeanor which it has dis-
played throughout the trouble.

The newspapers, although far below
normal, were more abundant today
than any day since the strike began.

The British Gazette, the govern-
ment’s strike organ ceased to appear,
having turned over the Morning Post’s
plant, where it had been printed, to the
owners. The Morning Post came out
with a four page paper today. Several
other papers also got out four sheet
editions.

water. The deportees became highly
excited as they watched jher being
swept out by the tide.

After she had sunk twice the shouts
of those on the ship aroused a member
of the crew of a rum chaser that was
made fast in the dock at Ellis Island.
He jumped in and swam to hen_nssist-i
ance. Directly the sailor reached the|
side of the woman he was seized with|
a cramp and it appeared as if both
would drown. 5

One deportee, a powerfully built man,
then leaped into the water and swam
teward the pair. He soon reached the
sinking couple and brought them back[
to the slip where they were hauled out,
exhausted.

After having his clothing dried in the
engine room of the ferryboat, the man
who had saved the two persons was
taken to Hoboken and deported on the
Veendam to Holland as an undesirable
alien.

TERROR REIGNS

Reports Say 450 People Killed;
Government Sends Troops
To Rescue

ONDON, May 34 — The Polish
fegation has received a tele-
gram from Warsaw, timed at
noon, saying that peace and order
have been restored in the city. The
telegram, which was the fiest mes-
sage the legation has received from
Wassaw since Marshal Pilsudski’s
troops entered the city, said that
the government and the {nsurgents
had opened negotiations.

ARIS, May 14—Marshal Pilsudski,
of Poland, who in 392§ was re-
ceived here by President Millerand, ac-
claimed as the saviour of Poland -and

Europe, after Mussolini of Italy, Primo |
De Rivero of Spain, and Pangalos of

This possibility is coupled by some
persons with the fall of the Luther
cabinet in Germany, the failure to solve
the Belgian cabinet crisis and anxiety
regarding the aftermath of the British
strike.

ENTIRE CITY FALLS

Reports state that Marshal Pilsudski
had captured Belvedere Palace after a
terrific battle and that several cabinet
members were taken prisoners. The
entire city of Warsaw, it is now stated,
has fallen into Pilsudski’s hands.

450 KILLED

The trouble is the outgrowth of a
demand by Pilsudski and his adherents
for the resignation of Premier Witos
and the establishment of a ministry to
be drawn from the party of the Left.

Street fighting in Warsaw continues,
and it is reported that 450 persons have
beeen killed.

The government is counting upon the
arrival of loyal forces from the garri-
sons of the provincial cities. War Min-
ister Malczewski is directing the move-
ment of these troops, being in com-
munication with the outside country.

Provincial regiments under Generals
Haller and Sikorski, are reported
marching to the government’s rescue.

FOREIGNERS FLEE

NEW YORK, May 14—An indica-
tion that aid is at hand for the
beleagured Polish ministry comes
from Berlin, which has reported that
government aeroplanes have bombed
Pilsudski’s headquarters. A Paris
newspaper hears that Pilsudski has
been “slightly wounded.” But no de-
tails are given. Terror reigns in War-
saw, according to Berlin advices, bands
of civilians shouting for Pilsudski and
assaulting those who refuse to bare
their heads. Foreigners, alarmed by
the disorders, are fleeing the country.

Berlin says that “Government offi-
cials are reported to have fled from
Watsaw,” but this is not confirmed
from any other source. Another re-
port, likewise unconfirmed, through
Czecho-Slovakian channels, says Pre-
mier Witos has been taken prisoner by
Pilsudski.

A despatch to the Wolff Bureau,
Berlin, through Danzig, says MarsHal
Pilsudski has appointed Roman Knoll,
former Polish ambassador to Turkey,
as Commisar for Foreign Affairs in
the revolutionary Government.

Ostrau advices say Pilsudski’s posi-
tion is growing stronger and that he
is winning numerous recruits from the
army, the majority of the younger
officers casting their lots with him.

LABOR INTERVENES.

