MADRID, Dec. 3 — King Alfonso
‘ has agreed to the abolition of the
military directorate, and its succession
by a civil cabinet under Captain Gen-
etal Peimo De Rivera, The members
of the new ministry arrived at the
Royal Palace at 13 o'clock this morn-
ing and took the oath of office before
the King,

Civilian government was abohshed
when the Alhucemas ministry was
overthrown by a military coup in Sep-
tember 1923.

DE RIVERA PREMIER

General Primo de Rivera, who was
president of the Military directorate
remains at the head of the government
as premier.

The return to civilian rule while ex-
pected, came with “dramatic sudden-
ness. Rimors of all kinds became cur-
reni with the return to Madrid from
Morocco on Monday of the president.

IRISH BOUNDARY
MATTER IS SETTLED

Agreement Reached Between
British and North and South

It is stated to
be satisfactory to both the Northern
and Southern Irish governments.

The subject under discussion was
the government’s safeguarding of in-
dustries proposals, which the Liberals
and Laborites are opposing on the
ground that they are equivalent to a
protective tariff.

The dramatic change to secrecy was
brought about by a Laborite motion
to exclude all “strangers.” The sup-
porters of the ministry made no effort
to oppose the motion, and the chair-
man was obliged to put in operation
the rule ordering strangers to leave.

OTTAWA, Dec. 3—Substantial in-

creases in the export trade of
Canada with Great Britain and with
the United States during the last 12
months are shown in trade summaries
issued by the Dominion Bureau of Sta-
tistics,

000,000 has gone to Great Britain in
the 12 months ended October, while in
the previous year the value of Cana-
dian exports to Great Britain was
$393,000,000.
IMPORTS INCREASE.

Imports from Great Britain also in-
creased in valuation from $149,000,000
in the year ended October, 1924, to
$159,000,000 in the year ended last
October. The export trade improved
in all the general classifications, but
notably in agricultural and animal pro-
ducts. Cheese  exports rose from
50,000 pounds to over 8,000,000 pounds.

U. S. COMMERCE.

With the United States the increase
in exports was not so marked. In the
12 months ended  last October the
value -of  trade was $457,000,000, as
compared with $418,000,000 inx the-pre-
ceding year. Imports from tbe United
States increased from 3534000000 1o
$563,000,000. The chief increase in the
export trade were animal products,
wood ‘and paper and non-ferrous
metals.

BRITAIN MAY SET
TAX ON BETTING

Would Help to Ease Country’s
Financial Burden, Officials
Say

LONDON, Dec. 3—A tax on bet-
ting, which heretofore has not been
received with official favor, may yet be
resorted to by the British government
to ease the country’s financial burden.
A resolution in favor of such a tax
was discussed in the House of Lords
last night, when Lord Salisbury under-
took that the government would con-
sider the proposals. This does not
necessarily mean adoption of the tax,
but it is a step in advance of any yet
taken in that direction.

ONDON, Dec. 3 — The Bank of
England today raised its ofticial

minimum rate to 5 per cent, an in-
crease of one per cent. The increase
was found necessary in order to check
the outflow of gold, which has amount-
ed to £19,000,000 since the bank rate
was reduced in October, and over
£10,000,000 on balance since the country
returned to the gold standard.

It is understood there were pros-
pects of further withdrawels of gold
and as the New York Exchange is
hovering near the gold point a pro-
tective measure was thought neces-
sary, if the bank’s proportion of re-
serve to liabilitles was not to be fur-
ther lowered.

RESOURCES PLENTIFUL.

The money market’s resources are
plentiful, owing to dividend disburse-
ments, but the recent outflow of gold
forced .discounts to the bank rate lev-
el, and banished hope that while the
New York discount rate remained un-
changed, there would be no alteration
here. ol

Speculation on the London stock ox-
change, recently has been growing
especially in rubber shares, and the
authorities, by raising the officlal min-
imum, hope to administer a check to
this, as well as retain foreign monies
which might be attracted to New
York by higher interest rates.

TRADE HAMPERED.

At the same time, trade, which has
just begun to brighten, will be hamn-
pered, but the market believes the nec-
essity for retention of the higher rate,
will disappear early in the New York.

The effect of the increase was part-
ly discontinued yesterday on the stock
exchange, where gilt edged securities
were dull pending today’s decision,
but a great deal of work will be en-
tailed in the various banks, altering
interest and deposit rates, while dis-
counts will undergo a simifar readjust-
ment.

TO END COAL STRIKE

He also gave a lot of
time to the work of the law school
and was a valuable member of the
faculty.

constituting as they
policy for the Dominiomn, have the sup-
- port of widespread sentiment at this
“'tlme. With some signs of reviving
- business, and as the world outlook in
trade has materially 'improved, it 's
genarally felt that now is the time for
Canwsda to initiate bold policies and
_ begin a new march forward.

In the Winnipeg .programme the
first resolution deals with the cause of
Maritime betterment, and the request
for early action by Parliament is
backed by unanimous public opinion
from all parts of the country, so clearly
recorded at the Winnipeg meeting.
Both parties at Ottawa must realize,
also, that in the recent elections, both
provincial and federal, the vote in the
Ms- times voiced not only grave dis-
_sa*'sfartion over existing conditions but

; a stiff determination to obtajn better
treatment, particularly with respect <o
impo‘gration, the use of Maritime ports,
‘and more favorable transportation
rates.

