IMPORTANT DYE DISCOVERY.

During and since the war close and
most successful attention has been given
in Great Britain to the subject of dyes.
A British company, in which the gov-
ernment is interested, developed a special
line of dyes in connection with a very
strong form of artificial silk, also pro-
duced by a British company. The manu-
facture of this silk had been impeded
by the difficulty of dyeing it in fast
shades; but that difficulty has now been
overcome. The new dyes attach themg
selves to artificial silk, but have no effect
on cotton; therefore a cloth in which
cotton and artificial silk are mixed can
have. the silk dyed one color by the new
dye and the cotton dyed another color by
an ordinary dye. Further, it was found
that the final color of the fabric as a
whole could be modified by a subsequent
chemical treatment. Very good restits
are expected to follow from this develop-
meént. ;

NOT ENOUGH YET

A welcome reduction in freight rates
has been made by the board of railway
commissioners, to come into effect on
August 1. It is a step in the right di-
rection, but does not go far enough,
While the arbitraries are restored on
goods shipped from the maritime pro-
vinces to“points west of Ontario, our
shippers are still shut out of the On-
tario market. When the arbitraries were
first established there was mo market
west of Ontario. It was to enable our
manufacturers and producers to meet
competition in the Ontario market that
the arbitrary rates were fixed. That
was to be one of the advantages gained
by the construction of the Intercolonial
Railway, and the Quebec and Ontario
markets were to compensate these pro-
vinces to some extent for the one they
gave up to become a part of the Do-
minion of Cansda. These. arbitraries

DETECTION CIRCUIT FOR THE VACUUM TUBE.

After the radio-frequent oscillations have been interéepted by the antenna
and inductively or conductively impressed upon' the secondary circuit, they are
rectified by the vacuum tube so thet a preponderance”of current flows in one
direction through the plate cirsuit. ‘ :

In the accompanying diagram of a de-
tection cirguit the primary and secondary
windings’ of the receiving transformer
are represented by (L-1) and (L-2) re-
spectively. (C-1) i the shunt secondary
condenser, and (C-2) the grid condenser.
The three elements of the vacuum tube
are shown by the filament (F), the ‘plate :
(P), and the grid (G). The low vol-
tage storage battery is shown at (A),
and the plate battery (B) has its posi-
tive terminal connected to the plate (P).
As explained in previous articles, if the

As the incoming oscillations .are impressed upon the ,grid circuit, they tend
to charge the grid alternately positive and negative, When the grid is positive,
it attracts the electrons leaving the fllament, and when it is negative, it repels
them, with the result that the plate current is increased when the grid is posi-
tive and decreased when the grid is negative.

If a group of incoming radio-frequent oscillations is impressed upon the

For the purposes of detection the potentia] relation extisting between the grid
and filament may be so adjusted that a small decrease in grid potential will re-
sult in a comparatively large increase in the plate current while an increase of
the grid potential negatively will cause a small decrease of the plate current.
By a different adjustment of the potential relation between the grid and the
filament, the action just deseribed may be regersed.

When the grid condenser (C-2) is comnected between the grid (G) and
the seeondary of the receiving transformer (I.-3), it receives a uni-directional
charge due to the rectification of the groups of radib-frequent oscillations. Dur-~
ing the period of a group of oscillations jthe charge in the grid condenser in-
creases and the plate current decreases. When the group of oscillations is
completed, the charges inthe grid condenser is dissipated through the grid leak
(R) and the plate current returns to its normal value. The grid leak (R) is
a resistance of large value and serves the purpose of dissipating the charge in
the grid condenser between groups of oscillations, .

The fluctuation of the plate current and consequent variation of the tele-
phone current impulses the diaphragms of the receiving telephones for, each
group of incomimg oscillations and results in the receipt of audible lign‘ﬂls.

Tnquiry by Canadian Com-
mission About Charges re
the Pension Board.

e

A weekly news letter from the G. W.
V. A. News Bervice says that the de-
cision of the ‘House of Commons to
broaden the séope of the royal eommis-
sion which is to investigate the charges
of the G. W. V. A. against the Board
of Pension Commissioners, is regarded
generally by Canadian ex-soldiers as the
greatest advance in re-establishment
measures since the conclusion of the
war. The broadening out proposal ad-
vanced by members of all parties in the
house and accepted by the government,
was to the effect that the commission be
empowered to examine all matters
¢omplaint, within reason, which ex-serv-
ice men might have against existing leg-
islation and methpds of administration
of such. o

In all probability the commission, says
the letter, will concentrate its efforts in
_ the first instance to the Maxwell-Mac-
Nell charges, which will undoubtedly
require a considerable number of ses-
sions before the evidence is complete
and a decision arrived at. }

CABLE TAKEN OVER

Halifax, N. S., July 8—The Direct U.
S. cable from Ballingskelligs, Ireland, to
Harbor Grace, Nfid., and Halifax, was
taken over here on Saturday by the im-
perial cable from the West¢rn Union
Cable Compai ‘The British govern-
ment purchased the cable in November,
1920, for 750,000, but it remained under
Western Union control by lease ' until
Friday night. A section' of the cable
running from Halifax to Rye Beach,
Mass., remains with the Western Union
Company.

