TOBACCO SOARS IN ITALY

Cigars and Cigarettes TM Times
Higher Than Before the War.

Rome; June 25—(Correspondence As-
sociated Press)—While Americans com-
plain of the advance of 1 and 2 cents in
the price of cigars and cigarettes, the
prices in Italy have advanced ten and
twenty times what they were formerly.
Cigarettes of the cheapest varieties which
sold before the war for 2 cents a box
row sell for 20 cents and sometimes 80.
Cigars have mounted in price almost to
the point where they are unmarketable.

Besides the difficulty of importing to-
bacco—which, of course, adds consider-
able to the price—there is increased tax-
ation upon it. The government income
from tobacco in pre-war days amounted
approximately to $75,000,000 annually.

London, July 28—The most hopeful
feature of the coal strike situation last
night was a decision by the = Welsh
miners at a conference at Cardiff not to
join the Yorkshire movement. There
was no great accession of strength to
the strike movement yesterday. The
men on strlke total about 275,000, York-
shire, Derbyshire, Nottingham and
Monmouth being the counties mainly
affected.

London, July 23—Andrew Bonar Law,
the government spokesman, told a ques-
tioner in the House of Commons yester-
day that as far as the government was
aware there was no particular person
behind the miners’ unrest and that the
movent seemed to be a protest against
the increase in the price of coal, against
the dearness of living, against military
interference in Russia apd conscription.

WATCHMEN AND BONUS.,
To the Editor of the Times:

Sir,—I noticed in an evening paper
published here that all government em-
ployes do not benefit in receiving a share
of the bonus which has been allotted
by the dominion government. This
bonus I am given to understand was
awarded so as to meet the increase in
living expenses owing to the increased
cost of commodities. Why is it that
the watchmen employed on the go‘vem-
ment wharves at West St. John are not
receiving any benefit? Surely it is not
the intention of the authorities to omit
these men, whose wages are consider-
ably less than $1,200 a year. Ten mil-
lion dollars is the sum to be appro-
priated again, so surely some one will
see to it that these watchmen be in-
cluded so as to make the remuneration
they receive something near a living
wage.

No man should get less than $4 a day
in these times but the watchmen are
getting only $2.75 a day and a married
man cannot exist on that amount.

It is said that a dollar is worth 100
cents but not when you buy bread, milk
and boots, etc., as it buys only about
thirty cents worth of these things.

Considering that this port has come
through the whole period of the war
without mishap when the sheds have
had all kinds of explosives in them, is
it too much to ask that watchmen re-
ceive a living wage—or at least receive
the bonus which the government has set
aside for only some of its employes?

Winnipeg, July 23—That by means of
alleged discrimination being shown in
the reinstatement of the men who have
been on strike a serious blow is being
struck at trades unionism, was the prin-
cipal feature of evidence given yesterday
at sessions of the Robson commission of
inquiry into the causes and effects of
the Winnipeg strike.

Ernest Robinson, secretary of the
Winnipeg Trades and Labor Council,
offered to produce a list of names of
strikers - who had been discriminated
against. He said an attempt was being
made by employers and the city of Win-
nipeg to stamp out trades unionism.

A. F. Landry of Ottawa, organizer of
the Canadian Brotherhood of Railway
tmployes, made a statement of reasons
for the strike. He said that the working

the necessities of life; the government
refused action; the employers refused to
allow the employes to bargain with them
collectively and a general strike was the
only alternative lefl.

A ballot form, such as was used in
taking the strike vote was produced and
was shown by C. P. Wilson, representing
the atiorney-general of Manjtoba, to con-
tain a notice entirely at variance with
the constitution of the Winnipeg 'I'rades
and Labor Council. This was a notice
stating that the votes of all the . unions
would be pooled and the total majority
for and against the declaring of a strike
would be the authority for the council.

PASSES HOUSE

Drastic Provisions Retained and |
Bill Gees Through by Large
Majority — Now up to Senate

Washington, July 22.—By a vote of
nearly three to one, the House, weary
of talk on prohibition, today .passed a
bill for its enforcement, with provisions
and penalties so drastic as to bring from
the men who framed it the prediction
that it would forever suppress the liquor
traffic on American soik

Exactly one hundred member, fifty-
two Democrats and forty-eight Republi-
cans, refused to support it. Against this
even one hundred the prohibitionists,
putting up a solid front to the very last,
polled 287 votes. The measure now goes
to the Senate, where many of its restric-
tions may be modified or stricken out.
The cloak-room rumor persisted that all
of this legislative work might end on
the shoal of a presidentiut veto, although

the general wiew was that it would be
signed as passed.

The bill as it passed the House pro-
vides that after January 26, 1920, every
person: permitted under the law to have
liquor in his posssesion shall report the
quantity and kind to the commissioner
of internal revenue. This applies. to
chemists, physieians, etc.

After February, 1, 1920, the possession
of any liquor, other than as authorized

It was
suggested by General McLean that the
school children be arranged in tiers of
seats, carry flags and as the prince first
appears greet him with a verse from a
patriotic song followed: by a patriotic
demonstration.

It is also planned to have the same
arrangements on either end of the south
side of King square so that when the
prince comes along flowers can be show-
ered upon him and strewn along the
march by the children. Patriotic airs by
the children here is also planned.

The suggestion that cheer leaders,
probably to be found among the com-
mercial travellers, be selected for the pur-
pose of enthusing the general public, also
found much favor, although it was said
“they had some contract.”

Reports from some of the committees
appointed yesterday will be made on
Friday afternoon when another meeting
of the general committee will be held
again.

On the arrival of H. R. H. Prince of
Wales on Friday, August 15, at 10 a.m.
a royal salute by two gun crews will be
fired in Queen square. The gun crews
will be composed of veterans and will
be furnished by the G. W. V. A. of this
city. A captain’s guard of honor will
also be drawn up at the place of land-
ing.