Intervention of labor on his behalf
is also proving effective the despatches
say, as the railway workers are begin-
ning to halt the transportation of
troops.

BRITAIN INVOLVED

United Prgss Staff Correspondent,
WILHELMSHAVEN,- Germany,
May 34— The first German
fleet unit to leave for foreign ports
since the World War sailed Thurs-
day on a Mediterranean cruise to
Spain and the Balsearic Islands.
Four battleships and two light
cruisers comprise the squadron.
High officials of the navy hope the
teip will do much toward cement-
ing the already cordial friendship
between Germany and Spain. The
four battleships making the trip
are the flagship Schleswigs-Hol-
stein, the Hanover, Elsass and Hes-
sen. All are of the Deutschland

type, which was left to Germany
by the Treaty of Versailles. The
two light cruisers are the Nymph
and the Amazone.

The squadron will head through
the Ghannel, skirt the French Coast
in a wide circlé and cruise through
the Bay of Biscay. It will then
sail around the West Coast of
Spain, pass the Straits of Gibraltar,
and make for the Balearic Islands.
There it will go into port, while
officers and men visit Mahon and
Palma. Further visits to Spanish
ports will include one to Barcelona
and Malaga on the east coast and
Vigo on the west,

No other foreign points will be
touched on the cruise.

WELVE HOURS
ATE AT NOME

Airship Has Fuel Suf-
ficient For 3,000
Miles

PLENTY OF FOOD

NOM'E, May $14—Up to 3 a. m. to-
day, Eastern Standaed Time, radio
operators here had heard nothing from
the dirigible Norge, in which 38 men,
headed by Amundsen, are flying via
the North Pole from King’s Bay,
Spitzbergen, to Nome.

More than 72 hours have elapsed
since the dirigible left King’s Bay. It
was estimated that 50 or 60 hours
would be sufficient for the 2,750-mile
trip to Nome. It carried 6,000 kilo-
grams of - bengine for fuel, suficient
for more than 3,000 miles of normal
travel,

+ The ship also carried emergency ra-
tions sufficient to sustain the crew for
nearly six weeks. Collapsible boats,
sleds and other equipment is available
should the ship be forced down.

WALL OF STATIC

A wall of statie is thought to be the
chief obstable in preventing communi-
cation between the Norge and Alas-
kan radio stations. Numerous gar-
bled messages have been reported since
the North Pole message was received,
but it has been impossible to deter-
mine the origin.

The Norge is manned by an expert
crew. All are familiar with Arctic
_congitions. Lincoln Ellsworth, New
York, second in command, and Lieut.
Emil Horgan, both of whom accom-
panied Amundsen last year, are the
navigators. Captain Umberto Nobile
of the Italian Air Service, who de-
signed and flew the ship across Eu-
rope to Spitzbergen, is first pilot.

WORD AT SEATTLE

SEATTLE, Washn, May 14—Ad
vices’ received here by the Associated
Press at 7 a.m. today, Eastern Standard
Time, from a navy radio station at
Hinchinbrook Island, near Cordova,
Alaska, said that station had inter-
cepted a message from an unknown
station to the effect that the airship
Norge had passed over Poini Barrow
at 9 a.m. yesterday, Pacific Coast Time.
The message added that all aboard
were well. All radio stations in Alaska
were immediately ordered to try to
verify the message.

EFFORTS REDOUBLED

Naval radio stations in Alaska have
redoubled their efforts to communicate
with the Norge. The heads of the naval
stations personally kept watch through-
out the night. All traffic has been sus-
pended, to watch for any word of the
dirigible.

Canning Plant—Put Equip-
ment in Next Week

Two tons 6f berries, chiefly straw-
berries and gooseberries, have been con-

tracted for from the Sackville district
for the new canning plant to be
opened at Coldbrook by the Western
™ \king Corporation, it was said today
by G. M. Gilland, representative of the
concern, who was in the city today.
A considerable amount of berries also
would be drawn from the Saint John
River valley district. The company
also was anxious to try other lines,
such as tomatoes and peas. The plant,
he said, would be able this year to
handle all the tomatoes the farmers
could furnish. The packing of corn
here also would be tried ont. He
thought this province would be able
to raise sufficlent to keep a plant busy

GET READY SOON.