While he asked the delegation for

“‘more concrete information as to Mari-
time needs, since the Winnipeg resolu-
tion was general, the Prime Minister is

£ quoted as having “expressed keen satis-
~faction with the character of the reso-

* lutions, which he found, for the most

_part, very acceptable.” He expressed

~involred in the delegation’s proposal

“regarding a bold and vigorous immigra-
tion policy. S‘r Henry Drayton con-
tented himself with saying, regarding
“the resoiutions at large, that he saw

! mothing in them to quarrel about.

'"Mr. Gundy rightly emphasized the
-flahpolitical character of the Winnipeg
‘conference, and submitted that its
findings might safely be accepted as

(répresentative of the desires of all the

' business interests in Canada.

It is possible that the political situa-
‘4ion' at Ottawa, which will be more
¢learly defined when there is a test
goté in the House, may lead to some
delay, but so soon as the House gets
down to business the Winnipeg pro-
gramme will demand effective action.
It must be assumed that the Maritime
members will be a unit in pressing for
the necessary legislation, and they
will undoubtedly find support from
members on both sides, east and west.

The Maritimes may be depended
upon to keep the ball rolling. They
have aroused a widespread national
sentiment in support of their case, and
they will demand that this sentiment
be recognized in Parliament. They
must see to it that both partie, are
placed definitely on record and made to
show clearly where they stand with
regard to the reasonable claims of the
million and more Canadians living in
this part of Canada.

At no distant day Hon. Mr. King
and Hon. Mr. Meighen will be called
upon to say in Parliament precisely
‘what their views are with respect to
the Maritimes, and precisely what they
propose to do. The Maritimes will be
guided accordingly.

One contributor said of Shakes-
peare: “The most "beautiful line in
English poetry occurs on well-nigh
every page of the greater plays!”

Agreement was obviously impossible,
but a few examples are instructive.
T'he discussion began with the throw- |
ing into the ring of Keat’s line:

“A thing of beauty is a joy forever.”
From Gray several lines were taken,
including:

“He gained from Heaven—’twas all he
asked—a friend,”

and

“The paths of glory lead but to the
grave.” I

Wordsworth stood high, and Robert

Nichols, the English poet, quoted:

“The still, sad music of humanity.”
The music of Swinburne was seductive,
especially some lines from the haunting
poem, “The Forsaken Garden,” such
as:

“The ghost of a garden fronts the sea.”

Browning had his friends, and nat-
urally this couplet found a place:

“God’s in His heaven—
All’s right with the world.”

The debate aroused many a reader
to the thoughts of earlier days, when
memory was more tenacious and the
mind more sensitive. Tt has given but
the faintest hint of the riches of Eng-
lish literature unexplored or forgotten.

OTTAWA, Dec. 2—Resolutions embodying the legislative pro-

gram of the Boards of Trade

of Canada were presented to rep-

resentatives of the Government and Opposition parties in the

House here today.

The delegation representing the various boards

of trade which participated in the recent Winnipeg Economic Con-

ference waited on Premier

Mackenzie King and his cabinet in the

early afternoon and later discussed their proposals for a national

economic po
Drayton, Senator

In the Premier’s office discussion of
the program was prolonged. The
meeting with the Conservative group

was brief.

Sir Henry Drayton, referring to the
sheaf of resolutions, said “I don’t think
there is anything here we can quarrel
about.” Premier Mackenzie King ex-
pressed keen satisfaction with. the
character of the resolutions and found
them for the most part very accept-
able to the Government, but pointed
out that where the expenditure of any
considerable sums of money wWas in-
volved the Government finds itself un-
able to go the whole way in meeting
the wishes of the delegation.

POLICY FINDS FAVOR.

The vigorous policy on {mmigration
recommended by the Winnipeg Con-
ference was particularly acceptable to
the Government, said the Prime Min-
ister, and It did not differ very materi-
ally from the policy which the Govern-
ment hoped to put into force next
year. But the question of expense
entered Into it, and there might be
difficulty in finding the money to carry
it out. :

The proposal to establish a commis-
sion, composed of business men, to
advise on matters of immigration, he
said, might lay the Government open
to the charge that it was shifting its
responsibility to other shoulders, and
in passing the Premier referred to the
expense involved in the operation of
the Civil Service Act. The Civil Ser-
vice Commission had grown into a
Jarge department requiring great ex-
penditure and the effect of its opera-
tions was that the Government had
not the control of the public service
which it should have.

HOPES TO, BRING VISITORS.

S. B. Gundy, of Toronto, who head-
ed the delegation, announced that the
Boards of Trade hoped to bring Pre-
mier Stanley Baldwin, the British
Prime Minister, the Right Hon. L. C.
8. Amery, Secretary of State for Do-
minion Affairs, and Sir Philip Cun-
lffe-Lister, president of the Board of
Trade of Great Britain, to Canada in
January as guests of the Dominiop
Board of Trade.