The cable now taken over was laid in
1874. Its first Nova Scotian landing
place was at Tor Bay, Guysboro coun-
ty, but it was moved to Halifax in 1887.
The Western Union Company took con-
trol of it from the Direct United States
Cable Company in 1912.

Then, suddenly, in
1914, came a'great awakening, and the
saving remnant of civilisation began to
think that there was something mote ahd
higher in life than thermal dynamics,
that there was a higher religion than ac-
celeration or facilitation, that it was not
enough to talk for three thousand miles
over the telephone unless you had a
message to give that was worth repeat-
ing, We had ceased to remember the
etefnal verities of life, had had begun
grogsly to over-value the tempofary and
trivial.

AND POVERTY

New York, July 8—Prohibition has
been a big factor in cutting down pov-
erty in families, according to statistics
just issued by the American Association
for Organigiig Family Social Work of
New York and the Boston Family Wel-
fare Soélety. In ten of sdeverteen cities
Hsted, however, thete weére more fam-
illes under cate durlng the “dry year”
than in “iyet” year. \

_Mrs. Willlam T. Tilton, chairtban of
the Boston gotiety, declares figures
in the survey which she conducted, prove
that there has been a reduction of 85 per
eent in cases where drink was a factor
in the poverty of the families ineluded.

“Such good results under pargal en-
forcetient,” she econtinded, “are signi-
ficant of what we may expect when the
dry law is properly enforced. They are
not just statistics, but they represent
human beings made happier by the ab-
sence of imtoxicants from their lives.”

Section 14 of the New Brunswick act
provides that if a chlid does mot attend
school for one hundred and twenty days,
the board of school trustees shall notify
the patent or gusrdian that they are
Hable to prosecution under the act unless
they satiafy the board that there was a
good reason for the failure of such child
to attend for the full peried prescribed;
and Section 15 is along somewhat the
same lines, Anyone who is or has been
a member of a school board will realize
what a beautiful time the members of
a school boatd would have in a small
town acting under Sections 14 and 18.
These sections are another attempt to
straddle the femce. ; Such clauses as
“good reasons for the failure to attend,”
should be removed from the act, and
from attendance
should be definitely stated. Section 19
provides the exceptions under this act
and if they are proper oties, then Section
14 is not needeg at all and only provide
and excuse for a parent or gﬁu-g!m to
worry a &choel board. I believe that
Section 19, however, is too general and
more definite exceptions should be stated.

I# the act was in forte all over the
province, then I believe it should be
amended to provide for the appointment
by the government of a provincial school
attendance officer, and I further believe
that the school attendance officers in
each city, town or school district should
be appointed by the respective boards of
school trustees, and that no pelice officer
should have anything to do with the
enforcement of the act.

Generally speaking the act seems to
be loosely drafted. It mentions a truant
officer, and only by inference is the
board of trustees, or the ecity or town
eounell authorized to appoint officers.

To sum up briefly my rambling re-
marks, I think that any law relating to
school attendance shotld be part of the
general school act of the province; that
“there should not be any local option as
provided by the t act; that the
government should make the law and
enforce it; that the law should provide
that every child should commence at-
tendance at school at six years of age
and continue attending school until he
or she has passed the Grade 8 examin-
ations, and that attendance should beé
continued until the 11th Grade is fin-
ished, with a certain few definite excep~
tions to the latter provision; that all ex~
ceptions from attendance should be clear-
ly and definitely defined by #he act and
as little left to the decision of a sym-
pathetic board of school trustees as pos-
sible; that an examination of the acts of
the western provinces relating to the
question, partieularly the acts of Alberta
and Saskatchewan would be beneficial
in drafting a new act for this provines,
and that the sooner this is done the bet-
ter.

to the House of Commons, and com-
mand an enormous figure for flamboyant
speeches and gludgy articles, does not

justly honored bodies on earth, but it
has neved been without a few impudent
and shady rascals who would have small
chance of election to public office on this
continent. Readers of Our Miitual
Friend and other novels by Dickens
must be aware that this state of affairs
is no product of modern laxity, by an
old tradition. :