The main question now was to get
the farmers of the province interested.
The installation of equipment would
be commenced next week, it was said,
and the plant would be ready by the
time the berry crop came on the
market.

Mr. Gilland will return west on
Sunday, and the plant will be in charge
of Harry Beach, for several years super-
intendent of the Victoria, B. C., plant
of the concern.

SOME EXPORT.

The establishment of the plant would
tend to stabilize the produce market
here of the farmers, Mr. Gilland point-
ed out this morning. Instead of a large
amount of produce flooding the market
at one time, enough could be put on
the market to meet demands and keep
the price steady, and the balance sent
to the canning plant.

The output of the local plant, it was
said, after meeting the demands of the
local market, would be exported to the
West Indies, Mexico and other Cen-
tral American countries, where the firm
already enjoys a good business, sup-
plied from its Pacific coast plants.

Off Maine Coast

Muscongus Island, three miles long
and one mile wide, off the east coast of
Maine, has not government, no laws,
no jail, no officials, not eclections, no
taxes to pay except a small assessment
to support its school, says Capper’s
Weekly.

tion of the apparent barrier to radio
signals from the Norge since it reached
the North Pole, was given here last
night by Henry Woodhouse, president
of the Aerial League of America. Mr.
Woodhouse stated that the “lines of
terrestrial magnetic forces are vertical
in that section of the earth, being ap-
parently part of a circle of vertical
magnetic force surrounding the North
magnetic pole, which has been demon-
strated with any magnet and carry
radio signals upwards.”

CARRIES FIRST MAIL.

The Norge is carrying the first let-
ters ever mailed at Spitzbergen for the
United States via the North Pole. The
Polar route cuts down the distance from
Spitzbergen to Alska to about 2,000
miles, compared with approximately
10,000 by the nearest other route, or
about 20,000 by usual commercial
routes. The stamps for the letters on
the Norgc were made for
the trip by the Norweglan post office
department. They show a polar bear
on an ice floe gazing up at an aero-
plane. Stamp collectors value the is-
sue at $25 a stamp.

PEKING, May 14—A ncw govern-
ment has been set up at Peking, a re-
constitution of the cabinet of Dr. W.
W. Yen, which functioned in late
1924, before Marshal Feng Yu Hsiang
became a dominant figure in the capi-
tal. The new cabinet announced the
presidency vacant by virtue of the re-
signation of President Tsao Kun on
May first, and that it would assume
the functions of the chief cxecutive.

Although the new regime is with-
out the status of a ruling cabinet, it
is understood that it will operate as
the executive with the.consent of the
military factions in actual control of
the situation.

Dr. Yen has assumed for the time-
being the posts of premier and foreign
minister, although the name of Alfred
Sze has been announced as foreign
minister. Dr. V. K. Wellington Koo,
former minister to Great Britain and
the United States, becomes minister of
finance, and Yang Wen Kai. minister
of commence.

CHARITY AND STATE AID.

The Old Country having settled more
or less her general strike, our eyes are
permitted to wander from that focal

point. Naturally they turn to home and,
with something approaching surprise,
comes realization that our members of
Parliament at Ottawa have been busy
talkting all the time and that precious
little else has been done there.

This thought impels us to examine
what they have before them and out

The merits or demerits of this par-
ticular proposal it is not intended to
argue at the present time. The prin-
ciple of state support of the indigent
aged has been accepted in all progres-
sive countries, but what does occur to
those who reflect on the matter is that
the system would seem at first sight
tu indicate the failure of p:ivatc and
organized charity.

Are we less charitably inclined than
our forefathers? We do not think so.
It may be, on the contrary, that our
modern sympathies are more easily
touched than in the old days, more
alive to the realization that many have
endured privation rather than seek gra-
tuitous aid, sensitive souls who think it
not derogatory to accept a state pen-
sion. Perhaps to that extent charity
kas failed. It has not touched these.