Premier King sald that he would
add his personal influence to try and
{ndtice these gentlemen to accept the
i{nvitation of the Canadian Boards of
Trade, but he intimated that the Do-
minion Government could hardly inter-
vene in the matter.

Tonight the delegates, who are mem-
bers of the London, Ont., Toronto,

Montreal, Quebec City, Ottawa and

Edmonton Boards of Trade and Cham-
Lers.of Commerce, are guests at a ban-
quet given by the Ottawa Board of
Trade.

REFERS TO L. C. R.

“It is a regrettable fact that the con-
vention in Winnipeg did not approve
of the resolution submitted by the
Maritime delegates calling for the res-
toration of the Intercolonial Railway
to its former system of management
and with provision for special consid-
eration to the heeds of the Maritime
Provinces In the matter of freight
rates,” sald Hon. E. M. MacDonald,
minister of National Defence, in the
course of the interview with the Cabi-
net.

This remark was addressed particu-
larly to Lt.-Col. J. W. Brown, Past
President of the western Ontario unit-
ed Boards of Trade, who spoke to the
first resolution_presented to the gov-
ernment and which dealt with the de-
mands of the Maritime Provinces for
more co-operation from the other parts

of Canada.
CASE FOR MARITIMES.

«We ask the Government,” said Col.
Brown, “to consider the peculiarities of
those provinces. Their progress has not
been commensurate with that of the
other provinces, cne big reason being
that they have been cut off by geo-
graphical conditions. They have to
that extent been limited in their ability
to expand commercially and Indus-
trially.” -

CONCRETE SUGGESTIONS.

The-Prime Minister interrupted to
ask what concrete suggestions the dele-
gation had to offer to solve the press-
ing problems of the Maritime Prov-
inces and Col. Brown replied that the
two chief demands from those prov-
rhces were for further development of
their harbor developments and exten-
sion of those facilities, also for the en-
couragement of Immigration to those
provinces. When Hon. Mr. MacDon-
ald referred to the failure of the Win-
nipeg convention to support the de-
mand for the restoration of the Inter-
colonial, Col. Brown remarked that the
convention, in this connection, heard
other representations of a different
character. “For that reason,” said Col.
Brown, “as a national convention we
could not lend support to any particu-

licy with three of the Conservative leaders, Sir Henry
G. D. Robertson and Hon: S. F. Tomlie.

lar demands of a sectional or regional
character.”

Introduced by Cecil Bethune, of Ot-
tawa, half a dozen of the delegates
spoke in turn, to the various resolu-
tions as they were taken up.

Mr. Gundy, in presenting the writ-
ten text of the resolutions, spoke briefly
of the non-political character of the
Winnipeg conference and suggested
that its findings might be safely ac-
cepted as representative of the desires
of all the business interests of Canada.

SPEAKS FOR MARITIMES

Speaking on behalf of the Maritime
Provinces, Lieit.-Col. W. J. Brown, of
London, urged that anything the gov-
ernment could do to better economic
conditions in the Atlantic Provinces
would be to the advantage of all the
Dominion. The Maritimes had not re-
ceived the access of wealth which had
come to the rest of the Dominion as
the country developed and were, per-
haps, entitled to some special consider-
ation on that account.

Asked by Premier King to specify
some of the things which might be
done in that part of Canada, Colonel
Brown sald that increased facilities in
Atlantic harbors, the utilization of
ywater powers of the Maritimes and
encouragement of immigration into
those provinces suggested themselves
as of first consideration.

harbors ‘there should be placed under
the control of commissions as has been
done elsewhere in Canada.

“That idea suggests itself to us,” re-
plied Col Brown.

FREIGHT RATES ISSUE.

Answering another question, Col.
Brown said the Winnipeg conference
had not felt the question pof freight
rates should be dealt with in any sec-
tional way and that therefore no reso-
lution had been brought to the govern-
ment dealing with any special claims
the Maritimes might feel they had in
regard to freight rates.

Mr. Gindy added that the confer-
ence felt that ne concessions to one
part of Canada should be recommend-
ed if they could not be made applic-
able for the whole country.

BOLD POLICY URGED.

Discussion was prolonged on the im-
migration resolution. It was spoken
to by John M. Irmie, of Edmonton. He
' thought ' the Government should pre-
|'sent an immigration policy which

~ould be strong enough and bold
enough to make it clear to the people
| that this was the time to grapple with
‘ the colonization problem.
| Premier King asked if the Govern-
| ment’s adoption of the recommenda-
{ tions of the conference would be con-
sidered a “bold policy.”

Mr. Imrie said that the Government’s
present scheme on immigration pretty
well carried out the recommendations
in the resolution.

LARGE SUM SUGGESTED.

How much money would the busi-
ness men’ consider well spent on im-
migration?

Mr. Imrie replied that his own sug-
gestion -to the conference had been to
set aside a fund of, say, $230,000,000 to
be devoted to a five-year intensive pro-
gram.

Premier King—*“I don’t know whero
we would have been if we had sug-
gested an expenditure like that in the
last four years.”

The resolution recommends the ap-
pointment of a small commission to
advise the Government on colonization,
“composed of Canada’s leading experts
on the subject.”