But it is probable that the house never |
harbored a more impudent and transpar-,
ent rascal than Bottomley. The cynic-|
fsm with which popular journalism is
conducted in_London is evidenced not
only by the fact that Bottomley was
able to secure eminent financiers, a Can-
adian among them, as his backers on
John Bull, but in the fees he received
from Lord Rothmere, brother of Lord
Northcliffe, for “peligious” articles in the
Sunday Pictorial. His remuneration is
said to have been upwards of $1,200
per article and Bottomley, who had pro-
fessed “conversion” in 1914, made them
fairly dip with pietistic unction. Most of
them were written by collaborators and
Bottomley would express his apprecia-
tion of a particularly juicy bit of ex-
hortation with the words: “That’s the
stuff to give ’em.”

Bottomley was a cold-blooded crook
who enjoyed being dishonest; his cap-
acity for spending equalled his greed.
Characteristically enough, he was rooked
on all sides by the gamblers who were
his favorite associates. Undoubtedly
he had- a personality which impressed
itself tremendously on the primitive
minds of the mob, and he certainly
claimed high rewards for his much ad-
vertised “patriotism.”

SCHOOL BUILDINGS
COMMUNITY HOUSES

(Halifax Fcho)

The public-spirited action of the Tufts
Cove . school trustees in making their
school available for operation, at hours
convenient to the scheol, as a health cen-
tre, cannot fail to impress upon the pub-
lie realization of what an opportunity lies
to hand for an enlargement of the use-
fulpess of our city and country schools.
Every small community has its school and
its church, both of which exist for its peo-
ple. Hitherto, for the most wart, their
use has been confined to the purpose for
which they were built—the church to
minister to the spiritual needs of the
people and the school to educate the
cLildren. The church, with a miaistry
trained in independence of thought ard
action, has already seen the possibilities
for serving the community inherent in
the chureh organization, and, #specially
in the city, has opened its buildings for
clubs, fe® athletics, for entertainments
and for other forms of public service.
The school teacher who may act only
with the consent of the school trustees,
cannot assume any initiative, The school
trustees, we are sorry to say, do not
always possess the larger vision and sre
apt to think only as their many yiede-
cessors have thought—that the school is
a building for teaching children morn-
ing and afternoon, fiye days out of seven,
ten months out of twelve. What alcut
the evenings, what tbout the sther two

in the summer? During the sum:mer
months, some of our city schools sre
utilizing certain schools, especially their
playgrounds, for supervised recreation
during the summer months. And this
is as it should be. But cannet the school
house be made to serve the community
at large, whether in country or city? The
school house is surrounded by many
homes at a greater or a less distance, ac-
cording as it is urban or rural. The
days of these home-dwellers are full of
work, but what of their evenings? Could
not these empty schoel houses be used
for recreation, for entertainment, for lec-
tures, or for clubs of one kind or another,
8o that the school, instead of being mere-
ly a place where children are taught, may
become a real community centre?
‘Whether he lives in city, town, or coun-
try village, man is the same— a social
animal. The good that such an estab-
lishment can do was well proven in the
fizst years after the explosion—those who
lived on the Exhibition Grounds, Hali-
fax, were peculiarly proud of the “Com-
munity House.” A library, a kitchen,
club rooms for all ages, a dance and ec-
ture hall were continued within its walls,
and it performed splendid service until
the community itself became; disorgan-
ized. Why cannot there be “community
houses” all over the city and province?

And again—the Tufts Cove people
have pointed a way in which schools
in the town and the country near the
towns can serve the whole community.
Each Saturday worning a health clinic
is to be held there, when doctors and
nurses will be in attendance to glve
heslth advice and practical help. The
object of the clinic is to teach the peo-
ple how not to be sick, as distinguished’
from healing the sick. Through the
summer at Jeast, if they have public
spirited trustees, and doctors available,
meny schols could be open at least once
a week—and thither could come every
one of all ages to be taught in this wisest
of all branches of medicine—prevention.
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AL, finest g - S The extent to which the farmers of

the United States are now utilizing the
latest aids which inventive genius has
offered to the producing and business
world is illustrated by some facts pre-
sented in the 1920 U, 8. census. For the

first time, says the National City Bank,
the 1920 census now presents figures on
the number of automobiles, motor trueks,
telephones and farm tractors in use en
the farms of the country, the number
of farm houses lighted with gas or elec-
tricity, and the number having “water
pi into the house.”