But whatever the cause, whether or
no charity has failed in its objectives,
‘that virtue will, without doubt, de-
cline when the old age pension
scheme becomes law. This happened in
England and probably everywhere else.
“Why should we pay both ways?” men
ask. .

A negative is prepared from the

photo so that it is divided into a

# patchwork of dots arranged on
horizontal lines.

This negative is then placed on a
revolving cylinder. A light shines
through the negative on to a photo-
electric cell at the centre of the
cylinder. The cell is a device which
allows electricity to flow through it
when light strikes it.

When the tiny beam of light
shining on the negative falls upon
a dot on the negative, no light gets
through to the cell. When it reaches
a vacant spot, light does. Conse-
quently, the photo-clectric cell
sends out a series of clectric im-
pulses in unison with the dots on
the negative. The photo-clectric cell
is connected to a radio broad-
casting station which therefore
sends out a radio signal or buzz
for each dot on the negative.

At the receiving end, these
buzzes are received with delicate
receiving apparatus and allowed to
act on a relay. Every time a buzz
is received, the relay sends clectric
current to a special fountain pen
apparatus. This apparatus makes
dots on a paper revolving on a
drum.

This second drum is kept syn-
chronized with the drum at the
sending station. Consequently, the
fountain pen makes a dot for every
dot on the original photo and when
the paper is removed from the
drum at the receiving end a repro-

N. B. RESOURCES

Points Out Possibilities and
"~ Addresses Credit Mens
Trust Association.

Lieutenant-Colonel W. H. Harrison,
M.L.A., addressed the Canadian Credit
Men’s Trust Association at a dinner
held at the Union Club last evening,
on the resources of New Brunswick.
About 30 members were present. Col.
Harrison spoke of the agricultural pos-
sibilities of the ptovince, its water
power and timber assets, and its op-
portunities as a tourist centre.

The speaker called attention to the
fact that there were fewer crop failures
proportionally in New Brunswick
than in any other province. Farming
had become a more advanced science
than it was in former years, and now
called for as much skill as any other
business.

The province provided splendid
educational facilities for agriculturists
There was a technical school at Wood-
stock and the province provided assist-
gnce for those wishing to attend the
Agricultural school at Truro.

WATER POWERS.

- New Brunswick's water powers, Col.
Harrison said, compared favorably with
those of the rest of the country. Water
power should be developed for utilizing
the lumber of the province. The pulp
resources were such that 600 tons of
pulp could be turned out daily with-
out lessening the available supply of
wood. So that these great resources
should not be depleted, regulations
should be imposed on the industry to
j;m:\'ent deptetion of the forest wealth.

TOURIST TRAFFIC

The speaker then dealt with the pos-
sibilities of tourist trafic. He quoted
figures to show the extent of the tour-
ist business in states adjacent to Can-
ada, and said that if the people here
got out and worked that there were
splendid opportunities in New Bruns-
wick. At a conservative estimate $50,-
000,000 might be spent annually in the

Can-
ada’s constitution is similar to that of
the United Kingdom. The Confedera-
tion Fathers had the constitutions of
the United Kingdom and the United
States.before them when they prepared
the British North America Act. They
preferred the freedom of the constitu-
tion of the United Kingdom to that
of the United States constitution, which
had embarrassed the people of the Re-
public;”who found that several straight-

cluding the 18th amendment (the pro-
hibitory law “authorization).

The British North America Act had
been designed, continued the Manitoba
Governor, to promote the welfare of
the provinces and of the British Empire.
No one province, he declared emphatic-
ally, should in any way be sacrificed
to the interests of another province. If
one province suffers all Canada suffers
Therefore let us maintain that policy
of loving our neighbors as ourselves—
not better than ourselves.

Let us never forget that the prin-
cipal of our constitution is monarchial,
continued the speaker. The constitu-
tions of Australia, New Zealand, South
Africa and the other Dominions of the
Empire are monarchial. All are based
on the same principal—that the head
of all British Dominiohs is the King
All constituted authority is vested in
him.