The Prime Minister asked if thedale-
gation had any men to suggest.

Mr. Gundy replied that the Domin-
jon Board of Trade, which is about to
come into being, would be willing to
send a committee to discuss that mat-
ter with the cabinet. So far no indi-
viduals had been considered as likely
appointees to the board.

Mr. King asked if the Government
could get the best material for such a
commission on the terms suggested by
the resolution, that is, without compen-
sation. ¢

Mr. Imrie thought the enthusiasm
shown at the Winnipeg conference by
all classes of business men was suffi-
cient guarantee of that.

FIELDS FOR IMMIGRANTS.

Asked where he would go for immi-
grants, Mr. Imrie suggested Britain
and Northern Europe, Central Europe
and the middle Western United States.
The repatriation of Canadians, both
English-speaking and French-speaking,
now in the United States, should also
be sought.

Kansas City College Lays|
Down Test For Girls’ Fitness

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Dec. 2—Early
to bed and early to rise may make
you healthy, wealthy and wise; set-
ting-up exercises may do away with

little rolls of fat, but more than this
is needed to keep Miss 1926 in fit con-
dition.

Personal fitness, according to Miss
Emma Serl, head of the English de-
partment of the Kansas City Teachers’
College, involves everything from the
control of a slangy and noisy tongue to
knowing Jjust how much power and
rouge is needed to maintain “that
school-girl complexion.”

With these requirements in mind,
heads of the college are subjecting the
girls to a severe test, by the results of
which they hope to learn the degree of
personal fitness each one possesses and
to suggest remedies for those who turn
in the poorest cards.

“A girl often does not realize some
little thing which is objectionable to
others and keeps her from being the
success she should be,” Miss Serl de-
clared. “A girl often depreciates her

own charm and good characteristics.
The tests help to give her self-confi-
dence and do away with the ‘inferiori-
ty complex.’”

The test includes 14 points of fitness,
some of which are:

Posture; neatness, which includes the
use of cosmetics; broadmindedness in
regard to the other person’s views on
religion, politics and other subjects;
loyalty to group and school; honesty,
in which is mentioned copying from a
fellow student during exams; self-con-
trol of temper and tongue.

One of the most important of the
14 points, according to Miss Serl, is
that of dependability.

“A girl who will work conscientious-
ly while teachers are absent, and there
are many of them, displays an admlir-
able trait of character,” she said.
“Usually you will find her punctual,
willing to assist and fpossessing a sense
of responsibility and reliability.”

Fach of the gisls who take the test
will be graded by her classmates. Miss
Serl believes honesty will prevall in the
grading of the papers.

Speaks of Health Laws and
Work For Community Being
Done For Good

The fowest infant mortality rate re-
gorded in Saint John up to the preseat
time was the rate of 102 for every
5,000 live births in 3924, and there is
every indication that in the present
yeir that rate will be equalled if not
improved, it was sald yesterday by T.

" Burns, secretary of the Board of

ith, who spoke appreciatively of
the child welfare work of the Victori-
an Order of Nurses in reducing the
infant mortality.

The child welfare work is carried out
under the Board of Health, and is one
of the very many avenues of service in
which the hoard safeguards_the publie
health of the community.

MILK SUPPLY

The Board keeps record of the city
milk supply and these give ample proof
that the city ‘is getting a safe supply
of very high nutritional value.

The Board also has careful supervi-
sion given the city’s water and sewer-
age systems in’ the interests of health
and Mr. Burns said that the extension
of these services in East Saint John
recently had been an additional safe-
guard to the community served and to
the city. The Board has warned, how-
ever, of the increasing danger which is
found in the fact that the area around
Loch Lomond and other supply sources
is becoming more thickly inhabited
and has declared the need for further
protection of the arca of catchment and
of chlorination of the water.

In its care of the city school children
this year the Board has been able to
have 602 individual patients treated
at the dental clinic, where the total at-
tendance was 1,293. The free services
of the dental profession for this clinie
have been greatly appreciated. The
Board provides two nurses to assist the
medical inspector of schools and they
made examinations of about 7,000 pu-

ils, excluding 484 for pediculosis and
ﬁsting 1,000 for observation and ex-
amining 1,200 special cases.

HEALTH LAWS GENERALLY.

In the enforcement of health laws
the Board has had five cases in court in
the last 12 months, and a fine was im-
posed in each case, although one case
was appealed and the decision of the
city magistrate reversed. It had two
lower flats in houses closed as unfit for
habitation. and its inspectors carried
out rigorous supervision: of premises,
Not only do the  Board’s inspectors
supervise clty premises, shops, hotels,
restaurants, market, staughter houses
and milk plants, but they inspect prem-
fses where poultry is kept and the
premises of milk producers, in Saint
John, Kings and Westmorland coun-
ties, who ship milk to Saint John.

During the last year, Mr. Burns said,
693 inspection visits had been made
milk producers’ premises. In the
Board’s work of vigilance 514 gallons of
milk were condemned as unfit for hu-
man consumption and 475 pounds of
veal and ten quarters of beef were
seized and desrtoyed.

GREATEST PRIDE.