These figures indicate that the auto- |
mobile and telephone are a big factor in
farm life, not merely as a comfort or
convenience, but as an actual ald in
business. The number of telephones, by
which the farmer may communicate with
his local trade centre or with the great
cities in which the prices and markets for
his products are determined, is officially
stated at 2,498,498 in 1920, while another
authority puts the total number of tele-
phones in all the United States “without
regard to ownership” at the end of 1920
at 13,411,379, which suggests that nearly
one-fifth of the telephones in the United .
States are now in the farm home and
farm business service; while thirty-eight
per cent. of the reporting farms were
equipped with telephone service in 1920.

The automobile statistics are also ex-
tremely suggestive. They show ~the
number of automobiles on farms in 1920
at 2,146,862, while figures compiled by
the automotive industries put the total
of automobiles in use in all of the United
States at 7,904,000, suggesting that the
farmers owned in that year considerably
more than one-fourth of the awtomobiles
of the country, to say nothing of the
139,000 motor trucks and 246,000 farm
tractors reported in operation on the
farms in 1920. Over thirty per cent. of
the reporting farms in 1920 utilized au-
tomobiles.

Still another evidence of the disposi-
tion of the farmer to utilize machinery
in increasing his business activitties is

und in the fact that the value of his

farm implements and machinery” re-
ported in 1920 was nearly three times as
much as in 1910, five times as much as
in 1900 and seven times as much as in
1890. The official valuation of farm im-
plements and machinery in 1920 is $8,-
195,000,000, against $1,265,000,000 in 1910,
$750,000,000 in 1900 and $494,000,000 in
1890,

It is not surprising, then, says the
bank, in view of the increasing use by
the farmer of these time and labor sav-.
ing devices, the telephone, the automo-
bile, the motor truck and the farm trac-
tor, coupled with the enormous increase
in his farm implements and machinery, |
to find that the census reports the value '
of horses on farms in 1920 ouly $1,782,-
000,000, against $2,084,000,000 in 1910, a
decrease of fourteen per cent. in value of
horses, while all other classes of farm
animals increased in value in the same
period, the increase in the value of sheep
being seventy per cent., poultry 141 per
cent., cattle 148 per cent., swine 148 per
cent., and goats 184 per cent.

HUGE STEEL-MAKING KILNS,

In connection with a process for pro-
ducing steel direct from iron ore a Brit-
ish firm is building some kilns of guite
exceptional dimensions. The first one,
which was recently despatched, weighed
260 tons and will furnish a revolving
furnace weight of 400 tons. A special
train comprising twenty-nine wagons'
had to be made up for the transport of
this enormous plant. Two others of the
same size have been completed. In con--
nection with the large plant it is inter-
esting to note that a casting weighing
112 tons was recently completed in a
Sheffield foundry. This casting closely
approaches the weight of Sheffield’s ree
cord casting, 130 tous.

CLOSING OF MINES BLOW
TO CHURCH OF ENGLAND

The
shops are dependent upon the employ-
ment of the miners, and the farmers de-
pend upon the workers for the sale of
their product.

The closing up of the mines has dried
up the sources of supply for the Bishop
of Kimberley’s diocese, which is twice
the size of Great Britain, with a sole
endowment of £580 a year for the
bishop’s. stipend. Stipends and allow-
ances to the amount of £400 g year,
formerly paid by the De Beers Company,

GASTS DOUBT ON

Romney’s Joseph Brant,” she declared.

It transpired later that the com-
petition' had been remarkably keen and
that one, at least, unliimted commission
had been sent in from the United States
which, however, had been generously
withdrawn upon the knowledge that the
peinting was wanted for the Goyern-
ment of Canada.

“Technically, the portrait is a mas-
terly ' example of Romney’s work dur-
ing his busiest—and best—period. Glow-
ing in rich color and in such fine condi-
tion that nothing was necessary except
the removal of decomposed varnish, it
is described in the Catalogue Raisonni
of Romney’s works as follows:

“Standing, turned to right, looking di-
| rectly at the spectator; colored sash and

white sleeves; hunting dyess, gorget,
| head-dress of red feathers; tomahawk in
| right hand; title inscribed in right car-
| mer; life size; landscape background
; Canvas 49x89.”

“The picture has been cleaned, varnish-
ed and framed and now hangs in a pro-
minent position in the' main gallery in
Ottawa, and is one of its most treasur-
ed possessions. Thus the great Indian
chief, fighter, statesman and lover of
his people, who translated the prayer
. book and St. Mark’s Gospel into the
Mohawk tongue and went over to Eng-
land to raise funds for the first Episco-
pal church in Upper Canada, left his
portrait behind him from the brush of
one of the great triumvirate of English
portrait painters.”