“WHAT ABOUT IRELAND?”

At this point Hon. Robert J. Rit-
chie asked: “But what about Ireland?”

Replying, Sir James pointed out that
he included Ireland in the list of Brit-
ish possessions which recognized the
King, referring to the constitution of
the Irish Free State as similar to that
of the Free State of South Africa.

Canada had an advantage over the
States, resumed Sir James
Aikins, in the system of government.
In the latter country, onc half the
population exccrated the President be-
fore he was clected, and afterwards
they at least respected him.

Sir James compared the relations be-
tween the Canadian federal and provin-
cial governments with those between
the Washington and state governments,
to the advantage of the Canadian sys-
temm. A gradual increase of central
authority in the United States had been
considered necessary. .In the British
Empire the King did not rule by Divine
Right. 'That had been settled. George
I could not speak English and he kept
out of the Executive Council Chamber
conferences.

CROMWELLIAN DAYS

Great Britain cannot discover any
better system of government than it
has. It tried once and the country
was managed by a committee, but it
returned to the monarchy. Sir James
went on to explain how the Governor-
General and the Lieutenant-Governors
were part of the monarchial system in
that they were representatives of the
King.

The ITmperial Government had never
exercised power over Canada except
once—in 1875. Even then that power
was exercised at the request of Canada.
This request had to do with an amend-
ed copyright act, which has interna-
tional cffect.

She felt that was an ex-
aggeration as in two weeks in Toronto
130,000 people had visited the art ex-
hibition there. Canada had advanced
in architecture in the last 20 years
more than any other countries, and Saint
John, in its civic war memorial, had
an example of the work of one of Can-
ada’s big men, Alfred Howell; sculptor.
She praised a recent book on Canadfan
art.

Canadian artists did not excel in
portrait painting or in religious or
psychological work. She felt the rea-
son was because Canadians were too
prosaic and material and did not paint
abstract moods.. In one thing Cana-
dians did excel and that was in land-
scape painting. Wembley critics had
said that in color the Canadian artists
were supreme. The artists had made
the Lake region and the West their
playground.

There was always a mood in pictures
and Canadian pictures were always
solemn and had very few animals or
birds. It was like walking through
the woods and not hearing a sound.
She did not know whether Canadians
really were solemn, but undoubtedly
their pictures were.

She regretted there were no slides of
the many fine animal pictures which
had been done by Canadian artists.

TRIBUTE T0 LATE
DR. J. C. HEPBURN

Native of Saint John is Given
Title of Beloved
Physician

A tribute to the worth of the late Dr.
J. C. Hepburn, a native of Saint John,
who died recently in Chicago, as refer-
ed to in The Times-Star at the time,
is paid ir the April number of “Ourr
Church Paper,” which is published in
connection with the work of the First
Baptist church, Chicago, of which Dr.
Hepburn was a member.

It is from the pen of ‘Rev. Perry J.
Stackhouse, himself a former resident
of Saint John, now pastor of that
church. There were probably 1,400 peo-
ple gathered, including 150 physicians, a
company of nurses in uniform, Roman
Catholic priests, hundreds of people
from back of ‘“‘the yards’’—all sorts and
conditions of people gathered to show
their love and respect for the man who
had ministered to them in days of sick-
ness and sOrrow.

‘He
saved others, himself he could not save.’
Dr. Hepburn stood high in his profes-
sion. He was a member of the St.
Bernard hospital staff and was formerly
rresident of the Chicago Medical Col-
lege.

“The Apostle Paul,”’ says the writer,
“referring to one of his companicns on
his missionary journeys, called him
‘Luke, the beloved physician.” it is a
title that might weil pe applied to our
departed friend, Dr. J. C. Hepburn.”