What the Board is proudest of this
year is the great reduction in the num-
ber of cases of notifiable discases and
of deaths from these diseases. The
total number of 808 cases of these dis-
eases in the county and 804 in the city
shows a reduction of 58 per cent. in the
whole district, and 53 per cent. in the
city, while deaths numbering 62 in the
whole district and 57 in the city show
reductions of 52 perscent. N\

Diphtheria cases showed a 70 per
cent. reduction, and for the first time
ju 12 years there was no diphtheria
death. ~Scarlct fever showed a 80 per

TYPHOID CASES.

The careful investigation of typhoid
cases showed five cases had occurred in
one family where the nature of the
mother’s illness had not been recog-
nized in the first instance. Four cases
obtained their infection from swim-
ming in waters infected by sewerage
and other cases were believed to have
been contracted outside the city. The
fact that there were no typhoid cases
in East Saint John, Mr. Burns attrib-
uted, to the improved sewerage condi-
tions.

In the ten vears previous to 1923 the
average number of cases of typhoid had
been 54 and deaths, 5.6, while in the
three years since 1923 the average of
cases was 27 and deaths .3.

Mr. Burns considered these figures
pointed clearly to the fact that pasteu-
rization of milk had cut down the
number of cases.

NO DEATHS FROM MEASELS.

Mr. Burns also spoke of there hav-
ing been no deaths from measels dur-
ing the year just closed, while in the
previous year there were 14 deaths
from this disease. The cases of whoop-
ing cough had not been fully reported,
but during the last 12 months there had
been no deaths from this disease, and
in the year previous there had been
three.

CUT IN T. B. DEATHS.

Mr. Burns gave much praise to the
work of the anti-tuberculosis mnurses
when be spoke of the cut in the death
rate from that disease. The drop was
87 per cent. in the city, and the 5]
deaths were the smallest number of
tuberculosis deaths in Saint John in
the last six years, with the exception
of 1922. The follow-up work of - the
nurses,” he believed, was responsible
for the drop; and added that results of
that work must be more evident in the
years to come.

DISSATISFIED

Hatfield Complains Relative
to Stock Stored in
Shed Here

Stock Placed at Own Risk and
Not Removed at Date Set,
Says Bullock

H. H. Hatfield, of Hartland, potato
dealer, while in the city last night, said
that the dealers of the Saint John River
Valley had stored 6,000 sacks of po-
tatoes, valued at $36,000, in what was
known as the old apple shed on the
east side of the harbor, intending to
get them out before the cold weather.

They had had the Ada Gortham in
here two weeks ago but-had been re-
fused a chance to take them out be-
cause of a dredge that blocked the
wharf, he-said, and, now that the cold
weather had come, they were refused
permission to heat the warchouse. As
e result, it was likely that they would
freeze, he said.

He considered that this was bad |

treatment of the shippers in view of
the fact that they had brought the
business from Boston'to Saint John in
1920 and increased it greatly since.

BULLOCK TALKS.,

Commissioner Bullock, when inter-
vlewed regarding the matter, said that
the facts were substantially true, but
that Mr. Hatfield had not mentioned
that the shippers had put the potatoes
in there at their own risk on the un-
derstanding they were to remove them
by Nov. 14 and had been charged noth-
ing for the storage.

They had been told they might not
be able to get a steamer up to the
doors of the shed. The city would not
allow them to heat the shed because it
would constitute a fire menace, he de-

rwlared. He understood that a boat was
going in today to take the jpotatoes
away. . !

The shed in question is on the south-
ern end of the Pettingill wharf and 1s
unheated. It is an extension of what
has been made the C. N. R. potato shed
- there. -

Mr. Hatfield had - been for three
weeks in Boston, New York and Phila-
delphia and had been watching the po-

tato markets there. The United States

Eapers were puting up a great howl
ecause of prices, he said, and he had
written to the Providence Journal.

He had told them of the farmers of
Aroostook county who were near bank-
ruptey because of the poor prices of the
year before and declared it was a
shame for American papers to advocate
the eating of rice and other foreign
products, thus sending the money .out
of the country, rather than give it to
the farmers of their own country.

UP TO $7 A BARREL.

In regard to prices to the New Bruns-
wick farmers, he thought that the first
of the year would see potatoes bring-
ing the growers $7 a barrel.

Throughout his experience of 20 years
in the business there had always been
e dullness in the market during No-
vember and most of December but this
year prices had held their own in this
period of weakness.

As soon as the seed trade from New
Brunswick and Maine started in the
spring he expected to see the price to
the farmer rise to 87 a barrel. Every
dealer in Canada and Maine had
Maine had enough seed bookings to

take care of all the cars the railways
could provide, he said, and the natural
result would be an increase in prices.

Matter in Connection With |
Christmas Cards [

A statement from the Post Office
department at Ottawa says:— |

“During the holiday season many '
people transmit their Christmas and
New Year’s greetings by means of
small cards enclosed in visiting card
envelopes or diminutive envelopes of a
similar nature. The use of small en
velopes is discouraged by the Post
Office Department for many reasons.