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URGES CANADIANS
T0 LOVE COUNTRY

Hon. R. B. Bennett Says Mater-
ial Considerations Should
Not Be First

MONTREAL, May 14—The danger
of Canadians placing purely material
considerations above the' welfare of
their country, owing to their proximity
to the United States, was stressed by
Hon. R. B. Bennett, K. C., in an ad-
dress at the eighth annual banquet of
the copfectionery, biscuit and choco-
late industries of Canada, here last
night. J

Mr. Bennett also stressed to the
representatives of the industries who
are meeting here in joint convention,
the need of giving efficient Canadian
manufacturers _“an even break” in
sompetition with the world. He
thought a greater population would
solve many of the problems now facing
the dominion. One of fhe problems,
he declared, was that of maintaining
Canada’s existence as country of free
people, against the “attractions and
the power of a nation of one hundred
million to the south.”

Mr. Bennett told his hearers that
business should ‘mean more than the
mere accumulation of wealth. In the
Dominion, he said, we sometimes meas-
dre success by standards which are
unfair to ourselves.. A Canadian’s
sense of value was sometimes destroyed
by the contemplation of the prodigious
which exists in the nearby United
States.

In conclusion the speaker dwelt on
the “great burden of taxation” and the
evil of one part of the country envy-
ing the prosperity of the other. There
should be no envy between east and
went, he said. The purchasing pow-
ers of the factories in the Eastern
Provinces has been reflected in  the
great crop last year, he said.

MORE KEEP SOBER
DURING WALKOUT

Police ’Court Cases Fewer in
Many Districts in Great
Britain

N\

LONDON, May 13—The absence of
serious crime during the general strike
was reflected in the number of police
court cases which in many districts
actually diminished after the strike
was called. There were fewer convic-
tions for drunkenness than usual in
many places.

With reference to disturbances while
the general strike was on many of the
police magistrates commented on the
fact that these were created largely by
irresponsible men, the majority of
whom were foreigners. Three months’
fmprisonment was the usual sentence
in these cases.

In Birmingham a memberyof the city
council was fined £10 for making
speeches calculated to create hostility
against the Government. The magis-

trate who imposed the fine remarked ||

that he would have sent the accused
to a prison only that in his speech he
Jnad urged the crowd to remain orderly.
% A driver of a motor car was sen-
genced to jail for a month because he
had chalked on the pavement words
to the effect that the workers in the
United States were coming out in sym-
pathy with the British strikers.

Another man was sentenced to jail
for a month for having walked -around
with a placard announcing, that ‘the
Government had unconditionally sur-
rendered to the Trades Union Congress.

SIMCOE WOMAN IS
DEAD AT AGE OF 111

Mrs. Nathan Fitch Was Born||

Year Before War of 1812
Closed

SIMCOE. Ont., May 13—Mrs. Nathan
Fitch, probably the oldest woman in
Canada, died here carly today in her
111th year. 5

Mrs. Fitch was born in a village
along the Niagara River one vear be-
fore the close of the War of 1812. She
was christened at the first Anglican
church In the Niagara district. Her
majden name was Permillo Pelmer and
she was the daughter of one of the first
pioneers to invade the Niagara Penin-
sula.

She could recall the days when In-
dians roamed at large throughout the
country, making frequent raids on out-
lying farms and imperiling the lives
of the settlers. By virtue of her activ-
ity in her younger days she built up
a wonderful constitution which she re-
tained until her death. Recently Mrs.
Fitch was filmed by a moving picture
company. One of the pictures showed
her smoking the time-worn briar pipe
which had been her constant compan-
jon for vears and which she used until
ner death.

Mrs. Fitch's husband died 25 years
ago in his 83rd year.. One daughter,
now 86 years old, lives in Michigan.
For some years past the aged lady had
made her home in the Norfolk County
Industrial Home, where she died.