“Small envelopes cannot be satisfac-
torily passed through the electric post-
marking machine. The cancellation
mark covers too great portion of the
surface, obliterating in many instances
a part of the address. This necessitates
picking out the smpll envelops from
the other letters and detailing em-
ployes, who might be more profitably
engaged, to stamp them by hand.

“The small size of the envelopes ren-'
ders the sortation and the making up'

the work of the offico at a time when
it is most desirable 1o handle the mails
as expeditiously as possible. I

“The public can assist the Post Of-
fice by refraining from using enve-
lopes smaller than three inches by four
inches.” I

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 2—For the
first time in history the voice of the
Liberty Bell is to be broadcasted by
radio.

Sounding of the Bell will be part of
a unique ceremony arranged at Inde-
pendence Hall here by Mayor Ken-
drick for the night of December 31,
to signalize the advent, on January
1st, of America’s Sesqui Centennial
Year.

Not only will the tones of the his-
toric old bell be audible to listeners in
the United States, but to those of
other countries abroad and in South
America as well, a national and inter-
national radio hookup being now in the
course of preparation by officials of
the Sesqui Centennial Exposition.

As president of "the Sesqui Centen-
nial Association, Mayor Kendrick has
transferred the traditional New Year

reception of the Mayor of Philadel-
phia to Independence Hall and Square.
Actors costumed as Signers of the
Declaration of Independence will en-
act the tableau of the signing in Dec-
laration Chamber in the Hall, where
the immortal document actually re-
ceived its signatures in the summer
and autumn of 1776.

A radio program will be broadcast
from the hall during the later evening
and at exactly midnight Mrs. Freeland
Kendrick, using a rubber padded mal-
let, will sound the bell, indicating the
new year, 1926, with the taps proper-
ly spaced.

To determine that no danger of fur-
ther cracking of the Bell might result
from the tapping, scientists were en-
listed, who determined that the cere-
mony might be gone through without
any danger to the Bell.

DENTH GLAINS
FORMER JUDGE

Hon. J. R. Armstrong Passes
Away at Home
‘Here

Prominent in Military, Civic,
Legal and Political Life of
Saint John

JUDC-E John ‘Russell Arm-

strong, who has been an out-
standing personality in the legal,
military and civic life of the
community for many years,
passed away at his residence, |
220 King street East last evening |
at 9.30, aged 77 years. He had!
been ill during the summer
months' and had undergone a
serious operation but was ma-
king a very satisfactory recovery
and was able to be out daily
when he caught cold while at-
tending the memorial service in
King Square on Armistice Day.
He had been critically ill for the
last few days and his death was
not unexpected.

A man of keen intellect and high
devotion to duty in every phase of life
he was always interested in the gen-
eral welfare of the city and province
and had bLeen a staunch sdvocate of
many causes for public welfare.

HELD JUDGE’S OFFICES.

He held in turn the high offices of
Judge of Probate and Judge of the
County Court of Saint John and was
the Lieutenant-Colonel Commanding
the New Brunswick Brigade of Gar-
rison Artillery, a tnit which owed
much of its prestige to his ability and
zeal during his 18 years as its com-
mander. He was also treasurer of the
Horticultural Association, that has the
management of Rockwood Park and
was one of the most active and faith-
ful of its members in developing the,
park for the pleasure and benefit of
the public. In the death of Hon. John
Russel Armstrong the city and prov-
ince have lost a brilliant son whose
place will not readily be filled.

BORN IN CHILE.

Judge Armstrong was born in Val-
paraiso, Chile, on April 80, 1848, a son
of Rev. William Armstrong, formerly
British chaplain at Valparaiso. His
father came to Saint John when he was
a lad and the greater part of his life
he had resided in this city. His early
education was received here and he
afterwards studied at Windsor, N. S,
Collegiate School and took his law
course at Harvard University. He was
called to the bar in 1870 and was
created a king’s counsel by both the
Federal and Provincial Governments.

The Earl of Aberdeen conferred ihe
federal K. C. in 1894, and in 1897 Judge
Armstrong was made a K. C. in New
Brunswick. In the following year he
was appointed Judge of Probates. He
practiced law in Saint John from 1870
to 1908, when he was appointed to
preside in the probate court. In 1915
he succeeded Hon. J. G. Forbes as
Judge of the Saint John County Court,
and held that high office until his re-
tirement in 1923 when he was succeeded
by Judge J. A. Barry.

CAREER IN MILITIA.

His career in the militia was mark-
ed by conspicuous success. He first
joined the 8th Hussars and held the
rank of major in that unit: Later he
joined the New Brunswick Brigade
of Garrison Artillery and from 1885
to 1898 he was the commanding offi-
cer, with the rank of - lieutenant-
colonel. Colonel Armstrong was in
command of the Canadian artillery
team at Shoeburyness in 1886 and
was at one time president of the
Dominion Artillery Association. When
Lord Derby was Governor-General of
Canada Lieut.-Colonel Armstrong was
gxeCGovernor-General's honorary A.

CLUBS AND SOCIETIES.

He was for many years honorary
treasurer and at one time president
of the New Brunswick Historical So-
ciety and greatly interested in the
preservation of historical records.
He also held the presidency in the
St. George’s Soclety of Saint John,
and of the Union Club, and was vice-
commodore of the Royal Kennebe-
casis Yacht Club. He was one of
the trustees of the Tucker Memorial
Park trust -fund.