CLEAR AT CUSTOMS

New Ruling Requires Offi-
cial Notice of Trips
Either Way

WOULD CUT DOWN
LIQUOR RUNNING

Officers Instructed to Make
Enforcement as Con-
venient as Possible

EASTPORT, Me.,, May 33—A

new order from United States
Customs Collector Carl E, Milliken,
of Maine district, has caused much
disturbance, consternation and no
fittle indignation among the sardine
boatmen who go into Canadian
waters after fish and the packess.
Hereafter the boats must enter and
clear at the customs house on every
trip, the order applying to all ports
in the district. It has been the rule
heretofore, that entry and clearance
was not required for sardine fisher-
men operating south of Point
Lepreaus

The reason for the new rule is
understood to be the tightening of pro-
hibition enforcement along the bound-
ary and closer supervision of boats
which have been coming and going to
Canadian waters, as they pleased and
at any time, with a fairly good chance
of running in liquor if any were dis-
posed to do so. That there has been
liquor smuggling to some extent is not
much disputed. {

BOATMEN PROTEST.

Boatmen say the ruling will be a
drawback and damage, as if they ar-
rive in the night with fish they will
have to wait until morning for a cus-
toms officer and the fish may spoil.
They also claim it will: add to the
expense of operation as invoices must
be filed on cargoes valued at over $100
and a fee paid.

TALK, OF APPEAL.

There is some talk of appealing to
Washington for relief but it is not con-
sidered that such an appeal will bring
any results. It is understood, however,
that local customs officers are instruct-
ed to make the enforcement as conve-
nient as possible and there is a prob-
ability that inspectors may be ordered
on duty at early hours during the sea-
son.

Airman Quits Marseilles For
Barcelona and Oran,
Algeria

MARSEILLES, France, May 13—M.
d¢ Gasenko, French aviator, accom-
panied by M. Resancian Dion, left
Marseilles this morning in his water
glider, the Sea Flea, for Barcelona,
Spain, and Oran, Algeria. The wea-
ther was unfavorable, but the appara-
tus worked satisfactorily. The aviators
hoped to arrive at Barcelona within
two hours.

The “Sea Flea” darts over the water
like a finying fish, making a speed of
about 60 miles an hour, Its hull has
a draft of only three inches. At top
speed the wing expanse is sufficient to
keep it clear of the water for about
65 feet and thus it skims along, alter-
nately in the air and toucling the
water. It is equipped with two rud-
ders, one for guiding it through the
water and the other through the air.

As Berlenbach Opponent
By N ew York State Board

BY DECISION of the State Ath-

fetic Commission, Paul Berlen-
bach will defend his world’s light-
heavyweight title in the Yankee
Stadium on June 10, under the
direction of Promoter Tex Rick-
ard. Over-ruling the protest of
Humbert Fuganzy, Ebbets Iield
promoter, the commission at its
meeting recently recognized Rick-
ard’s prior contract rights to the
services of Berlenbach.

A meeting between the title-
holder and Young Stribling,
Georgia youngster, was sanctioned
and the decision, announced by
Chairman James A. Farley, elimi-
nated Jack Delaney, Bridgeport
light-heavyweight, as the foremost
challenger for the title and met
with approval generally.

Fuganzy submitted to the Com-
mission last week the signed con-
tracts of Berlenbach and Delaney
to fight at Ebbets Field on June
22, and it was on the presenta-
tion of this contract that the
Brooklyn promoter based his pro-
test agamst Rickard obtammg the

services of Berlenbach for June 10.
He appeared before the is-
sion yesterday accompanied by his
attorney, former State Senator
Walter R. Herrick, and Dave Dris-
coll, Ebbets Field matchmaker.

Rickard was accompanied to the
meeting by his matchmaker, Jess
McMahon, While the announce-
ment was made by Chairman Far-
leg that the decision of the board
was recorded in the minutes as a
unanimous verdict, it was learned
that the disposition of the case was
not accompﬁshed until after an
exhaustive review of the circum-
stances surrounding the matter,

Rickard’s strongest point was the
fact that he had Berlenbach signed
to a contract to fight in defense of
his title, fong before Fugazy ob-
tained the signature of the cham-
pron.  Lhe contract was signed
primarily for a contest between
the champion and Delaney, unless
an emefgency presented itself, in
which case the selection of the best
avaxIabIe opponent subject to the
commission’s approval, was left to
Rickard.