SURVIVING FAMILY.

He was' at one time chairman of the
Liberal-Conservative Association, and
before his appointment to the Bench
was a strong Tory leader.

His wife was Miss Louisa Robinson,
a daughter of John M. Robinson, and
she died in 1907. He is survived by one
son and two daughters. The son is
Lieut.-Col. B. . R. Armstrong, residing
in Rothesay, and the daughters arc
Miss Celia Armstrong, at home, and
Mrs. F. M. Maunsell, of this city.
There are thres grandchildren.

Two brothers also survive. They
are Rev. W. B. Armstrong, of this city,
and George Armstrong, of Fredericton,
and there is one sister, Mrs. G. Ludlow
Robinson, Winnipeg.

The funeral service will be held at
2.15 p.m. on Friday afternoon at St.
John’s (Stone) church, of which Judge
Armstrong had been a faithful mem-
ber. :

INDSOR, Ont., Dec. 2—To-

OBJECTS TO SALUTES
IN KING _§T. EAST

Citizen Says Barrack Square is
Natural Place to Fire
Guns

A prominent citizen speaking to The
Telegraph-Journal last night vigorously
protested against the suggestion made
by Colonel W. B. Anderson, G.O.C. of
Military District No. 7, that King
street east be made the customary
station for the firing of salutes.

The citizen pointed out that this
locality is in the residential section
and that there is every likelihood of
their being some one seriously ill near
the firing station, if it issituated at the
spot suggested. The Telegraph-Jour-
nal’s informant stated that when the
salute of 40 guns was fired, as a
tribute to the memory of Queen Alex-
andra, there was a mother and young
infant within a couple of hundred
yards of that site who were near to
death’s door and every one of the forty
reverberations was a severe nervous
shock. He stated that the Barrack
Square was the proper place from
which to fire guns when salutes were
called for.

The salute fired from the Barrack
Square would be heard plainly enough
and yet would not disturb any sick
people.

Storekeepers in the vicinity of the
lower part of Union street also com-
plained that the blasts from the guns
knocked goods off their shelves and
were liable to cause damage.

John E. McGeehan, of the Bronx, was
the motive for the killing of his life-
long pal, George Nye, last Sunday
forenoon in the Pirie apartment at
1586 East 141st street. They had been
| discussing girls of their acquaintance,
i Pirie told the prosecutor, in recanting
| a previous statement that a stidden im-
pulse moved him to kill Nye, when
George spoke against several girls. He
mildly remonstrated with Nye for the
blackening of the girls’ characters, Pirie
went on in a tremulous voice, unable
to check the emotion to which he had
released himself, but determined that
he would punish Nye with death. 3

The prosecutor said that Pirie had
insisted that both he and Nye were
asleep about 8 o’clock’ in the morning,
Nye having spent the night at the Pirie
home, when Pirie awoke and went out
and bought newspapers. He read these
for a while, and he believed that he
bhad aroused Nye from hjs slumber.
While reading the papers, however, he
was possessed more and more with the
desire to slay Nye for what the latter
had said about the girl friends. He
stood in a room adjoining that in which
Nye slept for some time, listening pa-
tiently to his pal’s breathing.

When he was satisfied that Nye was
fast asleep, Pirie was alleged to have
told the prosecutor, he obtained an
axe from a box in the kitchen. He
crept into the other room and struck
blow after blow on his boyhood chiim’s
head until he was certain he was dead.
Then he washed the face of his yic-
tim, stuffed the body under the bed,
arranged Nye's clothes in a closet and
went out. He returned to the entrance
of the house when the ambulance ap-
peared shortly after his sister Mar-
garet’s discovery of the body.

FAVOR COMMITTEE.

Mr. McLurg gave it as his opinion

tative of the men and management as
that now In operation at the steel plant,
throughout the colliery districts, would
be preferable to the continuance of the

McLEOD ASKS QUESTION.

Questioned by Mn McLeod as to
hether he knew of conditions in the
ining communities, he testified he had
ot had time to visit them. Mr. Mec-
od’s last question was:

“Would it not be a good plan for
our board of directors to give you a
ear’s leave of absence in order to en-
ble you to spend the time shootlng
nd loading in one of the mines an
ttending meetings of the locals?”
And Mr. McLurg’s reply: “I'm afraid
couldn’t quality; I haven’t a certifi-
tc'”

Vice-President J. E. McLurg, in his
ect evidence, reviewed much of the
mony previously given.

There was no
reason for his his “passing the buck,”
he said, and he did not make a practice
of so doing. He did not accept re-
onsibility, however, for the wage
egotiations of 1924, as he had only
rrived in Sydney in January of that

‘ear.
EXPLAINS DECISION.

Proceeding, Mr. McLurg explained

¢ circumstances surrounding the ex-
E:ession “lock them out,” credited to

fm durlng the wage discussion of
1924. The U. M. W. provisional officers
had suggested calling out the mainten-
ance men and he had decided “not to
hlow the whistle.”

The Chuinﬂan—-"l missed that.”

Mr. McLurg—*I don’t think you
miss anything, sir.”