FAME ON NEW CLUB

Robertson, Formerly of White

Sox, is Now Member of St.
Louis Club

Charley Robertson, the pitcher of
“no-hit,” “no-run” fame, who was ob-
tained by the Browns from the White
Sox on waivers since the close of the
past season, is now serving with only
his secopd major league club and this
is only ‘his fifth campaign as a major
leaguer. He became famous on April
30, 1922, when he pitched a perfect
game against the Detroit Tigers.

Robertson, who is a graduate of Aus-
tin College at Sherman, Texas, started
his career as a professional pitcher with
the Sherman club of the Western As-
sociation in 1917. He was in the
United States Air Service during 1918
and in the following season he was
purchased by the White Sox. He did
not take part in any games with the
Chicago Club that year, and he was
sent to the Minneapolis club of the
American Association under an op-
tional agreement. During his first sea-
son with the Minneapolis club he won
11 games and lost 13.

While still with the Minneapolis club
during the season of 1920, Robertson
scored 18 victories against 16 defeats.
He also remained with the Minneapolis
club during the entire season of 1921,
and he won 17 games while losing 15
that year. At the end of the season of
1921 he was recalled by the White Sox.

DETROIT WAS VICTIM.

During his first season as a major
leaguer Robertson won 14 games for
the Chicago club and he lost 15. It
was during this season that he pitched
his famous game against the Tigers.
In the following season he won 13
games and he was beaten:in 18. In
1924 he fared poorly, winning only
four games and losing 10. While still
with the White Sox last year he won
only eight games and he wad defeated
in 12. During his four years with the
White Sox he won a total of 39 games
and he lost 55. He was released by

the Chicago club to the Browns on Dec.
31, 1925.

Robertson is one of five major league
pitchers who have allowed no hits and
no runs in a game, and also prevented
any of his opponents from reaching
first base. This feat was first per-
formed by J. Lee Richmond, of the
Worcester National League Club on
June 12, 1880. Five days later John
M. Ward, of the Providence National
League Club, duplicated the stunt. No
pitcher was able to turn the trick again
until 24 years later, when Cy Young,
of the Boston Red Sox, did it on May
5, 1904. It was done again by Adrian
C. Joss, of the @leveland American
League Club, on Oct. 2, 1908. Then
came Robertson 14 years later. It has
not been done since then. ) I

BLIND GIRL AGREES
T0 ACCEPT $45,000

Barnard Graduate Compromises
With Heirs of Man Who Gave
$150,000 Note

NEW YORK, May 13—Miss Cath-
erine Genin Burke, who, although
blind, was graduated with highest hon-
ors from Barnard College in 1922, has
accepted a settlement of $45,000 in her
suit for $150,000 against the estate of
Henry T. Keyser, wealthy recluse, who
died at the age of 72 at the Hotel Ma-
jestic on Dec, 1924, it was learned
through an order to compromise signed
by Surrogate Foley.

The basis of the suit, which was
brought in the Supreme Court last
March, was an alleged promissory
note made by Keyser two weeks be-
fore his death to Miss Burke for the
sum of $150,000. An apprisal of his
estate filed by the State Tax Com-
mission on Dec. 23, 1925, showed that
he left a gross estate of $219,410 and
$177,097 net.

In their application to the Surro-
gates’ Court permission to settle
the suit for $45,000, the administrators
of the estate said that for some time
prior to Keyser’s death the blind girl
and her mother had lived at the Hotel
Majestic at his expense. He had paid
for Miss Burke’s education and had
promised to marry her, according to
their affidavit, and announcement of
the engagement had been made some
time in 1924. When Miss Burke de-
manded that Keyser fulfill his prom-
ise of marriage, the paper asserts, he
refused.

Keyser then made out the alleged
promissory note to Miss Burke, the
affidavit says, and having been com-
pensated for the damages sustained by
Keyser’s refusal to marry her, Miss
Burke and her mother continued their

friendship and ‘“devoted a large part