Continuing, McLurg told of his ar-
rangement with the U. M. W. pro-
visional officers and stated that he had
reason to believe the union funds were
“Joosely handled.” Coming down to
the wage negotiations of December,
1924, the witness stated that he be-
lieved a cut of 20 p.c. should be im-
posed, but he had been instructed to
“stand firm” for a 10 per cent. reduc-
tion. During the discussion that fol-
lowed, however, he had found that he
could make no progress. e U. M. W.
executive was adamant.

CONCILIATION BODY ASKED.

The witness then began the reading
of the correspondence going to show
that a Conciliation Boarﬁo had been ap-
plied for by the corporation after the
men had failed to join them in the
petition.

The Chairman—*“What is the point
of all this, Mr. McLurg?®”’

Witness—“The point is that we did
everything in our power to avoid a
cessation of work. The impression 1
had was that the U. M. W. were at-
tempting to prevent a settlement.”

The Chairman—*“We are agreed that
you applied for a Board of Concilia-
tion.”

The correspondence was not read.

VISIT BY QUIRK.

The witness next dealt with a visit
made the district, by G. Quirk, of the
Federal Department of Labor. Mr.
Quirk had told the witness that in the
opinion of the then Minister of Labor,
Hon. James Murdock, the demands o
the corporation for a 10 per cent.
reduction were not justified. The wit~
ness stated that after having been in-
formed by Mr. Quirk that he had com-
municated the views of the Minister
to the U. M. W. executive, he protested
against the actlon of Mr, Murdock on
the ground that a Board of Concilia-
tion was then in process of formation.

Mr. McLurg then proceeded to read
from the Maritime Labor Herald, deal-
ing with a demand for the cost sheets
of the company.

Witness—“I am trying to show that

this paper was forever drilling into the
minds of the men the idea that we are
everything ithat is bad, that there was

no ~onsideration whatever for our posi-
tion.”

In December, 1924, he had reached
the conclusion that a strike was in-
evitable and that it would be a 100
per cent strike, entailing the with-
drawal of the maintenance men. He
was strengthened in this belief as
the days wore on and early in Janu-
ary he had begun preparations to
meet the emergency. Officials of
the company who had expressed thelr
willingness to assist in maintenance
work in the event of trouble were
assigned to their jobs and prepara-
tions were made for the withdraw-
al of pit ponies from the mines. The
article in the Glace Bay Gazette of
January 6, telling of the preparations
for the impending strike had not
been inspired by the company.

QUESTION OF NO DENIAL.

George Olive Baxter, M. D., aged 62
years, great-grandson of a Loyalist
who settled in the Norton district,
Kings County, and a familiar figure
in hundreds of homes in the city of

morning at his home, corner Peel and
Union streets after several weeks’ ill-
ness of septic anthritis. The doctor
battled valiantly for the last week but
even the physical fact of his not yet
being an old man did not save him.

THE RELATIVES.

Dr. J. Murray Baxter of Brunswick,
Maryland; Dr. George R. Baxter of'
Newton Centre, Mass.; Miss Gladys
Baxter on the staff of the Manhattan
Ear, Eye and Throat Hospital, New
York, were with their parents when
the doctor passed away. Mrs. Baxter
was formerly Miss Margaret Titus of
Barnesville,- *Kings County. Other
surviving relatives are Dr. A. Ernest
Baxter of Lowell, Mass., formerly of
this city; Henry Baxter of Lynn,!
Mass., and Herbert of Sharon, Mass,|
There is one living sister,
Mrs. George Toland of Lynn, Mass.

SPENT A BUSY LIFE.

Dr. Baxter received his medical ed,-,i
cation in U. S. universities and had
been practising in this territory for
upwards of 80 years, ten of which
were spent in Sussex, Barnesville and
in Albert County. For more than a
generation he enjoyed a lucrative prac-
tice in all sections of the Municipality
of Saint John. In addition to remun-
erative professional work he devoted
a great deal of energy and time to
gratis ministrations amongst poor
people. His charity in many cases
extended beyond medical and -surgical
service and took the form of food and
raiment for destitute patients.

ARDENT HORSEMAN.

Of a particularly active nature and
busy as doctors are at any hour of
the clock, Dr. Baxter was not able to
affiliate with any of the fraternities.
Much of his routine work found him
in the county alms-house or in outly-
ing sections of the rural districts winter
and summer. He was an ardent horse-
man and a lover of animals, losing no
opportunity to give succor to dumb
beasts as well as his human patients.
He usually possessed fine breeds of
horses including some fast steppers.

LOYALIST FAMILY.

The Baxter family to which the late
doctor belonged is of the basic set-
tlement of New Brunswick at the time
of the Loyalist influx. His great-
grandfather and that of Premier J. B.
M. Baxter were brothers who came
from the Eastern States. The grant
of land allocated at that time includ-
ed what is now known as Norton and
Lower Norton. Dr. Baxter’s father
was Alfred Baxter, still remembered
by many old residents as one of the
lcaders in the community life of that
Kings County section.

Funeral arrangements are being made
for Saturday afternoon at 3 o’clock,
when burial will take place in Fern-
hill.
